Even at the scat of Government itself, here in Shillong, the security
and safety to the life of even Journalists are not at all safe. It is
clear that when the Assembly is in Session the liw and order situation
in the State is deteriorating badly. Sir, yesterday’s occurrence is clearly
a definite matter where law and order situation is involved seriously,
especially the failure on the Government to muaintain  law '
in the very capital of Assam. Therefore, it is a definite matter ‘and it
fulfils almost all the conditions under Rule 56 and 57. We have not
diseussed this matter earlier. It is a matter of recent foccurrence, which
took place only yesterday. It is a matter of public importance. Since
‘the common people arec not in a position to discharge their duties
and carry on their normal life, it clearly shows the failure on the
art of Government in maintenance of law and order. Therefore, the
