10 them. In reply to it the Stock Keeper in Tura Town said that on the 11th
January 1965, 80 bags of rice amounting to 65 quintals were issued to that
particular camp. Bat to the disappointment of the people those rice did not
reach the destination. The matter has been brought to the notice of the¢
Minister of Supply and Rehabilitation, who by this time must have made
investigation into the matter. There must he a gang of people with whose €0~
operation only such glaring looting of the refugees’ food is being done. The
Government surely should take appropriate action in the mateer.

Another very bad incident occurred there in the Refugee Camp in the
Rongram area. It wassaid that on the Republic Day an officer of the Relie
and:Rebabilitation Department drove a jeep dashing against a refugee boy-
That officer did not have a driving license. The boy was brought to the
Civil Hospital by a Missionary Docior for post-uortem because the boy w23
discarded on the road side. Now it was learnt that there had been no arrest

forsuch crime. It was also learnt that the officer was seeking for a driving
Jicense for the car by now. f

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AND IRRIGATION Re: DRAINING OF LOGTAK LAKE
BY THE GOVERNMENT OF MANIPUR

Shri MOINUL HAQU< CHOUDHURY (Minister, Flood
Control and Irrigation Wing): Sir, the hon. Member Shri Pulakeshi
Singh referred to a scheme  of Manipur Government and expressed
some anxiety about it. I am also sharing the same arxicty with
him, Therefore, I would Jike to clarify  the position.  Sir,
the Manipur Government, 1 undcrstand, had submitted a scheme
for reclamation of the Logtak lake arca by draining oul the
Logtak waters to river Barak. With the help of the schiemc the purpose is to
reduce the water area of about 250 square mites to about 50 square mi'es.
The State Government of Assam was never told about it,  But somchow
or other I came to know about itmyself about two months back and
immediately after learning aboutit we had sent.a communication to the
Government of India saying that since it was an inter-Staic scheme,
hefore any O. K. was given to the scheme this State Government should
be taken into confidence. At the 13th meeting of the Ceniral I'lcod Con-
trol Board held a few weeks back I took up the question with Government
of India again and I had been assured ihat before giving any final shape
to the scheme they would give us the advantage of a consultation there.
