35. (a)—It has been decided by the Assam I'lood Control Board to take
up selective dredging of the Brahmaputra at places like Mohonaghat area
only for a short Jength on experimental basis. The dredger for this experi-
ment is being arranged from Ganga Brahmaputra Water Transport Board
and Shri K. N. Srinivisan, Development Commissioner (Ports) will also be
visiting the site shoitly to determine whether the dredger under construction

at Ganga Brahmaputra Water Transport Board can be of use for this
experimental work.
(b)—Does not arise.

Shri KHOGENDRA NATH BARBARUAH: What will be the ap-
proximate costin this respect ?

Shri MOINUL HAQUE CHOUDHURY : It can be determined only

when. the kind of the dredger and the nature of the dredger is decided
upon.

Shri KHOGENDRA NATH BARBARUAH : May I know whether
any amount has been earmarked for the Purpose ?

Shri MOINUL HAQUE CHOUDHURY : No, Sir.

Shri MUHAI_\/IMAD UMARUDDIN  (Dhubri) : May I know
whether dredging is meant for flood control or for navigational purpose !
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Shri _NIOI_NUL HAQUE CHOUDHURY: There is a technical dis-
pute on this point. Some people fecl that dredging can be undertaken for
flood control purpose _also; but the other opinion is that dredging can
only be _done in selective reaches for navigational purposes and also as an
anti-¢rosion measure.

% IShmeOHI KANTA DAS: (Barchalla) In view of the fact that
the bed of Brahmaputra has gone up after the last earthquake and this is
causing annual floods, have Government any proposal for dredging the Brah-
maputra to remove this annual menace to the State ?

_ Shri MOINUL HAQUE CHOUDHURY: It is only one of the
opinion that dredging can solve this problem. Technical experts arc not
unanimous on this. There are differences of opinion. Therefore, we have
agreed to undertake selective dredging as an experimental measure.

Shri ABU NASAR Md. OHID (Rupohihat): May I know whether

Government are confident that dredging of Brahmaputra bed will be

effective in controlling the river course ?

Shri MOINUL HAQUE CHOUDHURY : I have nothing more to
add to what I have said.

Shri KHOGENDRA NATH BARBARUAH: The silt accummu-
lating in Mohanaghat is coming down to Desangmukh and, therefore,
dredging at Mohanaghat will not help.

I hold that Secre-
taries deal not merely with Mohkuma Parishads but  also with ‘Anchalik
Panchayats and other matters for which planning is necessary and im-
plementation is to be. followed up. Therefore, there is sufficient work for
the Seccretaries. Gt PSSR

Shri MOHANANDA BORA: In reply to a question on a previous
occasion, the Minister said that planning was done by the Directors of
different departments. 1f the workis done by the departmgntal Secre-
taries and Directors here, these Planning Officers have practically no work
to do. X e

Shri KAMAKHYA PRASAD TRIPATHI: Planning is done at
multiple levels. Cne level is the Government of India, Planning Commis-
sion. The other is the various depariments of the Government of India.
The other level is the Assam Government and the Assam Planning De-
partment. The other level is the Directors of various Departments. Lower
down the Mohkuma Parishad is ‘a planning . body; still lower down the
Anchalik Panchayats are suppused to ‘deal with planning matters. - The
lowest level is the Gaon Sabha. The whole idea is to gradually promote
planning from top to bottom. It istrue that central planning has come to
stay and if our agriculture programme is to succeed it is necessary -that
planning has to be developed gradually in the lower levels also. :

Shri MUHAMMAD UMARUDDIN (Dhubri): Sir, {rom what cadre
of service these Planning Officers are recruited and what are,the- Plan-
ning Officers required to do ?

Shri KAMAKHYA PRASAD TRIPATIU: So far as the qualifica-
tion is concerned, the Sub-Dezputy Collectors ave .being groomed.into a
Planning Officer and for that purpose these groomings are undertaken.

Shri MOHANANDA BORA: Sir, in the Panchayat Act there isno
provision of controlling the Anchalik Panchayats or Mohkuma Parishads by
the Planning Officers. So, how we can come to the ‘question of control-
ling over either by the Planning Officers or by the Panchayat units i

Shri KAMAKHYA PRASAD TRIPATHI: Sir, the Planning Depart-
ment of the Government of India has no power to ’ control over the Pan-
chayat Department. Similarly the Planning Clommission has no power to
control over the Government of India, So is th:.‘: case in respect of our Govern-
ment. The Assam Government Planning . Department -has_no ‘power ov
control over the Directorate in the mattm?c»[' expenditure. What happens
is that once the plan islaid down then it js transmiited to_the Executive
Department. Thereafter, the Planning Department has no control over
the Directorate.

Calling Attention for 2800 Quintals of Paddy procured by
Government becoming unfit for consumption

#Shri KHOGENDRA NATH BARBARUAH (Amguri) : Mr. Speaker,
Qir, under Rule 54 of the Rules of Procedurc and Conduct of Busin€ss
in Assam Legislative Assembly, I beg to draw the attention of Minister-
i1-charge of Supply to a particular matter. Our Government througf‘f
the Apex Marketing Society has collected paddy throughout the Stat€ ;
but, Sir, in Nowgung, the information goes, that 2800 quintals of paddy
in 4100 bags were lying in front of the godown under sun and
shower for many days without ' care. Such things are also happening
in North Lakhimpur and also other parts of the State. (Interruption)
Sir, have you gone through the Newspapers ? Sir, on the 24th in Natun
Assamiya it has besn written how in these days of scarcity things are
being spoiled. Sir, how this could bappen in the cyes of the Government

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officers ? Who will pay the cost? Sir, the Government has said that
there is a bumper crop this year. I must say, Sir, in all the districts
it 1s not true. In some districts the last crop was not satisfactory. It
is found in the papers that the target for collection of paddy has not
yet been achieved. The target of the Government was to collect about
I crore maund of paddy this year ; but I doubt that the Government
would be able to reach this target. (Interruption) You are living like
gods  here.

Shri KHOGENDRA NATH BARBARUAH : Sir, this paddy could
stand milling. It germinated because for days together it was under

SPEAKER: Whether 2,800 quintals of paddy procured by
Government agency became unfit for human consumption ; next point
js whether 4,100 bags of paddy wecre lying in front of the Government
godown at Nowgong under sun and shower; the third point is thatin
North Lakhimpur also it happened.

Shi1i RUPNATH BRAHMA (Minister, Supply): Mr. Speaker, Sir,

my friend Shri Barbarvah has not been able to mention any definite place
where this cccurred but he generally says it.

Mr. SPEAKER: Four thousand and one hundred bags of paddy were

kept in the open in front of the Government godown at Nowgong under
sun and shower.

Shri RUPNATH BRAHMA: Sir, I am coming to that, Sir,
it isnot a fact that there has been any loss of paddy on this ground
either in the Nowgong district or in the North Lakhimpur Subdivision.
Now what happened is, tir, on 7th January, 1965 there was rain in Nowgong
Disurict.  On that day the Marketing Society brought certain quantity of
paddy to Jamunamukh godown even while it was raining. As a result,
some quantity of paddy got wet. The paddy was not retused by the Supply
Officer in-charge of the godown. He requested the Officer of the Marketing
Society to sun the paddv; and when the paddy was dried the major
portion was received in the godown. In the meantime the Deputy Com-
missioner ordered to receive the entire paddy in the Government godown ;
but about 700 mds. of paddy were aircady delivered to the mills by the Apex
Marketing Society. The Deputy Commissioner however, passed orders to
keep this paddy in the mills in Goyernment account. On the same day
certain quantity <[ paddy was brought to Hojai godown. The paddy was
wet and it could not be strai ghtaway received in ?he godown. As in Jamuna-
mukh so in Hojai the paddy was suined and received in the Government
godown ; put about 400 maunds of paddy were delivered to the mill by
the marketing society. The Deputy Commissioner ordered to keep that
paddy also in Government account although it was allowed by the Marketing
Society to be keptin the custody of the mill. The Deputy Director of
Supply has reported that no paddy germinated and there was no loss
of paddy on this occasion,
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Now, Sir, so far as the North Lakhimpur Subdivision is concerned, Shri
Barbaruah has not been able (o give any name of the places where this
has taken place. The report of the Subdivisicnal Officer, North Lakhimpur,
is that no paddy got wet duc to expo:urc in [ront of any Government
godown and no loss of paddy was sustained in this regard.

#Shri DEV KANT BOROOAH (Minister, Co-operative): May I
clarify the point, Sir ? On the 24th February when I was lying “ili in my
bed this news item came under my observation—the news item which
had been published in the Natun Assamiya. 1 immediately phoned up the

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Shri SARAT CHANDRA GOSWAMI (Kamalpur) Mr. Speaker,
Sir. I congratulate the Finance Minjster for his illuminating and bold
speech made in presenticg the Budger for 1965-66, particularly as there
is no proposal for fresh taxation. After going through the Budget Speech
and the Budget Memorandum, 1 fully share the anxiety of the Finance
Minister that our State is facing a very difficult position so far the ﬁna_mc:.::l
matter is concerned, Sir, with the implementation of the Pay Committee’s
recommendation and the Pay Committee’s suggestion as accepted by the
Government along with other committed expenditure the Goverrment has
to run a deficic to the tunc of Rs 11 crores and this deficit is e)f!:remely
unbeardble on the Part of this small developing State. Now, Sir, there
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are certain features, say for instance where Central Government’s assistance
on certain item like Border Security Forces, Border Police Force, etc.
which were deployed for guarding the border was to be borne b;f the
Centre but now has been borne by the State We should demand that
the Central Government should bear the entire expenditure on this score.
Then again there is a liability that our State has to bear with regard to
rehabilitation of refugees from Pakistan. Sir, I hope that the Central
Government should also bear the entire expenditure on this item also.
But, I feel, Sir, merely insisting on the Central Government this State
cannot prosper. This St te must have its own resources and create income

yielding assets.

Sir, I find that the State’s National Income at the current prices rose
by 11.9 per cent ard per capita income is 28 8 at current prices which
does not compare favourably with all-India figures. In o-der to face the
increase of population and the failure of production channel which has
caused some strain and stress on the people, we will have 1o bear all these
things in mind while p'anning for future o that we cn satisfy our people
for all practical putposes in future. Now, Sir, I feel, our society to be
a socialistic society there cannot be any privation and the primary duty
of our Government is to provide adequate amunt of food, better facilities
for education,better facilities for medicine and other things and our whole
plan and the expenditure should be tuned to that. Say for example, the
produ:tion of food, in comparison with the previous year, we have-good
crop this year and it is mainly due to good weather. Therefore, if the
weather fails, then our production will go down. That is we have to
depend on the mercy of vagarics of nature. Sir, our attempt for production

If the loop can be cut and the
bund is straightened the village will be saved, and as it is in Government
land no compensation for houses nor any acquisition of land will be involv-
ed. Therefore, I feel this loop should be cut and the village will be saved.

Then, coming to the Medical Budget I would like to say that we have
got a Jarge number of subsidised Allopathic dispensaries and there was a
policy of the Government that all the subsidised dispensaries would ke
taken over by the Government. Butin the budget I find that for the
current period no pravision has been made for taking owver any of the
subsidised dispensaries. These subsidised dispensaries do not practically
serve the reeds they arve ex-ected to serve because of low subsidy from
the Government and also because of the fact that the Doctors do net
find any incentive to serve there as their remuneration is very low. I would
suggest that at least in those areas where thers is no State dispsnsary within
a distance of 5 to 10 miles the subsidised dispensarics should be taken over
by Government, In my own constituency in the entire block consisting
of three mauzas there is no State dispensary and the subsidised dispensaries
have not been able to cater to the need of the people. 1 feel, Sir, that
some of the subsidiced dispensaries in this area should be converted inte
State dispensaries. Then again, Sir, the Primary Health Unit of Kamalpur
has not yet been started there. Though a site has been selected, the actual
work has not yut started, and there ig delay in the implementation of the
scheme. As I have already stated, Sir, the impact of the Plans is not
very happy. I should say that we cannot sacrifice  our present for the
probable prosperity of the future. There should be a balance between
the present and the future, ard therefore, the immediate needs of the
peoplein food, clothes and so on should be attended to and more attention
should be given to the productive side than on the amenities side. For
instance, we should go for Agro industr'es and other industries which will
be ancillary thereto so that producers in the ficld can hive bett-r facilities
and they can adapt themselves to the modern improved method of agricul.
ture. Sir, I ﬁnd. that there s affluence in certain quarters, but the
oasis of affluence in the desert of privations cannot give us socialistic pattern
of society.

There are
Societies lil::e the above which are enjoying subsidies for the last few years
without going into the accounts or enquiring into the irregularities done by
these Societies. Sir, a big sum of monev is going to be surrendered as
the Assistant Re.istrar, Karimganj, could not organise another Marketing
Society whick was sanctioned under the annual plan. It is a clear case
of supporting or unduly helping the particular Karimganj Marketing
Society. Mr. Speaker, Sir, I would now ask the hon. Finance Minister
to make a special query about the activities of the Assistant Registrar of
Karimganj. 1If this is done I think much will come out about the way in
which the money has been wasting.  Sir, the Marketing Co-operative of
Karimganj is exclusively being permitted o purchase paddy in favour of the
Government defying the order of the Government to purchase through the
Service Cq~0perativc Societies. Had it heen done through the Service
Co-operative Societies, it would have been benefited in the matter of
realising  their advances from the cultivators.

But, Sir, unless
some industries are immed; ately taken up in the State the ‘problem of unem-=
ployment cannot be solved and this problem has become very acute day by
day. Sir, here I would like to Mention about the possibility of the lime ;

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Shri MOHIKANTA DAS (Bavehallay: Mr. Speaker, Sir, I
congratulate the Finance Minister for his presenting ‘a deficit budget
without proposals for taxation. He has referred that in 1963-64 there
was a shortfall of Rs. 362 lakhs in grant-in-aid from the Government of
India expected against the expenditure incurred by the Siate on Border
Roads, Civil Defence, and Border Police Force. This isa matterof regret
that the Government of India kiwing fully well the limited resource
of the State have not come forwmd for payment of the legitimate dues
to. this State. Again, Sir, we expected about 2% crores of rupees if
the Government of India would have given consent for framing legis-
lation for the purpose of imposing Road Carriage Tax. That would
have ftetched about 2} crores of yupees; but it is regretted that
consent has not been given and we are not getting that revenue. In spite
of this and in spite of mid-year Pay Commitiee Report with very heavy
Financial implications and . also influx of East Bengal Refugees and in
addition, the recurring floods of the year—under reference—and also
border troubles he has been able to present his Budget. Besides these .
difficulties there are the insecure borders on the North and on the East
and the unauthorised Pakistanis within the State. Under all these
circumstances our Finance Minister has presented a deficit budget and
vet he has net made any attempt to impose any new tax on the
common man because it is known to him that our people are ccono-
mically hard hit due to natural calamities like floods. ete. Thouch he
has in his contemplation a proposal to set up a Commiitee of experts for
the purpose of evolving certain measures to meet the deficit. i hepe

that he will not come up with proposals of any new taxation which
will hard hit the common man.

We have got many problems such as border problems, problem of
internal security, problem of the hills and the plains inhabited by
backward classes, problem of food, etc. As vegards the security of the
borders, the Government have taken some steps for the purpose of
preventing any unauthorised infiltration into the State, and so alsa as
regards Pakistani jofiltrants within our State the Government have
taken adequate measures in the shape of tribunals to detect these
infiltrants who may turn out to be fifth columnists in times of emer-
gency.  As regards security of the border, the security forces have been
increased and check posts have heen strengthened but the clearance ol
a belt of inhabitation along the border has not yet been undertaken.
We feel that our check posts should be increased, more tribunals
should be established to meet the necessity of the situation so that
within a short space of time all considerable elements remaining in the
State who might be threatening our security may be evicted. As regards
the food. position, Sir it is one of the problems on which I must put great
stress because uniess the food production js improved there cannot beany
contentment amongst the people.  We have passed about 15 years or S0 SHICE
independence; yet we have not been able to meet all the foqd' dcmandfa.

Of course, Sir, in respect of educational facilities to the backward
classes, we have made some strides, The backward classes in the hills
including the tribals and other backward classes have been given stipsnds
and scholarship and other [acilities for advancement of education and they
kave made certain strides, but still the progress has not been up to the
expected target. Therefore it should be the duty of the leaders, the people
and the backward classes to exert inore so that they may reach the level of
other advanced sections of the people. But I regret to say, Sir, that the
uther Backward Classes which form a population of 50 lakhs in the State were
enjoying certain educaltional benefits for four or five years. But since the
adoption of the Economy Policy of the Government of India by this State
backward classes students who have passed in the Third Division have been
totally deprived of the treestudentship, free tuition fees that were granted
to them before and this was a great setback to the poorer homes to take
advantage of the benefits to educate their childien and to receive higher
education. Of course I beg to mention here that Rs.35 lakhs were allotted
under the Head Other Backward Classe; for the Third Plan period This
amount cannot be diverted from the Head of Other Backward Classes for
other purposes. We find in the present Budget about 10 lakhs of rupees
have been provided for the welfare works of the other backward class for
scholarships, free studentship in Sccondary Education. So far as the post
matriculation seholarships are concerned, other backward classes students
passing in Third Division would not be able to get this ben:fit, butonly
those who have passed in Second Division and First Division will be entitled
to get scholarships and the students Passing in the Third Division will have
no benefit.  Generally the backward classes people are very poor and they
have to work and study under unhappy e1 vironments. Therefore, it cannot
be expected that these students will be able to compete in the different
university examinations and to secure expected positions. At least these
concessions should have been granted to them so that in one plan period
these people can prepare themselves for advancement. Sir, it is a matter of
regret that Government did not take these things into consideration and
immediately switched over to the economic principle.  We will find that as a
result of introduction of this new policy the numker of admission of the other
backward classes stu_dent in .ﬂ_‘lc colleges has become very few as the students
passing in the Third Division find themselves unable to go for higher
education without free studentship; etc, With the high ideal of affecting
advancement in . education .amongst these People Government are 5pend-
ing lakhs of rupees for awarding scholarships etc. to the students irrespec-
tive of caste, creed and other thip gs. But unless scholarships and free
studentships are allowed to the students of the backward classes passing in
the Third Division—who generally come from poorer homes, it will not be
for possible them tc go for higher education according to their aspirations,
So I hope our Goyernment will do something in this matter.

Sir, I
must thank the Finance Minister for mentioning in his budget speech about
the relief to the tune of Rs.21,05,176 given to the flood and erosion affected
people till the end of 1964. I am very grateful to the Finance Minister for
spcndmg_ so much money for relief to these people ; but while thanking him
I must give stress on one point, that is, thatin some areas specially in the
flood and erosion affected areas in Majuli and other such similar places
more money will have to be spent after rehabilitation of these flood . acd
erosion affected people. The Deputy Commissicner, Sibsag :'r, had moved
the Government for allcwing to continue some cheap grain shops in Majuli
and other areas but up till now no reply from the Government has been
received by the Deputy Commissioner as to whether he will b: allowed
to continue some limited mumbers of cheap grain shops. The people
who could not grow any crop are facing hardship still now and most of
the people of Majuli have more or less become beggars, For want of food some
of them had to leave for North Lakhirnpur and there they are working - with,
their relatives as day labourers and while they arc working as day labourers
they are trying to find out land for settlement. There also they are to face
handicaps and they arc not in a position to get settlement of land. This
matter was brought to the notice of our Revenue Minister. He went
there and assured the people that they would . be provided with land, but
till this day they have not been allotted any land there. Only. the
Subdivisional Officer has been directed to providewith land to these people;
but they have not been provided with land for cultivation although the
cultivation scason has already set in. When the Government is not ina
position to provide' them with land and when the Government has not
adopted such measures by which these people could be fed, I think,
Government should think “of providing them with gratuitous relief for
about 6 or .7 months more. 1 would, therefore request the Government
to give much stress on this point, We may bave adopted numMerous
developmental projects but these projects will come to no use unless these
people who are facing crisis are rehabilitated and fed. So I would request
the Government to see that these people are properly looked after,
