INOWs I
will request the hon. Members to speak about the admissibility of the
motion.

Shri DULAL CHANDRA BARUA (Jorhai;) : Mr. Speaker, Sir, the
notice of the Adjournment Motion was placed before you carlier al::D but
you have ruled it out on .thC gro:und that it is 2 continuing matter. Sir;we
have submitted this Motion again today because of the observance’ of the
No Work Day by the Secretariat employees of the Government. Sify since
3rd March, 1965, it is still continuing and we do not know how long it will
continue, as it seems N0 Scttlement has yet been arrived between the
Government and the Sccretariat -employees.  As a result the normal
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functioning of the administrative machinery has been completely paralyse 1.
So long we expected that an amicable settlément would take place between
the Government and the employees but till today nothing has been heard
about it. Furthermore, Sir, on enquiry in our Assembly Secr: ariat it reveals
that there will be no more question to discussin thi. august House. It is
not only paralysing the administrative machinery but on the other hand it
is costing the State exchequer, more particularly it is obstructing on the
way of the smooth functioning of this august Hous: when such an impor-
tant session like Budget session is goitig on. We have come here to discuss
the public affairs and if the administrative machinery goes on observing the
No Work Day then we will have no scope for dicussing such urgent
Public affairs of the ‘State. On the other hand, Sir, half of this session is
almost past and the number of replies we received to our questions 18
insignificant. Moreover from tomorrow there may not be any more questions
to discuss. In this way, Sir, if this is allowed to continuc then
there will be chaos and a choatic condition will prevail which will
affect the prestige of the Government as well as it will affect the interest pf
the whole State. Therelore, Sir, it is a definite matter of urgent public
importance and it is first of its kind which has been continuing since last
3rd March, It is a definite matter of urgent public importance which is

Government stock without préspayiment. Iknow of a case where cement
and rice were issued from Government stock withont pre-payment. The
amount was outstandingz for nearly a year, and after that also a Magistrate
had to run several times to the dealer concerned for recovery of the amount,
Iam not sure whether the : mount has been fully realised by this time. If
that be tue case, who will be responsible for the loss of interest during the
period ?

It is difficult to obtain finance, as the Finance Minister says, for the
working  of the plan even, and in that circumstance if dealers are allowed
to have articles on credit, that is not Proper. If they are allowed to have
articles on credit, then surcly it is not very encouraging for anybody.

Shri FAKHRUDDIN ALI AHMED (Minister, Finance): Where
did this occur ?

Shri AKSHOY KUMAR DAS: In Barpeta, with regard lo a
ﬁa!'ticnlar dealer of Sarbheg area, I hope, Sir, that somebody will be
eld responsible for the loss of interest in the matter.

Next, Sir, medium and major irrigation schemes have been Properly
dealt with for the next year. In this regard I have nothing to say except
only one thing, and that is that in Barpeta Subdivision two schemes under
medium irrigation bave been included in the budget for the last few years-
Kumbhira and Bhumk; scheme. In the:e for several years there has been no
work.In one scheme the local officers secem to be acting against the directives
instructions of the Superintending Engineer, and that is why the work has
not been finished. 1In fact it was a finjshed scheme. The local people
combined to a strength ol 1,500 and they worked for over two years and
they Practically finished the scheme, Only the bund was to be completed with
proper strength ; but some how golmal has been introduced in the _chann.cls
and the local officers thought itfir even (o pgo against the Superintending
Engineer, and as such, the scheme isdrawn over from year to year in tI}C
pages ol the badget. In the Kumbhira schemie.it transpired that they will
not find firm soil under 16 feet, Upto 20 feet all were boulders according to
their calculation. Now when they have started work they find that they
should dig upto 20 feet.to get firm soil. I fail to understand why schemes
Were prepared without ascertaining depth to dig to reach the . soil  “lhere
should have been some experiment. as to in what depth firm soil would be
available and I beljeve for this, separate funds were also allotted, I 110PC. as
these are valuable’ schemes the Government will please see to the completion
of these two schemes early,

The next pointis, Sir, education. FEducation is spreading very fast.
We must admit that ed ucation js spreading very Jast in the country an_d for
thai Government is surely to be thanked, Another aspect today is the
creation of unemployment educated and under.educated youths. For that
purpose Governmen.t mean to start craft-training classes for our youths. But
one hard fact remains thay ¢mployment of the trained youths is also doubt-
ful as has been made evident by the temperament shown by the present
industrialists. They do not sce.n to be inclined to take the local People,
and that is a hard fact, anq I hope our Government will keep an eye on
this particular point. In the meantime the position is gctting acute. T_hcse
youths when they are left unemployed are a definite menace to the society,
and they may not be held responsible for this. Because young minds can never
remain idle. They must have some kind of activity and if they do not get
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employment they might be exploited by undesirable elements, ‘and for that

reason I would like to suggest that these people should be attracted to some
agricultural programimes. 1 am not speaking about raising of crops with
the age-old ploughs. I suggest that these people—the unemployed youths—
may be attracted towards Animal Husbandry and Vcterinary sections of food
production. In fact the budget does not disclose special provision for this
sige of agriculture. It is more mindful to the agricultural department ; but
1 suggest that it should be specially mindful to this section, that is very
important both {rom Assam side as well as from India side, Itis not very
healthy to be always dependent for some protein food like Masur Dal
etc. op Bihar and U.P. If we can grow some €ven in Assam with some labour

" then I think it should also be organised. It is not very casy to attract
youths to the present form of agriculture as I have already said ; but in those
matters falling under Animal Hushandry and Veterinary, I hope the youths
may be easily attracted, and for that purpose some scheme of loars may be
necessary ; this does not mean that the Government should issue that
through easy terms. Isuggest that this should be as strict as normal
course, as is being done by Finance Corporation or similar bodies ; - but
still there should be some loans made available to the local youths of t.;hc
State. Though it is not to be on individual basis it may be on co-operative
basis; provided they come forward with proper mertgage and other things.
Unless we harness these youths to sorue such form of agriculture it 15 doubt-
ful whether the development of the State will not deteriorate.

Sir, I do not mean to touch all these points, but as 1 have already said,
I only wo.uld like to repeat one thing. ihat food ];roduction issue will be kept
foremost in the minds of Governmant. Sir, 1 suggest even before
Education, food production issue should e given top most Ppriority,.
because unless we can solve this problem, I do not think therc will be peace
in the country, and peace will be more a;ml more disturbed. So, I suggest
of all things food production should be given the foremost priority. But
for this matter I do not suggest any fresh taxation, I suggest cnly prunning
of different departments ; and by prunning we can cflect economy. Sir,

the Economy Committee, as has been said by the Finance Minister some
times back, is doing business. The House will be very grateful 1f the
Finance Minister informs ~what proposals are there and what action
Government has taken so far.  Sir, I personally feel that there is room for
economy in expenditure.

The President
said that bad e been a Principal ina College and if the geatlernan wonid
have been a student in that college, the President would have given him a
big zero for such a lecture. Sumilarly, Sir, I also feel that cur Finance
Minister deserves a hig zero for all his labour for this 50 pages Budget
Speech.

Shri KAMAKHYA PRASAD TRIPATHI (Minister, Planning):

Sir, zero was the greatest discavery of mankind,

The Deputy Commissioner said. that ne fund has yet
been placed at his disposal for paying compensation to these people. I met
the Agriculture Minister twice and told him that funds should be wamediately
placed at the disposal of the D. €. so that people are not unnecessarily
harassed.

Sir, I would like to thank the Finance Minister once again because
of the fact that though the budget is a deficit one our hoa. Finance
Minister did not make any proposal for fresh taxation,

. _Sir, in this connection I would like to refer to an unfortunate happening.
While the Assembly is in session our Secretariat sta is continuing a pen-
down strike since last 2rd March, 1965. Sir, I understand irom various
sources that. there are grievances of this stafl' especially from the cadres
of Superintendent to that of Lower Division Assistants. The questions of
retrenchment and demotion of some of this staff are also there, if the recom-
mendation of the Pay Committee is given full’ effect to. They say that
Previously in a department where there were 12 Assistants there was one
Superintendent and now according to the Pay Committee’s  Report there
will be a Sup:rintendent where there arc 20 Assistants and thereby there may
be demotion and retrenchments, Now, Sir, we fiind most of the Government
employees are not happy with the recommendations ol the Pay CGommittee.

I, therefore, suggest that this ommittee’s report may be ‘suspend-d for the
time being and the dearness allowance may be enbanced at a flat rate so that
every one Wi!] be happy. Sir, this 1s only .in}r suggcslion which I commend
to the consideration of the hon. Finance Minister. Sir, in the Budget
§pcccil there is a mention of Sales-Tax. There is, I submit, a heavy leakage
1n Sales-Tax carnings, Sir, biz merchants are carrying heavy quantities of
goods from Calcutta an3 other places to Assam and there is no control to
ascertain whether these merchants pay the requisite Sales-Tax. Besides
these, there are inn

~anumerable sources of leakage of Sales-Tax in this State. It
Séems the Sales-Tax Department is not taking proper interest in the matter.
I can cite an example of Gagh

: : ati alone, If the Salrs-Tax Department in
Gauhati can detf:ct all the cases of leakage, the Government, I am sure, can
earn at least several croves of rupees. But, Sir, this Sales-Tax Depattment
apparenfly s not after the big merchangs, They are more after the smaller
fries. There are big merchants dealing in various food-stuffs and are carcying
their goods by privately owned Motor-trucks and by other private vehicles
and by private steamers and they aye not Paying tax to the Government. SIT,
I, therefore, request the Finance Minister to look deeply into it.

Sir, I am grateful to the Finance Minister for his frank confession that
common men of Assam cannot bear the burden of taxation any fur[h(fl‘ .

Sir, in this connection I woylq like to refer to my speech in the
Governor’s Address debate in which T had also stated that in 1964-65, the
P. W. D. did not touch any road sanctioned under 8rd Five Year Plan. I
am afraid the half-donc road wil] be washed away by rains during monsoon,
Sir, in my Con tituency with 56,000 population there is a mouza, viz
Pachim Chamaria Mouza where there is no communication during monsoon.
During monsoon season we had o go wia Dhopdhara and Rangjuli of

Mr. Speaker, Sir,
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Goalpata District if we wanted to visit the mouza. Sir, our hon. linance
Minister visited this area several times and he will bear me outif my state-
ment is incorrzct. We have given several proposals to improve the communi-
cation. But still today it is not properly attended.

Sir, in 1958 (our Finance Minister also  knows) Jaljali reserve was
dereserved for erosion-affected people of Barpeta Subdivision and also for
landless people of Chamaria area, But up till now the people are not getting
any patia and they are living there without any patia. I would,
therefore, request the Revenue Minister Lo ~immediately settle the
land with the landless People and issue necessary pattas. Sir, it is
gratifying to note tI[lat _the Government is re-organising the circles. The
Chaygaon circle which is a big one may be split up into two_circles—Boko
and Chaygaon —so that the Revenue Department functions well, Sir, people
coming from Dhopdhora to Gauhati to give evidence in Gauhati Court have
to face very often warrants of arrest for their failure 1o attend court in time
due to want of communication or breakdown of buses on the road, ‘The

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buses placed on this route are old and also insufficient. Sir, on last Saturday
a bus carrying 40 passengers met with an accident near Ajra and the
passengers sustained injurics. This s very unfortunate, Sir. The
goods service on the Shillong-Gauhati road is not  functioning
satisfactorily. Any consignment booked from Gauhati to Shiilong or vice
versa reaches the destination after 7 or 10 days. The State Transport has
not sufficient trucks of its own. They engage the coal-trucks for carrying
goods from Gauhati to Shillong and as such much of the revenue goes to the
private coal-truck owners. When the Government has nationalised (he
route they should place vehicles on the road or they should disband this
organisation so that Government can carn more money as tax from the
private trucks. '

Sir, from Dumoria upto Dhopdhara there are several Garo Lower
Primary Schopls. We have no Garo Sub-Inspector to inspect these Lower
Primary Schools. I requested many times our Education Minister and also
our Deputy Education Minister to sanction a post of Garo Sub-Inspector to
inspect these schools with headquarters at Gauhati. I again request that
a Garo Sub-Inspector be posted for the area with headquarters at Gauhati
to inspect these Garo Lower Primary Schools. :

Sir, we have a Department by the name of Public Health Engineering
Department. I do not know what is the function of this Public Health
Engineering Department. I am from a rural constituency. We do not
know if there is any scheme whatsoever for deep tube-well water
supply for these arecas. If the Department is only meant for the town
people then I have nothing to say. But if it is meant for the people of
Assam as a whole then, Sir, some schemes should be drawn up for the rural
areas also. The Department may have, of course, some schemes for other
constituencies, I do not know. I wonld request the MMinister-in-charge to
grant at least one such scheme for my poor constituency.

Sir, our Forest Department earns huge revenues. Sir, I reiterate what
I said in my speech on the Governor’s Address that the system of hearing
appeals by the Government should he abolished. Power should be given
to the Conservator of Forests to settle the coupes once for all. As soonas a
Forest Department contracior comes to the Government, a stay order I
issued and for four or six months the contractors cannot operate 112 ﬂw, forests
and the Government also loses revenue. So, I say that either the (,ot\::tl:rq;:

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Shri MOHANANDA BORA (Bilhipuria) :  Mr. Speaker, Sir, I con-
gratulate our hon. Finance Minister for presenting a Budget with rather
a big deficit but without any fresh taxtion. Sir, the per capita burden
of State tax revenue in Assam is much higher than the average per
capila revenue in other States of our country., The Government has

done the right thing by not imposing fresh taxtion on the people of
our State.

Sir, the average per capita tax on the people of Assam is Rs.18-20P,
whereas the All-India average is Rs. 15.85P. Though the deficit is shown
as Rs. 3,25,00,000, actually it is to the tune of about Rs. l1 crores as
shown in the Budget. Sir, the Finance Minister has rightly expresssd in
his speech “having considered the matter from all aspects 1 do not feel
that the present circumstances would warrant resorting to fresh taxation
to bridge the deficit gap without proper enquiry and exa mination, There-
fore, I have rot for the present year, suggested any proposal for fresh
taxtion but I would like to take the House into confidence that I propose
to setup a small committee of eminent economist, administrator and
non-official representatives to review the present structure and level of
. taxation of the State and Local Bodies, to assess and advise on the
incidence of the structure and level of taxation on the people of
different classes”. In this connection, Sir, I want to make one suggestion.
In various pockets of our State there are big arrears of revenue and
taxes. Morcover huge amounts of loan issued by Government to various
people are also outstanding for a long time. The administrative machinery
of our Government is not up to the mark and is unable to collect ail
these arrears. 1 feel that if all these arrear taxes, revenues and loans are
collected this big gap may be filled up to a great extent. ‘Therefore,
Sir, I suggest that our Government should gear up the administrative
machinery to collect all the arrears remaining outstanding thirouzhout
the State. Regarding collection of land revenue, Sir, I have heard from
several Mouzadars of my Subdivision that they do not get the protection
required in collection work, In a certain Mouza the Mouzadar's employees
were assaulted by unruly people, but the Mouzadar got no help from the
Subdivisional authorities, = For this reason I think the Mouzadars in various
places are not keen to collect the full amount of their dewand. As a
result, we find huge amounts of land revenue outstanding throughout the
State. I hope, Sir, Government will take up this matter and try to realise

the _zirrcar tevenue, taxes and also the loans which the y advanced to various
people. '

Sir, this small State of ours is in a precarious situation being surrounded

on all sides by enemy countires, the fear of aggression from China as well
as Palkistan is there. "A spy ting of foreign countries is operating in this
State, threatening the very independence of our country. Government
should take these thingsin righ¢ carnest and wipe out the spying activities
of Pakistan and China as early g5 possible. Otherwise it will' one day

threaten the independence not only of our State but of the whole
country.

Sir, I have dealt with the external problemsin my speech during the
debate on the Governor’s Address. I shall now take up some interial: . =
blems of our State. Sir, there js a feeling of suspicion and insecurity inplhc
minds of our people. In times of danger our people remained united, and stiil
I believe, they wilk continue to do so. The Governor as well ag outf Finance
Minister have appealed to our people to be united. In several instances we
have seen that dissension and asense of indiscipline are there among the
people. There are various reasons but I do notwant to go into details
here. Butin a nutshell, I want to suggest that our Government and
not only the Government, but the leaders of our people should be very
serious on these matters and should look into these matters very carefully.
Sir, there are many problems facing our country. First is the rise in
prices of essential commodities which appears to be a very big problem.
Sir, the Finance Minister in his speech has expressed this matter and
1 think Government have been trying to curb the rising prices. But
unless the Government is co-operated by the people at large, this cannot
be done. Moreover, this price rise is, in many cases, not ¢ nly due to want
of essential commodities only but also due to the anomalies in distribution
of the commodities. Sir, I am of the opinion that price of commodities
that are prought from outside Assam may be higher. But why the prices
of rice and of the commodities which are produced in our State are rising like
anything ? In many cascs, it is due to the mishandling of the distribution
machinery, and I hope, Government with the co-operation ofthe people will
try to solve this pricc pr\?blcm which may threaten the very existence of
our country- Sir, regarding the essential commodities, I think, though we
are taking Up Plans, three Five Year Plans have passed, still the production
of the essential commodities which may be produced in our State,
I think, W€ have not been able to producec according to our target.
Sir, in the field of ‘agr;cullure, I will speak in respect ol dal and mustard
oil. If proper action had been taken and if people were enthused properly,
these commodities could i"ilgr‘{“’{’, sufficiently in our State. But, I am sorry
to inform you that althou% Prlc?uty hais been given to agriculture in the last
three Plans, nothing has .fen ¢ oge.l _ L think, up till now, nothing has been
done. Not 2 small quant‘l ty Ot- i is produced here and Government have
also not taken any concrete s Cpél ;)g:ake the people produce this dal for
which we ar€ de_pcndmg upon gci eH b atei_ from _year to year. ‘Mustard
seed also grows 1i our State espe y a Sii n :he Majuli and Chapori areas.

Rut for the last 10 or 12'year5: i] '(‘11'16 ncle_ ¢ earthquake of 1950, these areas
have not grown thesc things an F cultivation of these things have disapa

cared and so the cultivation: o7 this mustard seed has become less and
consequently we are bringing this mustard oil from other States and we
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have to depend on other States for this commodity. This time, for mustard
oil, there are some controls imposed by the District Gfficers in several
Districts according to their whims  Government restricted movement of
mustard seeds outside Assam. But what happened ?  Thousands of bags of
mustard seeds were bocked from Dimapur and these went upto Calcutta.
Sir, the rise in the price of these commodities in many places is due to the
whimsical handlirg of the distribution in each District and Subdivision. Sir,
regarding the unemployment problem, I have spoken in my previous speech.
Now, Sir, there is a big question of internal security, the question of Naga-
land and the question of Hills State which are disturbing the minds of our
People for a very long time. I hope, the earnest efforts made by our Chief
Minister may succeed in case of Nagaland affairs.

But regarding the Hills State question, we have heard that there was the
Nehru Plan and a Commission is alieady appeinted. But we are unable up
till now to know the terms of reference of this Commission, on what references
they will report and what is the pesition of the Hills State question. It is
not clear cither in the Governoi’s Address or in the Budget Speech. So,
Sir, thisisa disturbing point to us. Sir, it these things are not settled or if
thesc problems are not tackled caretully, these things rmay create dissension
and seed of dissension may germinate from these problems. So, I think and
I hope, Government will take steps to settle up these problems as early as
possible. Then, Sir, regarding agriculture...,....coeeiuun.e

Mr. SPEAKER: Your time is up.

Shri MOHANANDA BORA: Kindly give me some more time, Sir.
Regarding agriculture, I have seen in the Preliminary Memcrandum
of the Fourth Plan, that the progress made so far is very negligible,

I am sorry that it is a booklet published by Government and it is a
Government book.  So, I would request the Government to look into this
question.  Sir, why there is a rise of only 4 1bs. of rice per acre in Assam
when in other States the rise is from 22 1Us. to 45 Ibs. of rice per acre ? Why
we cannot go forward in the matter of production than even Orissa which
is-also a backward State like ours ? Orissa has gone forward in respect of
production of rice and paddy. I do not understand the reason why we are
lagging behind after spending so much money’ in these three Plans.

‘Then, Sir, regarding flood control I would like to state that the Govern=
ment have at present taken up the schemes for construction of bunds ar}d
embankments on the sides of rivers as a temporary measure.  But, Sir, in
my Subdivision all embankments are only on one side of the river. 1 he other
side is always left open ; T do not know the reason why it has been done so.
But what I have seen in the Tezpur Subdivision is that there on both sides
of the rivers there are embankments, where as in my Subdivision construc-
tion of embankment has been done on one side of the river only. Sirs 1 do
not know the reason why this has been done in Nerth Lakhimpur Subdivision
only. Then, 5ir, regarding the town protection scheme I would like to say
that there was a strong demand for the protection of one town which is going
to be eroded in my Subdivision, the Bihpuria town. This question I have
raised several times in this House but the Government have not .taken. any
steps up till now. M. Speaker, Sir, the E. and D. Minister in spite of
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his handicaps and shortages of funds has spent enough money in the
copstruction of embankments during the Plan. But, Sir, I am sorry to inform
you that the Brahmaputra dyke which is protecting Dhakuakhana and
Dhemaji areas and whick was breached last year has not been repaired
up till now which is an urgent necessity. If in this dry season it is not repaired
we shall have to suffer a great lot specially in the monsoon season when the
Brahmaputra water will be rushing into these arcas. I, therefore, request
the Government to take up this matter and to do whatever 1is poss'ble. Sir,
regarding the backward areas the hon. Member Moulana Abdul Jalil Chow-
dhury alleged that there are promises of raising the backward areas equally to
the status of forward areas. But it remains as it is ; no promise is fulfilled in
the actual field. Sir, in the forward areas where the people are more vocal
and forward they are getting all these benefits and the backward areas re-
main always backward. Sir, in the Preliminary Memorandum of the Fourth
Five Year Plan Government have given a list of all the backward areas of
Assam. Sir, I think from now onwards the Government will try to raise the
standard of these backward areas to the equal status of the forward areas of
our State. Sir, regarding P.W.D we have seen that our Government is trying,
not only our Government, but the Central Government is also trying to im-
prove the communication system by strengthening and widening the roads
even to the remotest areas. But, Sir, our State P. W.D. which is the
agent of the Central Government is not working as it should have done.
Sir, in the Third Plan the amount which was allotted was something like
7:5 per cent of the total amount of the plan outlay. Only it could spend 6.

something per cent out of the total amount. I think we are not in dearth
of labourcrs, we are not in dearth of workers or engineers at present but why

the work is lagging behind that I cannot understand. 1 hope the (}overp-

ment will try (o speed up the works of the P.W.D. as far as possible in

future. Itisa very important department and the very communication

system which maintains the nerve line of the countiy as well as the public

should be strengthened. I hope the Government will do its best. Sir, the

roads taken in the Third Plan, nay roads taken in the Second FPlan also are

not yet completed. Some of these roads are not yet taken over and some of

them are kept half-done and in some roads one fourth work has been com-

pleted and the rest is left cut. And when once the Panchayats handed over

these roads to the P.W.D. they are not maintaining it. What isthe result ?

There is none to maintain and look after these roads, I hope Government will

complete these roads as far as possible during the first part of the Fourth Plan

pericd.

Mr. SPEAKER : Your time is up.

_ Shri MOHANANDA BORA: Sir, I have one more impotant
point to be discussed. This i; in connection with the rehabilitation of the
food-affected people. Sir, I have seen from the Finance Minister’s speech
that there is mention about the rehabilitation of the refugees we are getting
from East Pakistan, but there is no mention about the rehabilitation of the
flood-affected people- Sir, thousands of people in Mazuli area have been
badly affected by flood erosion and some of them have taken shelter on the
roads and embankments and up till now Government have not provided any
rehabilitation facilities for these families, Even the bare facility of arranging
a plot of land, small or big, forshelter is not yet given. '

There are innumerable erosion in-affected families my Subdivision also
for whom I am crying hoarse in this august House but te no effect. We
allotted land to some such people in the year 1958 at Amtolla but tiil today
March. 1965 these wretched people were not given possession by the
authorities. When any Minister visits my area I always come with the

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lists and the local officers always report that settlement is going to be made
but in actual field there is nothing done. Now I request the Government fo
take up the rehabilitation of erosion-aflected people in right earnest by
allowing even small plots of land for their shelter in the coming monsoon,

With these few words I resume my seat.

Sir, my other question is, who are the agents for growing more fo-od
in the villages and who are the officers, who are always c.nnected with
the cultivators ? 1 can see only one kind of officers, namely, the Gram
Sevaks. They may be the rcal workers and they are ihe only persons
who can keep full touch with the cultvators if they like. But, Sir, Tam
very sorry to inform you that most of the Gram Sevaks are not doing
good work. You will be surprised to know Sir, that in the evening
on the roads like big officers many Gram Sevaks are seen wearing good suits
and loitering. These kinds of Gram Sevaks cannot do anything and accord-
ing to me not only the Gram Sevaks but from the highest officer to the
lowest one should vo to the field, and keep touch with the cultivators. The
programme should come from the village wupwards and there should
be deep connection of the officers with the cultivators. Sir, in my place
due to serious river erosion a great number of expert cultivators are
sitting idle and a vast tract of land is also affected by sand. Can we
not introduce some schemes and plans so that these sandy soil can be
brought into use ? Sir, nobody is taking so much care for these sandy

areas asto how they can be brought to use for the purpose of growing
more food.

Si}", I shall take only half a minute more. I want tosay a few words
regarding communications. You will be surprised to know, Sir, that in
my constituency there are only about seven miles of jeecpable roads. No
motor can go there. no taxican go there. When the Ministers come to
that side they have 1o keep their first-class cars outside and then come ip
jeeps. Sir, I huve hrought these things to the notice of the Government
so that thp Govern nent may consider these things favouraby. There are
