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It is an admitted position as of today that both
the groups of the U.M.F one headed by Shri Abdul
Jabbar and the other headed by Shri A. F. Golam
Osmani hayve appliea to the Election Commission
of India for recognisition as a politial party but
no decision has yet beoen given by the Election
Commission of India,

So, each of the faction isa group represent-
ing a faction which has arisen as a result of a
split in the original U.M.F. which is still the ori-
ginal political party in this case. Section 3 (b) of
the Tenth Schedule is also very clear in this regard
which reads as follows :—3 (b) From the time of
such split, such faction shall be deemecd to be the
political party to which he belongs.

Now, let us examine whether the joining in
the Congress (I) by the above-named 8 ( eight )
members of the UM.F. will or will not attract
the provision of Section 2 (1) (a) af the Tenth
gcheduled. It is also an admitted position that
all these 8{eight) members named above have volu-
ntarily joined in Congress (I). All the above eight
Members have given me in writing that they have
joined the Congress-I and they have individually
admitted before me in this hearing that they have
signed in the petition by which they have informed
me about their joining the Congress (L). Thus all
the 8 (eight) members have admitted that they have
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joined Congress (I) and as such, they are no longer
sMembers of the U.M.F. the original political party
to which they belonged and from which they
were elected.

Now, paragraph 4 (2) of the Tenth Schedule says
that :—

“For the purpose of sub-paragraph (1) of this
paragraph, the merger of the original political
party of a member of a House shall be deemed
to have taken place if, and only if, not less than
two third of the Members of the Legislature Party
concerned have agreed to such merger.™

U.M.F. Legislature Party consisting of two
groups as declared have 17 Members and to be two
third of that Legislature Party, the numerical num-
ber of Members should be twelve, in the ipstant
case only eight Members have claimed that they
have merged with Congrass (I). Their contention
before me that they belong to U.M.F. (Jabbar)
Group which consist of 12 Members and as they
are eight Members, they fulfill the requirment of
paragraph 4 (2) of the Tenta Schedule.

Shri Santi Ranjan Das Gupta has argued be-
fore me that the petition filed by Shri Abdul
Jabbar is not maintainable as it does not fulfill
the requirement of the provisions of the Members
of Assam Legislative Assambly ( Disqualification on
ground of Defection) Rules, 1985, I donot propose

In this connection I quote my previous deci-
gion on a complaint pe ition dated 30th“ 'r";'ranuary,
1985 filed by Hon’ble _J\’Iembe-r Shri Shanti Ranjan
Das Gupta and 14 others. *The 'phrase, Political
Party’ occurs in the Tenth Schedule to the Consti-
tution which deals with elections and d,squahf,-
cation of Members. The "scheme of the Tenth
gchedule adheres to @ great extent t'd‘ the scheme
of the Symbols order as the questidn of registering
a political party, recogaising a pohucal party and
allocating a symbol thereto and dealing with the
question of 2 split m a pohtlcal party are all
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matters dealth with in the Symbols order. The
phrase  political party’ is defined in para 2 1) (h)
of the Symbols order and read as follows @

‘‘Political party means an associations or body
of individual citizens of India registered with the
Commission as a political party under Paragraph 3
and includes a pofyitical party deemed to bo regis-
tered with the Commission under the proviso to
Sub-paragraph (2) of that paragraph.”

Thus a political party for the purpose of
election is o'nly a political party which is registered
by the Election Commission of India and there
after recognised for the purpose of elgction.

Any attempt to give meaning to the phrase
‘poiitical party’ other than ag understood in the
symbols order would be contrary to the Rules of
construction and may also lay open the constituti-
onal amendment to challenge on the ground that
it may affect the basic structure of the Constitu-
tion. It has to be remembered that the phrase
occurs is provisions of the Constitution and that
too provisions made by amending the Constitution
long after the making of the Symbols order. It
has also to be remembered that the consequence
caused by the Tenth Schedule to the Constitution
on a member of the Legislature is drastic. Con-
sidering the mischief sought to be eliminated and
having regard to the conscquence that may follow,
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1 am inclined to construe the phrase ‘political party’
in para 2 (2) of the Tenth Schedule not in a wide
sense but as a political party which is registered
by the Flection Commission of India ard there
after recognised fer the purpose of election.”

So, under no circumstarces, it can be held that
a political party has merged with another political
party, Assuch,I am constrained to hold that only
eight Members of the U.M,F. Legislature Party have
joined Co.ngress. (1) and as this group of eight does
not constitute two third of the original political
party i.e. U.M.F. and hence this group of eight
falls under the provision of Paragraph 4 (2) of
the Tenth Schedule of the Constitution of Jndia.

As such T hold that this is a case of defe-

ction pure and simple as all the eight  Members
named above have joined another political Sariy
without complying the mandatory Provision of ot
gfaph 4 (2) of the Tenth Schedule of the Gonstimiins
of Tndia which will sufficient lead to pe O s
to attract the provision of Paragraph 2(1) (a) of
Tenth Schecule of the Constitution of Tadia,

Taking into consideration all the facts and
circumstances of the case, I hereby decide, i
and orcer as follows:
