Sir, I take liberty to mention here about the discrimination being
used by the Government of Assam in regard to classifying certain section of
the people of the same regions as Scheduled Tribes and some others as non-
Scheduled Tribes. I am making mention particularly of the Garos living in
Goalpara and Kamrap areas. In Goalpara about 28 thousand Garos and in
Kamrup about 20 chousand are living to-day. They are backward people
and I learnt that in many occasions they have been representing themselves
as they are pcople of lower strata, and unable yet to go on, on the same
level as the other advanced people. Ravas and Kachari’s of these arcasare
recognised as Scheduled Tribes whcreags_thc Garo although no better than
their brothen, are not given the recognition of them as Scheduled Tribes. I
do not know what political stunt is there.

I would have been moreglad bad
the Finance Minister placed his budget without making any proposal on
sales tax on Kerosene and Petrol. I do not know what will be the total
receipts out of these two proposas. DBecause the common man will be
greatlyv affectet by this. I hope the Finance Minister wou'd give his serious
thought on these two matiers and relieve the poor [rom taxation. Because
already our common people are hard hit by the Central taxation. So it
would have been better for our Finance Minister to place the Budget
without any new proposal of tax. I know the task of the Finance Minister
is very difficult and it is more very didficult to prepare a budget during
the emergency like the preseat one. But instead of introducing new
proposals of taxes, I think, the Finance Minister would have Dbeen able
to prepare the budget without taxing the poor people.

Sir, the year 1962 is a memorable one for the country as a whole and
to our State it is a historic year. During this year, we had to pass through
many serious and unprecedented problems and our State Government had to
face immense difficulty and anxiety. So it has been very difficult on “the

art of the Finance Minister to prepare his budget. But in spitc of that he
as presentcd a budget which has a deficit of Rs.1-27 crores. Sir, it is the bu-
siness of the Finance Miniter from which source he will have to fill up the gap.
I hope he will not go for any more taxation and try to reduce taxes which he
proposed to impose on our common people. ‘T'he Finance Minister has
shown elaborately all the pros and cons of our State nauona_l income and
he has stated that our national income has increased to Rs.385 crores on the
basis of current price in the year 1961-62. tle has stated that our State
national income has increased owing to increased production of agriculture
and industries and tempo of developmental activities. But, Sir, it is my pain-
ful duty to agree to differ with the Finance Minister in chis respect. I am
unable to accept that the State national mncome has increased to such an
extent. Because the increase of agriculLural product was very Iueagre. If
it would have been so, our per capila-income would have also gone high
but it has not been so. He has, however, admitted that the per captia-income
has not gone high due to increase of our population. But he sud that our
population has gone high abruptly which I do not agree. So, Sir, I am
unable to accept his views.
