*Shyi BIVIALA PRASAD CHALIHA (Chief Ministexr): Sir, this is
the information which I have received with regard to the dacoity near
Sutharkandi. :

On the night of 3rd March, 1963 at about 2 a. m. a gang of dacoit
numbering about 20-25 armed with guns, Iathas‘, etc., committed dacoity
in the house of Abdul Rahim Choudhury of village _Bahubal, about 10
miles west of Karimganj Police Station. The dacoits entered into the
house of Abdul Rahim Choudhury, dragged him out and dealt lathi blgyy
causing injury on his head. The dacoits also inflicted injury on his son
Moajam Hussain on his left arm with blunt weapon. Cash rupees 205 ang
cloths worth about rupees £00 and quite a number of documents relating (o
transaction of Jand, etc., were taken away by the dacoits.  While retreatine
the dacoits fired gun-shots and one Mustafa I-.Iussam, nephew of A, R°
Choudhury sustained sligh t gun-shot injury on his legs. The information
was received by O. C., Karimganj P.S. through Wing Commander, 15t
B S. F., Karimganj on 3rd March, 1963 early morning when both O C
and Circle Inspector rushed to the place of occurrence with availaple po.licé
staff. Case No.3 (3)/63 under U.S. 395/397 LP.C., registered at Karim.
ganj P. S. On arrival at the spot policc found 6 fired cartridges cases
of which 5 were made in France and one did not have any makey’g name
All these cartridges are of *12 bore B, L. Gun. During investigation po]icé
found 3 stolen documents, one Pakistan made empty match box
a portion of cigarette packet of Ramna Brand (not available in Indigf
and one torn cloth cap at a distance of about 100-150 yards from Indo-Pak-
border. Police recoverd some picces of half burned letters and decu-

-ments and some fragments of burned clothes near the lndo-Pak border.

These articles were stolen by the dacoits. One blouse stolen by the
dacoits was also found near the Pakistan border. The recovery of the
above mentioned articles near border indicates that dacoits decamped to
Pakistan after commission of the crime. From the circumstances, it
appears that one Pak criminal whose house in Pakistan is only at a distance
of about 3 miles from the places of occurrence is strongly suspected at
have committed this dacoity in collusion with his gang members and local

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criminals. So far 3 local criminals have been arrested on suspicion and
further raids arc being conducted for securing capturc of other local
criminals. The place of occurrence is within one mile from Indo-Pak border
and at a distance of ab.ut one mile south-east of Latu I)ordcr_ Outpost,
about half mile south of Kurikhola B. O. P., and about 1} miles north-
west of Sutharkandi B. O. P. Cemmandant, 1st B. S. F, alrc'ad)'
directed to intensify border patrolling under supervision of responsible
officers. Itislearnt that reinforcements have been sent by 1st BS.F.10
intc:lsify anti-dacoity measures a[,)ng th(: border. All Oﬂi('cl's Of‘]).orde’n‘ng
police stations have already been alerted and directed to intensify joint
patrolling with village defence parties. The S. P. ni‘Cac]mr‘and the
S. D. P.O.of Karimganj are supervising the investigation of this dacoity
casc. To prevent recurrence of such crimes patrolling of Border Sccurity
Forces has been intensified all along the border. The village defence
parties along the borders have also been mobilised for vigorous patrolling.

As
far as I can see, these kinds of incidents are frequently taking place in the
horder areas. This is not a new thing. As Mr., Bhattacharjee has him-
sell admitted, he sought to move another similar motion on a similar
in.ident which took plac‘c a few (Iﬂ}'s ago. It iS_, lhcrcf‘orc, a (‘()ntinuinq
matter and cannot form the subject matter of an adjournment motion, P

Secondly, regarding alleged failure of administration o protect the
property of people living in border area™, on this account also I did not find
Mr. Bhattacharjee’s explanation satisfactory. As the Chiet Minister said,
the Border Security Force is patrolling the area constantly and  vigorously,
but it is difficult to guard against all these kinds of activities. When dacoi.
ties are committed at night the daceits may find some loopholes to enter
into the territory of Assam and commit these oflences and escape to Pakistan.
But from the side of the administration no failure has been established,
I, therefore, rule this adjournment motion out of order.

Now question arises why in some places there had been trend of rise in
prices of rice and paddy.  How, in this regard, ﬁll'. 1 may tell the hon.
Members, that according t5 the vevised figures now furnished by the Director
of Statistics it appears that there has been a fall to the tune’ of 150 lakhs
tons of rice in production, f.e., the procuction is less than what it was'in s
previous year by 1:50 lakhs tons.  Now, in addizion 10 that hon. Members
are also aware that last year procurement of paddy was very poor.  We could
not reach the target, which was fixed then, in spiie ol our best attempts.  "Chis
year, i.c., in the present kharifl year the procurement figure which is now in
our hands shows that achievement is better than that of the last vear by this
time.

of Lakhimpur. Sibsagar and United Mikir Hilis have been brought under
a new Zone and the minimum and the maximum prices there have been
slightly recuced duc to heavy trausport cost involved for transporting paddy
from these areas to the consuming areas,

Now, Sir, so far the distribution is concerned, Government are exer-
cising conrrol over distribution of rice produced by mills in the State. The
mills whici: are receiving paddy fiom the Co-operative are required to deli-
ver rice to the Apex Marketing Scciety tor distribution in deficit areas at
reasonable rates. Instructions have also been issued to the ollicers of sur-
plus areas to arrange despaich of rice to deficit areas through Co.operative
as far as practicable. In case, Co-operatives are not forthcoming, whole-
salers are also allowed to despatch rice to deficit areas. Price Vigilance
Committec has been set up in all Subdivisions whose main function is to
see that the traders sell foodgrains and other essential commodities at reason-
able rates. Voluntary price regu.ation scheme has also been introduced in
which a request has been made to the trading community to rise to the oca-
sion to keep the prices down. ‘The results achieved thereby are quite satis-
factory,

All local officers have been advised to open Iair Price Shops whenever
necessary and to arrange distribution of rice through them. As the general
Purchasing capacity of the border people is lower and the transport costs
heavy, the State Government, under subsidy schzme, supply rice at subsid-
ised rates to the border peoprle of United Khasi and jz}n_lt.la HII!S and Garo
districts and essential commodities to Lungleh Subdivision of Mizo Hills
district. These are steps taken by the Government, so far as the distriby.

tion is concerned.

Regarding the requirement of rice for distribution thmugh Fair Price
Shops and for meeting various other commigmcnts during 1963 it is estimarted
at, as [ have said before, 81,000 tonnes of rice.

Now, inosc of thicse requirements are being suppliqd from buffer stock
as also from the stock of Central Government rice received.  This year we
requested the Central Covernment for one lakh tons af pad‘d}' and 69 thoy-
sand tons of rice. This year the mills are not getting suflicient quantity of
paddy from Apex Marketing Societies to feed the open markets anqg as
such Jocal scarcity of rice has developed in certain  areas of the State
with the attendant rise in prices of rice and paddy. Now io meet the
gituation we are releasins  rice from the Government stocks.
With the stock in hand it will be possible for us to meet the situation right
Upto the end of May. - As has been stated by my iriend, Shri Bhattachar-
Jee, the Hon’ble Chief Mln_tst;er while he was in New Delhi contacted our
Food and Agr}culturc_ Minister there and we hav‘c _ah'eady moved the
Government of India for allotting us one lakh tons of rice and alse 69,060
tong of wheat So, Sir, if We can malke procurcment successfully and if in
the meantiie we gei the assistatice [rom the Centre to the tune of one lakh
tong of rice and 69,000 tons of wheat, I think it will be possible for us to
tide gyer the difficulties.  As soon as we get this allotment from the Central

overnment the situation will definitely improve.

So far as the district of Cachar is concerned, there is no cause for any
anxiety, Siv, I adinit t‘hat‘ there was a tendency of rise in prices there
ipecially in the three subdivisions, Silchar, Karimganj and Hailakandi.

Sir, I have a different impsession
about this matter. So, I want to present it to the hon. Members.
Various baseless allegations have been madc against the administration
and also against the people of Tezpur. The Euestion which has very
often been asked is: who ordered the evacuation, withdrawal of officers,
removal of records and destruction of currenc, and the like. This has
been clearly stated by the Chief Minister in his statement of 29th December,
where he clearly s:ated all these were carried out in compliance of the
instructions given by the Central Government.

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Sir, coming to the question of industries in our areas, | should like to
say in this House that there is a scope of establishing industry in my
Subdivision. Jaintia Hill is rich in minerals such as coal, lime-stones, etc.

T should like to bring to the notice of the tiouse of the fact that so
far what our Government have done to explore the mincral resources
of my Subdivision is not encouraging at all. Presence of iron in_ the
form’ of fine sand is found in Nartiang. The residence of old Jaintia Rajas
also shows the presence of iron in the form of fine sand. There was a
proposal of opening a lime industry in Umkiang area, but it has not yet
been implemented. There is even no attempt to do so. I do not say that
the scheme is not there. When our people were given to understand that

. there would be lime industry, they accepted it whole-heartedly. So, I request

the Government to implement the scheme that has been promised to our
people, as early as possible. Government should also make an attempt to
cxplore the possibility of making an iron industry in my Subdivision.

Sir, I should like to draw the attention of the Government about the
medical facilities given to our people. Last time, in this House 1 had
spoken about the condition of dispensaries in my Subdivision and I reques.
ted our Government to provide doctors in the dispensaries. I am now
again going to request our Government to look into this matter very
seriously. - Though 1 know the difficulty of our Medical Department. still
since it is very important for. our people in rural areas. Government should
give special attention to this point. 1 do not know why no doctors can be
made available for somc of our dispensaries in my Subdivision. Another
deplorable thing is that dispensarics are there, big buildings are constructed,
but there is no doctor there. I do not want to criticise the Government but
what I like to mention here is that many of our innocent people have died
in their hearth and home in the rural areas without proper medical facilities.

Dispensaries without doctors are useless and disappointing.

Sir, I do not want to prolong my spcech any further, I have expressed
my feeling in this August House before the Government and the people of
Assam and I do hope that more brotherly feeling and sympathy should pe
shown; as far as practicable, to my Subdivision. We are looking lorward
to our Government to give proper attention to our legitimate demands
With these words, I like to conclude my speech.
