Altaf Hossain Mazumdar —Yes, there was an

earlier proposal for construction of a major timber
bridge over the river Gelabil at Mahur Mukh in
Golaghat subdivision. The project was administra-
tively approved at a cost of Rs 2,59,100/- during
the 3rd Plan period. Subsequently it was observed
that the stream carries heavy spills from the
Brahmaputra due to erosion of high bank. The
increased discharge is very likely to give rise to
serious scours in the bed and eventually endanger
the bridge if constructed in semi-permanent
specification with timber piles. The proposal wag
therefore dropped from the approved list of
schemes under Golaghat subdivision under 3rd
Plan and administrative approval accorded wag
cancelled in July 1965. A reinforced cemeng
concrete bridge on well foundations will ¢ogt
nearly Rs. 22 lakhs. As funds to that extent
cannot be made available now, the proposal for
such a bridge will have to be considered whep
schemes for major bridges are taken up for
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consideration under the next Plan.

In the case
of Aided Higher Secondary Schools, the Prin-
cipals are selected by the Board set up by
the Government and so also the Vice Princi-
pals are also selected by the .Board set up
by the Government. So we find that there is no
difference of criteria in the appointment of
Vice Principals and Principals of Government

Higher Secondary:Schools as well as in the.
case of Principals and Vice Principals of Aided
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Higher Secondary Sclools, but in the cise of
Principals no questicn of qualif:’cation comes
in.

it is a fact that the system of education in oy
State is deterjorating in its quality and stardard
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Every year we see that thousands of studentsare

i are

passing examinations, thousands of students
coming out of the colleges and thousands of
students are coming out of University, but those
students are not getting useful jobs. I think 1t is
due to the fact that in their schools or colleges
they are not given practical training in particular
branches of their study. Therefore, they are han-
kering after jobs in the society. I would therefore
like to say that any opne who likes 1°
give an educational system worthy of its democra-
tic way of life should seck to transform all our
educational institutions—from clementary to Uni-
versity, from class of academic instruction 1O the
practical training, from individual sclfishness 1O
the social needs. Sir, although the Constitution
of India has made elementary education freé
compulsory and universal to the children UPto
the age group of 14, yet we scc that most of
the children of the said age group in the rural
areas do not attend the elementary schools. There:
fore, strict policy of the Government should be
to make elementary education free, compulsory
and universal not only for the children of the
urban areas but also those of the rural areas.
Again, there are so many venture schools in our
State in the backward areas and these schools
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are in a bad condition. I do suggest that there
should be a thorough survey of these venture
schools and adequate financial grants should be
given te these schools for the construction of
their buildings and to buy equipments because
in order to draw attention and ioterest of the
small children it is urgently necessary to const-
ruct good buildings for these schools. Therefore,
| agree to the view expressed by the hon. Member
Mr. Saikia that there should be a plan to const-
ruct all the buildings of the elementary schools
throughout the State.

In the field of secondary education, Sir, 1

think Government has taken good measures to
improve the quality and standard of secondary

education because we know that so many secodary
schools have been de-recognised and so many
schools have been de-affiliated because their results
were not upto the standard;  Sir, I would like
to say that as Assam Is an Agricultural State,
elementary training on agriculture should be given
to the students of the secondary schools.

Now, in regard to the college education I
would like to suggest that Government should
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take a strict policy to improve the quality of
college education. As quantitative expansion always
deteriorates the standard of education thercfore
mushroom growth of colleges should not be enco-
uraged. Sir, We have two Universities — Dibrugarh
University and Gauhati University. [ think it will
be good il the universitics are of residential type
as they will help our students to develop them-
selves in the spirit of cooperation, mutual under-
standing and toleration.

In 1950-51, we started with just onc and a half
crores ; in the budget with which we are con-
cerned now, we had a ficure of nearly 17 crores.
To this figure must also be added the amount
that we shall be spending — the Department will
be spending on account of giving cffect tO the
recommendations of the Das Commission. The
amount that will be required is round about 23
crores. Judging from the amount that we have
been sperding the development of education can
only be adequately described as phenomenal.
While expansion has been phenomenal, I must
admit that the acheivement in the matter of
standard and efficiency has been below par.
There is no wonder that the achievement should
not be commensurate with the amounts spent
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It 1s because the Education Department has
become a very big and complicated one.

Now, we have so may employees under
the department. both in the administrative wing
and in the teaching line. We have to deal with
so many people; with so many matters and
with so many materials—human materials. The
human materials are not so precise and predic-
table as other instruments of science are. We
have to depend on their roles, on their attiude
and on their aptitude also. Therefore, the achj.
vement in standard and ch}’iciency has- Dot kept
pace with the achieveement in expansion.

The task becomes all the more difficult,
as I said, because so many pcople are involved
in this venture. The Department has  been try-
ing to improve the standard of cducation. EBut
with all their efforts, we have not be-n able to

achieve the desired results It is only natural

‘when so many people are involved, some people

may be at fault. In spite of the best  efforts
at the head, there are some people down below
who are not up to the standard and cfTiciency
For the fault cf some one t(he co-operative
effort may not be able to vield the desired
results. In spite of that, the achicvement that
the Department has made cannot be Just brushed
aside as of no avail. In spite of the difficulties,
the Department has brought about improvment
in recent years.

Some hon. Members have referred to the
huge percentage of failure in the matric= ation
examination and in orther cxaminations. As for
the bad results in the matriculation examination,
I must tell the House that a large percentdge
of failure is accounted for by the failures of
students of un-recognised schools. Generally
speaking the Government High School and the
Higher Secondary School have given a good
account of themselves.

The Education Commission’s reco-
mmendations have not yet been implemented.

After  this
balance is achieved, the next task for the Depart-
ment would be to reduce the imbalance between
blocks and blocks in the Subdivision. To cit€
an instance, in Sibsagar block we have one high
school for every 4,720 persons. In the Same¢
Subdivision Sapekhati Block has one high school
for every 8,778 population. So, it will be sced
that there is imbalance in the Subdivision itself
between block and block. After this imbalance
is removed, there will be pockets in  the block
itself.  So the endcavour of the Department has

I think
it was Rani Majula Devi who spoke about
reservation of seats in the technical institutions
and reservation of scholarships for students of
the Other Backward Classes’ people. Sir, at the

moment admission into technical institutions are

given on the basis of merit. Examinations are

held for admission into the ¥technical instiutions.
But with effect from this year admission exami-
nations in the poly-technics have been done away

with. 7The suggestion will be considered and if

it is possible we shall certainly do our best to

give effect to it.

The general criticism had been against the

primary schools. I quite agree with the Hon.

Members when they say that primary schools
es towards higer education s

it is the foundation. The foundation has got to
be strong. There is no doubt about it. The primary
education has not been.of the kind it should
be. 1 admit. But as everybody says, how to
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impove it is the main qucstion. With primary
education the people of the whole State are
involved s+ boys and girls of the age group of 6
to 11 are involved with it. According to the
Directive Principle of the Constitution the
students shculd be provided with universal and
compulsory primary Fducation. We have not
been able to do it. Not only in  Assam, O
State in India has been able to give effect 10
this directive. It involves a huge expenditure.
Almost a mile apart we need gz primary school.
It is a gigantic task involving employment of d
million of teachers and other people to look
after it. How to improve it is the question.
We have a habit of looking at the lower
primary schools with sense of, well, what 1
should say, disregard. We look down upon these
schools. The teachers who are not qualified 10
teach these young beginners are arpointed and
put in charge of these schools, whereas accol¢
to the necessity, according to the importance,
the best qualified should have been engaged.
You certainly know about the discharge of
unqualified teachers some years back. They have
had to be reinstated. 1t is not amn ancient

history , it happened only six months  back.

The money required is a collosal sum. To put
the buildings now in existence into proper shape
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we requitre about, I am told, Rs. 90 crores or
s0. Rs. 90 crores, we may dream of it. but
we shall never be able to translate such a dream
into action. It is a collosal task. This year
there was not a single rupee to build or repair
the delapidated buildings. T may tell the House
that by reappropriation, by saving from other
cources we shall be able to get about 13 lakh
of rupees for the improvement of the building
during the current year. Primary Education will
be recciving more attention of the Board, and
it is our endeavour, as the Hon. Members have
suggested, to reduce, 10 do away with the
diffierences between certain types of primary
schools. Mr. Bhattacharya himself was referring
to the existence of 4 types of primary schools.

Children of the
high and low will read together and be benifited
by the experiences that will be- gained by mingl-
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ing together with children or different classes of
the socict)'. This bcing the fnun(l:!linll%“‘”k’- w¢e
have got to see that the foundation-stonc 18
firmly laid. There was was also some criticism about
lack of supervision, lack of interest on the part
