(l Choudhury, Lecturer, Cotton College, was awar-
ded State Overseas Scholarship for a period of
| 3 years for doing Ph.D. in Physics. He was
é- released from Cotton College on Ist September
1965 to proceed to U.K, for higher studies. He
rejoined his post of Lecturer on 5th May 1967
after return from abroad without completing
the course for which he was awarded Scholarship.

{(b)—As per terms of the scholarship the schelar is to

execute a bond undertaking to serve the State

Government on return after completion of course

of study for a periad of at least 5 years and Shri

. Choudhury executed the bond accordingly. In

case of failure to complete the course within the

specific period the Scholar is liable to refund
the entire amount not exceeding Rs. 10,000.

The following concession is admissible duting
the period of studies—
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(a) Maintenance allowance including tuition and

examination fees, purchase of books, essential
apparatus, typing thesis and study tour
allowance, etc.,, not exceeding £ 675 in the
first year and £ 600 per annum during the
subsequent years ( purchase of equipment
etc. and study tours should be essential parts
of their study/training )

For those in Oxford or Cambridge Univer-
sities, additional sum of £ 25 per annum

will be admissible.

If the tuition fee exceeds £ 60 per annum an
additional payment equal to the ditference
between the actual fee payable and wili
also be made.

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(©)—Yes, it is a fact that Shri Faruk Ahmed Chou-
dhury took casual leavye for 5 days from 12th
February 1968 and sent a letter of resignation,
dated 17th February 1968, to the Principal
which was not accepted by the 'Principal and
directed him to continue in service till his
resignation  was accepted. But the officer
continued to be absent from duty and on 29th
February 1968, the Principal issued a notice on
him calling for his explanation on or before Sth
March 1968. The Dews item about his running
away to Pakistan came up iz the Asom batori
of 17th March 1968.  There is no official con-
firmation that he has run away to Pakistan
except the News Paper report. The Deputy
Commissioner, Cachar has been requested by
telegram to submit a detajleq report. The report
is still awaited, A report received from the
Principal, Cotton College reveals that the letter
addressed to him for explanation has been
returned by the post office with the information
that “he has left for Pakistan.”

{d,—Yes. it is a fact that the elder brother of Faruk
Ahmed Choudhury who enjoyed a scholarship
within India defected earlier to Pakistan.

(e)—The Government of Assam awarded Engineering
Scholarship of Rs, 75 per mensem tenable outside
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the State during 1961-62 to one Shri Taufique
Ahmed, elder brother of Shri Choudhury to
proéecu’te his studies in Metallurgy at the Indian
Institute ot Technology, Kharagpur and is serving
as Lecture in the Dacca (E.P.) Engineering
College. At the time Shri Ahmed was awarded
said scholarship, he executed a bond. There is
no followup action after the completion of the
course to accommodate all such soholars in any
of the Engineering Institutions. Therefore, the
State Government did not enforce the conditions
that he should serve under the State Govern-
ment for the period of 5 years as stipulated
under the bond. This being the . position the
question of recovery of the amount of the
expenditure incurred does not arise ( as opined
by the L. R. ).

Instruction
is being issued to all Government Departments.
for guidance. It may, however, be noted that
it may not be possible to find suitable employ-
ment always for the scholars on completion of
their studies but Departments should ‘endeavour to
give employment to Government scholars accord-
ing 10 availability of vacancies provided other

requirements are also satisfied.”

Shri Bimala Prasad Chaliba : What precaution . expected

the Government should take ?
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Shri Dulal Chandra Barua ; By precaution I meant, proper
varification about him.

Shri Rothindra Nath Sen: It was made known to this
House in the yerur 1963 about the escape of the
boy to Pakistan after getting some stipendiary
education from the Government of Assam. When
granting simllar foreign scholarship to his own
brother the Govt. should have taken into consi-

deration the conduct of the ooy so that they may
not be duped.

Shri Bimala ‘Prasad Chaliha: The first case was like this.
Shri- T. Ahmed was not a overseas scholar. He
, was awarded an engi‘ne'ering scholarship of Rs.75/-
per month to enable him to study outside the
State. Shri Ahmed prosecuted his studies ‘under
the Khoragpur Engineering College during the
period from 1961-65. He executed a bond a copy
-of which is enclosed. There was no vacancy and
it was not possiblc to accomnrodate 'in any of
the Engineering Institute and therefore the ques-
tion of recovery of the amount of expenditure
incurred does not arise. ’

Mr. Speaker s 1 have received notice of a2 no confidence
motion against Shri L, P. Goswami, Minister
for Panchayat from SHfi Phonij Bora, Shri Atul
Goswami and Shri Bbadrakanta Gogoi and
Shamsul Huda, under Rule 133 of the Rules of
Procedure and Conduct of Business in Assam
Legislative Assembly, “We want to move the
following no confidence motion against Shri L, P.
Goswami, Minister-in-charge of Panchayat

The Motion

“Whether Shri L. P. Gaswami, Minister-in-
Charge, Panchayat is involved in a deep-rooted
conspiracy in connection with the coming Pancha-
yat election, this Assembly expresses lack of
confidence on him, that is on Shri L. P. Goswami,
Minister-in-charge, Panchayat”,

Before I hear as to whether it is in order,
I would like to reiterate what I stated yesterday
in my ruling. 1 did not incorporate it in my
ruling and still I am thinking about the mar:-
er. This is only loud thinking; No confid-
ence in a dcmocratic House can be moved
only against the Leader of the House, who jg
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the Chief Mianister, because hs is to eajoy the
confidence of the House only, Fhe other Mini-
ters need pot enjoy the confidence of the
House. They are to enjoy the confidence of
the Chief Minister or the Leader of the Hou-
se. Therefore, a no confidence motion, as I
stated, has to be moved against the whole cou-
ncil of Ministers or the Leader of the Conucil
of Ministers. This I have not clearly stated in
my ruling. I did not state it in my ruling,
because we have our rules. Rule 133 is wvery
clear. Unless s-ou amend it, whatever may be
my rulings and however sound it may be, we
have to follow the rules. Secondly, there may
be three types of motions in this respect, One is
no-confidence motion, an otlier 18 censure motiog
and another is disapproval of a particular action
or pelicy. The no-confidence has to be moved
against the Council of Ministers and no Tcasoning
is also necessary. It isa subjective motion, So
far as censure is concerned, it is an objective
motion and you have to be clear in your ming
as to what are the reasons for moving the Censure
motion. Disapproval is another type. What
will be the effect of it that is another considera—
tion: AsT have said, ecnsure against a particular
Minister may lead the Chie{ Minister to resign
or he may just drive out that Minister. Now our
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rules in this regard are silent. So alse regarding
questions- and regarding Zero Hour. The Zero
Hour has become Speaker’s hour. The Speaker has
to reply to the questions put by the Hon.Members.
I would recommend that our Rule Committee
should sit down and consider these matters.
Regarding questions also they should consider
whether the starred questions of the particular
day should come up for reply the next day cor
lapse. Because it you want to dispose of all these,
it is to be decided whether starred questions of
the day should be taken up as disposed of on
that particular day. Otherwise it will be very
diflicult to dispose of all the questions. So I want
the Rules Committee to go into all these things.
Till the rules are amended, I have to be gﬁided
by the rules which are in force. S> in view
of what I have said, I would like to hear from you.

Shri Phani Bora: Sir, there is no point to be made in

this regard. The rule provides that a no-
confidence motion against the Council of
Ministers or an individual Minister can be
moved, and we are trying to take advatage of
the rule to discuss a particular matter which
is agitating our mind. [ am not here to make

the Chief Minister to discharge any of his
cabinet colleagues or to influence him to take
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any action against any particular Minister. As
a matter of fact, my intention is very clear. I
do not bother, for me whether X is a Congress
Minister, or Y is a Congress Minister it makes
no difference, For me it is all the same. I have
nothing to discriminate one against the other,
That is not my intention, My whole intention
is that a particular thing has besan done by a
Minister who is in charge of a particular Depart-
ment and there I apprehend that a lot of diffii-
culty may be created and it is against the very
principle on the basis of which the Panchayats
are being created, I want to take the advantage
of discussing this very vital issue and at this
moment, because it is the most appropriate
moment to discuss. Taking advantage of this
motion, I want to discuss this whole thing. So

much of money is being drained out of the
public exchequer---

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Shri Bimila Prasad Chaliha (Chief ministzr)
Mr. Speaker, Sir, Attention of Government has been
drawn to the news item referred to in the notice. It s
however not correct that a large number of Pakistanis are
infiltrating into Assam through various border areas speci-

ally the Goalpara border without any check. A net

work of B.O.Ps manned by B.S. F. has been set up

along the entire Ino-Pak border to stop infiltration. In
addition, there are also the Police Check posts and

patrol posts. A number of Police Watch Posts has also
been established in the areas vulnerable from the point
of view of Pak infiltration and in Goalpara District alone
33 such Watch Posts are functioning at present. These

measures have proved effective in curbing Pak infiltration.
However, some Pakistanis have baen surreptitiously infiltra-
ting across the borders some of whom have been detec-
ted later on. Some Pakistanis who were earlier deported
from Assam but who have managed to sneak back have

also been detected:

During the year 1967 as many as 1238 fresh Pak
infiltrators were detected in the State- Of this 485 were
detected at the border while they were trying to cross over

and 628 were in-infiltrators i e- Pakistanis earlier deported
from Assam, and the remaining 125 were detected inland.

There is no report to indicate that Pak inflitrators have
encroached or forcibly ocoupied grazing Reserves, etc. In
the Goalpara District 5482 bighas of V.G-R,and 3401
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bighas of P. G- R.are under encroachment as on 1. 1. 68.

Portions of some of the resreve mentioned in the news
item are also under encroachment, In the light of the
latest land settlement policy of Government strict instru-

ctions have been issued to remove the encroachmsnt and
more particularly encroachments from the grazing reserves.

In order to make eviction effective, it is being, considered
to puta small Police Force under the Deputy Commission-
ers so that once eviction has been decided upon, he can
evict and re-ovict encroachers at intervals, if necessary. It
is, however, not correct that the encroachers in the grazing
reserves of Goalpara are largely Pakistani infiltrators, al-
though the possibility of a few of them surreptitiously
living there with the connivance of some local people
cannot be ruled out. In order to detect such infiltrants

periodic checking is being done by Police.

The incident reported to have taken place at Malenga
was enquired into by the 8. D.O. Goalpara and it wags
ascertained that on 23.2.68 some refugee families were

constructing huts in the Rescrve Land with 5 view to
settling there, At that time some local people went to the
place and objectcd to the occupation of the grazing reser-
ve by the refugses: Asa results, there was a sepse of panic
in the minds ef the refugees who Wwere numerically fewer

and they left the site leaving behind the building materales,
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As reported in the news item, it is also mnot correct

that the Pak infiltrators took out a procession at Goalpara

town about tw0 months ago demanding  settlement of land

Processions and demonstrations demanding land are not un’
common. A particular community may be in larger num-
. bers in some procession but from that alome it is not

correct to draw any inference like that.

Motion : Production and Distribution of food stuff

and
the deteriorating food situation in the state

Shri Rothindra Nath Sen : Mr. Speaker, Sir, I have tried hard to make

out some ielavancy of my view points that I am going
to place before the House just now that the motion at
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issue is - “This Assembly do now take into consideration
the question of production and distribution of foodstuffs

in the State’”. Sir, here I would like to refer to some

anomalies which have been done by the F, C. 1. So far

production and distribution of foodstuffs is concerned, I

kave discussed this matter with the honourabie Minister

in charge of Supplies. In course of discussion the hono-
urable Minister embarrassed us by saying that the Govern-
ment of Assam have no control over the executive body

of the F- C. 1. so far as production is concerned- But,

8ir, since the Government is determined to enhance procur-

ement in the State, I think our Government should have
some control over, atleast, the day to day working of
this particular department. Sir, on the gth January, 1968
in the Dainik Asom came a startling news with banner
head lines about mixing of sand with paddy procured by
the F.C. I. Sir, I de not like to take valuable time ef
the House by going into details of this matter. I would
like to add only that the Deputy Commissioner, Nowgong is
getting some complaint about wrong weightage system of F-C.1
He just made a surprise visit to the Langhing
F.C,1. store situated within the Mikir Hills
District and raided the mill area with some of
the executives of the F. C, I., some magistrates
and others. The Deputy Commissioner during

his visit there found one truck loaded with paddy
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standing ready to move out. He then imme=
diately enquired about the quantity of paddy
on the truck. Then the F.C.I. people there
gave him afictitious figure about the quantity
of pabdy: The Deputy Commissioner then
ordered to bring down some bags which was
done and got it weighed. To his surprise he
found that it was much less then what the F.C.I.
people said. Reports very often come (o the
Supply Department from the millers that when-
ever they bring paddy from the F. C, 1. as advised
by the Supply Department for the purpose of
milling and supply to the Government for buffer
stock or for supply to the people, they get less
in weight. 1If the F, C, I. people are questioned
about the weithage the demi-goods of the F. C. I
reply : “We have g specification of each bag aund
whatever we say you must accept,” This ig
going on with the F,C,T. Naturally when the
millers find that the paddy supplied jis in

short
supply they also make good the loss by adulery-
ting the rice, and in the result the consuming

common public suffer, During the process of

weighing the Deputy Commissione found three
bags full of sand mixed up with Paddy. Then he
asked some labourers to scparate the grain from
the sand and it was found that each bag cop-
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v tained 17 kgs, of sand, in the bags packed by the
f F. C. 1, demi~goods. The F. C, I. will supply this
sort of paddy and the millers will be taken to
| task for not supplying good quality of rice. Sir,
the Deputy Commissioner on his return reported
the matter to the Government, and that report
must be lying either with the Supply Minister
or with the Secre‘tary of the Department. That
report has not as yet seen public light. Sir, 1
would only urge upon thc'Supply Minister to go
through the report of the Deputy Commissioner
— which has come by the 2nd week of January,
i, 1968, and ascertain for himself as to what sort
of jugglaries are going on in the F, C, 1, and
consider some ways and means to stop it.

to the poor peonle or to safeguard the interest
of the millers and thereby minimise the selling
price of rice, With these observations and with
the expectation that the Hon’ble Supply Minis-
ter will make it an essential issue for his Depart-
ment to take up the matter with the F.C.I,
and see that either the F.C. [ mailpractices are
being cut down or the F.C. I goes out of Assam.

i Shri Dulal Chandra Barua: Mr. Deputy Speaker, Sir,

while taking part on the motion moved by the
Leader of this side, I want to make a few
observations. Sir, we have observed very carefully
during the last 21 vyears of the Congress rule and
it scems that the Govt. is not in a position to
give the bare minimum to the people for their
dialy necessities, even just to pull on from hand
to mouth. It seems the Government is shifting
and changing its policy anaually, even sometimes
monthly. And it has also been observed that
the Govt. is making experiment of its policy in

respect of distribution of food and production of
food as will as supply of food to human beings.

I should say that though their intention gag
appeared on paper is very keen to solve the
food problem in the State, I found that their
policy is a criminal comspiracy to Kkill the peo-
ple inch by inch, and at the same time, simply
to give handling to certain section of the
community under whose grip the entire Govt,
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machinery is functioning.

Sir, you are aware of the fact that day
before yesterday, a matter was discussed about
the food situation prevailing in the Goalpara
subdivision and many of my friends from this
side have, in their discussions, categorically
pointed out that evzn there wszre cases of death

due to starvation, though from the Govt.

side
the reply was negative.

But that reply was not
convincing at all. At the same time, you know,

Sir, that to-day also you have heard about the

focd position prevailing in Mangaldai, and we
have received informations that the food situation
in the border areas of Cachar distric
the border areas of K & J Hills
Sir, this morning one of the

t as well as
is deplorable,

sirdars  from  the
rural area of Cherrapuniji side and another gentje-

man coming from Jowai border area came to see

me and they stated that the food situation there

is very bad. There is practically no food

in
the border areas. Sir, you know the condition
of our common pecple and you also know how

the prices of essential commodities are going up
and up day byday and ultim itely what will be the
fate of these people under such a difficult condition

nobody knows. Sir, I am convinced that those
;X.-’ho are making the policy, formulating our foog
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policy, they will never starve, and they wiil never
feel the scarcity of essential commodities. Those
who do not actually know the plight of the
cultivators and people living in the rural areas
and cannot appreciate their difficulties, they are
the makers of our policies, and therefére, you
can well imogine what will be the fate of
common man. These policy makers, including
our hon. Minister for Supply, not to speak of
facing such a situation themselves, could not
dream of starvation during their whole Iife.
Therefore, those who are at the helm of affairs
cannot realise the situation prevailing in the
State in so far as food is. concerned, and
unless they themselves realise the situation they
cannot solve this problem. They should put
themselves in such a position and realise the
gravity of the situation. Sir, we have seen that
whenever we put any question or raise any
discussion a stero typed reply will come from
the hon. Minister and that reply is prepared
by some officers of the Department and you
can well imagine the amount of truth there in
such a statement. It seems that though the
procurement of paddy and rice is a burnig

question in the State and there is acute scarcity

‘of essential commodities, our Government has not
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taken any effective step either to increase the
production of food and other essential commodities
in the State or to bring these things from the
Government of India. Our Government is not in
a-posi;tion to convince the Government of India
to supply us the essential commoditles.

Sir, as I have alreeady said, the policy that
is pursued by the Government is not a stable one.

They have got absolutely no right to make any
experiment in regard to the food policy which
involves the lives of the people. Therefore, I
suggest that there should a fixed policy in
respect of porcurement. Sir, according to the
decision of the National Development Council
held on the 3rd and 4th April, 1959 the Govern-

ment adopted a policy that all the procurement

should be made through the Apex Marketing
and that System was continuing till the year
before last and it was more or less alright except
a few defects here and there. But instead of
removing these defects the Government jumped
from that system and gave the procurement agen-
cy to the F.C.I. Sir, as my friend Shri Sen
pointed out, it is a_three-tier procurement system.
While the Government has given the procure-
ment agency to F. C, L., they have also entrusted
Apex Marketing with procurement and then there
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is the Supply Department for supervision: Sir,
when there is three wheels in a vehicle, is it
possible for anybody to drive that vehicle ?
Certailnly not. So, it is tri-cycle, Then Sir,
Governmeant fixes target of procurement in every
year but in not a single year they have been
able to achieve that target. Then there is also
no co-ordination amongst these three agencies,
FCI, Apex Marketing and Supply Department
and each one tries to put the blame on the
other. Sir, at one time there was a food Commi-
ttee and I myself was a member of that Commi-
ttes. That Commitiee met only twice and we
made certain recommendations. I do not know
whether these recommeundations have been imple-
mented or not but we bave not seen anything
to show that these recommendations have been
given effect to, Therefore, Sir, I suggest that
Government should follow a fixed policy in
tespect of procurement and distribution. The
F.C. 1., as we have seen, isacting like a step-
mother. Itis an All India organisation and so it
cananot be serious in the matter of procurement
of paddy, whether the people of Assam die of
starvation or not; They are not concerned so
far with this and they are only interested in
keeping their jobs and 1n making money: There-
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fore, I urge upon the Government to change the
present policy of procurement immediately and
give the agency to the Apex Marketing or to
the Supply Department. If Government is not
in a position to give the agency to the Supply
Department, 1 suggest that it should be given
to the Apex Maiketing and it should be re-

organised fully apd (here should be proper
coordination between the

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268 lakhs quintals and the procurement target was 37
lakhs quintals but the actual procurement was I3 lakhs
quintals. In the year 1963-64 production was 299 lakhs
quintals of paddy, the procurement target was 37 lakhs
quintals and the actual procurement was 16 lakhs quintals.
In the year 1964-65 the production was 315 lakhs quin-
tals, the procurement target was 37 lakhs quintals and the
actual procurement was 31 lakhs quintals and that was the
maximum amount of Procurement through Apex Marke-
ting. In 1965-66 the production was 234 lakhs of quin-
tals and the procurement target was 46 lakhs quintals
and the actual procurement was 19 lakhs quintals upto

June, 1966. Sir, in the same way production of paddy in
the year 1966-67 was 235 lakhs quintals the procurement

target was 40 lakhs quintals and the actual procurement
was only 1& Jakhs quintals.

Sir, if you see again to the Census in the year 1961 our
population- comes to 18,072,772. Though the population
is increasing, but accoiding to my calculation if it is distri-
buted in a proper way then there cannot be any scarcity
of food in our State. Now, our total rcquirement per
year, of the essential food products is 220 lakhs quintals.
Apart from that the tea cultivators are having their food
with them. We have produced upto the year ending 1967, 234
likhs quintals of food and our  actual requirement is 22¢

lakhs quintals-  Therefore, according to my calculation there
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iz a surplus and keeping aside the surplus if our dis-
tribution machfnary can function efficiently there cannot
be any scarcity. Again apart from that Sir, we are getting

Statewise supply of food stuff in addition to our own

products. In the year 1960-61 we got fiom Govt. of India
2.4 lakhs quintals, in 1961-62 1.7 lakhs quintals, in 1962-63
2.30 lakhs quintals,in 1963-64 3.33 lakhs quintals, in 1964-65
2.40 lakhs quintals and in 1965-66,3.40 lakhs quintals and
in 1967-68 we are havirg 4.30 lakhs quintals of food stuff.

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Bank huge quantity of rice is going out everyday outside
the State. 1t is also gathered that from Goalpara when the

scarcity is there maximum quantity of rice also going out
to Pakistan and unless there is proper check on such move-
ment of rice, the searcity in the State cannot be removed.
Sir, now coming to another aspect as we have already said,
and many hon. Members have spoken about the buffer
stock. I am very glad to say of course [ am subject to
correction that Govt- has adopted a policy to abolish the
buffer stock. The buffer sfock actually meant for meeting
the ' emergency. And the Government has incurred a huge
loss. Therefore, what we have seen when we are suggesting
in supply Advisory Board to dispose of these materials by
calling tender so that before it' becomes unfit
for buman consumption or even for animal con-
sumption this can meet the local requirements.
But we find that this Govt. doss not hear our
advice. They are generally giving out all these
thingé to the big merchants and the big merc-
hants are selling out all these things along
with other commodities of human consumption.
These things are going on. Now coming to
ane very partinent question which is agitating
the minds of people and that is im respect of
fixing the price of the paddy. The merchants
are always operating and taking up the matter
in respect of fixation of price of paddy and rice
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but uanfortunately Govt. is not taking any step

to comntrol the price of 'the essential commoaoditles,

When we have met last at Jorhat, some of the

members belonging ‘to the business community
advecated for the fiixing up of the price of the
paddy at the lowest rate. The Govt: is very
keen to control the price of the paddy but there
is no effective machinery to control the price of
the essential commodities, like atta, dal and other
things. The seal system has been abolished.
The seal system means— when things are taken
delivery especially in respect of dal there is a
seal and there a Supply Officer is to 80 and he
is to put his signature in the seal daily or weekly
and to check whether the eantire stock is dis—
posed of. Sir, Mosur dal and arhar dal are
generally taken from Bibar but here their prices,
it seems, are being increased by the trading

community, There is no system to fix ths price
of these things,

Now
my whole contention is that the Govt., policy
should be so framed as to deal with the black-
marketers and hoarders effectively. There are
blackmarketers everywhere, But I am sorry in
spite of our repeated request in this August
House Govt. till today has not shown any exam-
ple in punishing the antisocial elements.

Shri Sadhan Ranjan Sarkar: Mr, Deputy Speaker, Sir,
this year production of Paddy is much more
than the previous year, Naturally, we expect
that we will be able to meet the situation, Today,
I have just received a news that the price of
rice increases to Rs, 60 per maund in my area,
Sir, -from the very begianing of the procurement

season, people are reluctant to part with ' their
stock, because during the lean months they use

1%
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to get more then 45 maunds of paddy, Naturally,
they are reluctant to part with their stock. Sir,
from the very beginning of the procurement
season, I for myself, request the honourable Mini-
ster of Supplies that procurement of rice and
paddy should be made side by side, because
the cultivators will get atleast Rs. 4 on the
resultant rice per maund. But Sir, we have no
system of procurement of rice with paddy, All
people should be made to bring hoarded stock,
An atmosphere sbould be created in the minds
of the hoarders so that they are made to under-
stand that Government Will not allow to increass
the price of rice or paddy under any circums-
tanceé. But from the very beginning of procure-
ment season, the agency of procuriag paddy has
been allowed to the F. C.1. and Apex Marketing
Socicties side by side bothdin Mikir Hills and
Nowgong Districts. Everybody is aware of the
fact that there is no storage facilities in Mikir
Hills and the only outlet is through the Nowgong
District and for many other reasons F-C. I
practically have allowed their agents to procure
paddy as usual procedure, [ for myself person-
ally feel that the quality of paddy procured
by the R, C. I. is very bad. Moreover, their agents

are allowed ;Rs. 2 commission more then the
commission allowed by the Apex Marketing Soci-
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eties;: That is why in the name of procurment
of paddy in Mikir Hills they used to procure

paddy in the Nowgon District through their
agents which are all bonafide businesman.

But the policy of the Government was to
eliminate the intermediaries from the field of
food business, The agents of the F.C I are
almost all veteran businessmen and black mar-
keteers, They mix rand and other foreign materi-
als with paddy, and this is the reason why the
agents of F. C. L. could offer highzr rate, So |
request the Hon’ ble Minister to see for himself
as to what sort of paddy the F.C-I. is procy.-
ring: As regards the check gates, I am constrg-
ined to say that the check gates have become
the centres of corruption. The North-west side
of Nowgong district is a jute-growing one and
naturally the price of paddy there is alwayyg
higher, The check gates are barriers between
the paddy growing area and the jute growing
areas, and the price of paddy in Dhing Which
is the jute growing area always recmains high
to the extent Rs. 5—10 then in Hojai: The

check gates in between these two areas havy,
become centres of corruption. If one can pay
Rs. 100 or 200/-to the employees in the chec
gates he can take oul any quantity of Paddy

through these check gatesm anned by lowly pajg
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officers who become easy prey to unscrupulous
people. So I request the Government to keep
strick vigilance on these check posts, or if possi-
ble, remove them altogether. Again I would
request the Goverament to consider procurement
of rice and paddy simultaneously because for
one maund of rice a grower can get 3 to 4
rﬁpees more. When they can get this amount
more if they sell rice then why they would be
inclined to sell paddy. Thisis, I think, an inju-
stice done to the growers, All thes¢ I am spea-
king from my personal experience. As regards
the hoarders, during this time last year they
got Rs. 45 to Rs. 50 in place of Rs, 23-per
maund of paddy. Therefore, they are reluctant
to part with their hoarded paddy, Unless a vigo-
rous campaign is started against these hoarders
from now (here is no hope of bringing out the

surplus paddy from the hoardsrs, With these

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Shri Ramesh Chandra Barooah (Minister, Supply): Mr.
Chairman Sir, this debate which was initiated
on 25th Oetober 1967 continued throughout this
session and to day 1s the sécond day, Nearly 30
to 35 Hon. Members have taken part in this
debate. Most of the Hon, Membeérs when the
debate was initiated they discussed mainly on
the agency of procurement because in the
month of October everybedy was anxious that
our neXt year’s prcourement must be better and
must! be improved otherwise tHe future of the
State is: surely not happy. Therefore it is most
natural that they stressed on the agency of pro;
cutement. Io the month of October, in consul-
tation with the Members of the Opposition also,
we decided about the Agency. Last year' in the
year 1967-683; the procurement was with R, C, 1.
although not frem' the beginning of the kariff
year. From the last January or February they
came to the ficld, and naturally last year's pro-
curement was not very' successful. 1berefore

nobody was happy with the Agency. This year

sir, as’l have 'alrcady stated, in formulating our
next yeatr’s policy we consulted the Opposition
members also; We decided not to give the sole
agency to the F* C.1. We decided to entrust
the Ap:x Marketing Society and"F. C. I. and they
were given 2 different zones of procurement,
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Prices also were fiexd in consSultation with
Opposition Members, Now about the progreass
of procurement, till absut February of course

- procurement progr.ss could have been siid to bz

satisfaciory. Since then of counrss I cannot say
that it is as satsfactory as it was accepted. I have
got figures with m:. I will state the figures for
the information of the Hoi, Memb:rs for differ-
ent periods. Target till 31.1267 for F.C. L it
was 561 lakh qnt, for Apex Marketing it .was
5-48 lakh qat. The total targst is 11 lakh quintals,

F. C.I. procured 3.61 and Az:x 1,39 aad th:
total is 5. lakh quintals. F, C.I's performance
was 64 p.c., Apex’s 25 p.c. and the total
45 of the target. Then in January 1968 the
target fixed for F.C.I was 3.5, for Apex
it was 3, and the fotal 6.5, As against this
F.C.I, procured 3.05 and Apex 1.37 and
the total is 4.48. lakh quintals. The percentage
was for F. C.I. 87 for Apex 45, and th: to:al
was 68%. Th:n the target for February was
for F, C.1 3 lakh quiatals and for Apex 1.21.
Out of this F, C.1. achieved 1.37 and Apex
only.

Shri Hiralal Patwary: AIlI want to know iss what
is the target, what is the quantity procured and
the present position. :

Shri Ranesh Chandra Barcoah: The target is 85 lakh
maunds and lhe procurement figure up to yes-
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terday is about 31 lakh mds. It is something
like 40% which is not at all satisfactory.

Almost all the Membezrs criticised us by say-
ing that people are gstting more price in the
open market and why should we d-prive th:m
of that opportunity? But the price given this
year is much more then the price which obtained
last year. By increasing the price of paddy we
cannot solve the problem. Paddy is the basic
thing. If we increase the price, what will be the
effecty We propose to give rice through the
fair-price shops. What was the price last year?
It was 90 paise orso per k, g. This year it is
Rs 1'37 paise per k: g. Therefore by ircreasing
th= price of paddy we will not be helping the
people. Because the pric: of ric: will further
rise. Therefore the opinion that we should raise
tae price of paddy is not a wholesome’ one, On-
ce we raisz th: price of paddy we cannot bring
it down. Central Government agrecd even to
this eahancement most reluctantly, T mean to
this increase to Rs. 23 p:r maund: As a matier
of fact, they have not actually increased the
price but they have advised us to rais: it by Rs.
2 and to call this bonus instead of increase in
price. Therfore when th: Hon. Memb:rs say that
we are giving less pric: to the paddy gIOwWers,
it is not correct, When prccurementis not com-
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pulsory, we cannot compel the cultivators. If
we use the polize force, will it b: welcome by
the Hon, Memb:rs y People can part with their
paddy only when it is surplus, and to procure
this raising of the price which will result in
further spicailig of pricz of paddy is not a whol-
Som2 remedy. Governmsnt revenue can be paid
by selling bringals and chillis also, Therefore
on the whole the pattern of procuremznt has
undergene a change. Formely by 13th the
January i.e. on the Migh Bihoseve the major or

a very considerable part of the targetted quantity

got callceted. Peopls wanted money to pay

Govt Reveaue and to such other purposes,

Govt. revenue may be paid by selling a few bamYoos or

by selling somz brinjals or chillies.

areas supply of 2 kg- of cereal is the minimum requirement
and ia order to provide with this minimum reqnirement we
Tequire atleast 85 lakh maunds of paddy. Against this
We have to give 1 kg. of rice per head to the fair price
shop and for giving one kg of cereal of ata we have
entirely to depend upon the Govt. of India, Now what is
our position as regards ata. Our requirement of wheat is
22 thousand tons per mocth. But last year we got much
less than that. Central Govt, is allotting us for the last
few months at the rate of only 12,400 tons, and that also
we are not getting. We have so far got about 80% of
the allotted quantity and with this we have to carry on
with our fair pricz shops and out of this we have to give
some to the bakeries and to the industries also. My friend
Shri Patwari mentioned about the supply for tea indus-

tries, We are giving 1 kg of rice per head and for

the wheat product they get it from the Centre, because it
is Centre’s commitment to give ata to the tea industries.
Our responsibility is to give them 1 kg. of rice and for that
we require about 4,000 tons of rice per month- Upto the
end of April and perhaps in some cases upto the middle
of May we have given them their requirement. Because tea
gerdens have not received their full requirement of wheat
the unions have asked usto supply more than 1kg of

rice, to compensate the stort’supply of ata to this we have
not been able to agree. Then maximum that .wWe can give

is 1 kg. upto April and Jmiddle of May in some? cases we

have given industry’s requirement of rice, To meet that
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demand is a' very: big thing. In the ms:antims we have asked

the Central Govt. to give us the rice requirement of the

industries to which they have not agreed sO far- ...

Shri Ramesh Chandra Barooah : There is no disc.imination, | myself

being member of the Assam Tea planters Associations, but

the difficulty is that the Association cannot lift their qugy,

as they find it difficult to arrange money to lift it, whereas

the Buropean gardens havs no difficulty to arrange money

and to lift their quota.......
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Shri Dulal Chandra Brrua : If the Assam Tea Association is not in a
position to lIft their quota then what alternative arrange-

ment " is so far made  Why not Govt give them in credit ?

-Shri Rnmesh Chandra Barooah | That is not possible. The Assuciation
do lift their quota, but it is delayed by about one or 2 weeks.
They cannot do it as promptly as is expected, and that is
why they sometimes lose their quota, I mean the Indian

tea gardens.

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Act was enacted in order te check pcople converting
paddy into rice thereby causing rise in the price of

paddy which adversely affected paddy procurement.

Shri Bisnu Ram Medh; : Sir, when permission of husking paddy
is given to hullers, they should be allowed to purchase
paddy from the open market. But I find in my area that

they are not allowed to buy paddy from the open market.
