Lots of hurdles have been placed there. We hailed
the accord which was achieved. We hailed it
because we thought that peace and prosperity will
come to the hill districts of Karbi Anglong and the
N, C. Hills. But Sir, these hardles are still there.
These are created only by the Government of Assam.
I want to put it in record, When we discussed the
Memorandum of understanding, I myself congra-
tulated the Chief Minister on titat day and told to
keep his words. But the Chief Minister did not
keep it. Sir, the N. C. Hills is under an autono-
mous Council. It is being covered by the Congress

Situation in Assam has bcen found to
be disturbing ever. since I took over as Governor
of Assam on May, 2/1970.

Magnitude of loot
and plunder, however, became colossal in due course of
time, presumably in view of the State  Govt.’s
failure to act. The districts of Tinsukia, Dibrugarh
Slbs"mr, Jorhat and Nagaon on the South bank of

Brahmaputra and those of Dhemaji, lakhimpur, Sonit-
pur, Darrang, N Nalbari, and Barpeta on the North
bank, were the the worst gufferers. None was spared.
Tea companies, traders small and big officials who
had the reputations of being corrupt were treated all
alike. Summons were issued to be Members of
the Tea Association to meet the ULFA gangsters to
various places in ’Upper Assam to negotiate the quan-
tum of ansom, Cthers were summoned to centres of
collection along with the evidence of their (inanciai
capabilities. N9 -oral-evidence was ac«,epted Income
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tax returns and assessment orders are made the
basis for the determination of the a.nount of ansom
and while assessing the capability to pay 3 to 4

as the total income the persons. The rough esti-
mate about the total amount callected so far runs
in to any thing between Rs. 400 to Rs. 300 crores,

Coming to the attitude of the State Govt., it
is extremely superising that out of 113 murders
committed so far, not even a single case has been
fully investigated by the Police; The reports received
suggest that if at all the accused were arrested,
the designated courts released them bail without
any resistance from the State. The orders gran-
tings bail under the TADA can be passed only
in rare cases and that too specifying certain
conditions. Evcrywh'ere else in the country, Statcs
concerned agitate the matter before the Higher court
like High Court and Supreme Court, Not even
in a single case an appeal or revision has been filed
against the power of the lower Court before the
High Court or Supreme Court.

The then Home Minister, Mufti Molammad
Sayeed, during his two visit to Guwahati. impresed
upon the State Govt. the desirability of agitating
the bail matters in the Supreme Court, I repeated
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this request a number of times to the State Govt.
but without any result.

The Political Affairs Committee of the Union
Cabinet invited me and the Chief Minister to one
f its meetings at P. M.s house some time ago

and the Commitice impressed upon the C. M. to

take stern action against terrorism. He asked for
additional force which was agreed to. In another
meeting which the Home Minister took in North
Block and later at his residence, was attended by
Cabinet Secy. Home Secy. myself and Joint Secy.
Home. The Chief Minister asked SLRs. Maruti,
Jeeps ctc. These, I am given to understand, were
supplied. The forces also arrived and the same re-
mained campaign in the barracks and were not dep-
loyed. The MHA requested the C. M, to declare
the Upper Assam as a disturbed area so as to autho-
rise the Central forces to arrest, search and seize
to which the C. M. agreed. Subsequently, the C.M.
informed me that his party and the Cabinet was
not agreeable to that being done.

Hundreds of people have been robbed of their
Maruti Cars. The amount of ransom varies from
2 lakbs to 75 lakhs of rupees in some cases. Many
people have been mercilessly tortured and some them
are still in critical condition at Woodlands Nursing
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Home at Calcutta. Hundreds of traders have clo-
sed their establishments and gone away to their
parts of the country. Trade, Commerce and indus-
try has been hit hard Central public sector COrpo-
rations senior executives are reluctant te stay. Some
have already left. Some of the teg companies are
almost without senior supervisory staff many of them
having shifted to places outside the State.

I have had repeated discussions with the Chief
Minister and the Home Minister. Neither of them
is prepared to accept the responsibility since the
Home Department has been unimaginatively bifur-
cated into Home and Political Departments with
lots of overlappings and anomaljes,

The cumulative consequences of all this is that
the entire State is gripped by a fear pPsychosis—
The holders of public offices have been rendered
totally ineffective. The holders of Constitutional
offices stand totally emasculated so much so that
the State Cabinet cannot even discuss the situation.
Members of the Council of Minister cannot ex-
Press themselves openly since they doubt the bona-
fides of each other in so far as their attitude to-
