But to-
morrow, there may be clashes amongst Koch Rajbangshls
amongst Bodos and other ethnic groups. We request the Hon'ble
Chief Minister and Home Minister to spell out a “policy decision
with regard to the problems of the various ethmc groups includ-.
ing the Koch Rajbonshis. There should be a pohcy dec131on,
with regard to the demand for 1nc1usron of the Rajbanshls in the
list of Scheduled Tribes of the State.

1 take_thi's, opportunity to bfing it to youif kind notice some
glaring facts about the plight of the Home Guard personnel
presently assisting the Karbi Anglong District police. Though -
they have been doing duty quite sincerely once énrolled but
their effectiveness and efficiency has taken a nose-dive in receat
months due to the step-motherly treatment given to them by the
system. It is beyond one's imagination to think as to how a
person can service in this world of hunger and miseries without
being paid for the services rendered consecutively .for 8 to 10
months. This is the case with the Home Guard personnel de-
ployed in this District. At any point of time, there s an unpaid
outstanding bill for Home Guard wages for 9/10 months to be
Cleared. As on today, they have not received their wages since,
February 1996. The details of the month-wise outstanding unpaid
amount due to the Home Guards is enclosed herewith.

The recent incidence at Mahamaya police Wireless Re-
peater station near Dokmoka O.D. is one example of the

consequences for not paying the Home Guards in time. 4 (four)
Home Guard personne! had left the post within the 4 days be-

fore the incident for non-payment of wages. They were almost
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'st‘arving as the local shops had refused to supply the foodstuff

on credit. to the said Home Guard personnel. There have been

number of instances where the ‘Home Guard Personnel have

either deserted their place of posting l1ke House Guard/P. Ss.,
OPS. etc. Due to the above problem, the possibility of Home
Guard personnel joining hands with extremist elements to earn
some extra penny cannot be ruled out totally as these Home

Guard personnel are a totally frastrated lot today.
As supenntendent of police of a District, I think it is my
duty to see that the persons who are directly working under me

are bemg paid regularly for the services they are rendering. It
is beyond my conscience to continue as the Superintendent of

Police of a District if I cannot pay them. It negates all concept-
of humanity and moral values to obtain the services from some--

one who is always hungry and without food.

In view of the above, I would like to request you ‘and make an - :
appeal to you to take up the matter immediately with the concerned au-
thority to see that this deprived section of the police Department gets their
due regularly and the arrear which is due to them is paid immediately.
