Union, Silchar then wanted to know whether to
discuss Brahmaputra Valley of Assam as a whole
of State and how many houses have been electri-
fied, Is there any garden from Barak Valley ? He
futher clarified that so far his information goes
only quarter of some Sub-staff have been electri-
fied. Not a single garden has electrified their labous
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quaters for want of post though the labourers com-
pleted wiring of their own.

The Hon‘ble Chairman then expressed his
unhappiness and astonishment over the fact that
after attending three such meeting that there are
separats arrangement ond development as one in
Brahmaputra and another in Barak Valley. He ex-

Shri D. P Goala, M.L.A. while extending his
congratulation to the hold decision taken by the
Hon’ble Minister, Labour, Deptt said that this forum
is the highest one to take a polioy decision about

the tea garden wprkers of Assam as a whole. It has
seen that ail the times Barak Valley has been deprived

of their legitimate demands. He also expressed the
hops the from that time onwards there should not
be any separate decision. All that sitting here in the
highest level at Dispur and most of them are not
aware of what is actually going in the gress-root
level. There the picture is totally different. It is to
be faced with regret that the decision taken in the
Standing befour Committee bas not yet been imple-
mented in any garden of Barak Valley. He als;
expressed with sorrow that the management, has
not taken any initiative for electrification of any tea

eastate in the Barak Valley. Instead the workers
were insisted to take the electric connection of their
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own but in that case should the mapagement have
raised objection. So these methods should be stopped.
He then expressed his hope that the Hon’ble Minis-
ter and Chairman of the highest forum will take

a bold aecesion and this should be implemented in

due course of time.

He further Stressed the need for electrification
in the labour quarters asitis no longer considered
a luxury but an essential service. He also hoped
that the management should be a ‘Ne objection’
certificate to those workers who wanted electric
connection in their quarters occupied by them. Labour
Union also has been demanding this need from time
to time so, this problem be solved carlier by the
management as it requised no extra investment,
This is a genuine desire of the members and pe
suggested that the employers’ representative shoulq

come forward with a concrete decision.

The Representative of Surma Valley mentioned
regarding the elictrication in Cachar, they have sent
letters to ASEB officials but the ASEB informeq
that they did not have any cominication possibly
due to the fault of postal Deptt., So the Committee
suggested to send them by registered post only.

On the matter of ex-gratia payment, the Board
made a brief discussion and decided to defer the

matter to the next Board’s meeting.

The Welfare Commissioner while apprising
the present deterioreting fund position said that it
is necessary to create a special fund enabling the
Welfare Board to clear the dues to retirement benefit
in time. In this regard, members discussed about
the implementation of Group Gratuity Scheme of
the LIC in this Welfare Board. But the Welfare
Commissioner showed its drawback and insisted to
create Board’s own Fund in this regard. Members
have agreed to open a “‘Retirement Benefit Account”’
of the Board and directed Welfare Commissioner

to keep mecessary provision in the next Budget of
the Board.

On inquiry the Welfare Commissioner stated
that the service Rule had already been submitted

~
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for the aproval of the Government and expected it
to be approved very soon.

Mr. P. K. Bhattacharyya expressed his willin-
gness to co-operate with the Welfare Board and
other various welfare activitios of the Government
Mr. M. 5. Khondaite also expressed similar views:

soon and the meeting thus ended.

In welcoming the meeting, on behalf of the Chair-
man, Shri C. P. Misra, IAS., Addl. Chief Sccretary to
Govt. of Assam, Labour and Employment stated that
the purpose of the meeting is to consider and suggest
to the Govt. for fixation of minimum wages for the
tea plantation workers of the Brahmaputra Valley as
well as the Baruk Valley, There has been bilateral
agreement between consuliative Committee for Planters
Association and the Assam Chah Mazdoor Sangha which
indicates certain increase in the Minimum wages in the

Brabmaputra Valley and the proposed increas as per

Following that the
Minimum wage Committe was constituted in 1994 and

Shri D. Borah, Assam Tea Planters Association
put his view that the Central Wage Board for Planta-
tion workers was constituted in 1964 and recommended
fair wages on the basis of wage Committee. These fair
wages revised and implementation of this recommendation
is difficult without the help of collective machinery. They
are in favour of fair wages on the basis of theircpacity
to pay. These gardens having less than 500 acres of
land or individual farms of small growers, According
to their capacity they are giving minimum wages. It
18 difficult to follow collective bargaining. According to
their capacity, tea industiy may be allowed to pay (o
their worker.

Tioe General Secretary, Assam Chae Mazdoor
Sangha stated that the Sangha and the Govt. has been
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always working for the welfare of tea plantation woraers.
From 196 onwards ( except 1989 ) it has been decided
to fix minimum wages for tea plintation workers. In
the year 1992 there was token strike fixation of minimum
wages and 1:.ter there was agreement with the Unson.
This time Rs. 8/- being the highest as contended by
A.C.M.S. The proposal has been sent after proper dis-
cussien and examination by this time. In this respect
the protection measures taken by the Govt. raised by
the Addl, Chief Secretary is a welcoming decision and
stressed the need for issue of necessary notification so
that the sma'l growers tea planters may not fail to pay the
minimum to their workers. He further requested to pay at
least the benefit reached out of éeitlexnent/agrcement with
the Govt.

. The President, Sodou Asom Small Tea Growers
Association expressed their objection in implementation
of Plantation Labour Act and demanded to have seprate
Rules, or Plantations Labour Rules should be amended
for them. Most of the owners are unemployed educated
youths and they are trying their best to pay workers.

Their workers are enjoying medical facilities, house rent
facilities, fire wood and festival allowances. In this regard
they moved Govt. to exempt them from the operation
of Plantation Labour Act and frame separte Rules.
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There should be separate Act for small growers tea
plantations, therefore, the rate of wages fixed on 31.3.96¢
at Rs. 23.60p that has been directed to continue t0 pay
for two years to the workers. They have further raised
some difficulties like, financial and land matter. They
have not received the assistance from Tea Board and
loan from Bank As a result they have personally obtained
foan on higher interest to run the tea plantation. On
the other hand the rate at auction os going high but
they are not getting the same.

Shri Amal Ghoesh Dastidar, C.1. T.U. opined that
they have come here in the meeting for the purpose
of fixing. ratc of wages for Tea Plantation workers, and
the basis for fixation. There are number of Acts passed
by the Govt. since independence and the Plantation
Labour Act and the Minimum wages Act are ome Of
them. The Plantation Labour Act has been passed with
the aim and object for the welfare of Tea plantation
workeie, and the rate of wages were fixed under the
Minimum wages Act. There were views from the workers.
But the question is that on whath basis the rate of wages
are going to be fixed for tea plantation workers. After

independence in the 15th Labour Conference the basis

for payment was decided. The minimum wages should
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~ D€ at the rate of Rs. 1.25p. But in most of the cases
this formula has not been adopted. This formula at
least be followed while fixing minimum wiges, But the
Minimum wages should not be decided under Plantation
Labour Act.

The
workers earning wages not noly for them have also
earning for the management, for the State Govi. and
for Central Govt. but they are not getting wages for
the whole week including T.A & D,A. on the other
hand the managerial staff of the garden getting their
salary for 30 days. He stressed need for fixation of
wages with the inclusion of not only three items but the
rates of Govt. fair prices should also be taken into
account while fixing wages for the tea plantation workers.

Regarding collective bargaing there is on such
case in Kerala and West Bengal.

Valley. The C.C S,U. also deminded wages for rest day

since all other staff and managerial staff are given wages
for 30 days.
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The Hon’ble Chairman opined that had all the
organisation taken into the aforesaid settlement/bilateral
agreement then there will be no objection. But he

- could not uaderstand why the cases of Brahmaputra

- Valley and not for Barak Valley and the difference
v exists in this respect.

Shri 8. M. Jain,President, Tea Association of
India in reply said that recently there was discussion
with Unions of Barak Valley and reached with an
agreement which will expire in October, 1996. They
will sit again on expiry of the terms of agreement
- for further course of action relating to agreement.
& So far the Biarak Valley is concerned Mr. Jain further
opined few important salient points that at the time
of fixation of rates of wages, the Wage Board of
1996 decided separate wage components for the workers
of Barak Valley in Assam. The Board recommended
difference of 22 per cent wages for Barak Valley,
this was discassed in detail in the committee constituted
®in 1989 under the Chairmanship of Mr. Haren Das
also. He submitted before the Chairman that difference
in Barak Valley should be kept percentage-wise, the
increase in the wages was Rs. 4.50 p for period of 3
years in 1989 to 1992 and the wages in respect of
Barak Valley were lowered by Rs.2.5p in 1989, and
fo'r the Assam Valley wages were Rs. 13. 10p and for

P the Barak Valley wages were Rs. 10.00p.
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The Hon’ble Chairman in reply exprassed his view
that he is not agreed with the variance of rates of

wages in different zones.

Shri S.M.Jain, President, Tea Association of India
stated that there is no mention about Barak Valley
only the discussion on agreement of wages in respect
of Assam Valley which has been concluded. The agree-
ment in respect of Barak Valley will expire in. October,
1996 after the expiry of that agreement there will be
discussion. So far the wage of Barak Valley is concerned
the criterion is different because of the fact that
productivity in Barak Valley is lower than that of
Assam Valley, lower yield per hectare, lower prices of
tea coupled, with higher cultivation cost on account of
poor iafrastructure. When the Haren Das Committee
was constituted in 1989 to go into the details of all
these factors, these were discussed in detail and a
memorandum placed before him stressing all these
points to take into consideration and the Committeo

opined that wagssin Barak Valley should be considered

on percentage-wise basis and at that time the Barak
Valley wage was lowered by Rs. 2.25p and thus in the
Assam Valley is a little more, than Rs.13.00 and in
the Barak Valley is Rs. 10.00 (being the value of food-
grains, dry-tea and ﬁre—wcod);

After expiry of the agreement in October, 1992
another agreement was made in February, 1993 giving

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effect from 1st November, 1992 between the C achar
Chah Sramik Union and the Employers® Association
representing the Tea Industry in the Barak Valley. The
agreement was implemented by the Tea Industry from
Ist November, 1992 and would cover the period upto
Oct, 1996. The total amount of increase in wages
covering the -period was Rs. 6.0lp per day and the
final instalment of increment of the said agreement
@ Rs. 1. 40p due on and from 1st November, 1995
is being paid . In the next agreement it would be decided
again, The Cachar Chah Sramik Union, Silchar deman-
ding same wages, same benefits for the tea plantation
workers of Barak Valley at per with the Brahmaputra
Valley. He further raised the point of historical fact that
Cachar wages have always been lowered than the Assam
Valley tea estates because of economic factors. Even
the wage Board accepted this regional differential in
wages considéring the fact that the performance of Barak
Valley tea industry was much less viable than the
Assam Valley. The last minimum wage Committee also
took Cognizance of these facts and the past bipartite
agreements bear teatimony to this truthful position.
Demand for increasing the amount to Rs.4.50p in the
Assam Valley and Rs.4.00p in the Barak Valley was
placed before the Haren Das committee, but he did
not agree to it. According to recommendation of the
Haren Das Committee, the minimum requirement was
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Rs.25.30p and in Cachar it was Rs.22 30p. Regarding
disparity in wages in the Assam Valley and the Barak
Valley Mr.Jain referred to the Minimum Wages Act
under Section-3. In deciding the wages different factors
like different locality, different region influencing by
geographical factors is taken into consideration.

Shri J. Sinha, C.C.S.U., Silchar has also put difference
in D. A. In Assam Valley it is 40% and 36% in
Cachar which should not be.

Shri S.M Jain, TAI, clarified the position that the

statement of CCSU is not correct, in both region

equivalent D. A, are getting, but tea industty of Assam

Valley cannot be placed at the same footing with

that of Barak Valley, the reasons of which are already
stated.

Shri J. Sinha, C.C.S.U., elaborated the above
points, that they mentioned about Wage Board. The
Wage Board has suggested for their wage. So far
staff is concerned in the Brahmaputra Valley the mana- J
gement is giving 40% D. A. but in the Barak Vailey :
below 36%. Moreover, in the Brahmaputra Valley the
agreement is for 3 years and the agreement in the
Barak Valley it is for 3 years and 7 months, So
same i8 the case with staff.

Shri R. Das, Secretary General, I. T. A., Calcatta
stated that it is because, productivity, price of tea,
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regional difference and other economic factors are taken
into consideration in deciding wages.

Shri 'S. M. Jain, TAI he pointed out the VDA. They
have increased in Wages over the period covered by the
agreement in the Brahmaputra Valley Rs. 3.00 p in the Ist
year for adult, and Rs. 1.50p for non-adult, Rs. 2.50p for
adult in the 2nd year and Rs. 1.25p for non-adult,
Rs. 2.50p for adult in the 3rd year and Rs. 1.25p
for non-adult. This agreement which was made, will
cover the period upto 31st October, 1999 and the
Union agreed that they will not raise any industry-
wise demand or dispute during this period in respect
of the rates of wages for daily rated workers in the
Brahmaputra Valley.

The General Secretary, CITU opined that in 1939
there was no Minimum Wages Act and it is not the
question that there should not be the same in 195]

also, If there is any mistake in the past it should
not be corrected will not be the fact. Thereforce,
there should be similar wages for similar work.

Shri Padma Nath Koiri, Fx-M.L.A. stated that
whatever may be the difference in Barak Valley and
the low productivity, but the demand of the concerned
Unions may kindly be taken into consideration by the
Minimum Wages Boatd. The cash wages Rs. 23.60 p
plus dry-tea, ration and fire-wood in respect of these
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three items is Rs. 12.05 p thus total Rs. 35.65 p which
have shown in respect of Barak Valley the Minimum
Wages Committee should look the interest of workers
of this region. It may also bs looked into whether
they are enjoyig gree treatment, provident fund, bonus
etc.

Shri M.S. Khandait, General Secretary, A. C. M. S.
said in reply to above that it was possible at this
time of Chairmanship the notification has been come
out at per with the minimum wages for agricultural
workers and that too with a solution through bilateral
agreement because he was aware of the fact that the
workers are enjoying the benefits.

Shri P. K. Bhattacharjee ABITA stated that at the
time of Chairman -of Shri P. N. Koiri, there was an
agreement on six items.
