At the same time I would like to say that assuming
for the time being but not admitting, the officer may be
totally corrupt, but unless we follow the proper procedure
and formalities, which will naturally take some time, how
can we suspend him and draw up procedings against him.
So we have asked the Superintending Engineer to make
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an enquiry and submit a report. When we get the report
of the Superintending Engineer formal proceedings will be

dawn up.

Shri Gaurisankar Bhattacharjee : The question is, that a
particular officer has been alleged to be guilty of some im-.
propricty causing a loss of Rs. 55,000/-to the Government
and the Audit Report has found it out that the Executive
Engiceer was the officer in charge of the said cement.
He did not report that this cement was lost due to short
receipt from the Railway or due to receipt of the cement
in damaged condition. Though he was in over all res-
ponsibility of the cement. It was the Audit party which
unearthed it and in the Report the Audit party Pointed out
that in all probability, this Executive Engineer who Was
the custodian of the cement may himself be responsible
forit and so responsibility should be fixed against him.
Now that being the position, the proper thing for the
Government would have been suspend him to make an
investigation and to find out who is responsible and to
fix the responsibility instead of leaving the officer at large.
If the officer is kept at large, probably he may interfere
with the investigation. Eves if he is transterred and kept
at large, he may interfere with the proper findings and
Government cannot be in a position to find out the guilt
to give punishment to the person who deserves it.

Shri Syed Ahmed Ali: We have very redently got the
Audit Report and after perusing it we have asked the
Chief Engineer to give his observations. On receipt of
that we will take necessary step and appropriate action
against the officer.

Shri Mahendra Mohan Choudhury : When the report has
been received as has been stated by the W™inister-in-charge

Flood Control, I shall call for the report and take action
immediately. .

Shri Gaurisankar Baattacharjyya also while participa=
ting in the  discussion spoke in support of the admi-
ssibility of the Motion. The hon. Shri Debeswar Sarma
Shri Sailen Medhi, Shri \Grqsuddm Ahmed partlclpated
in the discussion. The Minister for Parliamentary Affairs
opposed the motion and stated that the statement of the
Minister referred oanly to a newsitem published in a local
paper of Silchar under the caption “fefezlw sfoeia @ifsare’” o
and not to any proceedings of the Assembly. He further
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submitted that Hon’ble Shri Dulal Chandra Barua
while speaking on his notice under Rule 301 did not
mention the name of any Minister. Moreover 'Azad’ is
a weekly paper. It was published on 27th October, 1971.
It is not mentioned when Shri Jagannath Singha gave the
interview to the paper. Only publication is dated 27th
October, 1971. In the interview Shri Jagannath Singha was
contradicting a report which had eome out in the daily
‘Sapath’ dated 19th October, 1971. When something like
character assasination came out against. any body, he or
she was surely justified in contradicting such a report.
So the statement of the State Minister did not constitute
a breach of privilege of the House, and as such the mo-
tion was in admissible. The Chief Minister submitted that
in the statement of the Minister, there was no reference to
any proceedings of the House. But it was only in refer-
ence to any proceedings of the House. But it was only
in reference to the allegations published in a newspaper
of Silchar regarding the behaviour of the State Minis-
ter. He was justified in centradicting such a defamatory
report. S0, it did not constitute a brhach of the House.
So the motion was inadmissible.

Now, the question is whether the action of the
Minister has constituted a breach of privilege to the
House, In this connection, I looked into the matter

and found as follows :

On 19th October, 1971, a newsitem under thc cap
tion “fefena =fSansx «fvqte’” was published ina local paper
of Silchar, viz. ‘Sapath’ containing certain allegationsaregar-
ding misbebaviour by a Minister of State to a Nurse
of the Silchar (Medical College Hospital. This wa.s
long before the date when a similar  matter Wwas rai-
sed before the House by Shri Dulal  Chandra Barua
on 26.10.71. When the attention of the State Minister

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of Industries, Shri Jagannath Singha, was drawn to the
allegations made in the newsitem, the State Minister
stated that the allegations published in the newsitem
are baseless, He further stated, although in the newsi-
tem the name of the Minister has not been mention-
ed he was the said Minister. Then, the State Minister
stated certain facts clarifying his position. It may be
mentioned in this connection that the ‘Azad’ is a weekly
paper. The statement of the Minister was published on
27th’ October. It has not been mentioned therein when
the statement was made. The newsitem in ‘Sapath’ was pub-
lished on 19th October. The contradiction was published
on 27th October. It is nowhere stated that the Minister
made the statement on 27th. . Th: Minister was present
in the House on 26th and the ‘matter was published at
Silchar on 27th October. So it is difficult to hold from
records that he made the statment on 27th October.

Again 1 find from the statement of the Minister that
he referred ‘only to the allegations appearing in the pa-
Per and not to any proceedings of * the House regarding
the allegations made in connection with a notice under
the Rule 301 on 2610.71. I may be permitted to
quote the statement,— oz APFIRBIT worme  FRZAcA

It is the wusual practice that when such a report
concerning the Ministry or a Minister is publish in
apy newspaper the Government or the Minister issues
statement  either contradicting the report of clarifying
their position. So when the State Minister contr dicted
the allegations published in the pewstem and carified
his position, I think, there can be no objection.

In view of the facts stated above, I hold that the
action of the Minister qoes not constitute a breach
of ‘privilege Of_ the House. So; I am constrained to dis-
allow the motion.

Mr. Speaker :  Shri Lakshyadhar Choudhury has also gave a
notice under Rule 301 regarding death of late Benu
Hazarika.

Shri Mahendra  Mohan Choudhury ( Chief Minister ) :
Regarding death of late Benu Hazarika, a statement has
already placed in the Table.

Shri Lakshyadhar Choudhury : M. Speaker, Sir, as I have no
other alternative, Ihave to give notice under Rule 301 for
raising this . matter. Going through Enquiry Commission
Report, I find Something different. As for example, at page
23, it is Staﬁed “In this particular episode, in my opinion,
the entire fault is that of the Doctor, who is in charge
of the Casuality Department during the night and it is very
unfortunate that a young man who was placed in-charge
of such a Department.” Then again, “It is true that po-
ssibly no treatment would have saved the man but then,
every citizen expects that he should be given proper aid in
a Government Hospital where he has a right to go and
negligence on the part of the Doctor or other staff cannot
be tolerated.” ~Next point is about police here also we
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find—*““After the return of late Hazarik from the Medical
College Hospital he was made to sleep on the floor of the
Thana Office or on an arm bench --- ‘there was no charge
against this person and there was mnot even any suspicion
that he was involved in any offence but only he was found
lying on the road as a suspected case of drunkenness and
yet he was made to lie on the floor of a room which is
meant only for under-trial prisoners and suspects.” I find
that it was not at all proper for the Officer-in charge and
Sub-Inspector Baramali Sen to put late Benu Hazarika
inside the Police lock-up for the night.”” He gave a glaring
remarks in these lines—“The above facts and circumstances
persuade me to hold that the Police Department although
not directly responsible for the death of the : diceased was
at least partly responsible for the delay in getting the iden-
tity established and in informing the wife and other members
of the family about his death so as to ‘enable them to
perform the last rites earlier and it is therefore, very un-
fortunate that about two days had passed after the man was
found lying on the road before his wife could know that
her hasband has met with an unfortunate death in a Police
Jock-up -

Then again, “ Tae Sub ' Divisional Magistrate took
side with the Polic D:partment in order to suppress
the whole incident and expedite disposal of the dead
body without letting the public know about it”’. There-
fore, all the three departments viz. the Medical, the
Police and the Executivei.e. Magistrate are at fault.
I want to know what ‘Government is going to do for his
death and what assistance is going to give to the unfor-
tunate widow of late Hazarika and his minor children ?
Shri Mahendra Mohan Choudhury (Chief Minister) : Sir,

the report s in my possession. I have given orders to
take steps against the defaulting officers. About giving
relief to the widow, 1 find there is no scope for it- TO
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perform the rites I have given from my own fund Rs.500/-.
That is what I have done, and if possible more funds
will be made available to her.

Complaint of Breach of Privilege-lncorrect
staterment by Minister

+Shri Dulal Chandra Barua : Mr. Sopeaker, Sir, Really
with a very heavy heart I am to bring a Privilege Motion
against our present Finance Minister, Shri K.P. Tripathi,
whom I personally respect very much. But, Sir, I shall
be failing in my duty if I do not act as peoples representa-
tive in the House. Therefore, I hope, Sir, he will not

take me amiss,

Under Rules 158 and 159 of the Rules of Proce-
dure and Conduct of Business in Assam Legislative Assem-
bly, I beg to give notice of a breash of Privilege com-
mitted by Shri K. P. Tripathi, erstwhile Minister in charge
of Power (Electricity), and the present Minister-in-charge
of Finance and Labour. to the House by giving incorrect
and incoherent statement deliberately made with a view to
misguiding the House on the functioning of Meter factory
of Assam State Electricity Board, Shillong in reply to a
Calling Attention Motion given by Shri Tarapada Bbhatta-
charjee, e€X. M.L.A. on 30th December, 1965 at page 372 of
Assam Gazettee published on 25th May 1966 and the reply
thereto. by the then Minister in charge of Power (Elec-
tricity,) Shri K. P. Tripathi at page 373 to 377 on the 4th
April 1966 and also reply to a discussion on Annual
Financial Statement of Assam State  Electricity Bord on
Meter Factory at Shillong at page 18C0 of the proceedings
of the 12th Session of the Assam Legislative Assembly
after the 3rd General Election wherein he tried to prove
the successful and perfect planning and best product of

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the Meter = factory with various misleading arguments.
House had to accept it as true picture about the func-
tioning of the Meter factory. Sir, according to conven-
tion whatever statement is made by a Minister that must
be accepted as true. So, we accepted the statement as
true. But that is not so, Sir. it is evident from the report
of the Inquiry Commission on the workings of the State
Electricity Board which has been placed on 4th Nov. ‘7]
before the House with reference to page 30, para 6 (a)
and (b) that the then Minister i/c of Power (Elect) tried
to mislead the House with deliberate lies about the fun-
ctioning of the Meter factory at Shillong. Therefore, I
consider that this misleading statement though lately rev-
ealed, tentamounts to serious . breach of privilege of the
House. We cannot expect that no less a p2rson that Shri
K. P. Tripathi can mislead the House in this manner. Now
according to Rule 160, the question shall be restricted
to a specific matter of recent occurrence. Argument may
be put forward that the matter is not of recent occurrence
because the statement relates to the year 1964 and 1966.
Here T would like to say that the matter is of recent
occurrence because it has come to light only the other
day, i. e. on the 4th Nov.” When the. Report of Inquiry
Commission was placed before the House. Moreover, the
House is in continuance and the Government is continuous.
So, Sir, to my mind the matter is of recent occurrence and
it requires intervention by the House. Now, let me come
to the point as to how the then Minister-in-charge of Power
misled the House. On 13th December, 1965 as published in
the Assam Gazette dated 25th May, 1966, Shri Tarapada
Bhattacharjee, ex M.L.A. through a Calling Attention Moti n
observed that “According to the project report the depreci-
ation is at 10 percent of Rs. 14,50,000.00 which stand at Rs.
1,45,000.00. But it has been shown only Rs. 14,500.00. The
depreclatwn of Rs. 16,50,000.00 ar 10 per cent has been
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shown at Rs. 16,500:00 instead of Rs. 1,65,000.00. So, the
total depreciation stands at more then 3 lakhs. Why the
Assam State Electricity Borad could not detect this gross
mistake is not known to us. If the Assam State Electricity
Board could detect it before then the scheme would not
have taken up.” Then, the Minister said in his reply at
page 373 that ¢ According to the Project Report prepared
by the General Electric Company of India in July, 1961,
the Meter Factory was expected to produce about 15,00
meters per annum by 1964-65. Agaist the target. the Meter
Factory is now producing ‘about 12000 Meters per anaum.
In calculation of depreciation, -an error of about Rs. 2.79
lakhs was made by the G.E.C. and total depreciation should
be Rs. 4.19 lakhs, against Rs.1.40 lakhs shown in the Project
Report. This was poiated out to the G.E.C. which accepted
the mistake, This depreciation is based on the total capital
cost of about Rs. 48 lakhs invesaged for the Meter factory
in its ultimate stag>. The capital cost so far incurred works
out to Rs. 11.48 lakhs as much of the capital equipment
has not yet been received. Toe dépreciation for this comes
to Rs_ 76,000 per annimand not Rs. 34, 00,000 as shown
in the paper. In this connection it may be said that the
PR.O. of the A.S.E.B. published some leaflet and got it
distributed. On the basis of /that ' leaflet, the ex. M.L.A.,
Shri Bhattacharjee drow the attention of the  Govt. Then
the Minister further said, “The Mistake in calculation of
the depreciation has becn pointed out, to -the G.E.C. How-
ever, this mistake would ‘not: have affected  the economic
feasibility of the Factory or-agreement with the G.R.C. as
with the revised figure for depreciation  the cost of produc-
tion of one meter would change from Rs. 35 as worked out
in the Project Report to ounly Rs. 36.60. Ag meters were then
selling at Rs. 52 each, this ‘small ‘increase of Rs.1.60 in. the
cost of production per meter would not -have affected the eco-
nomic feasibility = of the Project.”” The | statement of Minister
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as to the fact that this would not have affected the economic
feasibility of the Project. It is not correct, Sir, the Minister
further wenton to say in his statement that “Meanwhile,
we are mainly assembling meters from component received
from the G.E.C. The cost of this components works out
to about Rs. 33 per meter. According to the agreement
with G.E.C. should supply us components and raw-materials
tequired by us at the not cost which is the actual cost
to the G.E.C. to be certified by Audit on both sides, we
are not paying more to M/S G.E.C. for these parts than
what they are entitled to.”

Sir, this agreement did not take place because the
General Electric Company has outright rejected the parti-
cular Project Report. Therefore the question of agreement
does not arise. Now, the Minister further proceeded to
say, ‘“‘we are mainly assembling meters from components
received from the General Electric Company. The cost
of this components works out to about Rs. 38 per meter.
According to the agreement with General Electric Company
the General Electric Company should supply us compo-
nhents and raw materials required by us at the net cost which
is the actual cost to the General Electric Company to
be certified by Audit. Hence, as this cost of rawmaterials
has been certified by Audit on both sides, we are not paying
more 10 Messers General Electric Company for these parts
than what they are entjtled to. It is obvious that the cost
of component manufacture has gone up very much in the
country since the agreement due to rise in wages and prices.
The cost of production of our meters which was Rs. 52.39
per meter in 1963-64 has come down to . Rs. 51.70 per
meter in 1964-65. This will come down further as produc-
tion increases and as components are manufactured in this
factory. We have already started manufacture of potential
coils, current coils and many brass components. The origi-
nal costs were calculated on the basis of manufacture
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of 120,000 meters per year as agamnst 120,000 that we
manufacture today”, which is not true. Now, our
present Minister for Industries who was a Member of
this House then questioned, “But the price is on the
upward trend” ? At this, the then Minister for Industries
replied, “My friend Shri, Biswadev sarma, was telling me
two days back that our meters are much lower than those
in the suggested standard. But the meters mentioned by
him will require calibration almost every year. Therefore,
the idea that they may go in for any mater is not correct’,
but it is eorrect. According to the report it is very much
correct. Now, again, in the same page of the proceeding
he said, “according to the Turch are Agreemeut with the
General Electric Company shall buy all surplus manufac
ture of ours”., but no agreement was there. They have
already rejected the Project Report and more so, instruction
was given to destory the Project Report. Therefore the
question of agreement between the G.E.C. and the State
Electricity Board did not arise at all and no agreement was
made but the Minister has said that agreement was there.
He further says, “Therefore, to sell out the meters for any
panic 1s not correct because the cost of raw materials for
total production is loss than twice the cost of raw materials
required for manufacturing 60,000 meters per year. This
is not correct. What is provided in the project is 13'7 lakhs
worth of raw materials will be required for manufacturing
12000 single phase meters as against 10.4 Jakhs for 6,000
single  phase meters. This is quite normal because when
components are manufactured in our factory the cost will
go down”. Then he shows the proportionale cost which
is not trus. Then again in the proceeding of the Ist of
April, 1966 at page 1801 Shri Tarapada Bhattacharjee asked,
«yir, we have spent 10 lakhs last year and we will be
spending another L0lakhs. Sir, I have got a copy of the
pamphlet issued by the P.R.O. Assam State Electricity.”
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Board™*s-++--- (showing the pamphlet/ saying, this is the
pamphlet). Then Shri K. P. Tripathi replied, “I do not
understand how the statement -made by a P.R.O.is more
authentic than the statement of the Minister’”. We accepted
the statement of the Minister. Then at page 1800 Shri
Bhattacherjee said, “Sir, I now come to another important
matter that is about meter Factory, which is situated just
near to this House. Sir, I called the attention of the
Minister, Electricity about the news item which was publi-
shed in the paper that huge number of meters in Assam
State Electricity Boards factery, were lying without customer.
Sir, in my statement I said that it js very distressing to note
that about 1400 meters valued at Rs. 7,70,000 are
lying idle in the godown of the Assam State Electricity
without-~ a customer. This meter factory produces one
thousand single phase meters per month, but the total
requirement to the State is about. 500. “How in reply
to that the Minister had said that this is not true. When
Mr. Bhattacharjec consulted his papers as he was speak-
ing, the Minister said, ““This is the difficulty of the hen.
Member. The hon. Member is speaking about a subject
which he does not know, Yes, we do not know. But the
person who is well conversant with the workings of the
meter factory had misled the House by giving certain
wrong information. And, till now we were thinking that
he gave us correct information but now we have gone
through  the report presented to wus by the Enquiry
Committee. The Bnquiry Committee in its report at 30
says, ‘It is  also observed that the matter regarding de-
facts, etc. in the - Project' Report was discussed with
the G.E.C Manager of the Manufacturing Division and
the G. E. C in their letter No, 99/54 dated 30th June
1964 stated inter alia as follows, We have given most
careful scrutiny to this document and find that it incl-
udes ftgures which were vary provisional and based on
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certain assumpfions which are no more valid. In the
circumstances we consider the Project Report entirely
obsolets and we would ask you to cancal it. It would
not be of any use to issue amendment to this report
as it would involve complets reqriting. This is har-
dly justified in view of the fact that the Project has
already been implemented and the manufacturing unit
established at Shillong’. The G.E. C. objected to that.
And after we had raised this question of objection the
Minister ought to bave given us correct information.
When the G.E,C wanted that perticular project Roport
to be destroyed, the question of any agreement with the
G. E. C. does not arise at- all, Therefore, Sir, he wanted
to conceal facts. He Might have been briefed by his
officers wrongly but he is responsible to the House. Now,
the whole thing reveals that he has given wrong informa-
tion. That he did not give a clear picture of the functi-
oning of the project has been proved beyond doubt
in the enquiry report observations. Then the question
that be has given a stitemest about the balance. Here
in page 31 of the snquiry repor! is savs the balance of meter
had been valued at Rs. 54 each. But the closing stock
was to be valued at the cost price or the market
price  whichever was less. The closing stock of 3440
meters should, therefore have been valued at Rs. 40
each (cost of production being Rs. 248/77. The loss
has, therefore been understated by Rs, 48,160, on this
accourt.’ In Kaul's Parliamentary Practice it has been
said that refusal by a witness to answer questions put
by a (_-‘Ommlttef’. and refusal to produce documents in his
possession constitutes breach of privilege. He has refused
to give clear information and he has wilfully suppressed
the truth and therefore, it is a clear case of breach of pri-
vilege. Now, it may be said that 'an incorrect stateme-
nt made Dby a Minister cannot make an offence within
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the ‘meaning of breach of privilege. Sir, as I have said
as ‘' per convention we are to acc'ept the statement of the
Minister and the document that the hon.ble Minister has
given was a 'false evidence to the House and, that has
been done wilfully and dél_ib‘e'r’ately because in the discu-
ssion that has taken place about the project report betw-
.een the State Electricity Board and "the G.E. C., they have
refused to accept ‘that project report in the year 1964
and we have discussed this matter in 1965 and 1966.
It was the duty of the Minister to ‘apprise the House
of the facts and therefore he has tried to 'mislead the
House. Therefore, I submit that this ‘is a fit case of
breach of privilege and 1 hope affer hearing my argu-
ment you will be kind enough ‘to refer it ‘to the Pri-
villege Committee or decide it “in’'the House to ‘day and
inflict punishment on the Minister for a gross breach of

privilege unprecedanted in the annal of Indian parliamen-
tary history.

Shri Kamakhya Prasad Tripathi (Ministe, Finance)$ Sir,
I have heard with respect the motion moved by  Shri
Dulal Chandra Barua. He'has said that I ,made certain
statements in the “House in reply to a call attention
motion by Shri Tarapada Bhattacharjee. Now this call
attention motion was replied by ‘me in 4 closely typed
pages and naturally ‘call attention motions are replied
to on prepared statemeats andithis statemeat naturally
was prepated by ‘the State “Electricity Board and I read
it out. Now in this statement the situation of the  State
Electricity Board “as it was prevalent then has been:
correctly described. ‘Now ‘the question which were dealt
with by me were naturally those which arose out of
the questions out, whatever ‘questions has been put by
Shri Tarapada Bhattacharjee those were the question rep-
Jlied and for that it cannot be assured that there was su-
ppression of facts. All the points and facts which were
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available to me were put in a prepared statement which
1 read out. The second question was with regard to a de-

bate in the House. In the debate in the House also I
could reply only to the points raised. I do not remember
a single point, in which, according to my honest convi-
ction, was wrong., Therefore to say if there is a deliber-
ate lie it forms a breach of privilege, I do not remember
to have made any deliberate lie anywhere for which breach
of privilege can arise. 1 do not claim to be an accurate
speaker but whatever I speak I try to give the correct
information to the House as far as possible for me. In
this technical matter naturally the Minister can speak on
the basis of technical advice given and on the basis of
which reply was formulated and given to the House.
Now, Sir, it has been said that the matter has become a
question of privilege because of certain report the Com-
mission has given and since the Commission has found
fault therfore a privilege arises arises. 1 humbly submit
that the Govt. has come forward with a statement reégar-
ding the meter factory as the findings of the Govt. on
the report of the Commission. The;u ete- factory agreemc-
nt with the G.E.C was arrived at in 1961 and from 1961
itself ~ the Cabinet gave direction that this shouid be im-
plemented as quickly as possible and we began to imple-
ment this scheme from 1961, If the Govt. of India would
have given us the foreign exchange in 1961, in that case
we could have implemented the scheme immediately. Most
unfortunately the Govt. of India took a very long time
to clear this foreign exchange in 1964 and in the mean
time the production of meters ip India completely changed.
Kerala' Govt. was producing meters, Mysore Govt. Was
producing meters, we also came into the picture and 2
large number of private parties were also producing meters:
Now, there was a cut-throat competition and those private
companies tried to eliminate the public sector and in that cut=

R
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throat competition the whole picture changed and what
was deemed to be an economic scheme ultimately ceased
to be economic and the price of the meters continously
fell.

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua: Your statement that the Govt.
has given a statement but that statement of Govt. has not
refuted the charge.... ..

Shri Kamakhya Prasad Tripathi; The privilege question
has arisen out of my statement, out of my reply—it can-
not arise out of any statement anywhere else. The state-
ment which I made to the House is the basis of the
privilege motion. I am, therefore, confining myself to
what I stated in that statement as a reply to Shri
Tarapada Bhattacharjyya. Now in these 4 years the whole
picture changed. If we could have implemented the project
in 1961 I still claim that by 1964 we would have succe-
eded in getting some profit and we would have been out
of the woods. But by 1964 when we came to imple-
ment after the clearance given by the Government of
India, in 1965 there was devaluaticn and when we wanted
to import the equipment costs for suply. First we were
asked to import it from England, and then from Japan
and again we were shifted to England. And when we
imported the equipment the devaluation came in and
as a result of the devaluation the prices of equipment
went up and the whole picture of the Meter Factory
changed. Therefore, my statement rtefer to a particular
time. The changed picture cannot be given in one statement- it
could not be described in one statement as it was a conginuous
process. Thereforc, to say that I made a wrong statement
is not correct.

Later on When the whole picture changed, naturally
the G. E. C. said that the basis on which the whole proyfct
report was framed did not obtain and that ... eoeeeeee
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Shri Sailen Medhi:  Sir, ron a point of clarification, I
want to know from the Minister that so far as the project
report is concerned the hon’ble. member Shri Tarapada
Bhattachrjyya raised the question about the project report
itsell.  Afterwards, the Enquiry Commission also found
that the project report was defective and therefore, the Meter
Factory could not be established. It is not because that
the siwuation changed as a result of devaluation of rupee.
But because the whole project report was defective. They
put some zero. In the place of the interest 309 they
put 30 lakhs and meter would be . produced at Rs. 52
F.O.R, Bombay in placed of F. O.R. Gauhati, In this
way the whole project report was defective.

Shri Kamakhya Prasad Tripathi (Minister, Finance) 3 When
mistakes were defected then also we corrected the project
report and - -eo«(Interruption) What I am saying is when
the mistakes were discovered in the project report they were
corrected. I am pointing out that it is not only our
State alone that went for manufacture of meter. There
were other States also who went with the programme of
manufacturing meter, Kerala, Mysore and some other
Goveraments went for manufacture of meters. Therefore,
manufacture of meter in the prevailing circumstance for
1961 was not in-economic
in the project report that rteport could be corrected.
(Voice From the Opposition ¢ you asked to destry 1t)
Let me complete. In 1961it was implemented and. by
1964, pracrically the Meter Factory was functioning,
that is assembling of meters was taking place. To say that
the project report was destroyed------

Shri Debeswar Sarma: Sir, may I ask one thing just for
clarification. Did not the Government see.the _ Meter
Factory Project Report in time ? My question 1s Very
simple. Was mot the attention of the Government drawn
to the project report in time ¢

And if there was any defect.
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Shri Kamakhya Prasad Tripathi: This was amended by
the Electricity Board which is a statutary corporation.
Any statutory corporation has the right to implement a
Meter Factory scheme and that money was not asked of
the Government, that was asked of the Industries Depar-
in ent. The Industries Department pointed out that there
was a chaance of failure of the project, but the - Electri-
city Board went forward to implement the project.
Once the Electricity Board went to implement the project
naturally they entered into an agreement with a reputable
firm viz: G.E.C. It may be pointed out that the G.E.C
also manufacture meter and their meter is very reputable,
Therefore, we did not see anything which might make
us feel that the implementation of the scheme would not
be successful. Therefore, we permitted them to go ahead.
We did not make any statement which is tentamounting
to misrepresentation of facts or suppression of facts, I
have already said as the hon.ble members have pointed
out that on the report of the A.S. E. B. there is a chap-
ter — page 15 wherein we have pointed out all these defects.
How the Meter Factory was started 2 We did not get for-
eign exchange clearance in time and when we got it

there was devaluation asa result of which our cost on
1mvestment:---.----(interruption)

Mr. Speaker: No no, I do not allow it. If every time
you g0 on interrupting like this ......

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua s Sir, will you allow the Mini-
ster to mislead the House ? The Minister is again and

again misleading us. No where it has been said that the
report is accepted.

Shri Kamakhya Prasad Tripathi s We have not accepted
it. ( Voice z Where it is mentioned )y Sir, the Minister
can be responsible for giving inaccurate statement of facts,
but so far as the interpretation of facts is concerned, there
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cannot lie any breach of privilege. Because a set of facts
can be interpreted in many wiys. It may be interpretated
by mein one way and by some one else in another
way. So on the same set of facts there may be different
ways. of interpretation. So, the interpretation of facts by
some illustration cannot tentamount to the breach of pri-
vilege. I humbly say that they could not pin pointed on
any single fact where the Minister deliberately made a
false or inaccurate statement. Therefore, I humbly beg
to submit that no breach of privilege is there.

Therefore, the rules which has been quoted very cle-
arned pointed out that the charge has to be specific.

“not more than one question shall be raised ;at the
same sitting”, “the questions shall be restriced toa sp-
ecific matter of recent occurrence”, Sir, here no speci-
fic charge has been brought there were some rambling

statements,

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua ¢ How can it be ?

Shri Kamakhya Prasad Tripathi : This is my opinion.
Charges' were made without saying which is the inaccura-
te statement which holds that I am guilty of breach of
privilege. I have pointed out this fact Sir, If you read
this from the beginning to the end you will find Sir,
that he has hardly pointed out a single fact on which
1 have deliverately lied or told anything false. It says
that “the present Minister in charge of Finance and Labour
eté. to the House by giving incorrect and incoherent stat-
ment deliverately made with view to misguiding the
House on the functioning of Meter Factory of Assam El-
ectricity Board, Shillong in reply to a calling attention
notice given by Shri Tarapada Bhattacharjee, Ex-M.L.A.
on 30th (Decembar, 1955 at page 372 of Assam Gazette
ublished on 25th May, 1966 and the teply there to by
the then Minister-in-charge of Power and Eleciricity
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Shri Kamakhya Prasad Tripathi at page -373 to: 377 on
4th  April, 1966 and also reply to a discussion on
Annual Finaneial Statement of Assam State Electricity
Board on Meter Factory of Shillong at pagé‘ 1800 of the
proceedings of the 12th Session of the Assam Legislative
Assembly after the 3rd General Election where in he tried
to prove the successful and perfect Planring and best
product of the Meter Factory with various misleading
arguments. “Now, Sir, this is not a statement of fact. .
This is a statement of interpretation obviously I tried to
put the interpretation in the best possible way. It does not say
that such and such fact was wrongly put, Sir, if you read the
statement that it is a statement showing all the difficulties how
the difficulties arose, how the delay occured. I have never
claimed that this was a correct plan. To implement
this' plan was a cabinet decision. This was asked to be
implemented and we tried how best we can implement  it,
and on this a Privilege Motion is moved. His arguments
were proved to be baseless, Can there be any priviege
motion on arguments ¢ I have never heard that a Privilege
motion is -moved on arguments ? It can arise if there is
any misstatement of facts. Obviously it cannot be a basis
of Privilege motion. Then he said that *‘House fhad to
accept it as true picture about the functioning of the
Meter Factory under Assam State Electricity Board”. I
humbly beg to submit that there js no question of a de-
liverate lie. It may a techpical answer tfo a technical -
question. I did not try to invent anything. Therefore

Sir, you will kindly see that this is a question of inter-
pretation. The hon. member has questioned by interpre-
tation. The hon. member may have more than one way
of interpretation and naturally I can also interpret the
facts in a particular way according to my assessment of
the situation. His assessment was different from the asse-
gsment of the Commission and therefore from that point
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state-ments or suppression of facts constituted a breach of
privilege of the House. It has been held in various of the
Hon’ble Speaker, Lok Sabha that for incorrect statements
made by a Minister, there can be no breach of privilege of the
House unless they are proved to be deliberate lies.

I may be permitted to quote from Mr. Kaul’s Practice
and Procedure of Parliament at page -216- * Incorrect state-
ments made by a Minister cannot make any basis. for

o breach of privilege. It is only a deliberate lie, if it
can be substantiated that would certainly bring the,oﬁ‘ence
@ithin the meaning of a breach of privilege. Other lapses;
other instances do nmot come under tne category becausé
everyday twe find that Ministers make their statements in
which they made mistakes and which they correct after-

wards.

In this particular case, the statement of the Minister
has been sought to be shown as incorrect with reference
to the findings of the State Electricity Board Commission
report. But the findings of this .report have been chal-
jenged DY the Government in their statement placed before
the House: So, the finding of the Commission have been

disputed.
In this connection, I would like to observe that

interpretation or expressio.n of opinion in regard to cer-
tain issues which may differ from others cannot consti-
tute @ breach of privilege of the House. Again, when e

Commission have been disputed, there

findings of the _
ean be 10 breach of privilege of the House for disputed
facts. The Minister has been charged with suppression

of material facts misleading the House. The Minister
has explained to show that there was no suppression of

material facts. As regards suppression of material facts

there are various ruling that for mere omission Of  fUp-

pression of facts there can be 0O breach of privilege of the
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House unless it misleads the House. Ido not'find here

anything stated by tne Minister which has misled the
House. S e

In view of the facts stated above, I hold that ' there is

no breach of privilege and so I am constrained to hold that
the complaint is out of order.

Shri Dulal Chandra §Barua : Buat Sir, nowhere in the
Statement that has been submitted by the Government on
the Enquiry Commission Report it has been stated that

Government has rejected‘the. Report. Simply they have
added certain comments and observations.

Mr. Speaker : Government has not accepted the findin-
gs in regard to the Meter Factory, in to. -

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua: It is not so, Sir; they have
only explained their position and made some observations.

‘That the report is a disputed one and is not accepted, it

is not correct to say.

Mr. Speaker : They fhave not accepted the findings in

regard to the Meter Factory and have given ‘their own
views.

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua :

We are to base on docu-
ments.

Now here it is stated that the observations made

Factory are wrong.
They have simply explained their position.

Shri Kamakhya Prasad Tripathi : We have traversed the

whole Report by giving Minister in separate paragraphs.

Shri Sailen Medhi : Whether that report was accepted ?

Shri Gaurisankar Bhattecheryya : Mr. Speaker. Sir, I was in-
formed that my friend Shri Govinda Kolita has a mine of in-
formation regarding the misdeeds of the Government. You
have decided to limit the time and therefore he conld not
place all the facts. If he had sufficient time, probably he could

have plaeed them in the House, and the House in ali sense of
propriety would have been fully convinced as to how painful

this Congress rule has been. Sir, I ask the House to censure
the Government not only because of its administrative

lapses, omissions and commissions but also because this

Assam politically and ruining the economy of this State. It
is one thing to get a shock for a moment or for a short
period and itis another thing to take the country on a path
of ruination. Sir, this Government has done the latter. I
do not want to dilate on the different administrative omiss-
ions and commissions of the Government because they are
too well-known. Today Congress and corruption have become

synonimous terms. Whenever anybody talks about Congr-
ess, one need not talk of corruption one word goes for the
other. I therefore do not want to dilate on that. I want
to base on documents of this Government as to how not
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only this Government has sold out the present generation
but also how it has placed the generations to come in mor-
tgage. I want to shqw this. Before I do that I want to
prove one point here which Mr. Kalita tried to makc out,
He said of “levy” sugar business. What happened actually ?
It was from the 25th of May, 1971 that this “levy” sugar
system went out. On that particular day at Gauhati there
were about 10, 000 bags of levy sugar, that isto say, sugar
purchased  from the Mills at Government account at a fixed
price which price was lower than the prevailing market
price.

India with regard to our finances. During the years of Con-
gress regime, Government has incurred a total public debt
of 308 crores and 21 lakhs of rupees, That is our debt posi-
tion according to this report. I shall give a little detail of it
later Now, what is the position with regard to the revenue
of the State ? Let us refer to page 5 of the Report of the
Comptroller ' and Auditor General of India for the year
1969-70 which was placed by the Government the other
day in the House.

Shri Kamakhya Prasad Tripathi: Starting from which year ?

Shri Gaurisankar Bhattacharyya Kindly refer to page 9.
It relates to the financial year 1969-70, that is, starting from
1.4.69 and ending on 31 -.70. The following table shows the
Plan budgét and the actual expenditure under the head
“educational development” Plan budget allocated 3,74.56 lakhs,
actual expenditure was 305.77 lakhs and saving was 68.79
Jakhs. Our primary schools do not get money and this
Government surrender money to the Ceatral Govt. fiom tae
Plan to the tune of over 68 lacis in a year ! You have seen
that if we minus Shillong and Mizo hills, the growth of
education in Assam is on the negative side. Even if these
are included, cur growth is only 2% and yet our education
is put on the moratorium. Not oniy that. In medical, they
surrendered 26.14 lakhs, in public heaith 18.96 lakhs, in
industries 16.82 lakhs, in social development 37.82 lakhs

in capital outly on industries 15,06 Jakhs in road and water
transport 13 lakhs and more. Altogether the surrender
came to 2,28.60 lakhs. Govt. have thus shown their total
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incapacity to spend money, the money which we got for
the Plan. Then, as I said, because of our increasing debt
every year, the net annual burden of interest on revenue
is 12.40. crores. More than rupees 14 crores we are to pay
every year as interest for our public debt. (With Reserve
Bank) At the beginning of the year we had Rs. 18 crores as
balance. Now it has come down to only 7.7 lakhs. As
I said, Sir, the interest bearing loan of ths Govt. at present
is 295 crores 65 lakhs 55 thousand 453. (295,65,55,453), and
for this we are to pay more than i2 crores of rupees as
interest. In the matter of investment you will find that Govt
has made certain investments most of which have shown
loss including co-operatives. We have been every year
floating more and more debts in the recent past. Uptill
now we have floated as many as 13 loans. This Govt. has
sold not only the present generation but has also mortgaged
the future generations. For the floated public debts we are
to pay annual interest which ranges from 4 to 5% %.

This being the financial position of our State how can
you expect that the minimum nesessity of the people like
food, clothing and shelter will be provided by this Govt ? The
result has been that so far as the poor peasants are CONCe-
rned they are not getting land but those who aré rich
getting lands. Yesterday we heard a few illustrations. To-
day Shri Govinda Kalita has given one illustration and
inspite of all the facats there is no difference in the Con-
gress leadership. I'shall be a foot if Ithink that Shri Moinul
Haque Choudhury is progressive and Shri M.M. Choudhury
is reactionary or vice versa. We do not differentiate between
this Minister and that Minister. We only see that this Govt.
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is 2 Govt. of a particular class. Only to-day I read an
article by a Soviet economist G.K. Shirekov. This appeared
in the journal Mainstrem. He has shown how this Congress
Govt. is serving the bourgeois class. The article shows that
the share of bourgeoisic in the National Income’ is increasing
since the Congress came to power. The share of Indian bour-
geoise, is the richer section of the people was only 6.6, %
in 1948 49. By 1966-57, it went up to 11.1%. Among the
bourgeoisic itself. Those who have got more than one lakh
rupees of annual net income constituted 25.2% in 1948-49,
and now they constitute 30.7%. Thus we see that during
the Congress regime the poor people are becoming poorer
and the rich are becoming richer. This is the character of
the Government. In the poor people, who are 90% of the
population or more, want deliverance they must fight against
the Congress, Government, they must defeat the Congrees
Govt. We know, in this House, because of the very strong
party discipline this Government may survive, but we shall
be failing in our duty if we do not make it clear to the
people that so long as the Congress continues the monopoly
of power there will: be no good for the oounty. This mono-
poly must be broken, this Congress must be removed from
power. There only lies the deliverance of the people.
