Resolution on the present emergent situation in
the Country

#Shri ;Dulal Chandra Barua : Mr. Speaker, Sir, while
supporting the resolution moved by the hon’ble Chief Minister
on the issue of liberation of Bangla Desh, I want to submit
a few things in support of the resolution. Sir, the day before
yesterday, that is the 16th December, 1971 has created an
unprecendented event in the history of the world. It has
proved that only democracy can survive and dictatorship and
military regime cannot stand against the will of the people.
I congratulate our Army, Navy and Air Forces together with
Mukty Bahini and people of Bangla Desh for liberating
Bangla Desh from the clutches of the Pakistani Military junta.
It is an established fact that the will of the people is the
supreme POwer in this world and not the bullets, nor the
nuclear weapon. Somebody may advocate that nuclear weapon
is the supreme power, but in Bangla Desh it has been proved
that man power is the supreme power in this world. It is
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‘very gratifying to note that our Army, Navy and Air Forces
have conducted a creditable operation for succesful libera-

tion of Bangla Desh by pushing out military power of Yahya'
Khan from the land of Sonar Bangla. Sir, this fight is not
a fight for occupation of somebody’s land, this is the just
fight which India has fought creditably for the cause of
re-establishment of human right against terrible repression
and genocide in human history. I pray to Almighty that
souls of our Jowans and officers who lost their lives fighting
for right cause may rest in peace after their death, Now,
we are jubilant having victory over the Pakistan Army, but
we must not be too much complacent, because, there are
many things still to be performed from our side, The role
that has been played by Russia in this regard, is very
praiseworthy. They have given practically all-out help
both constituional, legal and moral for our existence.
Hon’ble members are right when they said Russia has not
Ccome for supremacy over us, they have come here to
uphold our existence. On the other hand, the betrayal
role played by U. S. A. threétening the security and
peace of the country is condemned unequivocally. I
want to convey our sincere gratitude, through you. to Russia
for their timely assistance. Sir, yesterday, Cease fire proposal
was accepted by Pakistan. We jhave no grudge against
Pakistan. Sir, history repeats itself. Let us not forget the
past historical background of Inida and Pakistan. Once
India and Pakistan was one nation and under certain

circumstances we were parted and now we are going to live
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together. The geographical boundary cannot seperate us if
we have mutual underestanding amongst us. Yahya Khan

was entrapped by the Western Colonial Powers for their
own interests If you go th'rough the activities of American
colonism in Pakistan. you will find that they do not want
that India and Pakistan should not join together. They want
that there should be perpetual fight between India and
Pakistan to meet their end. They know it well that if India
and Pakistan join together and if there is mutual unders-
tanding between them, there is no power on earth which can
subdue them. Pakistan should realise this. If Pakistan can
have mutual understanding with India for all purposes, then
Western Colonial Power like America can never come and
claim supremacy over us. We have got no enmity against
the people of Pakistan, We are fighting for the establish-
ment of democracy. What is the History ? India had never

attacked any country it is only the foreign powers who come
and attacked us. Indians by nature a peaceful and peace-

loving nation. The Indian people want to live peacefully,
but it is other nations who want to disturn the peace and
threaten the integrity and solidarity of our nation. India
did not dcclare war against Pakistan, Only when the
Military Junta of Pakistan took up arms against us we had
no other alternative then to fight, You will remember Sir,
that after a visit to some of the refugee camps, with My
immature political brain I told the House that if we are to
exist we must exist like a nation and should not be tools
of other nations. Some of the big powers were thinking

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that India will not be able to survive without their
assistance. By our action we have proved beyond doubt
that India could and would survive as a 'nation even
without their assistance. Let the Americans stop their aid,
that will not crumble us, we will survive. This was the‘
declaration made by our Prime Minister the other day in
the Calcutta Maidan. Witiout their assistance we were
able not only to liberate Bangla Desh but also to earn back
our lost prestige in the international forum. On the other
hand if we go on taking assistance from other nations a
time may come when we will be in danger. This attitude
should continue. I hope the people of India as they have
stood as one man today against foreign agression would
continue to do so for all times to come. Sir, the threat is
not yet over because the Colonial powers may even try to
create trouble. I hope good sense will prevail amongst the
Mao regime because we the eastern countries are histori-
cally, economically and culturally quite different from the
western powers, and it is high time that we in the Eastern
region join hands together forgetting about the past so that
the western powers cannot claim supremacy by threatening
with aotomic weapons. This is an appeal I want to make
to the countries of this region. If we want to preserve '
democracy we should come to terms—Russia, China, Pakistan
and India must come in closer contact.

Now that Bangla Desh has been liberated, a great
task has befallen on the shoulders of the Indian nation. We
will surely be good neighbours, this country must now give

help and guidance to Bangla Cesh in forming a stable and
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democratic Government. We must now take proper steps
so that the refugees could go back home and re-habilitate
themselves in their own hearths and homes. As has been
rightly said by Hon’ble Member Shri Bora the danger is not
yet over and we should not be complacent after our victory,
Of course we should rejoice at our victory but we must
not forget our duty. I would appeal to the Chief Minister
to gear up the Governmental machinery and also to have
the people participation in all developmental work and other
matters. I want to caution the Government that the Pak
saboteurs are still at large and they may even now try to
create disharmony amongst the different communities of
this region—this is my information. We should mop up all
these people.

Lastly, Sir, I must congratulate the people of India
and the people of Bangla Desh. I particularly congratulate
the people of Karimganj who remained so calm even when
shells and bullets were falling. In this connection particular
mention must be made of an old lady who was also
dpproached by our Deputy Spzaker also who said “I have
lost three of my children but I am not so much worried
about it. I am happy because they have been lost for the
freedom of Bangla Desh and I want that Bangla Desh
should be’free.” This in an example to be emulated by the
people of the country for all times to come. [ hope that
they will also get a place in the International forum and I
hope that realising the impact of [the situation the Wwhole
world will recognise Bangladesh. I also hope that with

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the able guidance of our Prime Minister and other leaders
and also our army, airforce and navy we will be able to
wipe out the colonial design not only from Indija but also
from Pakistan and also the whole of Asia.  The Amerjcan
Govt. may say whatever they like but the will of the
people is. the supreme thing. American 'is boastfull be-
cause they have neuclear weapons. But I would like to say
that voices of the people cannot be stopped by neuclear
weapons.  President Nixon has given a speech a few days
back in the Congress that to establish their supremacy and.
also preserve it they wanted to entangle the salves in Pakistan
and Vietnam affair. But we have proved that with our
determination and solidarity we have frustrated their design.
With these words I support the Resolution.
