Shri Dulal Chandra Barua : Sir, the Chairman of the
Board is the Vigilance Commissioner. As far-as I know
the Chairman of such Boardsis appointed from the High
Court - Judges. Why = Government could not. appoint a
High Court Judge in place of the present Chairman who
is a spent up bullet?

Shri Mahendra Mohan Choudhury : The point is,  in
case of a High Court Judge the permission of the Chief
Justice is necessary, On this account, we did not want
to embarrass the Chief Justice by making a request for
the services of a Judge.

Shri Sailen Medhi : Sir, we have seen that in deffer-
ent States Government have engaged some retired judges
to be members of such advisory -bodies. In - the same
way, Government can consider appointment of some ret-
ired judges to be members of this advisory = committee.
In that case, Government will do justice ; otherwise, a
public prosecutor who is being paid by Government and
who prosecuting people on behalf of the Government,

Shri Mahendra Mohan Choudhury (Chief Minister) 3
Mr. Speaker, Sir;

[ rise to give a broad acroun! of the diffcult situa-

tion currently facing our State.

As known to us all, the-siteation in - Bangladesh hes
created serious problems  of sec.rity btesides economic
strain to the country and in particular to the States

bordering  East Bengal. Our«State has a very long and

difficult border with East Bengal and ' as such these
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It appcars that besides planting high explosives to
destroy rail tracktsand blow up wagons  and compart-
ments, even antitank mines of considerable size and
weight have been: systematically used in  these sabotage
operations. ~Some of the explosives usrd are of special
type, the operational mechanism  of which called for
special examination by expert agencies.

In the Garo Hills, the border of which has also been
an area of special attention from rakistan, due to un-
conscious walking over an area where mines had been
planted by Pakistani saboteur two persons lost their lives
some time back. About seven bridges and culverts in
the border were also sought to be damaged or destroyed
in sabotage attempts with high explosives and m nes.

Information has also been received that there has been
a serious attempt in the early hours of 24th Octobcr at - djs-
rupting the train communication . between Assam and
the rest of the Country at a place betwen Jorai and Sri-
rampur Rly stations in Goalpara district near the Sankost
bridge bordering Jalpaiguri district. +In this sabotage
attempt the rail joint was removed and the 'ine displacad.
Two passenger trains and one goods train had to be
detained and further movement of trains had to be
suspended. Further details about this sabotage attempt
on the main railway line are awaited.

As has been absolutely clear by now, Pakistani forces
appear to have been moved into strategic border areas
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and aggressive operations started from the other side of
the border in a planned manner, There has been con-
sistent firing form the Pakistani side on important targets
and border outposts and once even on Karimganj town
in the Cachar-Garo Hills sectors during recent weeks.
In that connection I would like to draw a.tention of the
House to two serious cases of actual Pakistani intrusion into
our fterritory at Sutarkandi in Cachar and Dalu in the
Garo Hills by the end of May last when there had becn
several casu lities on our side.

Firing ‘across the border appears to have been intensi-
fied during the last few days. Heavy shelling started in.
the Dalu area in the early morning of 20.10.71. which
continued for a long time. On 19th October, Putni T.E.
in Patharkandij P.S. of Cachar was the target of shelling
from the Pakistaniatmy, as a result of which four workers
received injuries.  Many. families had' to leave the garde
for shelter in safer places.

On 2ist October night Pakistani- army fired over bo‘r',
der villages Elongjuri and Banga. Bullets passed over a
light Rly engine and Govt. vehicle with a Magistrate
on duty. The same night Govindapur village near Latu
border also was subjected to shelling from Pakisian.

On 23.10.71 from about 6 a.m. to €.30 a, m: Paki-
stani forces continued shelling on the Indian villages
Deototi, Mantali and Barapunji in the Karimganj S.."h"
division of Cachar district causing injury to one persu.a.
Further details are awaited.
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These 1mmed1ate incidents . of firing across our border
preceeded by many more 1nCIdents of similar ,character
during the last few weeks only emphasise . the seriousness
of the snfnatnon in our border areas . at; the moment.

The-forces at
our  disposal - being -inadequate ' to fully implement our" In-
ternal .Security Scheme, as approved by the >Government
of India, we have ‘had to call up 5,000 additional Home-
guards for immediated eployment in strategic areas and
vital installation. The Govt, of India have also arranged
to send some additional Armed Police battalions from out-
sidé the ‘State. " The v1llage Defence Orgamsa.tlon has been
mobilised to take up” security duties throughout the State
and to keep up fhe mordle of the- civilian popu]atjon
Border ‘security measureshiave been comsiderably tightened
and dué vigilance maintained. against infiltration of Paki-

stani agents and saboteurs.
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" As advised by the 'Govt. of india, a regulér machj.
nery at the highest level has already been set up  with
Military, Border Security, Intelligence and concerned Agen-
cies to constantly review and coo.dinate all rﬁeasures
for internal security, maintenance of essential supplies,
organisation of civil defence and maintenance of civiliap
morale. Steps have also been taken to sat ﬁp a State
Citizens Council in line with the national Scheme already
initiated. Canstant liaison is being maintained with Cen.
tral authoritiecs and admistrative masures duly initiated
in lice with the national security plan. Steps have been
taken to make sure that administrative bottlenecks and

The House will. appreciate that
this unfortunate feature of the situation is a matter
of grave-concern in the context of persistant’ reports‘ of
Pakistani scheme to train.a large. number of . saboteurs
for operation on @ wideiscale in wulnerable areas inl our
border. |
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426 persons have so. far ‘been arrested in connection
with suspected espionage activities. 83 of them ' happen

to 'be Indian rNationals.

The “House ‘may be assured that Govt. will not also
hesitate to take recourse to Maintanance * of Internal
Security Act on 4 wide scale to deal with' such anti national
activity as and when the sitration demands. :

Due to recurrence of sabotagé attempts in a particufar
aréa in the ‘Karimganj Subdivision, Govt. have already
imposed a “collective fine of Rs. 10,000 under the Assam
Maintenance of Public Order Act. We shall unhesitat-
ingly extend this to other areas when the sitvation demands.

As the House is aware, following happenings in Bangla-
desh very large number of evacuees bhad to be given
shelter in evacuee ‘¢amps ‘Within Assam”and Meghalaya.
Till date we have 'accommodated 7,36,384 e.acuees - in
various camps including 5,39,847 in camps in Meghalaya.
1.44,562 evacuees . are Staying outsidethe camps after
registration. '

All these evacuees are required to be registered with
detailed particulars ‘"under the Foreigners Act so that
there may be no difficulty in indentifying these evacuees
for convenient return to their homes in due course. It may
be appreciated as to what stupendous work is involved
in this registration under the Foreigners ‘Act of such a
large number of evacuees. I am happy to be able to
tell the House that despite various difficulties this works
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is progressing steadly and.it is expec;ted torcomplete the
process by about ‘the middle of November,:1971:> The
Government of India have given great«importarée i to this
work in. the interest of; easy  return: of those evacuees to
their homes and the Stgtc,-_administrati_on- has been geared

up suitably, to easure, that there is not default in completing
this work in time.

It may also be mentioned that along with those eva-

cuees about 12,237 persons: have: entored . Assam as; eva-

cuees who had earlier been deported from the State as

illegal Pakistani mﬁltrators In view of their past ant-

ecedents those 12 ,287 evacuees are being maintained in

a few specnal camps and they have not been allowed to
get mixed up with the. general body of evacuees.

It is quite possible - that along with - this large ‘body

of evacuees: many ‘Pakistani agents and  saboteurs might
have infiltrated for = whij

hich; very comprehensive: security
chocks have become necessary in the evacuee camps. Due

to inadequate forces at our disposal it has mot been
possible in all cases to make ideal arrangements in that
respect, and we had- to take up. strongly with. the Govt.
of India. for special assistance by deputing..- additional
Police battalions from nutside the, State. As already in-
dicated, the Govt, of India are now in the process of
deputing addltlonal battahons for our use in that connection.

I have, with regret, to refer to the unsatlsfactory
position regarding stocks of some esscntlal commodltles
we reccive from outside ‘the State. Essentlal commodltles
like' ‘salt, sugar, pulscs, mustard oil, wheat etc. come
mostly from outside the State and partxcularly from Bihar
and U.P. Commodities like sugar, salt, pulses, mustared
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oil and kerosene oil usually come on trade account and

stocks adequate ‘for about fWo months are usually main-
tained" within the State.

Due," however, to disruption of
both rail and

road ccmmunications for about three
nmonths, the movement of these commoditics considerably
slowed ‘down for a fairly long period and came dowh (6

almost nil at certain time. The Tesult has been serious

depletion of stocks within the State and ‘ soaring prices
due’ to non-availability of sufficient stocks for normal
distribution’ to the public.

Every possible effort had been made by Govt. to' rush
supplies of ‘these commodities from outside under special
arrangements although ' limitations of transport  facilities
created: serious difficulty in that respect specially in’ view
of the much larger demands on the available ‘transport
facilities in a special situation. ‘After strenuous effort” the
Railways at the highest level were persuaded to take up
a special movement Programme with special trains = for
rushing essential cmmodities to Assam Sizeable supplies
did ac'ually come under that programme for some  time
which however started dw indling because of addit onal,strain

transport facilities in a. rapidly. developing situa-
tion. Although the position regarding availability of these
commodities improved to some extent for some time it
recently started getting unsatisfactory again. FPrices aln?bst
everywhere ruled a high [evels causing enourmous diffi-
culty and suffering for the people at large, .

All possible precautions had been taken to ensure that

on the
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in an unsatlsfatory Sltllﬂ.thD. like this, hoardmg and pro-
fiteering activities did not add to the suffering of the

people.

Finding that the situation continued to be 'unsatis-
factory the State Govt. recently took up with the Govt.
of India the question of moving these supplies to Assam
under 'a special programme. ' It“appears that supplies
suppling against " that ' special’ programme have" started
arriving gradually which is expected to bring about
some much needed ~improve nent' in the position.

We have also taken appropriate steps to ‘make sure
that congestion of wagons carrymg essential supplies for
this region in centres like Baruani and Katihar 18 cleared
as quickly as possible and the urgency of the situation
has been constantly driven home to the Rly. authorities.

I may also tell the House that in the present unhappy
situation in the country, the urgency of buj!ding up a
fairly big buffer stock of these and other essential commo-
dities has been fully realised and the Govt. of India at
the . highest level already, approached. for very special
and emergent arrangements to. ,qﬁickly _build up such
stocks for this region. ‘

As is well known, the Aus crop in. our State had
been badly affected this year because of a long period of
drought.

distric:s of Assam. Mr. Speaker Sir, T have attenavély
heard the statement of the hon; Chief Minister this morn-
ing after the admission of the adjournment Motion by
you. The statement itself is self—explanatory and he has
touched about the gravity of the situation prevailing in
the State of Assam, out of the sabotaging activities started
by the Pakistani agents.- Sir. in this connection | may
submit that issuing of a statement is one thing and im-

plementation of any of the policy of the Govt, is another
thing. - What we have found ?

We have found that the
State Govt.

is telling us that security measure for the
safety of the.people of this region is geared up. But
in fact the administrative machinery has not been geared
up properly and any kind of security measures to be
implemented depends upon the promptness of the Govt.
machinery to deal with this kind of things

The Chief
Minister or any member of the Govt

. may be keen on

- #Speech not corrected
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on this point but'the administrative machinery is ‘not in

a position to cope with the situation. Therefore, I feel

that the Govt. machinery should 'be properly-geared up -
in a proper way so that this sort ‘of things may be

stopped forthwith so that the confidence of the people

may be restored. This is not a mere border problem,

This is a serious problem connected with the psychology
of the people. Unless the moral of the people can be
kept to deal with the criminal anti-social then the State
will be in danger. My whole contention is that the
machinery should function in proper way. The Chief
Minister  has started : that 28 such kind of sabotagging
activities 'have taken place in Cacher District and about
624 arrested have been made and out of that a good per-
centage happens to be the Indians.  This 1s most dep-
lorable and disappointing. Unless these are detected by
the local residents it is not possible to detect all of
them. It is said that the Govt. machinary have been
strengthened by way of Civil defence, Home guards and
so on. -But I may say that these are simple on papers
and nothing has been done. Everything is lying in the
Sacretaral level. And for this reasons thc people of the
State are panic stricken. In Karimganj area the people
have -lost- faith-on- the Administrative _machinery. The
Pak shelling is going on. Many people died and 4/5
persons were severely injured and many houses were
damaged in the Putni Tea Estate. ’Even the D.C. did
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not take measures to hospitalise these people in the
Civil Hospital. They went there and taken tea in Dak

Bunglow and came back. Mr. Motilal Kanoo expessed
his want of confidence. The people there say that when
crores of rupees are being spent for refugees, nothing is
done for us while we become refugees in our own soil. No
security measure has been taken. Mr. Motilal Kanoo
was represented this to the Deputy Commissioner himself
and ‘even then the D.C. did, not take strict measire.

In this way the moral of the people of the - border
areas has gone down. Unless the moral of the people
of this State, 'séy the people of the whole country, can
be kept high, we ‘eannot win any war with any- power.
What happend in 1962 ¢ ‘For such kind of inefficiency
on the part of the administration' there was mess in eva-
.éuation from Tezpur. The 'officersileft before the public
did. Unless we take precautionary measures from now
-_on wards there will be repetition ‘of the same thing. It
is not a party matter, itis a mational question: and eve-
rybody irrespective of his party afflliation _should come for-
ward to fight all’ these odds. I wus expecpting, Sir, that
Chief Minister would convene an all party meeting here
in Shillong or in Gauhati to formulate certain directives,
We also expected some directives from you, as we got
when the Chief Minister was in your chair.” We then

got a directive from the Speaker to keep outselves alert
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and to mobilise the people. But now not a single ins-
truction has been recesived from you or from the Leader
of the House. It is not an_ issue for the Chief Minister
alone, it is an issue of the  entire country. It is not
something which they should decide in the Cabinet. They
should take us and the entire people into confidence
and formulate the policy and the line of action. Sir, we
have seen the extent of inefficiency on the part of the
intelligence branch of the Assam Goverement. The peo-
ple have lost faith in that particular machinery. Times
without number we have been urging the Government to
gear up that Departm{nt, but nothing has been done. . We
get information first and then. the intelligence people get
it. On.many occasions the Intelligence people came to
us to know the details. In this way, the people’s moral
is undermined. Government should, therefore, make all
efforts to gear up that machinery with ijhe co-operation
of the people and their representatives. Now, with regard
to the civil. defence arrangments, what has been the res-
poiisz of the peopley Almost nothing. So is the case
with Home Guard arrangements.. Government should give
certain instructions to the people in the form of a pam-
phlet through the people’s: representative. But there is a
big gap between the Government and people’s represer-
tatives. That gap is to be filled up immediately and
steps should be taken to mobilise public opinion, to
associate the people with the mersures that are going
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to be undertaken by the Government in this regard.
Then, Sir, we find the Chief Minister is completely
silent on one vital point. I may be excused by you
and by the House for mentioning this very unpleasant
thing. In a paper it has been said that one of the res-
ponsible persons belonging to the party in power is res-
ponsible to some extent in indulging in sabotaging acti-
vities in the Cachar district. The persons arrested in
this connection confessed, not only before the Police but
before the Magistrate too. We have no intention to put
slur on the career of a brilliant man who has got the
maximum sacrifice towards the independence of the cou-
ntry, who has sacrificed his whole life for cause of the
country, who is very religious man respected by all of
us. If the allegation is not true, the Chief Minister
ought to have come forward with a statement absolv n:
my hon. friend from those charges. But if the allega-
gations are true, however he may'be, he should be taken
into custody. Neither in press note of the Government
nor in the statement of the Chief Minister, the issue
has been clarified. 1f somebody in order to do harm to
my hon. friend has cooked up this charge, to under-
mise his position and prestige before the people, how-
ever high-ranking officer he may be, he should be bro-
ught to book. We want to know categorically from the
Chief Minister what are the actual facts.

So far the
Government have remained silent,

Therefore, we argue

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that clarification should be given by the Chief Minister
today and if after enquiry Government has found that
the allegation are wholly baceless then officers who are
responsiple for making such kind of false allegation
should be punished. We, therefore, want a categorical
statement from the Chief Minister on tliis matter today.

Then, Sir, another matter which is causing great app-
rehension is the crossing over of 12,00 deserters. I
may be wrong in thinking in this way, but I must sab-
mit to you and through you to the Government that
this is not a good sign. Government should take effec-
tive precautionary measures to detain the persons, notin
this region but somewhere else. I fail to understand why
tie entire burden of Bangladesh refugees sho.ld be thrust
on this region. We want to know from the Goverment
of India why we should be made to bear the entire
burden. We happened to meet so many top ranking
leaders of India, who are giving so many statements in
the press and platform, but when we ask them how
long we are to keep these people, not a single leader

of the all India level wants to take the responsibility
of the refugees—they are not refugees, they ' dre
evacuees. The most dingerous thing is, the Chief
Minister is perfectly correct to say, that with our limited
resources, it will not be possible on our part to take
all round effective security measures and Government of
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India’s help in this regard is very much essential. The
Government of India must give proper help immediately,
rather we should obtain it from them. We should press
the Government of India to take final decision on the
evacuee problem, otherwise time may come that we will
lose everything. We have lost our territory, we are cut
into pieces, and the pcople of Assam will be extinct
from the map of Assam, may, from the map of India,
if we do not take precautionary measure. [t may sound
unpleasant, those evacuees who are registered and allowed
to live with their relatives should be sent back to the
camps. They do not like to stay in camps, because the
cvacuees in the camps are not lcoked after. From all
points, I must draw the attention of the Chief Minister,
that the essential commodities meant to the evacuee camps,
did not reach the des.inations, they have cowme back from
the middle of the destinations. You will find there are
00 medicines in the camps, but actually medicines are
issued to them, There is corruption rampant to the camps.
Say in a camp there are 200) evacuaces, and Rs. 30/- is
sanctioned for each- of them. You will find that the
number of evacuees has been increased to obtain more
money and in the death register the exaet nun:ber is not
shown. So proper measures should be taken to check
these malpracties and misappropriations. It = should be

ensured that essential commodities meant for the evacuees
reach them without fail.
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The Chief Minister has pointed out about the trans-
port bottleneck in getting regular supply of commodities.
There is of course apprehension about dislo:ation of rail-
way communication. I, therefore, submit that Iet us press
the Government of India to allot Air Force helicopters,
Dakoias and other aeroplanes for bringing essential co-
mmodities to our State, because if we do not do so, we
may be cut offi I am told that attempt has been made
to dislocate railway communication near Jalpaiguri. If
the railway line is dislocated, we will not only be ina
vulnerable position from the security point of vi:w, but
those blood suckers, hoarders will suck our blood creat-
ing artificial scaricity of foodgrains and esszntial commo-
dities, which is going on here. Therefore, the Govern-
ment of India should be convinced to give us all kinds
of facilities including air and to improve all the aerod-
romes like Rorowiya at Jorhat, Kumbhirgram at Silchar,
Saloni at Tezpur, Mohanbari, Lilabari etc. so that these
can be used whenever necessary. I have nothing to say
more. As I have already stated, the Chief Minister’s
statement is sclf-explanatory, but those measures should
not remazin in paper but should be implemented in pra-
ctice; Actually we are sitting on a volcano with all these
evacuee problem and Bangla Desh problem and we should
be prepared to face all the odds. So in order just to

caution the Government and with a view to geariag up
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the administrative machinery, we have brought this Adjourn-
ment Motion by considering the gravity of the situation.

I must also offer my thanks to the Chief Minister for -

giving his consent to discuss this vital issue. Now the
hon. members are there to offer their concrete seggestions
in this regard which will be very much helpful to the
Government to deal with the problem in a effective way.

Shri Debeswar Sarmah : Mr. Speaker, Sir, I will not
take much tim: of the House. The whole situation is
confusing to my mind, [t is not only confusing to my mind
alone, butl find the same trend of ‘thinking is amongst
the minds of my friends-educated, uneducated, village
people, town people everywhere everybody is in confu-
sion, Let us start with our Prime Minister. The Prime
Minister in fLec statement stated that there was danger
from across the border —from our castern frontier. I do
not want to provoke war, but we want to defend our
territory and sovereignty. But if anybody analyses the
action of the Government of India, one will find unmis-
takably that very little action has been commened or
has been executed anywhere towards protcetion. When |
talk of protection, I do not talk of military action or
how they are going to defend. But as regards eastern
frontier, it is blazing at the moment—as one of our fri-
ends has just said we are sitting on the volcanoes, But
what has been done to defend the frontiery As regards
railways, there was suspension for quite a good number
of days. Whenever or on any day, there is shortage of
aeroplanes, the flights to Assam are cancelled and not
to Agra, Hyderabad and other places. Then again, you
will find today the Prime Minister makes one statement
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and after a few days there is modification. Our Defence
Minister speaks on one tone today and there after he
will contradict himself. The statements of ‘our Chief
Minister whom I consider as a hlepless perscn  and who
deserves ipity, are not such as to encourage the feelings
and self-assurance in the people. of our-State. AsI said
I cannot criticise or comment upon the military action,
we should not criticise them, because that will help the
enemy only.

As regards Civil Defence, I do not know what has
been done on this  direction ? Suppose, some bombers
come and boms are dropped, what measures have been
taken to protect the civil populationy I am  touching
only some points, because other members also want to
speak. As regards civil defence, not a single trench has
been cut nor any protection measures is really under-
taking. To my knowledge, in recent times no measures
have been taken neither at Dibrugarh nor at Golaghat
nor at Jorhat to enable people there to defend themselves
and defend their territory, sovereignty and integrity. The cli-
mate which is of utmost importarce for this puipose is also
not created, What is the moral of the people now s
The other day, I met a friend 'who recently went to
Tura during the Pujas. The Pakist.n side of Garo
Hills was practically evacuated by our own people and
it has been occupied by people coming from Bangladash.
All sorts of peorle are coming there, My friends one
policeman and another civilian lawyer, both of them went
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there. 'They found Tura itself was more uuder tne con-

trol of Mukti Bahini than our «police. Or one occasion,
the S.P.. was asked to show his card. Does it enhance
the moral 3 My friends said that about 1,12,0C0 refugees
had been scattered there and out of them about 40,000
were released from the camp by our people. I hope our
Chief Minister will reply to it. My information is of
course from Police Bazar, Pan Bazar or Chawk 'Bazar,
of Joahat, but the Government should give the correct
information so that morale of the people may be built
up. Is it a fact that about 40,000 refugees were Ttelea-
sed from the camps to their relatives and friends in
Assam 3 What type of people they werey I do not
believe that refugees are going to return to Bangla Desh.
I doubt, all of them or majority of them will never go
back- India will lose in both ways. Iam sorry I shall
not be living to see it. Who are the people taki’ng
charge of Tura at the present moment ¢ What is thisy
How the morale of civilian people can be improved y
The other day. members might have read in newspapers
that one O.N.G.C. Officer was beatten up. After two
or three days when the Chief Minister went to Sibsager,
there was representation before him. We again hear
that another Officer in the Brahmaputra Commission was
assaulted. This is bad. But why does it happen 9 The
cause is deep rooted. There is frustration. Because edu-
cated or uneducated youngmen finding noway out some-
times have 10 succumb to certain conditions of things.
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I believe the Chief Minister has realised the gravity of
of the situation. But unfortunately after 3or4 days,
one Shri Gupta was assaulted again. Who is respon-
sible for it The Chief Minister, and all other members
are responsible for ‘it. Why our educated people are
starving in their own place?

The newspapers
said that an M.L.A. was involved -and the people dis-
cussed it in the shops, bazars, marriages and sradhs and
every body was silent again. But there is a reaction
to-day and it has been stated openly that some urgent
message was sent from Shillong and in collusion with a
senior officer the matter was hushed up. If such gossip
coes on, moral of the people is lost. Let them tell the
people the truth. If you conceal the truth, for God’s
sake conceal it cleverly and don’t let it leak out because
in that case the people will cease to belive you. Sir,
this is the time when every body should be behind the
Government, whether Central Government or State Gavern-
ment. May be there is a confusion, may be there is
lapse on our part. But whatever ‘happens we mustsall

stand united behind the Central Government and * State

Government. - We have right to criticise the Government
but we will do it privately.

I told them frankly that
India bas no other intention except to help who have
come on the soil of India. It is the humanitarian feel-
ing which is our rich heritage compelled us to respond
to the millions of Bangla Desh people. Again  Sir, in
an Assembly where €0 countries were represented we
had discussion with wvarious people and there was high
regard and great respect for the restrained we have
shown while we are shouldering the great burden of
the refugees. I told them there were various kinds of
helps came from different countries rather a sort of aid
to help India isa temporary phase and the main thing
will be if the United Nations and big powers take the
responsibility of the refugees who have come from
Bangla Desh.

They sent messages to our Prime Minister conveying their
admiration, thanks ard gratefulness, but at the same time
their anger because India would pnot recognise Bangla
Desh.

Their view was that if India would recognis:, the othily
countries of the world would follow suit ang heir
be will no hesitation. These are matters for b'g leaders and
politicians to decide but we are the poor victims from
Assam, Bengal and Meghalaya, who have suffered. The
border villages of our own nationality are suffering for
want of food, because we have to supply food and rations
to the evacuees from Bangla Desh who are spread g
over the country. I fail to understand why they are
allowed access on the soil of India except a few miles,
I suggested also, Sir, that about 3 or 4 miles corridor
should be created on the border and nonc of them should
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have access to the interior of Assam, Meghalaya or any
other part of our country. Now so maay are scattered
that all sorts of happenings are created disrupting our
communal harmeny and creating great danger o our
secularism which is the ideal of India. Sir, I would like
to tell onc thing that the sising of prices should be

immediately curbed and measures for supply of cssential
commodities shouid be immediately resumed by the Cen-
tral Government, because it is their creation. It is their

creation that has created a serious situation in our State,
Recently the Government of Norway have promised to
send shiploads of dry fish, which contain all the proteins
for the children, old and infirm people among the evacuecs,

as our Chief Minister has stated in his statement, who
are suffzring from malnutrition. These shiploads of dry-

fish would be the answer to this problem. I had talks
with the Minister at the Centre Shri Khadilkar, Minister
for Relief and Rehabilitation.

I must be frank to say that the Chief Minister’s state.
ment is disappointing. He gave the heading that he woulg
be giving a statement regarding the present situation
B L hactically confined himself only to the question
of the situation created by the Bangla Desh movement
contrary to other matters which ought to have drawn hjg
attention. As the Chief Minister of the State these matiers
have not received his consideration. At any rate last
time I did not have the apportunity of being present in
g Flouse aad thierefore associating myself with the
resolution which was passed by the House. But 1 do
remember that this House as wej) as many other Houseg
of this Country had to show lip sympathy and. eagerness
to help actively the Bangla Desh movement. In my opinion
the Govt. of India have misseq the bus on the 25th of
March or nearabout that time,

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Now, instead taking a positive posture, it is now going
a-begging for milk powder. Rani Saheba is al'o going
a-begging for fish powder. It is from the powers who
have given Pakistan bombs, acroplanes znd other war
materials and which have given us some torn tents, some
milk powder and probably some fish powder. So far as
the national problem i.e. war or no war with Pakistan
is concerned that is the matter for the Government of
India to decide. So far as Assam Assembly is concerned,
it is not competent to decide that, but there is a certain
matter on which this House is vitally very much concerned
that is the life of the people that are here now.

If these saboteurg
can take shelter there, my humble opinion will bs to
evacuate the people of these two villages to a distant place.

In the case of national emergency, this sort of evacuation
always takes place.

Sir, a lot has been said about the alleged activities
of one of the honourable members. It is very - unfor-
tunate that these things are discussed here, I myself was
a victim in 1962 and some other member of this House
viz. Shri Samsul Huda was also a victim when

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there was a fight with China. Well, those very people
who have arrested us, ultimately admitted that it was a
mistake. It was said that millitary intelligentsia has given
wrong information to the police people who were to be arrss-
ted. They unfortunately arrested those who were supposed
to be left. Therefore, when a particular member who is
prominently particularise in pubiic life and whe may not
be liked by many others, it is natural that quite a quan-
tity of stander may be spread against him. There is

' no reason that only for some slander a person shall be

arrested. I do not mean to say thatsometimes Goveran-
ment may not have such occasion to arrest some persons,
because it is not possible to watch the activities of each
and every person. But without getting sufficient grounds
there is no sense that in the name of defence anybody
should be arrested. Some people may think that because
he is a responsible leader of a particular community,
that is why he is singled out. Sir, This may bring
communal frenzy. I, therefore, caution the Government

"‘for this sort of drastic measures. That may instead of

raising the public moral, totally destroy it. If there is
suspicion against anybody, keep watch on his activities,
no matter to which community he belongs. Do not arrest
him on mere suspicion.

Next point on which [ want to give stress is about
public moral, which is most important at this juncture.

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So far the State government is concerned it is their duty

to see that it is maintained at any cost. But how can
moral be raised or maintained if we not look to

the
legitimate right and claime of our people.

Simply looking
to the humanitarian consideration for a noble cause, we

cannot maintain public moral. Millions of evacuees have
come from the neighboring country. We accept them,
give them food and shelter. This is a very good thing,

But what about those people who are born and brought

up here and who are starving and rotting

in the floods ?
What about them ?

I have come from an area last evening,
Fortunately or unfortunately, I am reprcsenting that area.
What I saw there 9 I saw more than 50,000 people arg
in a condition which is worse than those evacueces who
are in camps. In the evacuee camps, refugees are at
least getting a morsel of food daily, but there in fhyy

area people are not getting even a morsel of fooq for

two or three days together.

But,

People are dying there like
It is a miracle that they are stil] surviving there,

unfortunately, not a single Minister has visited that
place to see their condition.

When thejr condition was better they could go there

but at the time of their difficulty not a

sinle Minister
went there.

The E. & D. Minister while going to the
A.LC.C. went to Rangiya but he did not visit Barbhag
area where the condition of the people is precarious due

to the action of his own Department.

Sir, last year Rs.
5 lakhs

was sanctioned for closing a breach but the

N
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Engineer incharge at Nalbari did not spend it. He gave
a few thousands of rupees to some of his relations and
the rest he did not spend. In the Relief Committee in
presence of the D.C, and S.D.O. and Dr. Bhumidhar
Barman he arogantly said that this money could not be
spent in the month of May and therefore why Govern-
ment sanctioned the money in the month of May ? He said
that the people should thank God that they did not
suffer more. This is the attitude of the Government.
How can you then expect that the people will have good
morale and how can you expect that the people will
stand behind you? In the last part of his speech the
Chief Minister said there was flood in' some areas but
he did not mention the places; He does not know the
dimension: of the problem of that small area and how
the people are suffering. He said 'that efforts are being
made so that Ravi crop can be grown there, Sir, we
heard that 50 tube wells would be sunk but not a single
has reached that area. Not only that. It was said that
there would be lift irrigation facilities at Baharghat. But
what has happened in the meantimer Due to certain
things which we do not know, all the machineries have
been taken away from that area. When it was time to
make arrangement for lift irrigation all the machineries
have been taken away. It was also said tha shallow
filter points would be there but not g single has gone to
that area. One Mr., Barua, who is the engineer incharge
there said that itis still under Consideration. T am giving
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this as an example. In a small place which covers about
1/3rd of a constituency more than 50,020 people are suffer-
ing like this. Therefore, how can you expect the people
to keep their morale high ¢ Similar must be the case
elsewhere. The condition of the people in the border

areas is worse. The people are extremely panicky and
there is utter frustration. When there is so much frust-
ration in the minds of the people, how can you expect

them to keep their morale high 9 If there is aggression,

they would not be in a position to resist. I therefore,

besecech with all humility that the Government should
see that the peoples’ needs are attended to.

The Chief Minister then referred to the broadcast of

the Prime Minister who appealed to all, including the
b]ack-market_eers not be hoard things.

Similar appeals
were made by her father also.

Sir, if the devil would
e listened to the advice of the God then there would

not have been any voice, ' Her father also many times
promised that there would be no black-marketing. She
has warned the Black—marketeers that if they do black-
marketing they would be hanged. But the black-market-
eer thinks that so long as T am not hanged let medo
black-marketing, Let me make hay when the sun shines.

odities. Now. what about our transport and communi-
cation systemy There is only ore commuuicatioi link
with the rest of the country. Sir, India’s boundary has

stopped at Bongaigaon, otherwise why the broad gauze

railway line has been brough upto Bongaigaon ¢ 1t weuld
have been understandable if the line would have been
brought upto Rangiya because from there there is a line to
Tezpur. What is the reason for bringing the lateral
road upto Bongaigaonj Therefore, the Indian boundary
stops at Bongaigaon if not at Alipurduar. Of course,
as the hon. Member Shri Sarma said, when there would
be trouble here the Gods at Delhi will express sympathy
for us. But what have they done so long to strengthen
the transport and communication system ? They have
done just nothing. Therefore, how can you defend this
countryy The Chief Minister said that there was an
attempt at sabotaging the railway line near Siliguri. If
the attempt would have been successful how could the
military materials have come and how could the essen-
tial commodities have comey Therefore, the greatest need
is to strengthen the transport and communication line in
this area but in this period of several months the Gov-
ernment of India has done very little in this direction.
I would, therefore, request the Government of Assam to

urge upon the Government of India to take this up in

right carnest so that if and when difficulty comes the
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Government of India may come to us with appropriate
helf.

Now, I come to another important aspect. The Cheif
Minister said that he Fas information that there are
1,44,562 people who are not in the refugee camps.
Where those people are ? These are the people who were
registered but has he got any figure of these who did
not at all report to the authorities but are staying with
their friends ard relatives in  d'fferert placesy So the
position in Assam is that the number of people coming
over from Bangladesh is much bigger than the number
the Government has in their possession and this has
created not only econcmic strain but it has created a
dangerous social problem. We all know the composition
of the people of Assam and tilting the balance a litle
this way may create a complication which may be dan-
gerous for our future. Therefore while expressing all
sympathy for our suffering neighbours, we cannot forget
our duty towards our own children of the soil. On that
point I would humbly request the Goveranment to consider,

Anotiier thing that the Government has said is a very
dangerous thing— that is—that the Government of Assam
is moving the Government of India with regard to tak-
ing certain measures rcgarding the defence and security
of this region. Well, teing of virtual national emer-
gency, this virtual national emergency is a dangerous
thing because only recently we saw in the Newspaper
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that the Government of India is thinking of making diff-

#Shri Gaurisankar Bhattacharyya : Yes, emergency in
parts. That will strike at the very root f tke Irdian unity
becavse emergency in parts means, for exemple. there is em-
ergency because of the Fapgla Desk movement, Tamilnadu
has nothing to do. Tamilnadu will on normally ; Maha-
rastra will go on normally. But so far as the human
right and other things of this region is concerned, they
will be subject to hell. [Is this national unity. If Assam
is attacked, is not India attacked- The same trend is
going on.

of Assam and it is very unfortunate that these direct
charges haye almost totally forgotten. I accuse the Govern-
ment of this failure. I would request that though there
had been seme delay, this may be taken up and if this
is done, not only the worst affected who are their direct
charges but also the morale of the entire people will
tLe gradually rising and there connot be any greatest
asset for the safety and security cf the nation than the

morale of the people. With these few words, I finish
my speech.
