certain facilitiecs have been given to the tea garden labour
population here in respect of development measures, but
till now they have not bgen given any representation in
emp.oyment and they are not having any special treatment
in respect of educational facilities. May I, therefore, know
whether Government wil! give the same facilities to the
people of this particular community as ate given to the
scheduled caste and scheduled tribe people ¢

Shri Mahendra Mohan Choudhury :==The entite community
cannot be treated as scheduled caste or schedaled tribe.
What I have said is that their tribal character or scheduled
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caste character, if any, which they enjoyed in the States
from which they have migrated, will be recognised here

and whatever special facilities they used to get there will
be, and are being, extended here.

Plan; commencing from 1951, there was  toial expenditur
of :Rs.:20.51 crores, in'the 2nd Plan, commencing from

1956 the expenditure was 54.5 crores and the expenditure

in the Third Plan commencing from 1961 was Rs. 132.3
crores and thereafier we have three Ad hoc Plans, the
First Ad hoc Plan was in 1966-67, the 2nd in 1967-68
and the third in 1968-69 with a total expenditure
of Rs. 86.4 crores. This was the expenditure of the Five
Year Plans, and Sir, we have an allocation of Rs. 261.75
crores for the Fourth Five Year Plan commencing from
1969. Now Sir, let us see what is the net result of
this vast expenditure, where this money has gone 3 Ican
declare without the least fear of contradicition that the
whole amount has gone down the drain ; thicves, dacoits;
anti=social elements, corrupt bureucrats all of them sucked
the people’s blood ~the people’s money. The amount we
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invested has gone without any outturn. That 1 can say

with figures published by the government departments.

Here Sir, let us take one example. What was the invest-

ment in the agricultural sector and what was the outturn

in the agricultural sector.

the three ad hoc plans from 1966 to 1969, the total
provision was Rs. 661.67 lakhs and the expenditure was

Rs. 601.59 lakhs. The totay is Rs; 2,921.93 lakhs. That
was the totol expenditure in the agricultural sector dur-
ing the three First Five Year Plans and three ad hoc

Flans. The provision for the Fourth Five Year Plan
is 3547 lakhs. Now, Sir, what is the result of this ex-

penditure in the agriculiural sector. I am coming to the
next point. This amount was spent under different heads-
I do not like to go nto dewils in order to save time.

I would like to quote certain figures of production in

the agricultural sector. Here, sir, I referring to area,

average yield and production of food grains for example,
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I mean the auilumn rice, winter rice, spring I TicCe,
maize gram, arathar and other rabi crops, which
are taken as foodgrains. In the year 1955-56, that is
by the end of the First Five Year Plan, the total area
under cultivation was 387.44 heclares, the total production
was 365.70: lakh tonaes and the yield per acre was 956
kg. per hectare in respect of Auuma rice. I am putting
emphasjs/on ghis yield per hectare, because that is the
main taing. I'he total producuon can be increased by
increasing e arca of laund under cuiilvation aud that
Was aculady doae. puc we canaol lacrease ihs arca of
lund 10r au indeluie period of ume.

and the produciion was 297.35 tonnes and yicld per acre
was 713 kg. per hectare,

In 65-66, that is by the end of the Third Plan we had
a total arca of 41 lakh 90.43 thousand hectres ; the total
production was 3 lakh 88.22 thousand tons and the yield
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per acre was 806 kg. There is a slight increase due to
some othzr factors psrhaps. Then in 68-59 the toal area
under cultivation was 5 lakh 68.80 thousand hectres, and
the production was 413300 tons and yield 749 kg.

It is gradually going down and that is the condition of
the rural Population, Sir, that is the condition of the
peasants living in the villages. That is again not the whole
picture. When agriculture seclor is taken into account
it includes tea garden industries also.  What was the total
income in tea cultivation. T can give figure for only one
year, ie. 1968-69.  Tn 1968-69 the total income in Tea
Industry was Rs. 45 crores. We had a total income of Rs 196
crores including that of the Tea Indastry. Waen we deduct
the income of teq industry from this total income we have
a balance of Rs 157 crores in agriculture proper. That is
the real agriculture, that is the income of the rural
agriculturists, that is the income of the men behind the
plough, and on this basis the per capita incoms of the
cultivation comes to - Rs 120. Then we divide this Rs 120
by 12 we find his monthly income only to bs Rs 10 only!
That means the peasants daily incoms is 33 paise only.

This is the real incoms of the men behind the plough
for generations, together.

Now, Sir, thatisthe nst result of all the Five Year
Plans, The First Five Year Plan, Second Five Year Pian,
Third Five Year Plaa and now we are passing through the
Fourth Five Year Plan. When we raise the slogan of
socialism we should take into consideration the failures
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that we had during these Plans. Tn this present budget
and in the budget speech of the Hon’ble Finance Minister
I do not find any programme for the future. w
guarantee for full employment, where is the guarantee for
high level preduction, for equitable distribution of. wealth,
where is the guarantee that this budget will be a powerful
etabiliser of the economic life— there is nothing of the sort.

The following observation
were recorded.

In North Bank Poultry Farm where Hy-line birds are
maintained, death dye 1o Teaction is reported to be 359,

from the total stock of about 900 birds and in districts
Poultry Farm where W /LRIR and

Austrolup birdsare reared
the reaction is 15-20%/

Without any death. All reacted birds
of this farm returned tq Dormalcy within 3~5 days.
