Some of the boys are in employment,
some are without a certificate that is why they cannot join.
Our Govt is aware on whose instances this sudden décision
arrived at. If it is at the instance of the Principal then
action against him will have to b= taken.

~ Shri Chatrasing Teron : ( Interruption ) No instruction
has been issued by the Govt. The students contacted the
Vice-Chancellor and the Viee-Chancellor contacted the principal
and requested him to send a report on this matter. I am
not aware, up til now, whether the Principal has sent the
report, or whether the Vice-Chancellor has received the

report or not.
