Moreover, whether the employment potentia-
lity that has been projected by the Project will be enjoyed
by the people of Assam ? ‘

Shri Chatrasing Teron :

It bas been initiated by the Central Council for Research
in Indian medicine and Homoeopathy and the whole scheme
is being controlled by the Central Board. ( Voice—how will
it benefit the people of Assam ?) If we can find out that
important medicinal herbs are available in our State and
these can effectively be utilised for research and for further
development, in that case not only the people of our State
but the people of the entire nation will be benefitted, and
regarding the employment potentiality, I think, Sir, there
are altogether 8 posts in this scheme out of which all Grade
III and Grade IV posts are to be filled up by a Committee
composed of the Director of Health Services of the State,
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the Principal of the Ayurvedic College and at the same time
another Class: I officer i.e., the Principal of the Engineering
College in order to fill up those vacancies. But as far as I
understand, the Central Council has filled up the post of
Survey Officer and Assistant Research Officer ( Voice—Are
they from our Statey) That information is not with me
now.

Grade IV are concerned, these will be filled up by the
Committee,

(5) Power Tillers and Agricultural implements Factory
at Gauhati.

(6) Starch and Glucose Factory (Site not yet decided:.

(c)—(1) The estimated cost of the Petro-chemical project is
Rs. 5 crores and the project would be implemented
through Assam Industrial Development Corporation.
There is a provision in the 4th Plan for share partici-
pation and temporary loans: The proposed 4th Plan
Outlay is Rs. 200 lakhs and the current year’s
provision is Rs 20 lakhs which has not yet been
sanctioned.

(2) Ashok Paper Mills is a joint project between Assam
Government, Bihar Government, Industrial Finance
Corporation and private sector. For the Assam Go-
vernment’s part there is a provision in the 4th
Plan for participation in sharecapital and temporary
loans.

M. Deputy Speaker, Sir while opposing the motion moved
by hon’ble Finance Minister on the supplementary demands
of Appropriation Bill, ‘1971, T want to make certain observa-
tions. Sir, it has become 2 chronic habit ' of the Government
to come forward to place before this  August * House for
yote this bill in the form of' supplementary: and' excess
damands. Sir, we have been repeatedly” pointing out ouf
observations and we have brought ' to the notice of the Go-
yernment that there is something wrong in res’pec't of preparing
the budget of the State. We have also suggested that'there
should be some reorientation in the method of  preparing
the budget, otherwise there will be mo end * of such’ Kind
of supplementary demands, In the  last’ sessiof of “ this
Assembly, we have also voted a huge amount under  this
particular head i.e. supplementary demands.” In' the' same

manner they have also come forward with Rs. 14 crores
in the same form, to be voted by the House. But, Sitpaf

you g0 through ‘ the Audit Report; 1970, at-pagei/ 45, - you
will find, on one hand in what way the  Government is

having such: kind o - supplementary: demand, or  sanction
from this House under. diffexent heads of expén'jiture and on
the - other. hand. how  they miserably . failed to collect
arrears of revenues. and ftaxes. Here, at page 45, it has
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been stated that on 3Ist March 1969 18,797 assessment
cases were pending without any action and the amount to
be realised will be to the tune of Rs. 80 to 90 lakhs.
This is concerning- The Assam Sales Tax Act, 1947, The
Assam Finance (Sales Tax) Act, 1956 the Central Sales
Tax Act, 1956 and the Assam ( Sales of Petroleum and
Petroleum Products including Motor Spirit and Lubricants)
Taxation Act. 1955. Again, Sir; you will find that the
total outstanding upto 31st March 1969 is Rs. 1,95.78
lakhs of Jang revenue. Then again, in the arrears of tax-
ation, they have shown that arrears in collection has been
increased from year to year, but in practice, the Goverp-
Ment machinery has not been geared up. The hon’ble
Finance Minister wanted to raise the standard of machinery
by increasing the staff, but still it is not functioning affec-
tively. Now, Sir, you will be surprised to find that there
is Something wrong in the Assessment of sales tax. We
have already pointed out that due to some discriminatory
.policy adopted by the Government in respect of taxation
measure, the poor section of people are suffering whereas
those capitalist 8toups  who are sucking the blood of the
Poor people are being left scot-free from payment of taxes,
The Public Accounts Committee has rightly pointed out
during March 1960 how an assessing officer fallowed in 3
cases the fyl1 exemption from paying sales tax on sale of
cotton waste under the Assam Sales Tax Act 1947, <This
is an example, In this way, If the tax collecting machin-

¢ry or Government machinery has failed to collect arrears
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of taxes from the persons concerned, I find no reasons under

what moral right, the - Government or the Finance Minis-
ter has come forward with fresh proposals of supplemen-
tary demands.

Shri Kamakhya Prasad Tripathi ¢
Sir, with regard to tax measures, I want to say that the

_ hon’ble member is quite justified in his observation. But

" now we are discussing Appropriation Bill 1971. This bill

has nothing to do with taxation measure. I have to incur
certain expenditure and I am going to get it from the
consolidated fund. So, your discussion should be limited to

that point only.

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua:

Sir, on one side, you are asking money through this
Appropriation Bill and on the other side, you are going
to bring new budget proposals. It is afterall public money.
Government have got enough money to provide for the
need. As hon’ble member Shri Patwary has rightly pointed
out how and in what way you are going to fill up the
gap. But you are not able to realise the arrears of rev-
enues and taxes.

Shri Kamakhya Prasad Tripathi ¢
If I realise it, it will be deposited in the Consolidated
Fund and out of that fund we will get money to meet

our needs. How, whether you are going to allow us to do
so or not-only on that point you may discuss.

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua :
The Consolidated fund is also a public money. Sir, my
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contention'is that, on one side government: have  totally
failed to collect the revenue from  the - revenue @ resources,
that ‘means, as Mr. Patwary has said-though he could not
explain the matter properly. But his contention was quite
correct that at the fag end, you showed a deficit, on the
other hand ‘you 'have collected » money from - every sphere
like anything. - My =~ whole contention is; if you fill up the
gap then we can vote in favour of you. We .have been
neglected in every sphere. The Goverament on - political
considerations allow revision after revision to some parti-
cular persons concerned.

condition. Because of the bad policy of the Govt. We are
suffering. I have seen in the paper that the Chief Minis-
ter is discussing with the Prime Minister about all these
things. T doubt whether all these things will materialise.
In respect of principle of distribution of grants to the
colleges last time a stop-gap arrangement was made which
is something like ad hoc grant or like that, WNow, these
colleges and institutions are going to be closed as there is
no fund.

If they
are treated as Indians thep why should they suffer like
that. T know in the matter of distribution of grants to the
schools and colleges political points are taken into consi-
deration. Last time the Chief Minister had given his ex-

pressed opinion that the grants will be distributed monthly.
Nothing was done so far. Therefore I on behalf of the
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members of this side demand to give us the reasons for
delay in distribution when these are rales and regulations

for that. I am afraid this 14 crores which will come from
the public exchequer will not benefit the people. This wiil
benefit the capitalist who are exploiting the poor pzople.
Shri Kamakhya Prasad Tripathi :

I have got the information now. No revenue exemption
was given to the Reishaib.

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua :
Yes, the police officials were asked not to proceed against

him. Instructions were issued not to go against him.

We
know Raisaheb. He is a nice gentleman. He gives ‘salam’
to every body irrespective of age. We are all very fond of
him, But he has committed a criminal offence.
