Shri DULAL CHANDRA BARUA asked :

322. Will the Chief Minister be pleased to state—

(a) The principles followed by the Government of Assam
in deputing the officers of the Government of Assam to the
Government of Meghalaya after tae creation of Meghalaya
on 2nd April. 1970 2

(b) Whether the Government of Assam is proposing to fill

up the vacancies caused by such deputation and transfer ¢

Shri MAHENDRA MOHAN CHOUDHURY ( Chief Minister replied)

*322. (3) Names of officers are suggested by the Meghalaya

Government. If it is administratively convenient, the officers

are released.

(b)—The posts in all the District level establishments of the
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two Districts of United K. & J. Hills and Garo Hills, in
respect of subjects under the control of Meghalaya Govern-
rent stand transferred to that Government. These vacancies
are not required to be filled up. In respect of other posts
the general policy is not to fill up 2 out of every !l such
vacancies, on the basis of the 2/11 formula as determined
by Government, as far as practicable.

Shri Dulal Chardra Barua : Whether those officers whose
services have been placed at the disposal of the Government
of Meghalaya will be treated as on deputation or they have
been permanently transferred there ?

Shri Mahendra Mohan Chaudhury : In case of L.A.S. offis
cers and other all India cadre officers, they have beep transf-
erred there temporarily.

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua : After the creation of Meghalaya
as a fullfledged State what will be the fate of these officers 9

Shri Mahendra Mohan Chaudhury : I think there will be
revision of the officers’ cadre in case Meghalaya comes into
being as a fullfledged State.

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a result there is discontentment in the minds of the officers

who have been transferred to Meghalaya, why it is so ?

Shri Mahendra Mohan Chaudhury : That difficulty -cannot
be overcome because even now Meghalaya is an autonomous
State within the State of Assam and therefore they have
been transferred within the State of Assam. For transferring

officers within the State of Assam no option is obtained.

of Dirctor of Man-power has been created very recently
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and the post was filled up for the first time only on 3rd
April 1971. The Director is still functioning mainly as one

cricer of the Man-power Cell and is yet to function as a
full-flegded Head of Department like other Director under

the State Government.

(b)—No elaborate or full scale Man-power Plan has yet been

taken up by the Man-power Cell.

Shri MAHENDRA MOHAN C HQUDHURY (Chief Minister) replied

324. (a)—Yes. Some Selection Grade Upper Division Assis-

tant posts were created in 1966 both in the Secretariat and

some Heads of Dspartment offices fulfilling the conditions

for eligibility of such posts.

(b),(¢) & (d)—In the Secretariat the posts were filled up by

promotion after being selected by the Sclection Commitiee
under the provisions of the Service Rules. in the case of
Heads of Department Offices the posts were filled up only

on the basis of seniority cum-merit.

(e) & (f)—Yes. The question of allowing the benifit of pay

on promotion to the incumbents of the S.G. Upper Diviison
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Assistant posts in the Secretariat was under consideration
of the concerning Departments. But it has recently been
decided to allow the benefit of pay on promotion to the
Secretariat persoos and orders to that effect is being issued.

Whenever an of ficer does anything wrong mere
transferring him is no punishment because he will be doing
the same thing in the other place. So, what is needed is
that allegations should be enquired into and the officer punis-

Shri ALTAF HOSSAIN MAZUMDER ([Minister, P. W.D. (R. & B.) ]
replied:

327. (a)—In the Budget Session, 1970 it was stated that
the estimates for Semi-permanent bridges had been submi-
tted to the Government of India.

(b, & (c)—The projects of semipermanent bridges have not
yet been sanctioned by the Government of India. No

amount also has been allotted for these bridges.

(d)—Plans and estimates for semipermament bridges Wwere
submitted to the Government of India on 1lth August
1969. Collaction of data, necessary for preparation of

estimates for permanent bridges, may take a few years.
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(e)—Semi-permanent bridges over—
Balti Rs. 2,78,600
Barnadi Rs. 4,22,400

(f)—Works will be started after sanction has been received
from the Government of India. The probable date of
completion can not be forecast at this stage.

() In consideration of its importance, the road has been
under improvement uunder Border Roads Development
Board Programme

(h)—There is no proposal of starting the work during the

financial year unless sanction is received from the Govern-

ment of India.

330. (a)—The number of educated unemployed youths

(1) Since the public sector by its:lf is not capable of
taking care of the large number of the unermployed and
there 1is little scope for future employment in tea industry,
steps have been taken for the setting up of new industries
in the State. Tmporiant among them are the Second Oil
Refinery, PetTO‘Chemical Complex, Ashoka Paper Pulp Indus-
try, Bokajan Cement, etc, which are to be started during
the Fourth Plan period. 1n addition endeavour is being inade

to maximise the utilisation of the capacity of the existing
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industries. The existing and new industries are expected to
create employment opportuaities directly as well as indirectly

ancillary industries and activities.

(2) Constant endeavour is being made to make the plan
programme of the State Government as much employment
orinted as possible without affecting the economy and effi-
ciency in implementing the plan schemes. With this end in

view attempts are made to review programmes periodically.

{3) Brahmaputra Flood Control Commissioner, having far
reaching effects on the economy of the State, has been set
up. The Project will not only create conditions for increased
agricultural output and relieving unemployment and under-
employment in the villages but will also generate conside-
rable employment opportunities for various categories of
personnsl including that for a Jlarge number of unskilled

labour.

(4 TIn order that the local unemployed may benefit from
the pnew industries and projects, theic persomal requirements
are being collected and steps are being taken for suitable

training of the local yoauth, where necessary, so that they

may be employed when the future vacaucies arise.

(5) Encouragement is being given for the setting up of

small scale industries, and technical advice, price preference

and other benefits provide for them. Industries Departmant
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is granting loans and recommending to the State Bank
and nationalised B anks applications for loans from deserving
small enrteprcneurs.

(6) As opportunities of paid employment may not be ade-
quate for the large number of un-employed, emphasis is
being laid on preparing the youths, for self ernp]éyment.
Fducation in the High School level is proposed to be made
work-oriented. Engineering degree and diploma holders are
being placed on stipendiary training in industries and est-
ablishments so that they may Become more equipped for
employment and self-employment. Arrangements have been

mcde for the relaxation of usual contractual provisions for
experience, payment of earnest momney, etc, in the case of

Engineers coming forward for taking contracts from Govern-
ment Departments. Industrial loan for the small entreprene-
urs are also extended to engineers.

(7) Existing courses in the engineering college and institutes
are being reviewed and new courses like Petroleum = Tech-
nology, Regional Planning, Architecture, etc., which ure
likely to be in demand in future are being introduced.

(8) Crafismen training is being intensified in view of its

twofold importance of meeting the man-power requirements
of industries and making the unemployed employable. Orien-

totion of the present training System to make the trained
drafesmen suitable for seifemployment is also being conte-

mplated.
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{c)—Action has already been tzken on the recommendations
of the employment Review Commitiee so far as it relates
to the employment of local people in different establish-

ments vis-a-vis Employment Service.

Shri Dulzl Chandra Barua— Sir, the hon. Finance Minister
has stated that as per registration in the Employment
Exchanges, nearly 26 thousand educated unemployed youths
are there in our State and ‘he has also mentioned the
names of some industries where there will te employment
potentialities. ' May 1 know whether Government has wotk:d

Mr. Speaker, Sir, in moving my cut motion, I would
like to make certain cbservations regarding Soil Conservation
Department. Sir, this is a most important department, specia-
lly for Assam where flocds and erosion are practically the
ckronic problem for the State. But the Department has not
siven, the due importance it deserves up till now. We find that
though it is an independent, consideration in the maiter of
pay scales of its employees s given by the Governmeut up till
now. Sir, so far I remember, our present Chief Minister who
officiated as Chief Minister in absence of Shri Chaliba assured
as that the entire pay structure of both officers and employees
would be looked into—specially the pay scale of the Director
of the Soil Conservation Department who has been given the
full responsibility to look into the affairs of the independent
Department, but uptil now he is hanging in the balance. But
no effective steps have been taken in this direction. ~We
approached the Chi.f Minister on various occasivns and
requested him finally decide the issue once for all, but no
ection has been taken so far. Sir, unless employees get
incentive by way of getting higher scale of pay for which they
are entitled, no good work can be extrzcted from employees
Loth senior and lower categories. Now, the Directorate has
b.en separated and is functioing independently as the Head of
the Department. So, employess should be given the benefit of
thz pay seals of the Head of Depariment.But they bave not
been given their legitinute dues. I want to bring the matter
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to the notice of the Minister in charge to decide the issue with-
out further delay so that the employees of the departmert
get incentive to discharge their duties to the entire satisfaction
of the Government and they will discharge their duties very
satisfactorily and efficiently. I hope Government will take
prompt decision so that discontment of the employees can
be removed.

Sir, this Department has get now two Wings—one is
fo the Hills and the other is for the Plains arcus of Assam.
From the Study of Plan Achievement and Programme for

1971-72 under the bead Soil Conpservation it appears that for
the Fourth Five Year Plan, the allocation for the Soil Conser-
vation Programme in the General Areas of the State 1s Rs.
109 lakhs. The revised allocation for 1970-71 was Rs. 67.60

Lakhs. But we find that the progress is not satisfactory. I
admit that impediments are there, still progress achieved so far
is not satisfactory. It is because dues importance is not given
by the Government to this one of the most important Depart-
ment of the Government. Sir, the Brahmaputra Commission

is set up for taking up big projects in Assam. Unless this
Soil Conservation Depaitment is closely associated at the time
of planning the projects, [ am afraid, the plans taken by the
Brahmaputra Commission for controlling the mighty Brahma-

putra and its tributaries will not be successful, At the time
of constitating the Brahmaputra Commission I have also
suggested that this Soil Conservation Department should be
properly meaned and the present.  Though the Presen:

Dircctor of Soil Conservationis a bighly qualified technics)
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person, he was not taken as a member of the Brahmaputra
Commission. [ suggest that he should be made a member of
the Brahmaputra Comr mission to give proper guidznce and help
in proper planning. Unless the Soil Conservation Department
is associated with the Brahmaputra Commission for controlling
the Brahmaputra, [ am afraid, the plans cannot be - suczessful.
Therefore, I submit that this matter should be duly considered
by the Government and exparts from the Soil Conservation
Department are represented in the Brahmaputra Commission
for proper and smooth fundioning of work under proper
planning to control the: Brahmaputra and its tributaries.
Secondly as there is5 deforestation every ~here, afforesta-
tion is highly essential. Unless deforestation ]S convelted mt )
efforestation, the rain which is the main factor for cultmtlon
will be less and less every year. According to my knowledge,
the assessment during the Iast five years shows that percentage
of rain is reduced to a great extent due to deforestation.  So
if there is no efforestation in a planned way, I am afraid, there
will be drought everywhere. It may be so that after five years
or so, Assam may not have any rain. Therefore, this 1s a very
important Department and T submit that along with the defore-
station is to be done. The Soil Conservation Department
should make proper planning for eforestation so that we can
have enough jungle, enough forest to cater to the need of the
State and for proper rainy season for culitivation in both hills
and plains, But the amount which has been earmarked for
the Department is to my mind js very meagre. Nevertheless
Whether amoant is placed at the disposal of the Department is
also not utilised properly. I want to know from the Minister
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why last year an amount of 60 lakhs of rupees was diverted
for this head to other head for work in Mikir and North
Czchar Hills. This amount was earmarked for afforestation
and soil conservation work :chemes in Mizo Hills; but I do
not know under What circumstancés it was diverted to North
Cachar and Mikir Hills for another purpose. My whole cou-
tention is that the amount earmarked is already less and so it
should be utilised properly to get the maximum benefit from é,
particular project for which it is meant. Sir, if proper planning
is made by the Soil Conservation Department, the drought and
other natural calamities in the Mizo Hills may be averted. I
am gilad thut the Minister in charge of Soil Consetvation is
hailing from Mizo Hills. He is well conversant with the geo-
graphical situation in Mizo Hills. I hope he will give proper
aitention for successful implementation of the soil couservation
scliemes in Mizo Hills.

Sir, further, although various schemes have been prepa-
red by the Planmng Commission, I do not know, if schemes
like one takep up in the Amazon valley was studled Exphn.
ment on schemes like that should be made. Although for the
last ten years I have been suggesting, the Government of
Assam has taken no zction on the ling----«+--

Shri Mohendra Mohan Choudhury (Chief Minister}—Sir, for
1h.= information of the hon. Member I may submit that affores-
tation scheme, about which he has referreu to, under the Soil
Conservation Department has been taken up in the catchment
areas of our rivers including Pigladia, and thatis working,

propeily- The hon. Member has suggested that this is a very
important scheme for control of flood. The Flood Control

Department has given emphasis to this scheme and the work
is going on in collaborotion with the Soil Conservation
Department.

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua—Sir, if we can make propper plan-
ning in soil conservation, I understand the Government will
give more fund. The Chief Minister was not in the House
while. I was speaking. My question is that unless the Soil
Conservation Depariment is associated with the Brahmaputra
Commission, no scheme can be made successful. My whole

contention is that at least ope expert from the Soil Conserva-

tion Department should be associated in the Brahmaputra

Commission, because the flood control scheme is a corollary
one to control the mighty Brahmaputra.

Therefore, I submit that all the organisations like Soil
Conservation, River Research, Soil Testing should be stregh-
thened. I also submit that in the districts along with the
Divisional Forest Officers an officer from the Soil Conserva-

tion Department should also be posted. Now the Government
is having Working Plan Officers, but what I find is that the

Working Plan Officer has practically no work. So in place of
Working Plan Officers, Soil Conservation Officers who are
expert in afforestation are to be posted in cach disirict. Unless
along with deforestation, afforestation is not made, we will
have very bad days in the near future. So considering all
aspects, the Department should be re oriented fully including
safeguarding the interest of the staff. As the Department is
placed on a different footing, the pay scales and other benefits
of the officers are also to be taken into consideration and the
assurance that has been given in ths last session about the
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final decision in respect of pay scale of the Director, Soil
Conservation should be impl:mented forthwith. I am glad

that one of the most energetic persons has been put in charge
of this Soil Conservation as Minister and I hope he will instead

of sitting n Shillog for months together go out to the districts

to see things for himself and give direction for work in consul-
taiion with the officers. I have no doubt that he will be able

{0 initiate new schemes for reorganisation of the entire Depart-
ment and direct action for successful implementation of the
various schemes that are to be undertaken by the Department
from ‘time to time for afforestation for controlling flood and
erosion.

Shri A. Thanglura (Minister, Soil Conservation) :

Mr. Speaker, Sir, [ must say that I am extremely thank-
ful to my . friend Shri Dulal Chandra Barua for giving me an

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opportunity o throw a flood of light in the significance of this
Department Which he himself has profusely praised. On top
of that 1 am grateful to him for the simple reason that he has
spoken verjr kindly of the officers who run this Depaitrent
very eff'iciently, And above all whatever suggestions he has
given will be taken into consideration and I will make it a
point and my duty to see that this Department whick appealed
to be so insignificant to many has got more and more impor-
tance and has become more effective in the interest of this
country. Sir, it is needless to say that the people of Assam in.
particular in the plains have had very hard times, hards‘hips‘
and miseries on account of devastating floods. When we taik
about floods many of us do not know that the real cause is due
to erosion of soil in the catchment areas of the river systems.
In Mizo Hills we have Dhaleswari while these are Subansiri,
Suklai and so many other big tributorics which are causing
floods and which are agravating the floods of Brahmaputra
and Barak. So, with a view to control this we have been
doing wonderful works by making embankments and other
flood control works; but as you know, Sir, in the hill districts
more particularly in Mizo Hills, Mikir Hills and N. C. Hills
the villagers had so long been resorting {o shifting (Jhum)
cuitivation for their subsistance. Thijs shifting cultivation apart
from the fact that it has been quite detrimental to the natural

fertility of the soil, the yield itselr is comparatively poor: Such

being the case, and the the soil erosion problem being such a
terrific problém in the bills, a separate depaitment had to be
created in the Forest Department sometime in 1954, and thenin
course of time a full-fledged ds spartment of Soil Conservation
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had to be created in. 1957 in order to tdckle the erosion
problem in Assam. After zchieving big success the activitics
of the Soil Conservation Department was extended to the
plains sometime in 1962. Eventually this important depart-
ment happened to be a full-fledged department in 1967. As 1}
have said, Sir; in the hill distiicts erosion has been catised
mainly by jumming cultivation so much so' that great stre:s
and importance has been given tc afforestation, terracing cuiti-
vation and reclamaticn of lands with a view to do away with
shifting cultivation in order to have more yield and better
produce. On top of that, Sir, in the hills the poor villagers
could not get employment to eke out their subsistence oOf to
prolong their exister.ce since they do not bave ahy side bu:i-
ness or any other source of income. So with a view to give
facilities to the villagers this department has got big schemes
with the introduction and development of cash-crops. By cash-
crop I mean we are mainly dealing with Coffee, Black papper,
Rubber and some other important itefhs to suit the living of
the hill people. Apaft from the fact that this gives employ-
ment to the people, these Cotfee, Cashew nut, Black pepper,
Rubber (Although Cashew nut is not so successful as it should
be) are doing pretty well in the hills. As a matter of fact they
are becoming earning enterprises. A lot of afforastation hgag
been done and terracing cultivation or wet-paddy cultivation
have been encouraged in such a way that even in Garo Hiljs,
Mikir Hills and N. C. Hills the old method of shifting cultiy,.
tion bas practically been out of existence and the people are
comparatively more prosperous. So, in a way this soil Conser.
vation Depattment is a sort of an welfare department as it hag
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rendered lot of facilities by way of giving more employment to
the poor villagers and cultivators.. Then again apart from this
employment, when we rcsort to afforestation we take care not
to trouble the cultivable or fertile land. " On the contrary we
always select the barren lands where no effective cultivation

could be done. As we know, the Soil Conservation Depart-
ment is mainly engaged in the, North bank of Brahmaputra.
Now the foot-hills of N.E.F.A. and Bhutan have been badly
affected by the formation of gullies. Sir, we have got quite a
number of big rivers like Subansiri and Suklai flowing from
N.E.F.A. side 2nd Bhutan side. Unfortunately. my friend Shri
Patwari is not here—and these rivers cause depradation on the
fertile and cultivable land of that side. In the early days these
areas—the foot-hills and N.E.F.A. and Bhutan had natural
cover. of foiests. But in course of time, due to the increase in
population these forests have teen cut down and these areas
have been mzde cultivable. But due to the favliy system of
irrigation and destruction of forests these areas are  suspectible
to erosion and gullies have been formed and the rivers keep
on changing their courses To prevent this the Soil Conserva-
ticn Department is trying to do the needful. Already a lot of
afforestation has been done and this has proved to be very
successful particularly in Darrang and Lakhimpur areas.
Although there is room for improvement I must say that we
bave done a lot of works already. In Suklai area afforesta-
tion was stated in the year 1962 and you will be delighted to
know that within the short period of 8 years we have able to
reclaim 50 acress of land®  Sir, while I welcome the criticisms
and suggestions made by the hon. Members, particularly
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Shri Patwari, to etxtend their helping hand in this matter. Sir,
the other day the hon. Member Shri Patwari came to me with a
number of Nepalese Khutiwallas and complained that thke Soil
Conservation Depariment had put up a forestation scheme on
the eastern side of the Suklai at the cost of non-Assamese
people who are doing cultivation on the western bank of
Suklai. Taking seriously as usual the complaict of an hon.
Member of this House, particularly from the Opposition, I
took the trouble of visiting a number of areas in plains accon.-
panied by Director of Soil Conservation, Mr. Goswami, Whem
Mr. Dulal Chandra Barua had praised him, and a joint Direc-
tor incharge of research, Mr. Dutta. We first visited a number
of places in North Lakhimpur and then remembering Mr.
Patwari’s representation we visited that place also. I thought
that all these pzople on living the eastern side of the Suklai
river are Assamese people but to my utter surprises | found
that most of them are Nepalese. Then my officers requesied
me to approach Shri Patwari to help us in getting a suitabl:
land in the western band to start-afforestation. Sir, from our
side we will be happy to do this wonderful work with a view
to prevent soil erosion and formation of gullies which are so
detrimental to our cultivators.

For the information of the House I want to say that in
in the Soil Conservation Department which has been made a
permanent Department from 1967 we have got a Director as
the head of the Department. Then we have got a joint Dirc-
tor and a Planning Officer here at Shilleng who are in the
office. Then we have got another Joint Director-in-charge of
research and we have got 8 Divisions. Four Divisions are ,p
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the Hills. AsI have already said, hills are extremely impor-
tant for soil conservation since most of the tributaries of
Brahmaputra, Barak, Kapali and other big rivers flow from
the hills. So we are very particular to see that proper affore-
station is done in the hills. We have got our headquarter at
Iungleh, Aijal, Haflong and Diphp, and in the plains'we have
got four Divisions. We ought to have more but due to the
paucity of funds and other difficuities we are not in a position
to open more Divisions. In the Plains we have got our head-
querters at North Lakhimpur, for Kamrup the headquarters
is at Nalbari, and thep we have got our headqiuarte'fs at Kok-
rajhar and Tezpur. There had been constant demand from
the public for opening of more Divisibns but as I havé said,
due to paucity of funds it has not been possible. We shéll
however, see that our position improves considerably. i

Regarding the pay scale of the Director, Ido admit, as
pointed out by Shri Dulal Chandra Barua, that in justice bas
been done to the Director of Soil Conservation regarding his
sslary. It is not according to the pay Commission recommen-
dation and it is not according to the rules of Indian Forest
S 1vice either. According to the rules of Indian Forest Service
the Director of Soil Conservation is equal to that of Chief
Conservator of Forests. But uptil now due to certain forma-
lities it has not been finalised. I understand that 1t is being
finalised. In any case soomer or latter this matter will be
finalised. Regarding the representation of an expert in soil
conservation in the Brahmaputra Commission [ understand
that the Caief Minister has expressed himself and therefore
I need not dilate on this matter. Then Sir, regarding diversion
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of Rs. 68 lakhs to the North Cachar Hills I beg to submit that
my friend Mr. Barua out of enthusiasm has committed an
honest mistake. It is not 68 lakhs it is only. 68 thousand.
This money, according to wild manuer, diverted for doing
some work in the North Cachar and Mikir Hills. That money
has neither been diverted nor surrendered. Rather the money

has been utilised for doing terracing works in Mizo Hills. As
I said Sir......

Dr. Bhupen Hazarika : May I know in which are this is
being utilised 9 _

Shri  A. Thanlura : Well I cannot tell you offhand.
When I was there couple of months back I personally asked
the Divisional Ofricers to go out on tour to utilise it
properly by doing a forestation and wet cultivation as well
as ternaCing works. That much [ remember but I cannot
tell you off bard exactly how it has  been utilised. As I
have already said Sir, this benefit and the impact it has
made to the people is so much that the shifting cultivation
in the Garo Hills, Khasirl{jllg is practically out of existencs.
In this connection, Départmental coffee and rubber planta-
tions aré earning annually about Rs. 70,000. Large scale
employment is provided to villagers by the Deptt. in affo-
restation works, and coffee and rubber plantations. Annually
about 2,50,000 m mardays units of labour are engaged by
the Deptt. althcugh the progress of work had been slowed
down in the Mizo Hills because of disturbances. In Mikir
Hills cultivation of land has become very immportant in
relation to jhuming. Sometime in the beginning of this year
I visited the Mikir Hills and also North Cachar Hills,
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I'have found that they are doing wonderful works Especially
the black pepped is thriving very well. Cashewnut, however,
has little future and not so promising.

Regarding the achievements in respect of afo-
Testation and reclamation I will just give some figures.
Hills :— 1. Afforestation— 16,456 acres.

2. Terracing and Reclamation 17,026 acres.
3. Grasslard Development. 1,024 acres.
4. Cash Crop Development.
(1) Departmental. 1944 acres.
(2) Extension. 3481 acres.
Plains :— (1) Afforestation. 3556 hr.
(2) Gully Control and Land Improvement. 7869 hr.
(3) Grassland development 846 hr.

Sir, those are the salient points I have to
submit in relation to the cut motion moved by my hon.

I hope since this is comparatively a very small and negli-
gible amount, it will be passed by the House.

Shri A. Thanglura : Sir, I crave your indulgence to assail the
veracity of the statement given by my friend rt. Patwari. As
he admitted I went there to have a spot verification and I saw
it myself; I heard them and before visiting that place Mr.
Patwari along with 3/4 Gurkhalis came to see me-along with
a tepresentation.  But in order to satisfy my curiosity I perso-
nally went there. - And I saw the wonderful works -done there
but the main trouble came not because of doing anything on
communal attitude or this and that—there was no such kind
of prejudical things in the minds of our officers- who are doing
their best for the interest of the country. The main trouble
occured when these Gurkhalis or Nepalies wanted their cattle
to graze within the compounds of our plantation.  That is
abont 250 aeres, I am not quite sure, they want this land for
grazing purpose of the cattle and most of that area is predomi-
nantly inhabited by the Gurkhulis people and not by the
Assamese people. Now, in the eastern side, beautiful afore-
station Was done and that was reported by no less a person
than Mr. Patwari himself and when I asked the Divisional
Officer and others they told me tnat they are only too eager
to have the aforestation on the western side also. Rightly or
wrongly, Mr. Patwari was standing on our way. Now he has
came out to help us and we will be only too happy to avail
this help-

AGAINST ASSAM TRIBALS : Most of the lands (not tribal lands only .
but Jand in general are given oo annual settlement, that is on an. annual fee
and the settlement has to be reserved annually. A person on an annual
settlement * does not enjoy propnetory rights and can neither inherit nor
dispose of his land in any wayeseeeoo Let us take a close look at the
Gauhati tribal bleck, This block, comprising an area of about eight

_square miles, was declared in )949. ’ Incredible as it may seem, not
‘a single tribal has beep settled here since the creation of the block,

When ooe bars in mind the objective behind the creation of the
block and belts~protecting the economically backward tribes depending
solely on land—this fact is a startling revelation of " the manner in
which the interests of the tribals have been—or have not been protected.

But this is not" all. The gravaman of the charge is yet to
come. Not only has no tribal been settled after the block was
constituted by alienation from their lands of the tribals who had

been settled prior to 1949, has gone‘ on steadily, so that today there

-are more non-tribals than tribals in- this book.
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Apart from well-to-do non-tribals, some of whom have come
into possession of hundreds blgbas of land through devious ways and
“who do not pay any rent to -the actual landholders, that is the tribals
there are a number of factories and small residential plots.

The Assam Cabmet took this declslon because some of its
illustrious members and their relations and protegees had personal
“stakes involved. An eminent Minister, it is learnt, has ‘‘brought”

about twelve bighas of land ‘in the Chandmari area of Gauhati which

falls ‘within the tribal block. A top execvtive of the APCC is reported to
“own” ten bighas of land from a tribal,. Other names mentioned in this
connection are those of a former Revenue Secretary who is .a relatlon
of the' Minister and the editor of a local daily.

A former Deputy Commissioner of Kamrup is reportc_q to
have pointed out the 1rregular1ty of this transaction to the Minister
concerned and tried to prevent such unlawful *“purchase” of tribal
land. The Deputy Commissioner has recently been transfered after
being promoted. Then Again, 2 Subdivisional Officer wanted to
buy four Kathas of tribal land for Rs. 3,000 He was told by
the Minister that this was impermissible under the law. He is
believed to have pointed out to the Minister that the latter himself
had bought land in a tribal area. The “impudent” officer was asked
not to go into *details’”. Shortly thereafter he was transferred. Two

other Snbdivisional Officers who had fallen from grace in preventing

- eviction of tribals in the mame of “sale’ were also transfered. They
have been replaced by more pliable officers who are expected not to

raise nonecessary legal objections or ask inconvenient questions.

The abolition has already caused consternation and resentment
of the plains tribals, Shri Ranendra Nath Basumatary, Minister of
State for Revenue, has openly accﬁsed the State Gavernment and said
that the Cabinet decision was not approved by the Tribal Advisory
Council, According to ~him, the abolition of the tribal belts and
blocks “would render many tribal people landless and create fresh

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. problems.” The tribal students are also indignant and a section of

Member Shri Govinda
Kalita in connection with anomalies that have been going On
in and around Gauhati with regard to land reform policy, I
am not satisfied with the announcement made by the honble
Chicf Minister just now in this connection that this work will
be entrusted to the Land Settlement Implementation Advisory
Committee. If this is so, the Committee should be reconsti-
tuted to make very effective Sir, I have got full regard for the
honble Chief Minister and I have unflincing faith in him and
his Cabinet Ministers, but from what we have heard today, I
have practically lost all faith on his Cabinet which is formed
under the able leadership of Shri Mahendra Mohan Choudhuri.
We expected good things from him when he became the Chief
Minister, but today that expectation is shattered. We know

the_re are some corrupt people around him who are always
trying to take advantage of his good offices. We also on

many occasions reminded him of such things, but he did not

listen to our timely warnings. The other day, when a question
was raised by one of the hon.

Shri Debeswar Sarmah: He referred but you were
absent. Shri Kalita spoke about this socialist No. 3 to start
with and the Chief Minister was outside.

I am surprised
when my friend Shri Runendra Basumatari was also the State
Minister for Revenue, the tribal people could be exploited in -
this way. He is a youngman and we expect guts and strong
action from him.  But how was it that when he was in charge
of -Revenue, settlement of Jand was mace with people with
vasted interest inside tribal belts 9 T also learn that land has
been settled With some of my colleagues, without their nctice.
How could it happen 9 I ask my colleagues not to accept such
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land because if they do so, it will amount to explmtmg the very
people whom the represent. But who authorised the then State
Minister for Revenue to enlist their names in the settlement
list 2 I want to know from him.

We have been pressing the Government for shifting the
capital immediately wherever it may be. Now the Deputy

" Commissioner, Gauhati with some of his associates like Don-

garmal and. Onkarmall, is exploiting the people by giving the
capitalists to understand that the capital will be shifted to
somewhere in and around Gauhati. If the Deputy Commji-
ssloner who is the head of the district, who represents the
‘Government, ‘discloses the dec:sxon, if there be any, what is
Teft to others ¢ He should not dlsclose it unless the Govern-
‘ment decides on the particular issue and make arrangements
accordingly. To stop such kind of exploitation and speculation

an early decision about the shlftmg of capital should be taken
within the current session of the Assembly. -If it is not possible
to do so immediately, the Government should declare afirm

date by which. they must decide to shift the capital. Upjess

_this is done -all lands of the tribal people are going to change

hands. These speculators are buying lands from the tribals
and after copverting into periodic patta land they are thinking
they will get campensation when lands are accquired. I
therefore, demand through you, Sir, that a decision about
shifiing of capital should be taken, if possible, forthwith. It
should not be a political decision, it should be a decision after
consideration of all facts of the problem Which would be conve-
nient to the people of the entire State. There are good officer
in the administration. As has been stated by Shri Kalita a
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certain Sub-Deputy Collector has been made a scaps-goat. He
was a victim of a conspiracy. We want a specific answer
from the Chief Minister and the Revenue Minister as to whe-
ther the Deputy Commissioner is competent to issue a warrant
of arrest against one of his colleagues.

Shri Mahendra Mohan Choudhnry :—In the capacity of

a Magistrate of the First Class the Deputy Commissioner can
issue a warrant. :

Itis
not known why when the Acditional District Magistrate and
the Subdivisional Officer there were the Deputy Commissioner
had to issue the warrant by taking the initiative. In Jorhat
the Deputy Commissioner was once a victim of such whim. An
order was given by the Govsrnment that settlement is to be
given to a certain (Co- operative. The Deputy Commissioner
verified the existence of the Co- operative, he also consulted
with the M.L.A's.  The Deputy Commissioner found that the
Co-operative was non-existent and therefore reported that no
gettlement could be given. Then one Member belonging to the
Party i.n Power twisted the matter in such a way that the Deputy
COmmlSS?f’ﬂer Was forced to give settlement but the Deputy
Commissioner who was a strong man refused for which he had
to give a long explanation in reply to a telegraphic order asking
for his explanation. In the district the Deputy Commissioner
is the highest land revenue agent and him is the Sub-Dyputy
Collector. But the suggestions given by the Sub-Deputjr
Collectot in 80 to 90 per cent cases are rejected by the young
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and energetic I. A. S. Deputy Commissioners. Then, Sir, we
have passed the Ceiling Act, but as its implementation has not
vet been affected, the big land owners are changing title of the
lands. If the implementation of the Act is further delayed not
an inch excess would be available fer distiibution amongist the
iandless people. Then again we have found that only 8.39 per
cent of our people are living in urban areas and the rest 91.69
are in the villages and out of them 91.61 par cent are dependent
on land. We have adopted thc Tenancy Act, the Adhairs
Protection Act and such other Acts but these have not given
any benefit to the common people. - The Planning Commission
has also suggested that during the 4th Plan period the States
who are mainly dependent on agriculture there the land reforms
policy should be reoriented so thzt maximum benefit could be
given to the cultivators. The recommendation is that one
cultivator should get at least 8 to 10 bighas of land for his
cultivation, but today if make an assessment will you find that
the the maximum number of cultivator are landless.

There arc various factors. Firstly, in a few districts
like Goalpara and Cachar, the Tenazcy Act has been introdu-
ced and the Abolition of Zamindari Act has been given effect
to only in pader but not in reality. Stll now the Zamipdari
tystem is going on there. Our Government js not so much
keen to remove the disparity or thc sufferings of tce common
people.  Sir, in respect of land settlement I have found that
the entire Revenue Department right from the top to the
bottom is a prisoner. of indecision. Sir, the Land Setilement

Advisors Committees are there only to render zdvice and we

have given many recommendations up till now but we do not
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know how many recommendations have so far been implemen-
ted. Regarding rehabilitation of the flood and ernsion affected
people we have seen that these people have been pushed to the
Nagaland' border, and the Chief Minister has given specific
order to implement the scheme of rehabilitation of the flood
and erosion affected people. But up till now that has not been
implemented and only a few families have been rehabilitated,
that too not properls. Sir, a huge number of flood and erosion
affected people in Sibsagar are living in the bounds and no
effective measures have been taken for their rehabilitation. We
suggested that the entire border should be guarded by human
being and the people should be given settlement in the border
so that they serve as border pillars. But that decision has not
yet been implemented and for thai reason the Naga people are
now coming and encroaching our land by destroying the forest
reserves and ultimately you will find that there will be no land
for rehabilitating the landless and flood affected people.
Therefore, our Government should take a definite policy about

settlement of landless and flood affected people in tne Nagaland
border-

Sir, I do not like to take up the time of House. I would
only say that the instances cited by the hon. Member Shri
Govinda Kalita are eye openers to all of usand thercfore a
proper enquiry shoald be conducted to find out the truth. If
the Government cannot give a satisfactory explanation then this
Government should resign immediately, and the officers
against whom specific allsgations have besn brought, parti-
cularly the Deputy Commissiorer, Kamruy, should be imme-
diately placed under suspension and he should be given aumy
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new a531gnment Only then the enqulry can go on Smoothly.
and therefore I would submit tbat though the Chief Minister
has said that the Land Settlement Implementation Committee
will enquire into the matter, I fell that the Committee should
‘be re-constituted and the Government should give all faci-
lities and make available all papeis to the Committee. Shri
Bora has suggested that the Committee should submit its
fuport ‘within three months but I would suggest that the
report should be submitted within one month-
