Sbri MAHENDRA MOHAN' CHOUDHURY  ( Chief
Minister ) replied

Officer serving in the External Affairs Ministry.

(b) Thirty-four. No officer is serving in Private establi-
shment outside the State.

(c)— Four hundred. No = Officer is serving in  Private
estatlishment.

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua : In view of the fact that
there is less representation from Assarn in the Central
Secretatiat as well as in Embassies, do Government not
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consider it proper to take up the matter with the Govern-
ment of India for proper representation of the people of
Assam in the Central Secretariat and in the Embassies ¢
Shri Mahendra Mohan Chaudhury s We have taken some
actions for employment of more people from Assam in

‘the Central Secretariat but we have mnot taken up the

matter in respect of employment in the Embassies. That

also can be done. _

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua: What are the special steps
taken by Government for employment of more people from
Assam in the Central services ?

Shri Mahendra Mohan Caaudhury : The point is that a]l -
the posts in the Central Secretariat are filled up by adver-
tisement and there is also a procedure laid down for
employment of officers and steff. We are encouraging our
people to send more applications to the Central Secretariat
for getting employment, and We have also taken up the
matter whether some - special preference can be given to
Assam for proper representation which i1s unrepresented in
the Central Secretariat. :

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua: From the Statement given by
the Chief Minister it seems that not a single off.cer from
this State is serving in other States. By considering the
fact that here we are clamouring that proper facilitieg
should be given to the lccal youths for . employment ip
the various establishments, both private and public, which
are situated in Assam, de Government not consider it
proper to take up tne matter in right earnest 9 Sir, we
have been termed as parochial. My whole intention of
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- of asklng thls questlon is that, this is the only Statc which’
has no proper represcntatlon outsxde the Sta,te ‘and thlS is
the only State where maxrmum number of people are commg
from outside the State -and occupying the key posts in
various public and private sector establishments. By con~

sidering all these factors siichas acute uwnemployment pro~

blem do the Govt. not consider this aspect very seriously,

and try to emi)loy our local pbople in various public and
pnvate industries in “the State ~of Assam ? )
Shn Mahendra Mohan Choudhurv Generally we are try-
ing our "best to employ ‘people from Assam -in the" Central
and pnvate sector estabhsbments and I want to say that
to some extent it has been possible. There are some diffi-
culties in private and central sector - establishments. Upto
the scale of Rs. 500 the posts are reserved for the local

people. “About other appointments they are done on All
India basis and there are certain other difficulties also.
Even then we may pursue the matter as hés been” sugg-
ested by the hon. member.

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua : Io - rt“:»""l?'eﬁt of 89“108 fmanclal
assistance for various schemes and projects undertaken by
the Govt. proper atteation has not been given by the Govt.
of India. For 1nstance in Punjab they are ‘getting maxi-
mum financial help from Govt. of India as large pumber
of people ate there serving in the Central Govt. offices-
Same is the case wnh Tamllnadu kerala and UP. They get tim-
ely mformatmn about various developmental schemes. This

is a handicap for us. Therefore do the Govt not consi-

~der it proper to take up the matter with thke Govt_ of

India with right earnest ?

Shri Mahendra Mohan Choudhury s=— ‘Thé dlfflculty that -
has been pointed out by the hon. member is correct and
we have got experience about it also. On many cases
we do not get timely information about the Central Govt.

- 'schemes. There are some officers belonging to the Assam

cedre in the Central Secretariat but to speak the truth
we have not been able to utilise their services for our
purpose. We have tried in the past to send some of our
young officers to Delhi but we could not send them as
they wanted to remain in Assam. Even inthe LA.S.and
L.PS. most of the Assamese officer opt for Assam and
not for anyother state. This is the dlfflculty why our peo-
ple are less in number in the Central Secretarnat and
other establnehments

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua: May I know from the hon,
Chief Mmlster that representation in the forelgn embassies
of this part of the country has been neglected ¢ What
steps govt proposes to take for such unpresentation ¢
Shri Mahendra Mohan Choudhury : The number of offi-
cers in the foreign service is very limited. Two officers

were sent to some forelgn embassnes but both of them
have come back.

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by way of Union excise duties, income tax, corporaiion tax
etc. 'Rs.63.98 crores and they gave us by way of grants in
that year Rs.50.35 crores.

exodus from East Pakistan. Although itis about /8 years
the Zamindary system has been zbolished and the Con-
gress Organisation was. committed to the country at large
from before the independence that no socner power comes
than Zamindary system will be abolished and tbe landless
people, the tillers, the agriculturists and cultivators will
be supplied with necessary lands bringing into Govern-
ment possession those ‘excess land of the sc-called Zemi-
ndars or Mirashdars. It was done in fact. But the Go-

vernment, unfortupately, because of the very slow process
or because the Government machinery was ratber under
the domination of the bureaucracy and this bureaucrat
class never looked to the down-trodden community that
though the abolition of the Zemindary system has been
passed by this Legislature, most of the Zemindars and Mir-
ashdars managed to divide the big bulk of their land am-
ongst their own people, relatives and even to many of
their servants who themselves did never know that they
owned any such land. Unfortunately, this has been saig
in this House for the past time and again but this Very
Dep:rtment could not create such a machinery to g0
deep into this land juggleries and thereby meeting this
acute demand of the landless people. Then again, Sir,
after the abolition of Zemindary, Acquired Estate System
has been established by this Government apd that be-
came a miniature Zemindary under the contrg] of a

Demoeratic Government. By and large, after much of
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trouble we could avert that tyranny of that acquired
_estate but it is surprising that allon a sudden settlam-
ent ep,=ratioﬂ from Karimganj Subdivision had been abo-
lished. There . should not be any misunderstanding to
know it for certain, Sir, that the land - system in. the
State of Assam was not common ; so far, the Sylhet
district was with Assam since 1911 and till then Sylhet
 wasin Assam there .were two systems—Ek Sona and Dash
sona Sylhet Tenancy Act was in operation. Of late, our
State Government just bave brought a change in the sys-
tem but unfortunately that Sylhet Tenancy Act system ‘
being quite dlffercnt the officers who are bemg sent from
this valley, they have no idea about that as a result
during all these years too many " anomalies have been
created there and Syam owas the land of Ram, Rahim
owns the land of Karim and Imtaz owns .the land of
Mumtaz and so on and so forth and all these allegations
time and again are being- brought to the notice of the
Government but unfortunately nothing has been done. It

. erally giVenr the revenuo p.'wer. Unfortunately, in this
democracy and in these days both the district authorities
and the Subdivisional officers are the prisoners within
the four walls - of their offices and they have hardly got
any time to look to the problems of the common peo- \
~ Ple, the pmblems of the cultivators, the problems of the _,/
peasants. Then again, the entire revenue machinery is s0
corrupt, the officials in the lower ranks are so ill-paid
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that they have no other way butto keep out their left
hand to get something whenever anyone goes to them
as a result the entire system has been vitiated. What
happened, Sir, ‘after the abolition of the Zemindary sys-
tem 9 Obviously, the land which has been owned by the
persons which have been passed on to them, till May,
1971, you will be surprised to know, Sir, not a single
coper as revenue has been collected from these unfortu-
nate people, despite time and again their approaching the
Deputy Commissioner and the Subdivisional Officers and
the Revenue Departmant through their representatives, thro-
ugh Panchayats on the plea to tcil the people : weli, you
see, there are too many anomalies;, the Government
has not yet come to the position of assessing the land
revenue, please wait ; as a result what has happened, Sir,
on the other day we leatnt that reveaus for years, for
15 years, has accumulated and all on a sudden in one
fine morning the Government will come with Wwarrants
and ask the poor villagers to pay the land revenue all
at a time and this common mass will not know how to
meet such a demand and thereis not system of making
a part piyment of the revenue. So, Sir, before it is too
late I would urge, upon the Departn:i:m in particular,
though I know, this job of hon. Revenue Minister isa
thankless one, to make a methodicil advancement and
solve the problem, so far as the Karimganj Subdivision
in the district of Cachar in particular is concerned. Be-
cause the Government has not teen able to make an
assessment of their revenue, these poor people must not
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be harassed and overburdened by asking them a
on a sudden to pay their fifteen ycars dues all at
a time. In that case the Government should have the
wisdom to give them sufficient time so that by small
instalments these poor people can pay that amount.
Here, again, Sir, I would very much request the hon.
Minister Revenue Department te take pains of going
down to Karimganj once, if possible with his Sccretary,
if not the Secretary, at least the Deputy Secretary Mr
Hazarika who was a senior Extra Assistant Commisioner
at Farimganj for several years aid who has got very
wide idea about land affairs of Karimganj Subdivision
and if the hon. Minister takes the trouble of staying
there for three days he can understand this problem of
horror- ard his visit will bencfit everyore. Sir, it pains
me very much to say in gemerality that itis absolutely
a broken and corrupt department. I hope, Sir, the hon.
Minister will make it a point to look to these things.
Then, so far as giving land to the landless people, much
has been said by the friends that side (I also said)
on too many occasions but nothing has been done.

Shri GIASUDDIN AHMED : Sir, one word for clarifica-
tion. So far as I remember, hon. Member Shri Kalita
has not said that the hon. Minister was ~purchased by
the Government of Assam.

( Voices— He said so ).

Shri RANENDRA BASUMATARI: So, Sir, Itake strong
exception to such reckless utterances made by Shri
Kalita, because this abolition of tribal belts and blocks
was advised by the then Tribal Advisory Council as far
back as in 1965 in the interest of the development of
grealer Gauhati and also the town of North Lakhimpur.
Dus to the existance of these tribal belts around Gaulbati
- the development was not possible. In pursuanice of that
advice the Assasm Government adopted a resolution in
in the Cabinet in Decembar, 1963, deciding to abolish
the operation of the tribal belt and blocks around greater
Gauhati and North Lakhimpur. The Government of
Assam had also very kindly decided that in the matter
of settlement of land in and around greater Gauhati
preference should be given to Scheduled Ca 1ste and Sched-
uled Tribes people. So, Sir, I tail to understand  what
is the sense in reckless uiterances like ‘Ranendra  Nath
Basumatari was purchased by the Government of ASb am’,
and what justification there could be ip bringing such
wild allegations. Sir, I have bzen all along  speaking

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in the interest of the tribal people. All the Tribal
M. L. As. also in the Tribal Advisory Council and the
Scheduled  Caste M. L. As. in Scheduled Caste Advisory
Council advised me in this matter and 1 only aitempted
to put forward their views for the welfare of the tribal

people and the Scheduled Caste people. Sir, yesterday
Sbri Kalita stated that I came out with a statement

“opposing the abolition of tribal belts. Yes, I did ir. I

did it in the interest of the tribal people and the
Scheduled Caste people. It was also discussed in the
Advisory Councils. Sir, by giving that statem'cnlsimply
tried to give out my views and the reaction of the
tribal people and the Scheduled Caste people. Sir, then
as regards the allotment of land to tribal people and
Scheduled Caste people, the selection was not done by
the Government here, Government decided to give sett-
lement to the deserving tribal and Scheduled Caste
people in greater Gauhaii for -the purpose of construction
of residential house only. The allotment to be given
is for only ] bigha each. In greater Guauhati if that half
a bigha is given to a landless cultivator, I fail to
understand how that landless culuvator can pay the
premium  which will perhaps comeé up to some
thousand. What will be the consequeace ¢ The conseg-
uence perthaps would be that he will sell the same to
other rich person or some oOther noa-tribal and the lan-
dless cultivator would again be landless. Also in the
decision of the Governmont there Was no sp:cific men-
tion that only landless cultivator would be given settlement
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of land only this much was decided by the Gov-
ernment. There was no decision that the landless peo-
ple would be given land at the rate of half a bigha.
It is also quite useless to give balf a bigha of land to
each landless cultivator within the town area. So, Sir, as
there was no specific mention that only the landless cul-
tivators would be given land and not to others of the
nature of social worker, businessmen, low-paid employees
belonging to Scheduled Caste and tribal people there was
nothing wrong in alloting lands with social workers, bus-
inessmen, low-paid employees and others belonging to
Scheduled Caste and Tribal people. These people did

not apply for land directly to me. They applied to the
Minister, Revenue.

Shri Promode Chandra Gogoi : Sir, ifitis a personal exp-
lanation he should confine to it only. But he is spea-
king on some other matter.........

Mr. Speaker: You have explained your position already.

Shri Hiralal. Patvary : Mr. Speaker, Sir, I am grateful to

you for kindly accepting my adjournment motion under
rule 301 though intimated to me that you have accepted
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it under rules 56 or 57. Any way, you have undet-
stood the gravity of the situaiion and I would like
to draw the attention of the Govt. to unsuitable
furnace oil that is supplied to the North Bank industries .
and if this oil cannot be used by the tea industry or if
it is used then it will seriously affect the tea and that
will be totally unacceptatle to foreign countries, they
will refuse to accept this. There will be great loss to
Assam znd Iudia as a whole and this may affect the tea
garden labourers because if the gardens are closed down,
this tea industry capnot manufacture tea and there will be
serious loss of revenue. So the situation is very serious.
So far as I understand 5 tanks have arrived at. Nerth
bank and if this oil is wsed machinery will be damaged
and tea wll emit foul smel and so it will not be purchased
by the buyer. So far as I understand Government have
also got the information from I.T.A. also ; they have sent
a telegram. I have visited three or four gardens and
they have shown me the process; if itis used by direct
method it will affect the tea. So I have drawn the atten-
tion of the Government and this Should be taken ~up
With the Govt, of India and instead of Jalpaiguri oil Assam
oil which have been produced in Assam should be used.

Shri Biswadey Sarma ( Minister Industies) : S, on 16th

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Govt. shares the énxiety of the hon’ble M:mber and the
Tea industry that New Jalpaiguri oil with its high sulphur
content may eijd'anger the quality of tea. It is estimated
by the ABITA that the use of this furnace oil might
cause a total loss of tea valued at about Rs. 13} crores.

A line bys
No. ASK 7552 was standing facing towards  Gauhayj -
another Mini-bus was aiso standiog behind it. The tw(;
boys wanted to cross over these two standing buses. Jug

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then the ASRTC truck was passing by that point. They
were run over by the truck which, perhaps, they could
not see from behind the two buses. Both of them were
killed instantaneously. The truck driver immediately left
the truck and fled to Gauhati in a line bus and surren-
aered in the Sadar Thana. The name of the driver is
Shri Hansa Ram Kalita, sfo Mihi Ram Kalita of Ulubari,
Gauhati. There was no other occupant in the truck.

Immediately after the occurrance a crowd collected there
and set the truck ablaze. :

The Traffic Sub Inspector M. N. Guha with 4 U.B.
Constables rushed to the place of occurnance at Rukmnj
Gaon, a distance of 6 miles from the Sadar Thaxna
followed by teaffic Inspector from Chandmari Town out-
Post.

The truck was completely damaged and the 50

‘bags of rice also have been destroyed. These rice bags were
sent vide invoice No. 19963 dated I8.5.71 to Shillong’s
‘Account.

crowd consisting of mourning boys and girls students of
Gopal High School and some other members of the Public.
With the help of local leading men and thestaff of Gopal
Boro High School the agitated crowd was dispersed peace-
fully The Investigation Offier left the place of occurracnce
at 1630 hrs. and one police picket consisting of one Sub
Inspector and one Section of Armed Branch men were
stationed there upto 1700 hrs. The investigation, however,
is still going on because the Police have not been able to
get hold of witnesses for examination. The Driver has been
