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day. From the statement made by the Minister
we find that the number of = educated unemployed
youths . available on the Live Register of Employment
Exchanges in the State as on 3Ist December, 1970,
is 23,725. But there are some other spill over edu-

~cated unemployed youths i.e. surplus educated unem-

ployed youths. If their number is taken into account
the number of educated unemployed youths will be
48,572. Besides, we find that the number of techni-
cally educated unemployed youths is also increasing
day by day. Sir, unless plans are reoriented according
to the need and to fit in proper industries, this
unemployment problem cannot be solved through
present method adopted by the Government. Sir, the
Minister has said that as there is little scope for
future employment in public sector industries, scope
for future employment is going to be given by esty-
blishing Paper Pulp Industry, Petro Chemical Com-
plex, Cement Factory at Bokajan and the Brahma-
putra, Commission during .the Fourth Five Yea Plan.
I find even if the employment avenues are opened

in such industries, that will not be possible...
that” will not also solve the uremployment. problem,
unless we take steps to have agriculture based ind-

ustries in various sections, becaase our  State is b sed

on agriculture. If we can train up our boys from

the higher sccondary level with an agricultural bias,
the pressure on Government jobs and other White

colour jobs will be less, and for that reason we
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must have agricultural based industries. I hope hon.
Finance Minister will make coordinated effort with
the help of Education Department as well as the
Industries Department and Agriculture Department
to formulate various schemes based on agriculture
through which we can open avenues of employment.

The hon. Finance Minister has rightly pointed out
that we must also take upto business of the entire
State and for that reason the rules for granting
financial assistance from the banks are to be liber-
alised. Most of our boys come from agricultural
families, as we are and so it is quite natural that
we are short of capital for opening business. There
fore the Government should keep in mind the fina-
ncial condition of our boys and liberalise the pro-
cedures for giving financial assistance to our young
Engincers and technically qualified youngmen, so that
they can take up contracts and other business. As
I have already stated, we are spending lakhs of rup-
ees in the State of Assam for construction of vari-
ous' projects under E. & D. and Roads 'and Bridge
ctc., but almost all money -has gone' out of the State,
and for. this' reason the accumulation of capital in
the State’is practically’ reducing day by day. At the
COst of this State, people coming from -outside are
enjoving the benefit.' To stop this curiént of outsi-
ders, we shall have to' formulate a comprehensive
plan’ for ‘taking over the busifiess of the entire State
and I'sugggest that the Government should ~ constitute

bt
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a —corporation  under the guidance of Assam
Construction Corporation with one unit iz each of
the subdivisions. Now we have seen that the Assam
Government Construction Corporation are not doing
the works by themselves, but they are giving contracts
of the works to the outsiders. If the young Engineers
and the technically qualified persons are given suffi-
cient financial assistance and guidance by the Cor-
poration, they will be able to take up the contracts
for'constiuctions of buidings, roads, bridges and so on.
The youug Engineers have now become frustrated

without any ‘way out and we must do ~something
for them.

Now, Sir, the hon. Finace Minister has stated
that Government is taking up schemes for iraining
up boys in difterent trades and cisciplines both in
public and private sector. Take for instance. the
ONGC. They are having such schemes and Ssome
of our boys are trained up. But what we have
seen, after the training is over, our boys who aye
trained do not get employment although theye are
vacancies So this kind_ of training facilites will not
help  solve the unemployment problem. We shall

have to compel these concerns to employ our bovs.

Coming to another aspect, yesterday  while
teplying to a question the Chief Minister gave g
very gloomy picture about the - percentage of ouyr

people working outside the State in the Central
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Government ‘and in public and private sector under-

takings. The percentage of people’ is practically nil,
but on the contrary the onrush of people  to hold
the key posts in Assam is alarming. - Therefore, if
we do' pot take precautionary measures from now
onwards, one day we will find that We are nowhere,

.didates.. As :for instarce,: [ would:like to: point out

that in tie O N.G C. in Nazira, out of a total of
236 Class I Officers, 214 or 90. 68 per cent are

‘outsiders, among 201 Class II Officers, 179 or 89.

05./* are outsiders. In respect of Class III and Class
IV posts, the persons who reported their birth-place
outisde Assam accounted for 28.36./° and 13.16./
respectively.- In the Regional Research  Laboratory,
Jorhat, out of 43 Class | Officers, 35 or 81. 4'/. are
outsiders ,among 35 officers in Class (I'20 officers or
57.1 percent are outsidrs; in respect of Class I11 and
ClasslV posts, the persons, who reported their birtp
place outside Assam accounted for 15.¢ and 149
percent. This will show how discriminstion has been
made against our local youths. As regards ' tne Waod-
craft Products, Jeypore, the Adminstrative  Review
Committee has obseived that out of the 346 employees
only 74 or 21.4 . speak Assamete and  the rest
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speak different languages. Even in. the  category of
skilled and semi-skilled workers, the employment from
outside. the State was -.as high as 74.4./. Coming
to another .industry, viz. Sarada Plywood, Joypore,
it would be seen that out of 190 employees, 147
employees, that is 77.4./. were from outside the State
of 'Assam. Out of the 150 skilled and semi-skilled

workers, ' 109 workers, that is, 72.7./. are also fiom
outside Assam. It issurprising to note that in the
supervisory and clerical category, out of 36 posts
34 (94.5 percent) posts were held by persons whose
place of birth is outside the State. All tne 4 Admi-
nistrative Executive posts are held by persons from out-
side the Staie. Agamn in Joypore Timber and Vene-
er Mills, out of 60 employces only 23 or 38. 3 ./* have
their place of birth in Aassam and the rest are
from outside. Out of 51 employees in skiilled and
semi-skilled categorics, 30 employees are from out-
side toe State. In the Supeivisory and Clerical cate-
gories also out of 8 posts, 6 posts are held by ihe
persons whose of butn is, outside Assam. The only
Administratve/cXecutive officer is also from ouuse
the stute. Now coming to Woodcraft Mariani to which
our Government has given concessions, the establi-
shment has 538 employees on  3lst July 1968.
The distribution of employees reveals that out of
8 officers in the adminisirative/ excutive/. manage-
rial position, 7 officers reported their place of birth
outside Assam.

can be doneand. not by means of passing certain
legislation and not just by shouting at the top of
the voice.

Therefore, Sir,
the time being very short T am not going into all
the ‘details but T have certain suggestions and I will
ask the Government to take certain steps and not
only go no shouting.

Shri Kamakhya Prasad Tripathi (Minister, Labour) :— Mr.

Speaker, Sir, This question is rclated to the Labour
Department but I am glad that discussion has not
been limited to the Labour Department. It has been
very comprehensive and taken the entire field of
employment which is being generated in the State .
That is as it thould be, bec.use the problem of
employment cannot be limited to a single Depart-

ment. "It is ccmprehensive ‘and therefore the hon’ble

- Members opposite have rightly stressed that the Goyt.
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should apply its ‘mind in all possible forms so that

-the maximisation “of local employment may be possi-

ble. Now the number”of-educated unemployed as
per statement which I made, we are very concerned
about it. If we study the problem of unemployment
in other States also we will find that the “figure of
uncraployed is jumping up becuase tte rate of develop-
nient of the national e¢conomy ‘is much less than the
rate of “development which is necessary to absorb
the educated unemployed. Hon’ble Members know
that the rate of development to.be generated in the
five year plan was only 57/. but the actual achieve-
ment was only 3;./' and the population explosion was

25'/ - - Ultimately the resulet was 1./: over the popula-

tion. No couatry can solve the problem of unemploy-

ment with: this - J+/."growth: Japan has a 14*/. growth.
Some countries in the world have 17¢/. growth. Once
Shri Asoke Mehta told me that he wanted a 14-/.
8towth for India but he did not succeed. Therefore I
4m quoting these figures. Becuase rate of growth
determines the pumber of unem ployed - educated,
non-skilled and the uneducated. Now the non-skilled
are absorbed somehow but tbe educated people want
ready-made employment and readymade employment

means inVes_tment and therefore the rate of growth
determines their absorption.

Therefore I am quoting these figures only
to show: thah the rate of growth of development of

P~y
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‘pational income determines absorption of the unem-
+ployed but employmenis are of two kinds (I) non

skilled and (2) skilled and educated. Now, non-
skilled and uneducated people do not care about ems-
ployment, but the educated and skilled people creats
problem. They need ready-made employment. Ready
made employment means investment. Since the rate
of growth of 'invcstment_is very low, the rate of
absorption of educated unemployed youths is also
very low. Again as the rate of growth of popula-
tion is increasing the rate of absorption of people
is diminishings. A member of the Planning Commi-
ssion recently has said that our plans should be re-
oriented. Hon’ member Shri Du'al Chandra Barua
also said that our plans should bz recast. I think
this is a good suggestion. Our Planning Body sho-
uld find out whether by recasting our plans, we
can increase employment. The other day, our Chief
Minister announced in the floor of_this House that
we were going to take over 1100 Piimary Schools
which will be another scheme for absorption of

some educated uncmployed youths. I am thankfu]
to hon’ members Shii Phani Bora and Dr. Hazarika for

having opposed the Sectionalisation of the revolutionary-
situation. Im the Budget debate also Shri Phani Bogpg
made a speech on the same line. He said that if any re-
volution is converted into “a sectional revolution it bego-

mes a counter revolution and then it defeats ijts

" purpose. Therefore no attempt “should be made 100}

give the revolution a'counter revolution any character.
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1 fully agree 100 p- ¢c. with the views of Shri Bora
and Dr. Hazarika. Therefore, T 'am glad that this
matter has been clarified. I am also thankfu! to
Shri Sarma for his speech. Though he was not of
the same view, Bora holds the view that it is always
best to prevent all counter revolutions emecrging out
of revolution. The speeches of Shri Bora and Dr.
Hazarika are very fundamental.

Now, the point I am. trying to make out is
that unemloyment problem, if it were a problem which
can be solved only by driving out all ouisiders and
putting in all Asszmese people in Assam, it would
be easy. But it is necsssary to continously safeguard
the interest of employment for younger generation.
Therefore. i1 js necessary to create conditions for
new and more industries to grow. Now, as for
Caleutta, it is over-industrialised. A State like Assam
and Orissa should have policy for giving effective
scope for fresh investment. For this, I like the speech
of Shri Bora very much. He said that problem of
unemployment should not be confined to a state alone,
it should be solved as India as 2 wole. We, there-
fore, try to do it. We issue circulars. But our circulars
do mnot give very much effect. Now there is political
Committee for political pressure. After the House Co-
mmittee was created, this Committee went from indus-
try to industry and created sufficient political pressure
Whereby a change has come. What our circular could
not do, is done by this Committee.
