As regards,
dismantling of houses by our Police of Tusirang
Valley as reported in the news-item, the fact is that
on S5th January, 1971 under the existing Forest laws,
our Forest officials with the help of Police disman-
tled 11 houses belonging to Naga'encroachers. These
houses were constructed in Central Dessoi at a place
four miles inside territory of Assam. As regards
Tuli Paper Mill it is not a fact that the Nagaland
labourers are troubled by our Police. ©On the con-
trary Nagaland labourers are sent to repair stretc-
hes of road falling within our territory.

COMPLAINT OF BREACH OF PRIVILEGE ANNOUN-
CEMENT BY THE ALL INDIA RADIO

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua — Sir, with your permission
I want to bring a very serious matter in the form
of a privilege motion under Rule 158 (1) of the Rules
of Procedure and Conduct of Business on a complaint
by an hon. Member. The proviso to the rule says—
“Provided that if the breach is committed in actual
view of the House, the House may take action without
complaint”. This breach of privilege has been bro-
ught most painfully against the hon. Chief Minister

who is also the Minister-in-Charge of Flood Control.
Sir, you know that the House is in
we are discussing the

session and
Governor’s debate and we
dealing with th> most burning problems of the State

including the Flood control measures. Many of the
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hon. Members have drawn pointed attention of the
Government to the inadequate flood control mea-
sures and the apathy shown by the Government of
India in respect. of giving financial assistance. Apart
from that I personally brought one special motion

~and the Minister started giving his reply which has

not yet been completed. But strangely enough, when
the House is in session and we are discussing about
tbe various flood control measures the Chief Minis-
ter who is also the Minister-in-charge of Flood
Control gave a news to the All India Radio which
was broadcast to-day about the various measures
the Government is going to take up, by ignoring
the very existence of the House which amounts to
breach of privilege 6f ths House. In this connec-
tion T would draw your attention to page 211 of
Practice and ‘Procedure of Parliament by Kaul. We
have also got 2 directive from the Chair in this
regard. In page 211 of Kaul’'s book it is stated—
“According to the parliamentary practice, usage and
convention, it is improper, although technically not
a breach of Privilege of contempt of the House,
to give for any reason, premature publicity in the
press to notices of questions, adjournment motions,
resolutions, answers to questions and other similar
matters connected with the business of the House.

Thae fo.lowing are instances of such improprieties

and breaches of conventions :
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Publication of questions before they are admitted
by the Speaker and before their answers are
given in the House or laid on the Table (a).

Publication of answers to questions before they
are given in the House or laid on the Table (b)

Publication of notices of adjournmnent motions
or resolutions before they arc. admitted by the
Speaker or mentioned in the House .c)

Publication of the report of a Commilttee or
Commission appointed by Governmentin pursu-
ance of a resolution of the House or an under-

taking given in the House (d).

Making of important policy announcements by
Ministers outside the House while the House
is in session (e). Sir, I stress the words
“making of important policy announcements’.

Apart from that, May’s Parliamentary Practice
has clearly mentioned that publication of procee-
dings of ‘the Committees or House conducted
in closed door or draft report of the = Committee
before these have been place before the House will,
however, constitute breach of privilege of the House.
Now, the hon. Chief Minister, when the House is
in session and when we are discussing these matters,
gave aradio broadcast without taking the House
into confidence.
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In this connection the direction given once by
the Chair was very clear. In the year.c, ..o

Mr. Speaker—One , fundamental thing, Mr. Barua, is
that there are certain provisions under the Rules

under which only you can bring in a Motion of
Privilege.

Shri Mahendra Mohan Choudhury—Sir, when a privilege

motion is brought inside the House on certain paper of
Teports or oncertain information given by certain
important source, Government or semi-Government
institutions, that matter must be placed before the
Speaker. Unless that matter 1s placed before the
Speaker how can the Speaker can give his ruling or
the person against whom the charges have been
levelled can give an explanation. Therefore, Sir, the
first thing is that the statement must be before the
House. Then only the Chair can decide whether
breach of privilege is there or not.

. Speaker - Mr. Barua, have you got the documents
with you.

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua - Radio bulletins are not
distributed amongst Members. The detailed announ-

cement has been heard by all including myself this
morning.

Mr. Speaker —It is not before the House. Unless that
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document is before the House no such motion can
be brought. I, accordingly, rule it out. The House
cannot take action without knowing what is there in
the announcement. It is for the mover to place the

documents on which to rely for making a decision
by the Chair.

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua —I am sorry, Sir, I am not
in a position to make you understand, or you
are not understanding me. Sir, is it possible for
the Members to get the Government bulletins ?
Can you say, Sir, that the announcements made
from time to time through the All India Radio
are not correct. If you say that the announcement
given on behalf of the Government is not correct,
then I will sit down. The announcement I am
referring to was given this morning in all the langu-
ges and all the people have heard it. Sir, I cannot
bring the announcement here, it is for you to verify
about the correctness of the statement I have made,
We are not authorised to bring in any Government
bulletine or leaflets. The All India Radio announcement
was based on a statement issued by the ‘Chief Minis-
ter. Then what proof or documents do you want
from. If the Chief Minister comes to this side and

I am allowed to g0 to the other side then I can

produce documents and not before. Sir,

I am placing
the facts before

the House and the House will

decide. Sir, even without giving any notice or without
giving any documents a Member has the right to
move such a motion under the Rules. Sir, when
late Shri Hareswar Goswami was in the Chair, he
gave a ruling that a Member could bring in a
Motion even without giving notice or placing
documents. How can I verify whether the
announcement made by the All India Radio is correct
or not. If the Chief Minister or the Chair can say
that it is not correct I will withdraw. Sir, if you
cannot give us protection the right spirit of the
democratic forum cannot be maintained. If the announ-
cement made by the All India Radio on flood
control measures is not correct—let the Government
say so-—then the Privilege Motion will be brought
against the All India Radio. But how can you demand
documents from us when we have no access to
them. Let me place all the facts before you first,

then you will have the right either to reject it or
accept  it.

- Speaker—It is about the form.

Dulal Chandra Barua-— Sir, our Rule is very clear.
I am lodging a complaint on the basis of the voice
given by the Government. If All India Radio’
voice is not the voice of the Government, let the
Chief Minister say so, I shall withdraw immediately.
If the All India Radio’s voice is the voice of the
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Government, then no document is necessary. Our
Rule 158 says a breach of privilege may be brought
to the notice of the House by a complaint, without
even the document. It is upto you to verify and
let the Government deny. ( Voices, interruptions ).
Sir, in  this connection I like to refer to the observa-
tions made by our. then hon. Speaker in a similar
matter concerning the Supply Minister. He observed
‘Further there is another aspect of the matter. The

Supply Minister not only did not place those infor-
: mation before the House prior to his making them
available to the representative of the press, however,
uncalculatingly, but did not even disclose these facts
and information before the House on Sth June in
his statement and thus deprived the House of valua-

ble information. This must be taken exception to

and cannot be allowed «eres.e.

Speaker— We always give precednce to the Point
of Order. As soon as a point of orderis raised,
the Member on his leg should give scope for it.

Mahendra Mohan Choudhury—On a point of order,
Sir, our Rule 158 is very clear. It says a breach
of privilege, either of a member or of the House
or of a Committee thereof, may, with the consent
of the Speaker be brought to the notice of the

House (i) by a complaint from a member— that

means the complaint must be in' writing and must
come in proper procedure. If an hon. Member wants to
raise a definite question inside the House, then he may
inform the hon. Speaker in due time so that
privilege motion inside the House may de considered
by the hon. Speaker. In this case he has not made
so. Secondly the Proviso to the rule says that if
the breach is committed in actual view of the
House, the House may take action without com-
plaint. So if any breach of privilege is brought
before the House, and it is to be considered on merit,
then the breach must be committed in actual view
of the House, and the member can bring a motion.
In this case, he is basing his motion on the radio
announcement which was made this morning. There-

fore it is not in actual view of the House. Lastly,
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Sir, it is very clear under Rule 159. It says ‘If the
complaint is founded upon a decument the original
thereof shall accompany the notice’. So as the original
document has not been placed it is not founded upon
a document. Again, Sir, he has not given the
substance of the radio announcement. The radio
may circulate any news. Here many hon. Members
do not listen to the radio regularly. Of course
many of the members might have heard the radio
announcement. I have not heard it. Therefore if
a privilege motion on the announcement of the
radio is brought, the substance of the announce-
ment must be before the House. On that substance
he can made a complaint before the hon. Speaker
and on that complaint you will decide that course
should be taken. Without all these details, I do
not understand, how the motion can be allowed.

Sailen Medhi—On a point of order, Sir, according
to Rule 158 a breach of privilege, either of a mem-

ber or of the House or of a Committee thereof,
may, with the consent of the Speaker be brought
to the notice of the House

(i) by a complaint from a member ;

(i) by a petition ; or

(i) by a report from a Committee.
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Sir, when according (ii) it can be brought by a
petition, it means the complaint should not be in
writing. Otherwise, the provision ‘by a petition’ will
not have been inserted. The Rule 158, therefore,
clearly says that it may be brought by a complaint
which need not necessarily be in writing. Since
under (i) it can be brought by a complaint, which
need not be in writing, the proviso (ii) has been
inserted that it can also be brought by a petition.
Thirdly it can = be brought by a report from a
Committee. Now, my friend, hon. Shri Dulal Barua
raised a question on a complaint which need not
necessarily be in writing. He has brought the com-
plaint on certain facts, Whether the facts are ycorrect
or not has to be first seen ? Whether the fact that
the hon. Chief Minister has made a policy state-
ment is correct or not is first to be ascertained.
Whether the hon. Chief Minister has made a state-

ment on the flood control measures or not is first
to be decided.

Whether the allegation made by the hon. Mem-
ber Shri  Dulgyl Barua is correct or not that a
policy  statement has been made by the Assam
Government in the All Tndia Radio while the House
was in Session, and whether it is to be discussed
in the House. Ag regards second thing, we are not
In a position to Place before the House the facts
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or it is up to Treasury Bench to discuse whether
this privilege motion is correctly placed or wrongly
placed. Unless we come to a decision whether the

facts stated by Shri Barua is correct how the
privilege motion can be disallowed.

Mr. Speaker —Now, I am giving ruling on the merit of
the case. When a case is to be decided on the
merit it must come in some form. It is not that
I am preventing the hon. Member from excercising
his right to bring any motion for discussion of
important matters, when he thinks even if the adjo-

urnment motion is also made in some form it is

taken up for discussion also. Breach of Privilege

motion gathers certain rules. Now, here Rule 158
says ““A breach of privilege, either of a member
or of the House or of a Committee thereof, may,
with the consent of the Speaker be brought to the

notice of the House :

(i) by a complaint from a member ;

(ii) by a petition ; or

(iii) by a report from éCommittee 2
Moreover, there are certain things

to complaint against Members,
circumstances ( Interruptions )

. Itis I to interpret whe-
ther a breach of the House is committed or whether

a statement made in the Newspaper or in the Radio
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out side the House can be construde to amount
the breach of privilege of the House. I disagree
with that view, because the only thing done in the
House which may amount to privilege and any
statement made by the hon. members or the hon.
Ministers or anything done within the precincts of
the House, even without any complaint the House
can take action under Rule 158 and considering
the urgency of the case. As a matter of this House
has also precedents of such action in the past.
Therefore any statement, or any action of the hon.
member out side the House cannot construde to
have ( loud voices ... ) ... I am raising point of order.
Therefore, this complaint cannot come in this form
and this is my ruling.

1 Dulal Chandra Barua —I may tell you, Sir, you

have already given your ruling on the point of order.
Though Tam not in 3 position to move in form [
cannot disagree or I cannot dishonour your ruling.

But T am SOITy ‘to tell you Sir, that there are
precedents even jp my case. We are deprived of
our legitimate right,

We bow down . to it. Itis not proper to talk about
ruling of the Chair whether it is right or jwrong.
I'am not questioning the ruling, I am only making
a submission to you. Firstly you allowed to make
statement of allegation and you have been pleased
torule Under Rule 158 that it should be a written
complaint and I submit to it. Although it is a
debatable point because in the Criminal Court a
complaint may be written complaint or verbal com-
plaint. ( Voices ) I am talking from Rule 158, and
if the hon. members ( in Assamese— Alap rabason)
themselves do not keep the prestige and dignity,
the Chair is helpless. Therefore we all bow down
to your ruling. Now, having said that, T am only
submitting that a complain under Rule 158 may
be wverbal or it may be ‘written and you have been
pleased to rule thatitis to be written. T am coming
to that Sir, Rule 159 says —““A  member wishing
to make a complaint of a breach of privilege shall
give notice in writing to the Secretary before the
commencement of the sitting on the day on which
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it is proposed to be maldei If the complaint is
founded upon a document the original thereof shall
accompany the notice”. I suppose notice has been
given. ( Voices—no notice is given ). Then do you
allow to raise "this point ? ( Voices ) Any way, Sir,
the matter has been raised and you have been pleased
to rule. But the matter relates to an important
convention and a privilege of the House.

Mahendra Mohan Choudhury—How do you know
it is an established convention ?

Debeswar Sarmah—I am coming to that Sir. It is an
established convention because when the House is
in session certain important matters of policy on
the part of the Government should not be given
publicity elsewhere than in the House. That is
why it is an established convention. But how
do we know that there was an announcement of
policy in the All India Radio this morning ? Some
people might have heard it, others may not. T have
not heard, I have no radio. But the matter has
been allowed by you to be raised on the floor of
the House to the effect that an important  policy
announcement has been made by the All India
Radio this morning although the House is in session.
Yo have allowed it—that is on record. Therefore,
as the custodian of the privilege and rights of the
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House I beceech you and I submit to you for
your consideration to (1) write to All India Radio

as the Speaker of the House whether certain announ-

cement was made, (2) if so, to send the script to
you, (3) then, if there was an announcement and
if there was a script, who gave it. But for that
I suppose, in submission to your ruling, Shri Dulal
Barua should give a written complaint to you. It

(a) at the rate applicable to the share:ricof a
brother if such share exceeds R, 6,000;

(b) at 2 N.P. in the rupee, it the shaie of
brother is Rs. 6,000 or less.”

Then comes the explanation. ** For the purposes
of this Section,—

(1) the expression ° share of a brother” in the
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case of a Joint family governed by Mitakshara law
means the portion of the total agricultural income of a
Hindu undivided or joint family which would have
been allotted to a brother, if a partition of the
property of such family had been effected accord-
ing to the ordinary rules of Hindu Law applicable
to such family, on the day before the assessment
is made ; and (2) “son” includes a son’s and bro-
ther includes brother’s widow.”

Giasuddin Ahmed —Sir, T have a point of order on
this Resolution. So far as I understand, this resolution
is not acceptable. The Resolution reads like this,
“This Assembly do now resolve that Jyoit
Chitraban ( Film Studio ) Kahilipara, be converted in
Registered Society under the name and title of “‘Jyoti
Chitraban ( Film Studio )" registered under the
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Societies Registration Act, 1860.

I do not know how we can pass a resolution like
this. This proposed Society is going to be registered
or is proposed to be registered under the Societies
Registration Act, 1860. We have the Societies Regis-
tration Act here and some methods and procedure
have been laid down for registration of a Society.
I would like to refer to section 1 of the

Societies Registration Act, 1860. It reads thus: |

“Any seven or mcre persons associated for an s
literary, scientific, or charitable purpose, or for &ny
such purpose as is described in section 20 of this Act,
may, by subscribing their names to a memorandum
of association, and filing the same with the Regis-
trar of Joint stock Compénies form themselves into
a society under this Act”. We cannot pass a resolu-
tion_ here and form a society. Seven persons or more
must be associated for any purpose in order to form
a Society. This resolution is illegal and cannot be
allowed. Apart from the merits or demerits of the
resolution I would like to submit that is an illegal
resolution  which this  house cannot adopt.
Further this is not in proper form. We have
g0t nothing to do with forming a Society. If the
artists, or film actors or actresses want to form a
society they can do it. The law is there and this
august House cannot do it by adopting a resolution.
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We cannot convert the Studio into a Society by
means of a reselution.

Shri Kamakhya Prasad Tripathy (Minister, Finance)—May I

Mr.

submit, Sir, that the point of order is no point of order.
No Article under the Constitution or no rule in our
Assembly debates has been pointed out which con-
travenes bringing of such a resolution. What has
been pointed out is the necessity of certain pro-
cedure to get a society registered. To-day this
resolution is not for registration of a Society. To-
day, the House if in its wisdom decides that a
society may be registered in that case necessary
steps will be taken according to provisions of the
Act for the purpose of registration. That will be
a subsequent issue. Today the House is to decide
whether the House approves the idea in principle
that such a society be registered. Therefore, it has
nothing to do with the procedure.

Speaker —The point of order does not lie here as
he says. The point lies here is whether it contra-
avenes any articles of the Constitution or any
rules of this House. There is no violation of any
article of the Constitution or any rules of this
House. Therefore the point of order is out of order.
As regards the competence of the House, this is
for the House to decide. The Government has
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brought a resolution. It is for the House to decide
whether it is to be adopted or not.
