Then some schemes for minor irrigation and other sche-
mes were submitted by the Rampur Development Block
to the Agricujture Department and Embankment and
Drainage Department But there was no response. The
officers did not care to visit the place in order to see
whether those schemes are feasible or not. This is the
way how multiple cropping is being encouraged in our
State ! What is true of my constituency is, [ am sure,
true of all other constituencies of our State.

. Then, Sir, no mention in the Address has been
m2tde_ about the extension of the broad gauge railway
line in our State. This is a persistent demand of our
people for removing the transport bottleneck. Though
it 1s the concern of the Central Government, yet as
there 1S N0 mention about it in the Address, I am
afraid Government is not very serious about it.
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‘Then, sir, T conclude by saying that our Chief
Minister has thanked the voters for giving votes to his
party. I haveno quarrel with him over ir, but [ think
the people of this State, his voters and our voters, otir
master will have real satisfaction of being thanked if
the Chief Minister can rid them of the corruption that
is rampant in the administration. However good and
