(a) Whether it is a fact that late Manoj Sankar
Purkayastha, M. A, stood first in the competitive examina-
tion conducted by the Assam Public Service Commission
for recruitment to the Assam Police Service in the year
1969 and was appointed as D.S.P. on probation with

-~ effect from 1st August 1969 and from that date he was

undergoing training at Dergaon Police Training College
and he was the only Bengali speaking cadet in the batch 9

(b) Whether it is a fact that he passed 11 months
of his training as such without any complaint against
him but when only a month Ileft for him to complete the
training, the Principal of the Training College suspended

Shri Purkayastha from the Training College on a complaint
by one Krishna Bahadur ?
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(c) If so, the nature of the complaint and whether
they were proved ?

(d) Whether it is a fact that subsequently this brilli-
ant youth Shri Purkayastha had been found in dying

condition on account of serious assaults in a Gauhati

Hotel and expired in Gauhati Medical College Hospital ?

(¢) Whether it is a fact that said. Shri Purkayastha
gave a dying statement in the said hospital ?

() If so, what was his dying statement ?

(6) Whether the Government investigated into this
ragic death of this promising officer ?

(h) Whether the Government is aware that this deceased
youth was the only son of his parents and whether the
Government i_n its wisdom propose to pay some consider-
able financial relief to his bereaved and helpless parents ?

Shri MAHENDRA MOHAN CHCUDHURY ( Chief
Minister ) replied ¢

131,  (a)—Yes.

(b)—Yes.

() —It was alleged that the said Officer while on
round duty on the night of 29th June 1970 attempted to
outrage the modesty of tne wife of Shri Krishna Bahadur,
a Constable of the Police Training College, Dergaon at
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about 10-30 p. m. On the complaint of Krishna Bahadur
a case No. 11(6)70, under sections 451/254/376/511, I. P. C,
was registered at Dergaon police station which was reported
finally as true under sections 448/354, I. P. C. This case
coald not come ,up for trial in the court as Shri

Purkayastha died meanwhile.

(d)—He was found in precarious condition after falling
down  from the upper story of the Janata Hotel, Gauhati
and he died subsequently in Gauhati Medical College
Hospital, There is no evidence to suggest that he fell
down from the hotel on account of serious assaults.

(e)—Yes.

(f)—He said that while he was standing on the
varandah of the 3rd Floor of the Janata Hotel he was
bodily lifted by two persons who looked like sweepers
and thrown to the ground. A copy of the dying state-
ment is placed on the Table of the House.

(8)—Yes.

(h)—Government are not aware that the deceased
youth was the only son of his parents. Before appoint-
ment as D.S.P. he was working in the N, E. F. A.
Secretariat as Upper Division Assistant. He was quasi
permanent there. The N.E.F.A. administration is considering
to sanction grasuity as admissible under their Rules. But
the‘ Assam Government cannot grant any pensionary
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benefit under the normal Rules as he did mot complete
one year of service under the State Government.

Shri ROTHINDRA NATH SEN—Sir, at this stage I
am not going to ask too much of supplementaries because
I do not want to raise question over a dead body. But
in connection the question (h) may T just request the
Government, if that particular brilliant D.S. P. is alive
to-day he could have fought against the allegations whether
true or false in proper forum, but since he is not in
existence-a brilliant boy and the eldest son of an unfor-
tunate refugee family is no more, may I expect that the
Government would very sympathetically consider the case
and see that the old parents of the unfortunate deceased
are given some sort of cash relief immediately ?

Shri MAHENDRA MOHAN CHAUDHURY —Uuder
rules; as T have said, there is no provision for giving any
monetary benefit in the parents of the deceased. But
when the hon’ble member has suggested, we may see if
some special case can be made,

Shri LAKSHYADHAR CHAUDHURY— May I Know
chether he was on duty on that day ?

Shri MAHENDRA MOHAN CHAUDHURY-—He was
not on duty; he was under suspension. He was in the
Dergaon Police Training College undergoung training and
he was suspended.

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Shii Lalchunga Chinzah—sSir, regarding the power of

the District Councils and Regional Councils to make laws,

it is stated ih Article 3 of the Constitution . of India—

“(1) The Regional Council for an autonomous

region in
fespect of all areas within such region

and the District

in respect of all areas
within the district cxcept those which are under the

authority of Regional Councils, if any, within the district
shall have power to make laws with respect to—

Council for an autonomous district

(a) The allotment, occupation or use, or the setting
apart, of fand, other than any land which is a reserved
forest, for the purposes of agriculture or grazing, or for
residential or other non-agricultural purposes. or for any

other purpose likely to promote the interests of the inha-
bitants of any village or town 3’

In Article 8, it aga'n says —“The Regional Council
for an autonomous region is respect of all lands within
such region and the District Council for an autonomous
district in respect of all lands within the district except
thcse which are in the areas under the authority of Regio-
nal Councils, if any, within the district, shall have the
power to assess and collect revenue in respect of such
lands in accordance with the principles for the time being
followed by the Government of Assam in assessing lands

for the purpose of land revenue in the State of Assam
generally.”

Therefore, according to the existing rule, the District
Councils concerned have passed all regulations as autho-
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rised here and these laws, rules and regulations . become
Act. Under ‘these laws, rules ani regulations framed by
the District Councils, they have the power for doing
registration and evoluation etc, of land except the reserved
forests and the Deputy Commissioner does not come into
the picture, at all. How can he issue a certificate of lands
over which he has no authority ? For this, many = cases
of loan applications for housing or industries have to be
rejected. Because, the D, C. ca~not give certificate, But
the certificate issued by the district councils are not hon-
oured these the difficults arige.

Shri Joy Bhadra Hagjer—Sir, T would - like to  refar
here my reply given in 140 (a) that the District Councils
are in complete authority to manage all land affairs except
in respect of reserved forests. They have their power for
allotment, registration and evolution etc. of lands. Anyhow
we shall find out about which the hon’ble member has
complained, and where the difficulty-lies. The registration
is not with the District Councils and probably the Depart-
ments need a certificate from the Deputy Commissioner as
to whether the land js registered or not. There lies the
difficulty, Anyhow, will try to find the actual state of
