the Minister incharge of E. & D. earlier he has
stated here in this House that the Government
of India has agreed finally to bear the cost of
50 per cent of the total cost of the particular
project. But yesterday he has stated there was no
direct commitment from Govt. India in
this regard. I want (o know clearly as the other
day from the Government side it has been stated
that Government of India has agreed to give
50 per cent financial assistance for this particular
project. Now, which statement we are to accept 9

Shri Mahendra Mohan Choudhury ( Chief Minister ) — Sir,

the point is our demand is 15 crores in fve
years in the fourth Plan ie. 3 crores annually
either as loan or grant, What I wanted to state

yesterday that this amount is too meagre for
the controlling of the Brahmaputra and we are

to demand more funds. As stated yesterday we &

want another 50 crores for raising and strengthening
or the existing dykes and another 50 crores for
filling of the gaps or connecting the missing
links. In this year we need 35 crores for raising
a dam in Pagladiya. Therefore we are not
satisfied with 15 crores, we want more. We have

already got one fifth of the total allotment. But
our demand is for more fynd.

Shri Dulal Chandra Baruva— Sir, !5 crores is different

.
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from 50 per cent. Our point is whether 50 per
cent will be borne by the Govt. of India.

Mahendra Mohan Choudhury— Sir, whatever amount
is allocated for the controlling of the Brahma-
putra in the Five Year Plan Govt. of India
will give 50 percent. Our allocation is 26.6. crores,
below 30 crores. Therefore we are to satisfy
with the demand. We are entitled to 13.2 crores
for 5 years. But we are not going to be satisfied
with that amount. If we can produce schemes which
are technically viable we will ask for more money.

Dulal Chandra Barua— Sir, as the Chief Minister
has stated we are to give specific project reports
to the Government of India then they will sanc-
tion sufficient amount against those projects. Now,
may I know whether those projects the been prepared ?

If so, what is the estimated cost for those particu-
lar projects ?

Mahendra Mohan Choudhury—Sir, I have already
stated that final estimates are not ready, only rough
estimates are ready.- According to the rough
estimate we want 50 crores for raising and streng-
thening of the existing embankments and 50 crores
for filling up the gaps, ie. connecting the missing
Jinks for these short term projects. Another 400
crores Wwill be necessay for long term projects for
raising dams in Dehang, Pagladiya and Subansiri
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river. These estimates will be scrutinised by

the technical consultant committee and after that

we shall approach the Govt. of India and demand
funds.

Mahendra Mohan Choudhury — Actually no decision
has been taken in any time regarding provincia-
lisation of Private colleges. There was some talk
and  suggestions were called for from the authorities
concerned for provincialisation of one college in
each Sub-division, but the matter ended there.

Dulal Chandra Barua- As in Assam, there only one
provincialised college, there was pressure from the
Educationists and college teachers and they also
submitted a memorandum that at least some of the
colleges’ are to be Provineialised by the Goverment
and Government also acted accordingly. I remem-
ber a few colleges, —Handique Girls’ College, as it
is the only Girls’ college in the State, Sibsagar
College, Dibrugarh Kanoi College, Gurucharn College
of Silchar, Karimganj College etc from which re-
POrts were called for and Govt. was about to take
decision finally for Frovincialisation of these Colleges.

I want to know what has so far been dcne by
the Govt ¢

Mzhendra Mohahn Choudhury— As an alternative
of provincialisation deficit System of grant has been
given to the colleges mentioned by Shri Barua,
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Under. the system of deficit grant all the facilities
are given to the colleges, and some feel that under
the deficit system the colleges enjoy more facilities
than the provincialised college.  Therefore, the
question of provincialisation has been kept in
abeyance for the time being.

Re ¢+ ASSAM NAGALAND BORDER INCIDENT

ON 21ST APRIL 1971

»Shri Dulal Chandra Barua-—Sir, I want to put a very

important question today which is. practically a
serious ' matter for the people who are living in
the border areas of Nagaland and Assam. Sir, on
21st April, 1971 at about 1-30 a.m. the Nagaland

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our territory in Kakodonga forest reserve” they went
out and damage housed of new settlers of that
particular area ‘and injured many and one of our
men is now lying in the hospital. Though there
is police camps our A.P. Battalion has no clear
instruction to take precautionery measure for pre- -
venting such kind of crime, they could not do
anything, There is no scheme to  rebabilitate these
people and the police have got frustrated.. Unless
strict measures are taken the people of that area
will have to suffer very badly. My whole conte-
ntion is that police camp, which are within our
territory must be removed forthwith and I urge upon
the Government through you Sir that there should
be no such kind of peacemill policy which does

lot of harm to our own people. Therefore, may

I request the Hon’ble Chief Minister that imme-

diately he should take up the matter with the
Nagaland Government as well as Govt. of India
to remove the camps. The camp itself is indulging
these sort of things. One Mr. Saihu ex-army man,
I donot know how he has been put there by the
Nagaland and under his leadership these incidents
are going on. Any way though the attrocities
continue there our people cannot do any thing

- because there is no clear instrucation from our

Government. 1 personally visited that area and I
found that it would be better to withdraw these
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camps and unless Govt. gives clear instruction to
prevent life and property of our people they will
have to suffer a lot. Therefore a serious Fsituation
has arisen and I urge Government will take prompt
action to prevent. the life and property of the
people, and such kind of attrocities by removing
the camps forthwith from that particular area.

Mahendra Mohan Choudhury, (Chief Minister) — Sir,
it is an unfortunate thing that has happen in the
Nagaland border. On the! present situation I am
giving you a full statement.

In pursuance of Govt’s decision, dereservation
of Kakodonga Reserve Forest has since been com-
pleted in early part of March, 1971 and nearly 700
landless and flood affected families have been given

~ settlement.

Between 21st to 25th January, 1971 people from
Nagaland actively supported by the Nagaland
Armed Police burnt down or demolished about
fifty houses of flood affected and landless people
recently settled in the Kakodonga Reserve Forest.
Strong protest was lodged with the Govt. of Naga-
land. Govt. of India was also informed of this.
D.C., Sibsagar made spot verification on this
matter and assessed the damages due to burning
and destruction of houses at Rs. 12900/- and took
up the matter with the D. C., Mokokchung asking

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for compensation for the same. The D. C. Moko-
kchung was also requested to agree to a joint
enquiry into the matter in order to bring offend-
ers to book. In reply to our protest Nagaland
Govt. informed that Nagaland Armed Police did
not burn down or dismantle houses of our settlers in
Kakedanga Reserve Forest. This reply of the Naga-
land Govi. was not considered satisfactory and the
matter was pressed again. Nagaland Govt. have
since agreed to geta fresh enquiry by the represe-
ntatives of the two state Govts. consisting of Deputy
Con missioner of Jorhat and Deputy Commissioner
Mokokchung made into the incidents of burning

and demolition of houses of settlers in Kakodanga
Reserve Forest.

Inspite of this, reports of fresh burning of
houses of settlers in Kakodanga Reserve Forest
have been received by the Govt.

At about 0130 hours on 2lst April, 1971, one
platoon of Nagaland Armed Police reportedly
demolished twenty (20) sheds recently constructed
by Chowdang settlers in Kakodanga Reserve Forest.
On receipt of information one Assam Police patrol
party from Panikheti rushed to the spot by which
time Nagaland Armed Police personnel had already
left. Nagaland Armed Police is reported to have
taken away valuable clothes and other articles and
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cash money, total value of which is estimated at
Rs. 500/- One Someswar Gogoi, a new settler there,
received injuries in the incident and he was sent
to Borhola State dispensary for treatment.

Strong protest has been lodged with the Govt.
of Nagaland. We have asked the Govt. of Naga-
land to take immediate punitive action against the
guilty personnel of Nagaland Armed Police and have
also demanded immediate return of the looted pro-
perty. Govt. of India have also been informed of
this provocative and illegal action of Nagaland Armed
Police personnel. The reply from the Nagaland
Govt. is awaited.

Dulal Chandra Barua— What steps have  been
taken for removal of the said camp ? Whether

relief and financial assistance will be gra ted to
the affected persons »

Mahendra Mohan Choudhury—From our side we
must give some relief. There i1s no post at all.
The people came there in stray manner under
Coverage of Nagaland Armed Police. Therefore,
when our Police arrived there they didnot find any
body. From our side we have given instruction to our

Police that every action should be taken to guard
the safety of our people.

Shri Dalul Chandra Barua— Sir, if the Chief Minister
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had gone there he could see the camp, and he
has also seen the camp of the Nagaland Armed
Police.

Mahendra Mohan Choudhury—The attach was not
from the people of this camp.

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua- The attack was from that
camp. One Havildar Seilo was in-charge of the
camp and the attack was made under his leader-
ship.

Shri Mahendra Mohan Choudhury— That point is not
clear in my report. I shall make enquiry.

Mr. Speaker—The House stands adjourned till 29th April,
1971.
