For example, in 'the year 1966 a number
of P. W. D. men were kidnaped by the hostiles'at Lawngtlai,
in. 1967 on 3rd  March.a local -leader ~was- killed" by ‘the
M. N. F. in- the heart of Lawngtlai itself and another man
was killed in the outskirt: In- 1968 two: persons were killed
in thier.own house and in 1970 again there was a ghastlymurder
committed in the = same area: All these .things happened
in spite of the presensce of the security force there. The
seccurity force said that they were not on protection duty
but they were 'on operational duty ‘and ‘therefore they are
not responsible for the security of the people.” It ‘was also
suspected that the hostiles have indirect access to"the supply
godown. It wasin view of all these things that the people
there demanded for a police out-post to be setup :there at
Lawngtlai. May 1 therefore. request the Government to set
up a police out-post there with out any further delay ¢

The authorities in Mysore have failed to establish the identity
of Shri Kamath while the reports from the D.J. G. Inteiligence,
Bombay, the Commissioner of police, Greater Bombay, and
the D.I.G.P., Crime and® Railways, C.L.D. -Maharashtra,
Poona, are yet to be received. The authorities here have
already reminded the D:I.G. , Intelligence, Bombay, and others
by wireless message. The details of investigatons in Assam
have so far revealed nothing adverse. we are waiting for the
report from the Maharashtra Government. So far the other

Government could not identify him.

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua :- When this information was
