the Head Office but no action seems to have been taken, nei-

ther against the contractor no against the officer concerned.

Purchases have been made from the same Firm, Steelworth
& Co., Gauhati by the D.I.G, (Administration) for the 5th Assam
Battalions and four such Tabular Strictures purchased. Sir, very
interesting thing is that the sanction for 'these purchases
of Tabular Strictures was given very promptly but no sanction
for purchase of ,r-naterials of C.]T. Sheets, bricks, timber etc. was

the price sanctioned was higher. Even today the same firm
supplied one tabular stricture on one terms the administration
at the top have fixed higher rate than in the previous ones.
