The Group- 1 order was issued on 25-9-71 and the
group- II and III orders were issued on 3-8-7l.

For non-availability of the building materials in time
the work could not be completed as per the agreed time
schedule i. e. three months.

3. It islearnt that there were some disputes between the
A.S.E. B’s officials and the Contractor’s employees, which
resulted in counter-cases being registered with the police.
This also delayed the execution of the works. T he Con-
tractors have been given time till 30-7-73 for completing
all these works. The Contractors have duly rectificd the
defects in their works pointed out by the officers of the
Board. \

4. Ttis also learnt that Shri B. M. Misra, the father of
Shri B. B. Misra, a Subordinate Engineer of the Board
hinted at in the news-item and Shri R. C. Misra, the
latter’s brother, were appointed by the Contractor Shrj S P.
Pathak, who repoitedly hails from their village, as his
representatives at Gossaigaon to supervise the contract
work.

5. The Board conducted a departmental enquiry into this
matter and found that Shri B. B. Misra had visited Gossai-
gaon on various occassions but could not find any proof to
substantiate the allegation that Sarvashri Pathak and Tiwari
are ‘benamdars’ for Shri B. B. Misra or that these 2 contrac-
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tors are fictitious persens. However, in view of the suspi-
cious ecircumstarces of this case, the- Government have
referred this matter to the poliee for investigation.

6. Meanwhile Shri B. B. Misra resigned from Board’s

Shri Sarat Chandra Sinha, (Chief Minister) :- Mr. Speaker
Sir, while disposing the Starred Assembly Question No.
161 asked by Shrimati Renuka Devi Barkataki on
15.6.73, you were good enough to observe that I should

make a statement regarding the supply of furniture to the
temporary Assembly Hostel for accommodation of Hon'ble
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Members at the Dispur Campus. I beg. therefore, with
your permission, to clarify the actual position in that
regard.

There was a meeting of the House committee of the
Legislature on 11-1-73 at Gauhati which was also attended
by the Chief Secretary to the Government of Assam as a
special invited. The overall arrangements made for the
functioning of the Legislative Assembly and for accommo-
dation of the Hon’ble Members of the House at Dispur
were discussed in some detail in course of the deliberations
of the Committee on the day. It was indicated in that meet-
ing that the State Government were making arrangements
for temporary ecconmodation of about 90 Hon’ble Members
at Dispur. It was, howéver, decided in the meeting that
accommodation facilities should be provided for at least
100 Hon’ble Members instead of 90 as contemplated.

When the question of providing the requisite furniture
for those 100 units arose, it was indicated by the Chief

Gecretary that the exter.t to which the existing furniture in
the Assembly Hostel in Shillong could be utilised for the
temporary hostel at Dispur was under discussion with
the‘Megha]aya Government. It was clarified that the result
. of that discussion could possibly ‘be intimated to the Assem-
bly Secretariat by about 13-1-73.

The Committee, however, felt that as most of that

furniture were worn-out and obsolute, it would be better
to have modern furniture for the temporary Hostel at Dispur.,

¥ was clarified from the Government’s side that if it
was not possible to move furniture from the existing
Assembly Hostel in Shillong, arrar gements for making the
required furniture for the Dispur hostel would to be made
ot Gauhati and it would be the concern of the Assembly
Secretariat. The Secretary, Assembly apprehended that
it might be too difficult for the Assembly Secretariat to

e
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have the furniture made at Geuhati within the limited
time available. It was suggested that the responsibility
for making the furniture may be taken up by Go-

vernment.

The Chief Secretary indicated that in the event of
the Assembly Secretariat finding it too difficult to make
this arrangement, there would be no objection to Gov-
ernment taking up the work considering the special situ-
ation in which the whole matter had to be viewed. But
it would have to be appreciated that in a situation like
this, ideal arrangements might not be possible. Subject
to this provision, the Chief Secretary assured that if it
becomes necessary, arrangements for making the required
furniture for the Assembly Hostel would be made from

the side of Government.

A copy of the proceedings of the meeting of the

House Committee with suggested amendments on the
portion concerning the Chief Secretury was forwarded to
the Assembly Secretariat on 27-1-73 in connection with

their reference made vide D. O. No. 378/LA dated 19-1-73.

Discussions were held with the Meghalaya Govern-
ment about the feasibility of removing some furniture
for the temporary hostel at Dispur as earlier contelr;p—
lated. It was found that there were furniture for about
66 rooms only in the existing Assembly Hostel in Shillong
and that a portion of the furniture would not in any
case be suitable for the hostel at Dispur. Even all the

furniture in the existing Hostal in Shillong were taken
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to Dispur, there would still be need to arramge additi-
onal furniture for many reoms for Hen’ble Members at
Dispur. '

It was also made out by the Meghalaya Govern-
ment that they would be required to continue using a
major part of the existing hostel for their own purpose
and for providing accommodation to the large number
of official and non-official visitors to Shillong as is the
established practice.

It was, therefore, decided that it would not be worth-
while to consider removing any furniture from Shillong
for use in the temporary hostel at Dispur.

The total estimated expenditure for the required
furniture for 100 units for the FHon’ble Members was
assessed at about Rs. 1.50 lakh. Till now, an amount
of Rs. 1 lakh 13 thousand 9 hundred and 89 conly has
been paid to the firms by way of running payment: in
response to their persistent demand  for payment and
labour.

It may be seen that the four firms concerned who
were finally selected for supplying the furniture had to
do the job wunder trying circumstances considering
the limited time at their disposal. Despite their utmost
efforts, the work could not be completed within the speci-
fied date viz. 5-3-73 and it had to be extended to 10-3-73.
Meanwhile immediate arrangements for providing the
temporary Hostel with furniture had to be made since
it was indicated that some of the Hon’ble Members would
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start arriving at the Hostel a few days ahead of the

Assambly Session due to begin from 16-3-73. Under
the firms were called upon to deli-

immediately even

those circamstances,
ver the furniture at site-at Dispur
without being fully polished or without some finishing
touches, if necessary.

The firms were made to deliver the furniture at
site subject, however. to the specific condition that all
the furniture supplied would have to be published fully
and brought to the required standard as may be prescribed
by Government as soon as called upon to do so.

The furniture which the firms had to deliver under
these conditions were some how put in the rooms of the

temporary hostel for the Hon'ble Members.

Thorough checkinrg of all the furniture with particu-
lar reference to the prescribed specifications began SO0l
after the March, 1973 session. Polishing work was started
at site and articles found defective were rejected and equal
number of prescribed standard replaced. Since payment
to the extent of about 76/. of the total value of the bills
qnly has been made, there would be ample scope to g0
into further details and scrutinise the claims fully before

making final payments.
The House Committee was kept duly apprised of

the position in' a subsequent meeting.

I may state in this connection that Government
was called upon to arrange the furniture for the tem-
porary Assembly Hostel in some very special circums-
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tances as explained earlier. The main concern of the
Department was to see that minimum essential furni-
ture was immediately provided to avoid any inconvenience
to the Hon’ble Members who started coming to reside
in the temporary Hestel at Dispur. Despite, however, of
these severe limitations, there was no slackening of or
deviation from the prescribed rules and procedure at any

stage. I may also assure you Sir, that it would con-

tinue to be the earnest endeavour of all concerned to

follow the Rules and procedures prescribed for such
matters whatever may be the limitations and difficulties.

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This will adversely affect the finances of the State
during the Fifth Plan and may compel the State Gover-
nment either to divert resources from developmental re-
quirements to meet the salaries of Government emplo-
- yees or deny justice to the Government employees ........
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, Shrimati Renuka Devi Barkataki :—Mr. Deputy Spea-
ker, Sir, in participating in the discussion of the first
report of the Assam Pay Commission which has been
submitted to the Chief Minister and which the " Chief -
Minister. has placed in the House, I would like to make

a few observations. Sis, it is pity for us,—the mem-

‘bers of the Opposition: who have got no connection, in

any way, with the -Govt. employees, we are the biggest
advocates of the Government employees. to whom justice
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has been denied by the Government. It is really pity
that Government which talks of socialism, has denied
justice to their own people with whom they are having
their administrative machinery and with whome they talk
of giving justice to the people and bring socialism. It
is mere a talk. Because, Sir,I happen to be the Pre.
sident of the largest Government employees Union viz :
All - Assam Miniterial Officer’s Association it is pairful
for me to see un-sympathetic attitude shown to these
employees by the Government. = Sir, it is reatly a pity and
if the Government is run with a group of people who
have no means to arrange two square meal a day, with
a group of people who have no means to arrarge a shelter
over their heads, with a group of people who have mno
means to arrange some cloth for their family to live
a decent living is the socity, in how this Government will
be able to give justice to the people. This Government
can be called a utopian one. If the Government fee_ls
that they cnnnot do anything to the Government as a
part of the machine they cannot touch the administra-
tion then I will say that last 3-day strike by the All
Assam Ministerial Officers Association should be an eye
opener to the Chief Minister, when due to that strike
the whole administration came to-a stand still.

Sir,
the minimum salary given to a Government wervant was
Rs. 80/- and the Commission has recommended, Rs,18¢/-
I would like to ask the Chief Minister whether he has
calculated what is the existing remuneration of a Grade
IV employee ; it is about JRs. 180/- with all allowances.
Therefore, the Pay Commission has given nothing to

them, The Commission has told us about some theories -

which are out —dated. Sir, I am not at all surprised,
because there is nothing to be surprised when the
Pay Commission mentioned about the Market

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all surprised because the Commission has been consti-
tuted with an out dated Chairman who has long retired
and therefore he took report to these out-dated theories.

But it is a pity that the Govern-
ment is depending on that Commission that it will redress
the grievances of the Government employees, Sir, before

While enunciating the principle of pay determination,
the Commission have referred to three broad principles.
e..g., (11 equal pay for equal work, (2) principle of mar-
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ket value, and (3) the principle of model employer. It
is strange and agonising to note that the State Pay
Commission which recommended salary structure in the
26th year of our republic have forgotten the nerms and
principles of minimum salary as per forms laid down
by the Fifteenth Indian Labour Commission.

The Commission while discussing the above three
principles in their recommendations have come up with
some irrelevant arguments. Dealing with the principle
of market value the Commission have quoted from the
recommendations of Rovland Committee on Public Service
in India (1912-15) Presided over by Lord Blington. The
recommendations are out-dated as they were devised to
serve the cause of the colonial rule. But this Pay Co-
mmission have stuck to those recommendations. The
principle is such that unless it is devised in a country
of full employment, it cannot but be said that the

weakness of the Indian masses and for that matter Govt.
servants was not known to Lord Blington.

Sir, in discussing the chapter of economic background
and financial resources, the Commission has shawn some
figures and analysed data which obviously means that the
Commission instead of going deep into the cause have
argued the Government case in their report. Sir, after
going through the report I feel that this Pay Commi-
ssion has looked after the interest of the State Gover-
ament and they have not looked after the interest of
the Govt. employees. The commission has betrayed the
interest of the emplayees. The present day position
of the Government is mainly due to the defective
policy maintained by the Government since a long

back.

While fixing the minimum salary the Commission

N

ey,
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appears to have rejected the principles and norms of the
Fifteenth Indian Labour Commission, 1957, but have
preferred to some other theories including dictary charts.
it is not known why the Commission did not favour
the recommendation of XVth ILC. The Commission
rejecting Dr. Akroyds theory preferred to latest expert view

of Dr. C. Gopalan, and S. S. Norsing Rao. According to

their theory, the cost of balance diet at 1972 price comes
to Rs. 183.47 P. But the Commission while fixing the
minimnm salary have preferred to depend upon the
survey report of National Sample Survey on the basis

of which the cost of actual diet comes to Risomelalble 118

paise. This deviation is not understood at all. Although

the Commission have agreed to improve the dietary chart -

a little more nutritional items like fruits etc. still the
cost of locally adjusted jmproved died” as shown by the
Commission has no basis at all. The requirement and
the price as shown in the chart is unbelievable.

The Commission have recommended the minimum
salary of Rs. 1801- with the following components :(—

Food— Rs. 117.26 P.

Sir, even a layman can tell us whether it is possible for
five persons to live one month with Rs. 117.26 P.

For clothing they have given Rs. 11.82 Paise. On
the other hand, the Commission has recommended 72
yards of cloth that will be required for a family and
I do not believe that even 72 yards of cloth will be
available at Rs. 11.82 P X 12 and I do not think that
this Government will be able to provide the low paid
Government employees the cheap variety of cloth with

this amount of money.

‘Regarding Housing, it is very ridiculous. Rs. 14.50
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Paise has bzen fixed as housing expenses or house rent
for the Government eniployees.  Sir, here in Gauhati even
a room 107x 107 i.e. 100 sq ft. costs 150 rupees and the
minmum requirement of g Government employee with his

family will be a room plus a small kitchen and a bath
room. If Mr. Sinha, our Chief Minister says that this
is the real example of socialism that a low paid Gove-
roment employee should remain in one room with a
small kitchen and a community bathroom ard latrine,
I have nothing to say, and if even that he can provide
them with Rs. 14-50 P, T have nothing to say; I am

going to accept this Ieport in to as the Assam Cabinet has
accepted.

For miscellaneous expenditure also they have fixed
Rs. 3589 P. and this miscellaneoys expenditure include,
as the Hon’ble member M. Khouud has said yesterday,
medicine, education, transport and what not. Sir, is it
really possible for a government servant to run his family
with this amount ? What is the result ? A man cannot
live with empty stomach. He js 4 government employee.
People come to him for varjigys things and there is the
allurement there is the temptation and ultimately these
people will be forced to take to corruption. When a
man has to live in hunger, finds his family member star-
ving then he takes to corruption. 'Therefore, it is the
government Whose responsibility it is to look to their
welfare are responsible to make them indulged in corrup-
tion by not giving the due shire i e., the need based
wage and other facilities to the government servants.

Mr. Speaker, Sir, I won’t take much time but the

only thing I want to say is this that unless this Pay
Commission raise the salary of these employees on the
basis of national per capita income, it is no use giving

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them .some salary today, then raising it the next dayj.
and. again, raising it. If -we want a national, simplified
pay structure it should be based on: the . national per
capita income. also. It is a very relevant _thing. Even

‘the Central Pay Commissions both 2nd and 3rd have

accepted.. this theory. The Pay Commission has mentioned,
“That the per capita income is a relevant factor in the:
determining of salaries of = Government : Employees has
been accepted by the Second Centrel Pay Commission as well
as the Supreme Court in the Reserve Bank employees
case. The National Labour Commission observed that
per- capita income should .be a.check against. unsound
pay increase. The Third Central Pay Commission in
its interim report opined that the minimum remunera-
tion of Government servants could not be treated ~in
isolation and that changes in per capita ' national income
were relevant”. : 5

Sir, on‘the one hand we are depriving the Gover-
nment -employees from ‘the ..minimum’ salaries or mini—,
mum__requirements of the life and on. the o;her_ hand
the Government have failed to check . the spiralling Of;
price of essential commodities. Even then "if this Gover-"
nment feeles that with these disgruntled Government>
servants will be able to manage the administrative mac-
hinery, I am giving a word -of caution, that this Gover-
ment will totally. fail. It.will face with complete failure
and Mr. Slnha’s cabinet will find jtself in quandary.
Mr. Sinha should be able to see the writings in the wall
and 'proceed accordingly.’ Sir, the other part of the Report "
is coming out very soon, by the month of July and T,
recommend that the Government should not accept the
first part of the recommendations. It should be. kept
in abeyance and the second part, when it is submitted,
both together should be reviewed ; not only reviewed,
some experts should be appointed to find out’on which™'
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basis the need-based wage should be fixed. I would
also request you and urge upon you to use your good
office for the good of the State and for the good of
the employees, to see, that this report may not be accepted
rather the Government should reject it. If review is not
possible then another Pay Commission with experts and
with persons of active and progrisave brain should be
appointed as early as possible.
