Shri Paramananda Gogoi ( Minister ):--Sir, so far my
information goes, there are 86 Tea Gardens within Silchar
Sadar and Hailakandi Sub-divisions of the Cachar Dis-
trict of which survey: have already been done in respect
of lands which are not required for special cultivation
of tea and for purposes of anciliary thereto. Draft
Khatians have been or were issued to the eligible occu-
pying temants in 81 tea-gardens under the provision of
the Assam ( Temporarily Settled District) Tenancy Act,
1935, but the managements of 22 tea gardens filed writ
petitions and stay orders were issued by the Hon’ble
High Court. The exact figure is not with me. But so
far as my information goes, the settlement operation for
preparation of tenants and adhiars’ record-of-rights in
respect of lands belonging to the Tea-gardens-lands was
started for about 81 tea gardens under the provision of
the Tenancy Act, 1935- Recently, progress ©of prepara-
tion of tenants’ records-of-rights in respect of lands be-
longing to another tea garden under Silchar Sadar Circle
has been stayed under order of the Hon’ble High Court
and the writ petition has been fileg by the manage-

- ment of the tea garden concerned. However, We have .

posted our officers recently to carry out the work of

the record-of-rights and for full implementation of Ten-
ancy Act. These officers are now examining the revenuye
records and other necessary papers. From next Wwinter,
the actual work of record-of-rights will be started in
Cachar District. ‘

pital by his mother. Mrs. Mina Baruah. She was acco—
mpanied by her mother-i-law.

The child was first attended in the Out patient Pe-
partment where X-Ray of the right elbow region was
advised by the Doctor in the Out patient Department
Di. T, Bora. Accordingly, X-Ray of the rrght elbow .
joint of the child was taken after some time. Then ke

1. e. Rinkoo alemg with the X-Ray plate was taken to "
the District Sargeon by his mother
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" The District Surgeon examined the injury of - the

child and the X-Ray plate the same day (ie. 3.6.73).

where upon he decided to immebilise the affected elbow
region (i. e. joint) by applying only Back slab made of
Plaster of Paris and bandage and not to apply Plaster
of Paris as a whole. As advised by  District -Surgeon,
the mother took " the child to the Plaster Room attached
to_the Operation Theatre. The District Surgeon then
took the measurement of the Back slab on the left hand
to avoid causing pain to the affected hand. It is the
usual practise to take measurement on the un-affected
side’ when ‘the case is not anaesthetised. In this case:

~anaesthesia was not administered as it was not necessary.

Th.e mother might have ‘thought that the Surgeon was
going to apply bandage to the wrong hand when the
latter (i.e. the Surgeon) was taking the measurement only.

It is not a fact that the case was treated with Pla- -
ster qpphca’uon as reported in the news item. Itwasa
case of 1mmob1hsat10n by Back slab and bandage. It is
also not 'a fact that treatment was rendered to the wrong
hand of the child. There was also no occasion for the
District Surgeon to apolozxse to the mother -of the child

patient. ’

The child is still under 'ihe treatr;:ent of the same
District Surgeon Dr. J. Gohain and has been receiving -
adequaté treatment which amply proves that. the party
is not displeased and Dr. Gohain has also not negle-

cted the case.

The latest diagnosis of the case is Osteomytitis for which
adequate treatment has been given with necessary advice.
