Shri Paramananda Gogoi (Minister, forests): Uader Rule 11
of the Rules for the establishment aod control of forest
villager it is laid down in the Forest Maaual that “Adult
male forest villagers shall pay for all forest produce taken
by them at ordinary rates in force in' the ‘reserved forest
‘concerned, but may be allowed to remove free of royalty
sufficient building materials to erect and maintain their
house and ten cartloads of ruel annually, if they elcct to
render 5 days labour in lieu of paying royaity.” It is only
an alternative method of paying for the forest produce.
The free labour is optional and those villagers who pay
Land Revenue at full khirej rate may take forest produce
at full payment instead af giving fres labour.

Shri Giasuddin Ahmed: Sir, I have a supplementary.
These Rules regarding forest villagers were framed by the
British long time ago befoae independence whereby the
forest villagers were treated as slaves. Will Government
be pleased to amend these rules so as-to give thess forest

Shri Paramadinda Gogoi (M‘inistcr, Forests) - Sir, the Rule
is like this. “Adult male forest villagers shall pay for all
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forest produce taken by them at ordinary rates in force in
the reserved forest concerned, but may be allowed to remo-

ve free of royalty sufficient buildiog materials to erect
and maintain their houses and ten cartloads of fuel annua-

lly, if they clect to render 5 days labour in lieu of paying

royalty.” The object of maintaining this system of forest

villagers is to easure supply of labour in the remole vill-
ages where workers on payment are not available. The
work the forest villagers have 1o do is very temporary in
natnre, such as construction of roads, bunds etc. in the
interest of bettzr upkeep of the forests.
