Shri Sarat Chandra Sinha (Chief Minister) replied :

175. (a)—The wholesale traideK in wheat and wheat p-r"o-
ducts has been taken over by Government with effect
from Ist June, 1973. ' ¢

b)—Takiog over wholesale trade in rice and paddy from the
1973-74 Kharif Season, is uander consideration of the
Government,
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o—1TIt is estimated that approximately Rs. 47.77 lakhs will
be required by the wholesale Co-operatives for keeping
15 days stock of wheat products with them.

d) The wholesale trade in wheat and wheat products will
be carried out through wholesale Co-operative ‘Socie-
ties. ; ;

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua @ In reply to 175-(b) Hon. Chief
Minister has stated -that taking over of rice and paddy
and ‘other- food-stuffsds under consideration of the Govern-
ment. May I know from the Chief Minister why Govern-
ment did not consider it fit to give priority of these items
over wheat in view of the fact that our stable food-stuff
here in this State is rice only ?

Shri Sarat Chandra Sinha (Chief Minister) ; Thatwas con-

sidered but the Khariff season will start from November
when whole-sale trade on kharif crops will be taken over.

Shri -Dulal ‘Chandra Barua : .In reply to 175 (d) the Chief
Minister has stated that the wholesale trade in wheat and

wheat products will be carried out through wholesale co-
operatives. May I know whether to meet the situation
such coperatives have already been organised ¢

Shri Sarat Chandra Sinha (Chief Minister) 3§ Some co-0per-
atives are already in operation and if more such co-oper-
atives are necessary they will be organised.

Shri ‘Dulal Chandra Barua : May I know from the Chief
Minister whether it is not a defective policy of Govern-

ment to organise the co-operatives after the wheat trade is
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taken .over, as unless the co-operatives are organised first
in the different district and subdivisional levels, taking -over
of wheat trade is not likely to be successful ?

Shri Sarat Chandra Sinha (Chief Minister): '-Co-operat'ives
which are in operation are adequate to deal with the’ wheat
trade. So far as rice and paddy are concerned, -more €o-
operative societies* will be organised and will be sufficiently
equipped to meet the situation. :

Shri Sarat Chandra Sinha (Chief Minister): Co-operatives
will be financed partly by the Apex Bank, partly by the
co-operatives themselves and partly 'by the 'State Gowern-
ment.

According to the reports available with the Govern-
ment, it appears that North Bengal and adjoining forest
areas of Goalpara District are sought ts be used as bases
and sanctuaries by Naxlite and other similar extremist
elements. There are also reports of clandestine gua ruaning
activities by the extremist elements of Ncrth Bengal * from

across the Bangladesh: Border; Such . extremist elements
have reportedly attempted to spread out in different parts of
Goalpara district; and some arms have also been reportedly
carried to such areas of Goalpara. The combing opera-
tion reportedly carried out by Police Authcerities in these
bordering areas on' the West Bengal side may have also

prompted such elements to try to speead out in interior
areas. It appears that there are attempts by Naxalites

and extremists to exploit any grievances, local, political or
otherwise.

There is, however, no information with the Govern-
ment about existence of traping camps in jungle areas of
Kokrajhar Sub-Division or in North Bengal. There is also
"po information to the effect that tbe tribal youths are sent
regularly for training in the use of arms and ammunition.

There have however been reports of forcible collection
of subscription, threats and intimidation in certain areas
of Goalpara district in the name of the demand for a
separate State.

It is not unlikely that some Christain Missioneries
might be irying to encourage the move for separation” of
some areas from Assam- There is, however, no informa-
tion with the Goverpment as to the involvement: of any
Missionary with the incidents at Tezpur on 21.4. 73 or
about the visit of any U. S, dignitary to Tezpur on that
date.

The Government are fully aware of’ tae dangers
posed by extremist elements in Goalparadistrict and have
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initiated necessary mecasures  in this respect, Operations
had been carried out in collaboration with West Bengal;
Police leading to the arrest in November, 1972 of four such
extremist elements from their hideout in a forest area uader
Kokrajhar Sub-Division. These people were from Coochb-
ehar and were allegedly involved in some murder aad gun-
snatching cases there. The local Police also arrested on
Ist October, 1972 at Bongaigaon in Goalpara district two
extremist “elements including fugitive from Alipurduar
and recovered 2 hand grenades, 1 hand bomb, some amm-
unition and some Maoist literature. Again on 16th May‘,'
1973 a few extremist elements along with some bombs were
apprehended near Bongaigaon area. '

Constant vigilaac: is bzing maintain:d over all such
extremist activitiss and necessary polica action is taken
whenever necessary.  Government are also aware of the
possibility of innocent young people in these areas failing
a prey to such extremist and coasequently resortiag to vio-
lence to achieve their misguided aims. This possibility
has acquired particular significance in the context of the
moves of some .scparationists in these areas. Some steps
have already besn taken to educat: the people over the
futility of violent means to achieve such objectives. As
already stated in the flo>r of the House, Government do
not subscribe to the demand for Udayachal. Government
are taking necessary measures to preveat innocent young
people from being exploited by interested and extremist
elements. Some cases have been taken up for forcible eoll-
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ection of subscription and necessary enquirizs are containing
about the activities of some forces suitable-action would: be
taken in this matter whenever necessary.:

It is hoped that with the Police and’other mszisures
initiated by the Government, the - danger of extrzmist
elements extending their field of activity and influence
can be fully eliminated.

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua : Mr. Deputy Speaker, Sir, we
had given a notice to know real things but from the state-
ment just given by the Minister of State, Home, it appears
that he has given a statement only on the basis of probabili-
ties. The Govt. has got the Intelligence machinery. There-
fore, the Government could give usa statement on the basis
of facts and reality.

Shri Gajen Tanti (Minister, Labour) : Mr. Deputy Speaker,
Sir, in reply to question No. 42 I have clearly stated
that the figures that I had given were furnished by the
Employment Exchanges and not collected by the Govt. On
that day I also stated in reply to a supplementary that
the Emp]oymént Exchanges do not keep account on reli-
gious or communal basis. To allay any ‘misunderstanding

I want to explain in the whole position.

It may be pointed out that the Employment Ex-
chehanges register unemployed youths and follow the National
Employment Servicer Manual which is applicable throughout
the country. Since, this is a National Manual, the proce-
dure followed by the Exployment Exchanges throughout the
country is the same. Under this Manual, anybody approaqh—
ing the Employment Exchanges for registration and employ-

ment assistance indicating that he: belongs to the Scheduled

[
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Caste or Scheduled Tribe are to be recorded and he should
be submitted against vacancies in Government service
primarily reserved for such applicants, and against private

vocancies gvhen the employers specifically ask for Scheduled
Caste or Scheduled tribe candidates.

In the Manual Para 7:13 item 10 on caste, lays down
that only Scheduled Caste/Scheduled Tribes candidates should
be asked about their caste. The State Government where
there are reservations for backward classes may have record

belonging to such communities. But, besides  this; the

- Manual does not allow other questions of caste or religion

to be asked or recorded.

Again in Para 11'39 it is stated that the applicants
who are registered as Scheduled Caste/Scheduled Tribes
should be submitied against vacancies in Government,
reserved for such applicants or - against private = vacaneies
when the employer specifically states that person belon-
ging to Scheduled Caste/Scheduled Tribe should be sub-
mitted. :

In addition to this, the Employment FExchanges are
to submit a statistical summary of the service rendered to
Scheduled Caste and Scheduled Tribes,

From this, it will be ' clear, that the Employment
Exchanges aré mnot to record the Caste or religion of any
other applicant. The provision for Scheduled Caste or
Scheduled Tribes have been kept because there isa pro-
vision in the Constitution teserving certain percentage of post
for them, .cThe Manual lays down the uniform rule throu-
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ghout the = country -and the idea appears to' be that it is
the * intention of the Government of India not toallow the
Employment - Exchanges to.: be used to, collect information
of controversial nature. In this connection, the background
of the Employment Service should be understood. Unlike
other offices of the Government of Assam, ther Employment
Exchanges were created as Government of Ind a Organisa-
tions and continﬁed. On 1.11.66 they were: handed over
to the respective State Governments.. Even after that, the
Government of India have lain down National Policies
resarding registering of Employment Exchanges under the

Manual and by issuing instruction, circulars from time to
v because employment data collected.

From this it will appear that the Employmen: Ex-

changes are not authorised to keep records of the religion

basis. These are under the Government = Rules. In the

same way, the Exployment Exchanges cannot also register

any person on the basis of .any other religion. It may also
be pointed out that the Employment | Exchinges ;are not
the authority to appeint any - person, They are  only to
submit candidates against vacancies. The question of appoint-
ment of minority communities, Scheduled Caste, Scheduled

Tribe or anybody are left in the hands of the Government

or other privateemployers.
