Shri Paramananda Gogei (Minister) According to my information
there are only three Piywood factories in the district of Cachar

and one of them is now closed, (1) Surma March Co.,

(23, Surma Valley Saw Mills,
(3) Cachar Plywood.

Some special species are not available in the district of

Cachar. Whatever other _timber is available in the district
supplied to these two mills,

Sbri Jagannath Sinha : Sir, my question is that never any timber
was supplied :t concessional rate to the plywood factories situ-

ated in the district of Cachar? Will the

Minister please
check up and reply ?

Shri Paramananda Gogoi (Minister) : Some special varieties known as

Halong and Mekei are not available in the district of Cachar.
These are-only available in the Assam Valley. Therefore these
special varieties could not be supplied to the mills in Cachar
at concenssional rate.

Shri Jagannath Sinha : The Minister has stated that the particular species
which are required by the Plywood mills are not available in the
distriot of Cachar. Then how these factories are running ?
Are they importing timber from Dibrugarh or Tinsukia ?

Shri Paramananda Gogoi (Minister) : Some other species can also

be converted into plywood, but the two species Holong and
Mekei are specialy suitable for making plywood, There are
about 30 other species suitable for making plywood. Most of
these other speciés are available in Cachar, but they are not
being supplied on concessional rate.
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Shri Dulai Chandra Besua: Is jt not a fact that most of the
Plywood factories are owned by the big capitalists, Then under
what consideration the special varities are being supplied to
these mills owned by capitalists at concessional rate at the
cost of the poorer sections of the State.

Shri Parama nanda Gogoi (Minister) ; History of plywood in Assam
is a long one. Previously there was only one such factor)
in the whole of Assam owned by the A.R.T. Co. They were
making to chests, It was then a British Company. After long
research by them it was found that Holong and Mekei are
specially suitable. Previously these two species were used =
firewood particularly in the tea factories. Then the royalty
was about 3 or 4 annas per cft.

Mr. Speaker: The Minister need not give long replies.

Shri Parama nanda Gogoi (Minister) : Previouslv the forests were
on long Icase. In 1958 the rate was re-fixed at 3.37. Then
the Govt. established a co-ordination committee for pricing

In 1968 the price was fixed at 4.25; in 1969 it was enhanced
to 4.60; in 1971 it was again reviewed and the price was
raised to 5.2S5. This year in the month of October the rate
has been further enhanced to Rs.7/-per cft.

Shri Dulal Chandra Barwa : Is the Govt. aware that the capital-
ists who own these Plywood factories are defaulting in the
payment of royalty, salestax and other taxes due to the Govt.”
If so, what are the reasons for giving them timber at conces-
sional rate ?

Shri Parama nanda Gogoi (Minister) : According to the terms of
agreement, if there is any default in payment of royalty, the
penal term can be invoked.

Shri Dulal Chandra Barsa : Our information is that these plywood
factories are not naying the royalty due to the Government.
They are not even paying their dues to the State Electricity
Board. Inspite of such default why such special treatment has
been meted to these mills, ?
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Shri Parama nanda Gogoi: (Minister ); So far as my department
is concerned. I do not think that there is any defaulter.

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua : Can the Minister say categoricall that,
there is no default of payment of royalty ?

Sir, my whole intention of moving this amendment is, as
has been rtightly pointed out by my colleague day be\fore
yesterday, that there should not be any such limitation. We
are, on principle, objecting to the Bill not because we do
not want to help the local entrepreneurs but our objection is
with regard to implementation. This has been the feeling of
almost all the Members of this House. We propose to start
industries on \the basis of locally available raw materials.
This morning I asked for a clarification from the Chief
minister as to how we are proceeding with industrialisation.
We want need-base industries but we do not know how to
encourage our young educated boys to start need-base indu-
stries the raw materials of which are locally available, Many
of my hon. friends....

Many of my fiends have already pointed oOUi that all
the cream of ihdustries have gone to the hands of the capita-
list groups. The Government is thinking to remcve poverty
and to tring abtout the economic development of the State.

All these are going in vain. The fzcilities for starting ply wood
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and other small factories are to be given to the local
youths. Sir, we havs got thsz bitter experience that in the name
of parafin distribution for small industries, many pesople have
taken away the raw-materials elsewhere and a good
profit. For such mismanagement we are responsible to a
great extent. Because without proper assessment and enquiry
we have alloted the parafin to the people who are keen for
starting industries. Before such distribution ws must sez whe—
ther the young entreprencurs are sincere or uot, whether they
have got the aptitude to start such an induastry or not. Only in
the mame of local youths we should not be blind. After distri
bution also the Govt. should enquire whether he has estab-
lished the industcy or not. In this field the pblitical lcaders
are also involved. They used to get s ome eommission from the
big capitalists in the name of starting small industries. On many
occasions we urged upon the Govt. to find out whether the
raw-materials supplied are properly utilised or not-but it had
no effect. Even in the Congress party such things are there.
Now-a-days people wearing khaddar paijama are not to bs
trusted. I can give an example a- man who sold one plot of
land pine times to different parties has become the pet boy of
the Govt. Therefore, I would suggest, if the Govt, is keen
to do something good for the people then the Govt, must be
strict and vigilant, Proper guidance should be given to the une-
mpjoyed and educated youths. The schemes should not be con-
fided only in the Office, It should be executed into practice.
Sir, Now-a-days boys who have passed the B. A. or B. Sc.
are after the white colour job, The job of a clerk: They do
not like to go for cultivation which was their original field of
activities. Therefore, the Govt. Should take steps to train up
the minds of the young boys in the proper -way. Unless
we do this no industrial development in the State is possible,

Noboby

is there to see whether these bills are implemented or not. I
want to know from the hon. Minister for Industries whether

‘he made any assessment about the capital requirement of the

new industrialists., The Govt. should examine about the initial
requirement for starting an industry. The Deptt. have got so
many officer, Director, Joint Director, Zonal Directors and so
on but we do not know anything about the working of those

officers. T wounder how the Minister without proper examin-
ation can come before the House with such an amendment.

The amount may be 7,500 for one, 15.000 for another and 20,
000 for someother - that is, it should be according to the
needs of the industrialists. Sir, T would like to refer to two
things. The first is about bell ‘metal industry of Sarthabari
and Jorhat which had a very good name in the past are
dying for want of proper help. Similarly, the blacksmithy in
karanga had to be closed. When this new Ministry came into
being I thought something. would be done. But the officers
there to take certain definite measures to save this industries
then and there. But nothing was done. If this thing continues
for some more time then the people will have no faiath on this

Ministry. Therefore, Sir,” at the bringing an amendment the
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Minister should have equipped himself with all the facts tha®
are necessary .

There are people only to show their beautiful figure ; some—
body can speak aldo beautiful English. but .that net help us.
Thef have been dragging us towards destruction-economic’
destruction..

But can the Minister in-charge of Industries give us the name:
of a single industry taken up by Government which Ras: become

successful or profitable. Not a single name he can give. There:
are three machinery in the Industries Department. First is,
when they will incur heavy loss or when they are not in a
position to manage the affair simply they will hand over it
to the small Industrial Devlopment, Corporation, which is

nothing but a Corporation of failure. Not a single unit has
come up under their management. Sir, we donot want any
profit, but at least it must become a successful ; may not be
all, but at least one or two. I do not know whether this
matter was discussed with' the Chief Minister. If things go-
on like this there will be 0o end of it. Again, when {he
SIDC will fail they will call for tender and peopls from
outside will come and in this the industry shifts from the

people of the State to outsiders. It is oor experience that
no basic idea was there at the time of planning the indmstry ;
no man with technical background was there to see the pros-
pect at the time of planning. What is planning ? The planner
must ses. that if such and such industry is planned what will be
the result of it? There may be failure but reasons must be
shown. We have got.a galaxy of officers who are sitting at

Shillong,. and perhaps the  Chief Minister _has not beem able

The Minister cannot give any assurance or any
hope. We cannot expect justice to be done to'the genuine people.
At the same time, the officers will not Ila:ze the guts to-
with stand the political manipulation and genuine persoas  will
not be selected for distribution of the loan. Therefore, T feel,
unless proper assessment and revaluatior is made and unless
Government take up definite schemes for development of indus—
trics-need based industries which can be run With the raw mate-
rials available here the big capitalists will be swallowing up
everything at the instance of the Government, who want
4 to temain in poverty, and encourage the capitalists to cre-
ate an atmosphere in which they will be able 1O expioit us
and thrive and prosper at our cost. The Government simply
is looking on to all these exploitation as passive onlookers.
The capitalists do met have any interest in eur State : their

interest is ....__...

They are interested to exploit us. These things are to be
taken over by the Govt, immediatety. I have found about
the helplessness of the Minister in-charge of Power when we
examined the list of people. Practically there is no local ind-
igenous people in the list: Only Rs. 75 (0/-is fixed for giving
industrial loan. From the Financial Corporation of Assam
several lakhs of rupees were taken by the Govt. This Finan-
cial Corporation is a pay Master to the Capitalist but they
are not the pay master to Industries Department because of the
callousness of the Industries Deptt, for such kind of financial
assistance. Therefore, my submission that the amendment which

is before the House IS a vague one. My whole contention is
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i. that there should not be any limitation, it should be decided
’ g by the local Committee or Board as to what would be the
. quantum of loan to be given to the particular Industries. Now,

there is no such expert here for categorising the local indust-

ries, That is why they are not in a position to tell the House

that what would be the quantum of financial assistance necessary

for ‘the different catogory of Industries.
