Re : CONTRACTORS ENGAGED IN CAPITAL
CONSTRUCTION WORKS

Shri Promode Chandra Gogoi asked :
Shri Giasuddin Ahmed asked .
#377. Will the Minister, P. W. D. be pleased to state—

(a) The total number of contractors engaged in
temporary capital construction works at Dispur ?
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(b) The total number of (1) Scheduled caste and (2)
Scheduled Tribe. ( Plains ) contractors working in the
above works and each of their percentage ?

(c) Whether it is a fact that some Scheduled Tribes
contractors were  refused registration for contract work
by the authority concerned ?

(d) If so, the reason thereof ?
Dr. Lutfur Rahman (Minister, P.W.D.) replied :

377. (a) - Total number of contractor engaged by P.W.D.
in temporary capital construction at Dispur is 128. Over
this, 270 unemployed educated youth associations worked

as contractor.
(b)—(1) 3 Nos. 2.34% (of 128)
(2) 3 Nos. 2.34% (of 128)

(¢c)—No. But further registration of contractors has

been. stopped recently.

(d)—Does not arise.

Shri Giasuddin Ahmed —Sir, in reply to Q. (c), a
negative answer has been given. The question was whe-
ther it is a fact that some Scheduled Tribes Contrac-
tors were refused registration for contract work by the
alﬁthbrity'concerned? May I know from the Hon’ble
Minister whether any contractor from amongst scheduled
tﬁbes has -submitted  application for registration ?
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Dr. Lutfur Rahman (Minister, P.W.D (R B) )- Sir,
further registration of all types of contractors has been
stopped.

Shri Giasuddin Ahmed—Sir, my question is not replied.
My question is that whether any application from that
community has been received for registration ?

Dr. Lutfur Rahman (Minister)—Sir, we did not enter-
tain any petition for further registration from 15.3.73.
If there is any one amongst scheduled-tribes, then this
also comes within this.

Shri Giasuddin Ahmed—Sir, my question was not
replied. 1t is not the question of entertaining the peti-
tion. My question is that whether any application from
that community has been received for registration.

Dr. Lutfur Rahman (Minister)—Sir, that I shall have
to find out.

Re : SHIFTING OF REGIONAL OFFICE OF
STATE BANK OF INDIA

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua asked :

#379.  Will the Chief Minister be pleased to state—
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(a) Whether it is a fact that the Regional Office of
the State Bank of India has been decided to be shifted
from Shillong to Gauhati ?

(b) If so, when ?
Shri Sarat Chandra Sinha (Chief Minister) replied :

379. (a)—The matter is under the examination of the
Bank authority.

(b)—Does not arise.

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua—Sir, may I know from
the Hon’ble Chief Minister whether it is a fact that from
the Headquarters State Bank of India, Delhi, instruction
has been sent to the Regional Office of the State Bank
of India, Shillong, to shift the office from Shillong to
Gauhati immediately to cater to the needs of the State ?
If so, in what circumstances the authority here is not
shifting the office ?

Shri Sarat Chandra Sinha (Chief Minister)—Sir, that
is not within the knowledge of the Government. But
when the Chairman, State Bank of India, came to
Shillong, then we discussed this matter with him. The
Chairman has replied that the matter will be considered.

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua—Sir, whether Govt. consi-
der it necessary that the Regional Office of the State
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Bank of India should be shifted toGauhati immediately
in order to remove the difficulties of all concerned ?

Shri Sarat Chandra Sinha (Chief Minister. —Sir, the

Govt. consider it necessary. But the matter depends on
the State Bank Authority.

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua - Sir, is it a fact that some

reactionery forces are trying not to shift the office from
Shillong to Gauhati ?

Shri Sarat Chandra Sinha (Chief Minister)—Sir, reac-
tionery forces are everywhere.

Shri Giasuddin Ahmed —Sir, in view of the fact that
State Bank of India is expected to play a major role
for financing various development works of the State,
will Government give top-most priority to this and see
that the office is immediately shifted to the plain ?

Shri Sarat Chandra Sinha (Chief Minister) — Sir, 1 agree
with the [lon’ble Member.

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua-—Sir, may I know from
the Hon’ble Chief Minister whether Govt. will take up
the matter of shifting the Regional Office of the State

Bank of India from Shillong to Gauhati with the Union
Finance Ministry ?
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Shri Sarat Chandra Sinha (Chief Minister)—Sir, we
have already taken up the matter with the Chairman of
the State Bank of India. ILet us see the result.

Re : SHIFTING OF DUMPING GROUND
Shri Biren Ram Phookan asked :

*380. Will the Minister, Municipal Administration, be
pleased to state —

(@) What steps have been taken for shifting the Dum-
ping ground from Fatasil area to a suitable place ?

(b) Whether Government is aware of the fact that
a large number of people are residing in that locality
including colleges, schools and other institutions ?

(¢) If so, why the Government is taking no concrete
steps to shift the same in spite of great demand from
the people ?

(d) Whether Government is aware of the fact that
dead bodies of men and cattle are also dumped there ?

(¢) Whether Government will take immediate steps
so that this dumping ground would be shifted imme-
diately to some other place ?

Shri Syed Ahmed Ali (Minister, Municipal Adminis-
tration) replied :
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380. (a)=The Gauhati Municipal Board started dum-
ping operation at Hangerabari but as there ~was strong
public resistance as well as objection from Oil India
Limited this was abandoned. Thereafter land at Katasil
(Bonda) was arranged on temporary basis for the pur-
pose but due to public resistance there also the dumping
operation had to be abandoned. FE FEmE

(b)— Yes.
(cy—The local authority is searching for alternative site.,
(dt - Dead bodies are buried there.

(e)—But from 25.6.73 the dumping is bemg done some
where at Amingaon temporarily.
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Shri Md. Umaruddin - Sir, may I know whether Govt.
has been thinking for establishing disposal units of night
 soil, garbage etc., like other cities ?

Shri Syed Ahmed Ali (Minister)—Yes, Sir, that is
under examination.
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Re : SALARY OF COMMON GOVERNOR

Shrimati Renuka Devi Barkataki asked :
*381. Will the Chief Minister be pleased to state—

(a) Whether the charges on account of the salary
of the common Governor and the cost of maintenance
of the Raj Bhavan at Saillong are shared by the other
States viz., Meghalaya, Manipur, Nagaland and Tripura ?

(b) If so. what are their respective shares of contri-

bution on each account ?
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(c) Whether the Assam Government claim re-imburse-
ment of such expenditure from the concerned State
Governments in view of the tight financial position of
Assam ? '

(d) Whether it is fact that the office of the Secretary
of the Governor of Nagaland is housed in the premises
of Raj Bhavan at Shillong ?

(e) If so, does the Government realise rent from the
Government of Nagaland on account of that ?

(f). Whether it is also a fact . that the office of the
Secretary to the Governor of Assam is now shifted to
Civil Secretariat for want of space in Raj Bhavan ¢

Shri Sarat Chandra Sinha (Chief Minister) replied g

381. (a)—The charges on account of salary of the
Common Governor of Assam and Nagaland are share
between Assam and Nagaland from 1963 to 3lst Decem-
ber 1971. The question of sharing the expenditure after
that date between Assam, Manipur, Meghalaya, Nagaland
and Tripura has already been taken up by the Govern-
ment of India and their propuvsal for allocation of the
expenditure in the proportion of 52 3 15 ¢ 11 ¢ 7 respectively
is uader consideration of this State Govarament. The cost
of maintenance of Raj Bhavan at Shillong is borne by
Meghalaya from the current financial year pending Presi-
dential order in this regard.
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(b) & (c)—The allocation of the Allowances and Privi-
leges of the Common Governor of Assam, Manipur,
Meghalaya, Nagaland and Tripura, has not yet been
finally determined by the President under section 48 of the
N- E. A. (Reorganisation) Act, 1971. It is therefore not
possible to indicate the allocation between each State.
The detailed expenditure shared by the Government of
Assam and Government of Nagaland as fixed upto 31st
December 1971 is shown in the Statement pvlaced on the
Table of the House. The question of claiming re-imbur-
sement of the expenditure on account of Governors salary
and maintenance of Raj Bhavan from other States by_
this State Government will therefore arise only when
the Government of India finally dicide the allocation of

the expenditure between all the states.

(d)—There is no Separate office as such of the Sec-
etary to the Governor of Nagaland housed in Raj Bhavan.
The former Secretary to the Governor of Assam was
and is assisting the Governor in matters connected with
Nagaland with one Assistant of Nagaland Government
who sits in the office of the Military Secretary to the
Governor with th- staff of the Military Secretary under
the orders of the Governor.

(e)— No.

(f)— No.
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Shrimati Renuka Devi Barkataki—Up to 1971 the
charges on account of salary of the Common Governor
of Assam & Nagaland was shared between Assam &
Nagaland..- May I know from the Hon’ble Chief
Minister wherefrom the common ' Governor is “drawing

his salary and other expenditure so for as the other
States are concerned since 1971 9

Shri Sarat Chandra Sinha (Chief Minister)— From the
exchequer of the State of Assam.

Shri Dulal’ Chandra Barua - After the re-organisation
of the States, and Nagaland and Meghalaya having been
given fuli statehood, how is it possible for the common
Governor to draw his salary and other allowances from

the exchequer of Assam, and under what financial rule ?

Shri Sarat Chandra Sinha (Chief Minister)—It is not
the question of tinacing it by Assam, but it is a quesiion
of the expenditure to be adjusted afterwards.

Shri Dulal Chandra Barva—If financial rule permiis
such expenditure to be incurred for other States, may
I know under what rule this has been done ¢

Shri Sarat Chandra Sinha (Chief Minister)~I do not

think there may be any objection to this, but I will
look into it.
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Shrimati Renuka Devi Barkataki- With regard to
my question (d), may I know whether there is one
Secretary to the Governor for all the States ?

Shri Sarat Chandra Sinha (Chief Minister)—Sir, the
presént arrangement is this : The Government of Manipur
maintain a separate Secretary to the Governor. So also the
Govt. of Tripura the former Secretary to the Governor
of undivided Assam has been appointed by the Govern-
ment of Meghalaya as the Secretary to the Governor of
Meghalaya. He is looking after asffairs of Nagaland.
There is also a another Secretary fir Assam.

Shrimati Renuka Devi Barkataki —So far as I am
able to understand ths Hon. Chief Minister, there are
two Secretaries for the Governor of Assam—one for
the State of Assam and another for Nagaland & Megh-
alaya. May I know from the Hon. Chief Minisier whet-
er the Government is aware that the border disputes

=
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between Assam and INagaland, Assam and INEFA and

Assam and Megalaya are the creatiou of this Secretary ?

Shri Sarat Chandra Sinha (Chief Minister)—1 do not
think so, Sir.

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua—Is the Government aware
of the fact that though we have another Secretary from
our side in the Governor’s establishment and Meghalaya
is also having one Secretary who was formerly the Secre-
tary to the Governor of undivided Assam, and he is
the person who has practically created all the boundary
disputes by taking away many of the documents for
which charges were brought against him ¢ May I know
whether the same man is still continuing as the Secretary
to the Governor for Meghalaya ¢

Shri Sarat Chandra Sinha .Chief Minister)— That
is not within our jurisdiction, Sir. A

Shrimati Renuka Devi Barkataki-~Sir, the genileman
who is the Secretary to the Governor of Meghalaya was
Secretary in the Assam establishment also and there were
allegations made on the floor of the House that this
Sccretary has taken away some of the very important
and confidential documents from the State offices and
handed over the Government of Meghalaya and Nagaland
and afterwards there boundary disputes between these

Governments started. May I know whether Governme
enquired into the matter ?

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Shri Sarat Chandra Sinha (Chief Minister)— We have
not found the Government of Nagaland using such
documents against us.

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua—After raising this matter
did the Government care to enquire into it ?

Shri Sarat Chandra Sinha—(Chief Minister) I have
said Sir, we have not found of such documents being
used by the Nagaland Government. If the hon’ble mem-
bers desire, we will look into the matter.

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua —We raised the matter one
year before. Are we to understand that Government did
not pay any heed to the discussion made in the House ¢

Shri Sarat Chandra Sinha—:Chief Minister) I have
already said Sir, we have not found any document used
against us by the Nagaland Government.

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua—May I know how long
the payment for Governor’s establishment will continue
to be made from our Exchequer ?

Shri Sarat Chandra Sinha — As soon as the Government
of India decides it, the matter will end.

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua—1Is the Govrernment aware
of the fact that the Auditor General of India has written
a letter to the Government of Assam raising objection

and to finalise this issue immediately ¢

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Shri Sarat Chandra Sinha—1 have no information. But
sooner the matter is finalised the better for us.

(a) The total acreage of land under wheat cultivation
in’ Aésam in general, and in Kamrup District in parti-
cular under the Rabi Crop Programme this year ¢

(b) Whether all the fields have been covered with
irrigation facilities where the Government spent, ‘enormous
amount of money by way of seed loan, ? :

(c) If so, what is the approximate area of irrigated
fields where the crop has failed, and the amount of

money involved as wasteful expenditure due to such
failure ?

(d) Whether Government could provxde irrigation
facilities to the wheat growers ?
(e) If not, why the cultivators were encouraged to

grow wheat by involving them financially and
their energies as a result of the

waste

unfruitful promises of
providing them with irrigation facilities

(f) Whether Government proposes to procure crops

from the cultivators after the harvesting, sb. that they

can get a reasonable price for their crop ? !

Shri Upendra Das (Minister, A griculture) replied :

386. (a)=Total acreage under wheat is estimated to
be approximately as follows :—

(in Hec.)
State Kamrup
Wheat 1,12,030 35,500

(b)—No, neither was it aimed at.

(c)—The Government have no information of crop
failure in irrigated areas.

(d)—No, neither was it aimed at.

(e}—As stated above, there was no intention or promise
of providing irrigation facilities to all wheat areas. Wheat is
and can be grown in unirrigated lard specially in areas, like
Assam, where sufficient soil moisture and atmosphere
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. Precipitation is available for this crop in winter. While
the yield per acre of unirrigated and unfurtilised fields
will be less, the absolute yield is nevertheless good; if
improved high yielding varieties as issued by the Govern-
ment during the last Rabi season, are used. But corres-
pondingly the cost is also lessif fertilisers and irrigation
are not utilised. This is the case not only in Assam but

else where in India and other advanced countries of the
world.

Thus, during the last Rabi crop season in Assam
while only whsat sesds were issued on loan for unirri-
gated lands, seeds as well as fertilisers were given . for
irrigated areas in order to maximise production from
such areas.

(f)—Government had made arrangements for this.

Shri Girindra Choudhury —Sir, what the Minister
explained I could not follow mostly. Anyway, will the
Minister please repeat that there was no failure of Rabi
crop during the last season ?

Shri Upendra Das (Minister, Agriculture) - I have already
stated that there was no total crop failure of Rabi crop.
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Shri Jalaluddin Ahmed - May I know from the hon.
Minister whether the main causes for the failure of
Rabi crop are due to lack - of co-ordination and co-
operation between the State FElectricity Board and the
Agriculture Department ? . .

Shri Upendra Das ( Minister )—I have already said,
Sir, that there_is_ no crop failure in the irrigated - areas.

Shri Girindra Chaudhury—Sir, it is very funny that
the Minister......

- Mr: Speaker—The hon. Member should avoid using
the: word ‘“funny”.

Shri Girindra Chaudhury—I am sorry Sir. Sir, it is very
regretable that the Minister-in-charge  of Agriculture
has announced in the House that there is no crop fail-
ure. But in my own -constituency where the Minister
visited 4 or 5 times he himself has admitted and

regretted for the failure of crop. Sir, the Minister has
said that in Kamrup district 38,500 hecters of land has

been brought under wheat crop, Will the Minister be
pleased to state what is the crop return from Kamrup
district, particularly from my own constituency, he has
received ?

Shri Ipendra Das ( Minister ) —The question was whet-

her in the irrigated areas there was crop failure and I said

~/
o
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that there was no crop failure. Of cou'rse‘a, in the non-._
irrigated areas there may be crop failure.

Shri Girindra Chaudhury—1In my own constituency,
which is a flood affected area, the Department has sunk
16 shallow tubewells out of which only 5 are working
and the remaining 11 tubewells did not work. The
people were unnecessarily allured to grow Ravi cr'op.'
Does the Minister know that these five tubewells which
are working only irrigated 5 bighas of land ?

Shri Upendra Das ( Minister ) -1 have got .no informa-
tion that some of the tubewells did not work. But it
may be that some of the tubewells did not work but
the fact remains that there was no crop failure.

Shri Girindra Chaudhur&—Then how could the Minister
say that there was no crop failure ?

Shri Upendra Das ( Minister )—1 have said that there
may be crop failure in the non-irrigated areas.

Shri Girindra Chaudhury - Why these people were

assured that they would be given irrigation facilities ?

Shri Upendra Das ( Minister ) - Sir, only a few acres
have been brought under irrigation and almost the entire
area still remains unirrigated. In the irrigated area we
have got only 80,000 acres of land for Ravi crop culti-
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vation and the rest of the area is unirrigated. In the
irrigated area there was no crop failure but in the non-
irrigated area there may be crop failure.
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Shri Badan Chandra Talukdar—It is not a separate
question, Sir. Barpeta is in Kamrup district and so how

can it be a separate question ?

Shri Upendra Das- | have no information.

Shri Giasuddin Ahmed—Sir, the Minister has given
somc figures about total acreage of land wunder wheat
crop cultivation. May I know from the hon. Minister
what is the source of his information ?

Shri Upendra Das ( Minister )— Sir, there is a Commi-
ttee consisting of Secretary, Revenue ; Secretary, Agricul-
ture, Secretary, Supply, Director Agriculture and Direc-
ctor Supply, Director of Statistics. This Committee collects
information and prepare estimates. I have quoted the
figures from that estimates.

Shri Giasuddin Ahmed—Wherefrom do they get the
figures ? Did they survey the land under wheat Cultivation ?
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Shri Upendra Das ( Minister ; —Certainly. Some of
the members of the Committee went to some places and
collected data.
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Shri Ataur Rahman— Sir, did the Minister‘ receive any
invitation from the Mahkuma Parishad, Barpeta to wit-
ness for himself the rabi crop failure in Barpeta Sub-
division and did he comply 9

Shri Upendra Das (Minister)- Sir on the eve lofthe
session i.e., about Ist or 2nd June 1 received the infor-

mation but as I was busy here I could not go.
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Shri Dulal Chandra Barua—Sir, as the Minister could
not say what was the target and what was the achieve-
ment' so far as rabi crop is concerned, are we to under-
stand that the figure which has been given is an imaginary
figure ?

Shri Upendra Das (Minister) -I think it is not ima-
ginary.

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua- Sir, on what basis the
Minisier ‘gave us the information ?

Shri Upendra Das (Minister)— Sir, | have already said
that in Kamrup District 13500 acres were taken up and
‘tile.averagc yield was 10 quintals per hectares and that
is how we had calculated.

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua—~Sir,_ from all corners and
even from Barpeta where irrigation projects had been
taken up we are informed that rabi crop had completely
failed. Therefore, the figure that the Minister has given,

can we not say that it is baseless ?

Shri Upendra Das (Minister)- It is not baseless, Sir.

rtment, the reply is as follows—

(@) —Yes. The main gievances of the Extra-Writers
are as follows g —

(1) To recognise them as fullfledged Government
servants.

(2) To stop their retrenchment.
(3) To appoint them as office assistants.

(4) To grant them D. A., C. A. etc.

(b) —The Extra-Writers are appointed on the basis
of extra work-load and as they are not Government
servants these cannot be considered. However, a proposal
is under coasideration of the Government to absorb the
academically qualified Extra-Writers who have rendered
minimum five years of service as such as office assistants
by creating some posts of Lower Division Assistants in
the District Registry and Sub-Registry Offices.

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua Mr. Speaker, Sir, while
supporting the cut motion moved by my friend Shri
Premadhar Bora on the Education head, I want to make
certain observations. It seems the plan that has been
put forward before the House in respect of Improve-

ment of education is rosy but in actual practice it is

not so. The percentage of literacy in Assam in 1970-71
is only 28.87% including Mizo hills and minus Mizo hills
population it will come to 14°/. ; that is we are far behind
the all India average. Now, Sir, I will come to the
policy that has been followed by the Governmnet in respect
of changing the education system. To my mind the new
system that has been introduced by the GoVt. 1s an experi-

ment on.-;the future 'of the younger generation and T
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should say for such kind of haphazard policy adopted
by the Govt. the posterities will not excuse us. The new
education system ought to have been examined By experts
before being adopted ; but without discussing, without exa-
mining in detail the socio-economic aspect, the socio-

‘economic structure of the State, a dictatorial policy has

been followed by this Govt. without caring for affect
on the future generation. Nowhere in India except in
Mysore the new system has been introduced and it 1is
learnt that even the Mysore Govt. is going to abandon
it. This experiment on the younger generation, this should
have been processed from the lower level but the change
is taking place everywhere and change is taking place
in such a way that major portion of the population of
the State is being left out of consideration. That is why
I want to say that the Govt. has completely forgotten
the masses who are living in the rural areas and how
their children are to be educated. For us we are not

worried because we can manage to send our boys and
girls to schools but what about those people, where
they will educate their children. My whole contention
i1s that the change should have taken place from the
Beginning, from the pre-primary stage. Sir, the Education
Commission . also has pointed out that ‘the primary' stage
will - be preceded, wherever possible, by pre--primary
edllqgti011 of one to three years; the age of admission
to class I will ordinarily be not less than 6. :Tha't._l_las-
*Speech not corrected ‘ -
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been completely ignored by the Govt. at the time of
introducing the changed education policy. Now, Sir, again
it has been recommended by a high powered Committee
that the State should take the programme spread over
the next 20 years. Then with the beginning of the Fifth
Plan the implementation of the programme  should be
started on a large scale and it should be completed by
the end of Sixth plan. Provision should also be made
for the introduction of different types of vocational
courses varying in duration from one to three years
which would prepare young persons for employment. To
my mind no ground was prepared to change the system ;
it was done suddenly, haphazardly, without caring about
the implementation and the future of the younger genera-
tion. This Govt. is now making an experiment on the
youngers who are the future of the country. Modernisa-
tion of education should not be done in such a fhaphazard
way. Modernisation of education is practical only from the
beginning. They want to produce more educated people ;
they want to give education to the children by completely
ignoring the basic question of the need based education.
Unless there is need based education from the beginning
you cannot solve the acute unemployment problem that
is mounting year after year. Govt. has not considered
that aspect of the problem. Inspite of the recommenda-
tions made by the Education Commission, the Govt.

did not scrutinise those recommendations, simply on the
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whims and just to show power they are making experi-
ment on the children. God will not excuse them
for this.

I should submit, Sir, that it would be most unwise
to change the educational policy so abruptly. The reco-
mmendation of the Education Commission is very clear

on this point. The recommendation is that the educatio-
nal policy should not be changed abruptly. But this
Government has changed the academic structure abruptly
thereby depriving the down-trodden people from getting
education. If the Government is sincere then there is
time even now to get expert opinion on the subject.
The Minister was a Professor and a Literary man, but
he is not an expert; his Secretary may bean I. A. S.
Officer but he is also not an expert. In Assam we are
not short of academicians. Govt. should take the opinion
of these people. Administratively it is not possible for
any Government to embark upon such a major change.
I am told that the Government of India has also not
approved this sort of change and they have raised cer-
tain objections. They are of opinion that such a change
will not bring good academic atmosphere in the State
of Assam. We want needbased education, and for that
we must first create a sound footing. We want need
based education from the beginning so that from what-

ever stage a boy goes out he can fit himself in any job
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that may be created by the development projects. My
suggestion is that there should be a high-powered commi-
ssion to go into the question, and only after getting
their recommendation the Government should go for
any change. If the proposed change is given effect to
it will do irreperable loss to the society. I do not know
whom the Government want to sati fy ? Whether they
want to satisfy their whims or the whims of political
hierchy at the cost of the children of the State. In
another respect also they have totally failed ; it is to
provide text books to the children. In the year 1970-71
this Government decided to call for certain selected -books
from different writers. Accordingly writers submitted
books—some one or two thousand books but suddenly
some reactionery group whose names .were not included
in the list came and created hulla whereupon the
Government suddenly: changed the policy and withdrew.
the list and kept mum for so many years.. Now again
in the year 1972-73 Government published another list
and they have included some books which were obtained

from the interested group. Some of these books contain

many mistakes. Objections were raised by many acade--

micians but no -action seems to have been taken on

this.- When this Government is not in a position to

provide necessary text books they have no right to be
in office. I will cite an example how this has led the

youngsters: to- indulge in corruption. In-Jorhat my own
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cousin had to go and pay Rs. 820 for the book
‘Kuhipat’. Inspite of flowery speeches from the Minister
for his failure to provide the basic need of the children,
he has no moral right to be in Office. The Education
Minister is a good friend of mine and I have no
personal rgrudge against him, but for his failures I feel
inclined to ask him to resign. This Government is paying
huge amounts of money for some white elephants. What
are they ? First in the list is the Secondary Board of
Education, next, is the Publication Board and the third
is the Text Book Corporation but without any text
books. All these three have not been able to produce
the goods, but we are spending lakhs of rupees after
them. That is why I call them White elephants. There
ar¢ so many anomalies in the Public Board- I have got
no grudge against the individual who is now heading the
organisation, but [ am interested in seeing how this
organisation is functioning. My friend Shri Saharia yes-
terday expressed satisfaction with some of the books that
have teen published: by the Publication Board, but in
my opinion this Publication Board is a farce.  One
enquiry’ was instituted against this Board but the results
are not known to us till today. So also two enquiries
were instituted against the Secondary Board and the
House is completely in darkness about the findings. The
Publication Board is meant for a particular individual.
This is being used not as a public property but as an
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individual property. Some of the books published by
them are not at all wanted — they are of the most ordinary

type barring a few. Even the Secretary was not properly
recruited and this organisation is being used by this
Government as a political instrument. To accommodate
a certain individual and to satisfy the political whims
of certain politicians there was anomally in the
recruitment. It is alleged that the head of the organisa-
tion has brought slur not only to the State of Assam
but to the entire country.

During his foreign tour it is alleged that he has taken
one hundred dollars from a person on condition that
he will give him some Muga cloth. That gentleman used
to write to him but without any effect. Ultimately he
took the help of the Embassy and the Embassy took
up the matter with Govt. and finally police had to be
used to get back the money. This is a bad record. The
Embassy was in a very difficult situation. If thisis the
case then I do not understand how this man can conti-
nue as the head of such an important Institution. It
was he who brought slur on the entire country and
the entire people. I do not understand how he could
do like this. Sir, coming to another important aspect of
the thing ( the bell rang )--- You are ringing the bell.
But I have got some important points to be touched.
How the Govt. is following a dictatorial policy, I am
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narrating this. Sir, the Minister for Education Shri Taluk-
dar and me are born and brought up together and he
is my friend. I could not understand him even today
in what way his mind is working. He does not like to
respect his Guru. He wounded the honest sometime
of his Guru. Qur age old tradition is to respect the
Guru. Akalabya sacrificed his finger for Guru dakshina.
That was an example of respect towards a Guru. But
here under the leadership of our Chief Minister the
otherday the Gurus were beaten in front of the Assem-
bly. I was initially not interested to know what was
happening outside, but later on when they were beaten
I took interest in it. The Guru class is the most resp-
ected class in the world. But the otherday we could see
that the disciples are hostile against the Gurus. This
amply illustrates how the Govt. is functioning. Sir, we
have got two D.P. Is now. One Shri K. N. Sarma and
the other Shri R. N. Goswami. Sir, you might remem-
ber the other day a question was put by our leader
about the appointment of the D.P.I. and at that time
my friend Shri Talukdar, the Minister for Education
told us that the D. P. L will be recruited through the
A. P. S.C. but on 16th last suddenly he changed his mind
and ignoring the House itself appointed Shri R. M.
Goswami as D. P.I. Sir, it is major policy matter as
the post of D. P.I. is to be filled up from the teache-
rs and not from the I. A. S. cadre. Sir, I would like
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to refer here the case of Dr. H. Bhuyan. Dr. Bhuyan
was a man of the Education “ervice and lateron he was
promoted to the post of Secretary Fducation. But in
this case our friend Shri Talukdar, I do not know whet-
her he consulted the cabinet, or not, appointed a man
from the administrative service to the postof D. P. 1. [
also want to refer to Notification issued from the Educ-
ation Depit. on 16/6/73 appointing Shri R. M. Goswami
as D. P. I. The language of the notification is as
stated below. “‘On his services being placed at the dispo-
sal of the Education Deptt. Shri R. M. Goswami Deputy
Secy. to the Govt. of Assam, Education Deptt. is appo-

inted ... . .....” My point here is that the language of

th> aotification should have been in the proper form

such as—the Governor of Assam is pleased to appoint

such and such officer in such and such = post
I d> not undsrstand while the officer is already in the
Education Deptt. how his services could be placed again
in the Education D:ptt. He is already working in the
Education Deprtt. as Deputy Secratary. Now, Sir, another
point is there. I do now understand how both the D. P,

eously issue circulars to the
to other officers, almost ' 'the same
circulars are there one is signed by Shri Sarma on 20/-
6/73 and the other is signed by Shri Goswami on 21/6/73.
I think Sir, Shri Goswami’s appointment is defective.
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I do ‘not also understand the fact how it could happen
when an efficient and experienced officer like Shri A. K.
Choudhury, I. A.S. is there as” Secretary Education. I
d6 not also understand, as I have already said, how his
sétvices ‘could be placed at the” disposal of the Educa-
tion Deptt. since he is already there in the Education
Deptt. The ‘appointment of D.P.I. should be from the
teaching staff as is the convention. I know that the
teachers have submitted memorandum to the Govt. to
that effect. The Minister was also a Guru and there-
fore I do not understand how he can ignore the claims
of the Gurus. Therefore, Sir, I on behalf of the people
of the State demand that the order of appointment of
Shri Goswami as D. P. I. should be cancelled and the
post should be filled up from the teachers and through
the A.P.S. C. If this is done this will mean showing
respect towards the teachers.

Sir, another thing is there which I should mention.
The Education Deptt. has become a department of misa-
ppropriation. The Education Department is indulging in
misappropriation and the fact 1is clear when we know
that' there are 348 cases of misappropriations are there.

Sir, out of 21 Régional Boards, 18 were involved
in misappropriation cases. So is the case in almost all

the colleges. Every college is involved in wmisappropration.
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Nobody knows in what way, these money are being
spent. Therefore, Sir, my demand was that there should
be an authority to be entrusted with the work of special
audit of these Colleges and Boards. The P. A. C may
be authorised to supervise the work of special audit or
a body should be appointed from the Hon’ble Members
of this House. I am once again urging upon the Hon’-
ble Chief Minister and the Education Minister to ask
for a special jaudit. Unless this is done, how can we
make our system of education a clean one. Sir, if our
Primary Education, Secondary Education, Collegiate Educa-
tion and University Education are polluted with corrup-
tion, then there cannot be any education at all. There-
fore, sir, we want that Hon’ble Education Minister must
commit before the House that he will make all necessary
efforts to clean the education department. Sir, I have got
another suggestion that there should be a Committee of the
House to go into the entire question of corruption in the
Education Department. Sir, there are 1200 Adhoc Schools in
the State and every teacher of these schools is getting a
salary of Rs 4o to Rs. 60 per month. But no attempt has
been made to raise their salaries. Therfore, sir, my submission
is that the system of Basic Training is to be abolished.
I agree with one Hon’ble Member who has suggested
that Normal System of Education is the best system of
education at the younger stage. Therfore, sir, my sugges-
tion is that Normal Education system should be intro-
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duced in place of Basic Education and the L. P. school
Teachers should be upgraded to Matric-Normal standard.
Apart from that, we are to give emphasis on Science
Education, if we are to keep pace with the rest of the
country. Sir, what about the Science College at Jorhat 1
No appointment has been made as yet in the Science
College at Jorhat. T, therefore, suggest that department
should take proper action for the appointment of teach-
ers in the Science College. Now, I would like to say
something about the Flying Club. Sir, the Flying Club
was established in 1958. But so far only 4 or 5 boys
got the commercial licenses and that also with the help
of other institution. Those boys, who are undergoing
training in the Flying Club, do not enjoy the fruits
because of the callousness of the Govt. But the boys
coming from outside are enjoying the fruits of the Indian
Airlines whereas our boys do not get the fruits. Then
lastly, sir, I would like to submit that the present stereo-
typed system of technical education is to be changed if
we are to compete with the rest of the country. Our
technical education should be modernised according to
the needs of the hour. In this connection I would like |
to point out the fate of the Regional Engineering College |
of Silchar. The headquarters of the College is still at
Shillong though it ought to have been at Silchar. There-
fore, sir, my submission is that the present stereotyped
system of technical education should be changed and we
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hope that the Govenment will change the entire policy
of technical education. Syllabuses of technical system of
educaticn shou'd be made in such a way that our boys
can be absorbed in modern industrie:. Unless we do this,
it will not be possible to build our State. Before I
corclude, sir, once again I mantain that Govt. has
totally failed to meet the requirement of the people, &
requirement of the Siate as weil in the field of educa-
tion. Therefore, sir, I must submit that if the Hon’ble
Minister, Education has got that moral sense, then he
should quit immediately from the from the Office. With
these observations, sir, I support the Cut Motion.

in my view the entire system of education has been a
big intellectual brobdingnag where the intellectual giants
have been making experiments on the future of the youths.
And, what is the resultant achievement ? It is practically
nil and as a result to-day, we have seen the flames in
the eyes of lakhs of our youths. We have seen that
all these youths, who have no scope for employment,
are angry with their closed fists and this is really a very
bad singn for the State.

Mr. Speaker, Sir, immediately after indepe ndence the
Govt. of India loudly proclaimed that illeteracy would
be removed from the whole country within the shortest
possible time and to-day we have seen that the vast
majority of the population in the counrty have ever
remained illiterate. The people are deprived of the basic
education to which they are entitled under the provisions
of the sacred Constitution. The Govt. of Assam have
not followed and implemented the loudly proclaimed
policy of the Govt. of India.

Mr. Speaker, Sir, Assam is regarded as a miniature
India because of the peculiar nature in the composition

of its population, There are many linguistic and ethnic
groups in Assam and provision has been enshrined in
the sacred Constitution of India that children belonging
to all the linguistic minorities are entitled to receive
education in their mother tongue atleast at the primary
stage. But to-day what we have seen ? Inspite of repeated

a
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demands coming from different linguistic minorities for
enabling the children to receive education in their mother
tongue, this Government have not cared to comply with
those demands. It is the manifestation of the step-motherly

attitude of the state government towards the linguistic
minorities.

Mr. Speaker, Sir, to-;:lay I will refer to -the peculiar
problem now in existence following the inroduction of
the Bodo language as a medium of instruction up to the
secondary stage of education. A serious problem has arisen
in many areas where the Bodo medium has been impleme-
nted. Many of the schools have now become double-medium
schools. There are the problems of accommodation, dearth
of teachers so on and so forth. Inspite of repeated demands
put forward by the Bodo Teachers’ Association and the
Bodo Sahitya Sabha this Govt. has totally failed to fulf-
ill the demands. There is disparity of pay of the teachers,
and the problem of accommodation sometimes has led even
to confrontation between the Assamese medium students
and the Bodo medium students. It is really a very omino us
symptom and 1 am sure our hon’ble Education Minister
might be Quite aware of it. Mr. Speaker, Sir, because of
lack' of time it will not be possible for me to enumerate
all the problems. At the elementary level to-day many
anomalies have arisen and personally 1 think all these
anomalies have arisen because of the misadministration

in the Regional Boards. Sometimes decisions in the Regio-
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nal Boards are made on political considerations and that
is why, Mr. Speaker, Sir, the Chairman of the Regional
Boards should be a non political educationists, and I think
it will be better if we can have non-MLA, non-political
man of education with sufficient experiences to avoid poli-
tical influences which are very often exercised by the
Chairmen of the Regional Boards.

Mr. Speaker, Sir, I do not want to enumerate the
sad story of corruptions in which the officers in the Edu-
cation Department indylge themselves. Briefly I want to
say that at the highest level, as far as the academic side
of this department is concerned, the entire machiney
should be manpeq by men of education with sufficient
Tequisite qualifications and experiences because we know
that at the highest leyel men from other  departments
have also been recruited to govern this department. If we
can man this department fully with men of education
then we can definitely expect better achievement.

Mr. Speaker, Sir, to-day we have seen that the
question of Bodo medjum implementation remains unso-
lved. As a result there is & deep resentment among my
people and I hope that as this Govt. have given this
medium  of instruction, the Govt. should implement it
wholeheartedly and 'without any heart burning. There
must be no heart burning in implementing this medium
because it is obligatory on the part of this' Govt. to
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implement it successfully. But as far as my experiences
tell, we know that many of the officers entrusted with
this reponsibility still want to see how the cause of im-
plementing the Bodo medium can be frustrated. This is
the attitude and itis very bad. With this attitude the
problem cannot be solved ; instead it invites bigger prob-
lems of deeper dimension. Mr. Speaker, Sir, time is almost
over, although I had many things to say. I will conclude
my observations by simply saying that this Govt. should
adopt such a policy in all matters which can meet the
aspirations of all sections of people. Any policy of the Govt.
which cannot satisfy the aspirations of different sections of
the people, linguistic and ethnic, will be resisted with our
whole might. Sir, with these words I conclude.

In these programmes the main emphasis will be
given on the change in the content of education and
curricular reform, the adoption of new methods of tea-
ching and avaluation and the production and supply of
improved textbooks. The inculcation of values will be
emphasised at all stages. The cultural content of educa-
tion would be strengthened. There would be intensive
effort for cultivation of physical education, games and
sports. Education, for citizenship would include emphasis
on the story of our struggle for freedom, the achieve-
ments of the post independence period and national
objectives and programmes of development. There
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would be a conscious effort to relate curricula
closely to environment. The teaching of science and
mathematics would be compulsory in classes I-X. Work
experience would be introduced in classes I-VIII and it
would be obligatory on all students to study a craft or a
trade in Class IX-X. There would be two streams at
the higher secondary stage, one leading to the university
and the other to the world of work through programmes
of vocationalisation. Special attention will be given to
the reconstructing of courses at the undergraduate stage ;
and at the post-graduate stage, greater emphasis will be
laid on promotion of research and on a symbolic com-
bination of teaching and research. Appropriate progra-
mmes of community or national service would also be
introduced at all stagesi In teaching, the focus of effort
would be to replace existing methods of rotemorisation or
lectures and reproduction by mew and dymanic techni-
ques which awken curisity, encourage self-study habits
and promote problems-solving skills. Evaluation will be
made a continuous and largely internal. the ultimate
objective being to retain only one public examination
at the school stage ( at the end of class XII). Initiative
and experimentation on the part of schools and teachers
would be encouraged. Special attention would be given
to the improvement of the quality of textbooks and
supplementary reading materials and the establishment
of adequate library facilities.

Shri Dulal C. Barua—Yes Sir. Mr. Speaker Sir,
under Rule 158 and 159 of the Rules of Procedure of
this House. I have given a notice of Privilege Motlon
against Shri Anilratan Barthakur, Advocate, Panbazar,
Gauhati for committing breach of privilege. Now, he
has published two letters one is in the Assam Tribune,
date 26.6.73 and another in the Assam Express dated
28.6.73 under the Caption “Legislature and citizen’. Sir,
in these letters charges are made against the members of
the House. I quote from the Iletter published in the
Assam Tribune, “It has been noticed that baseless
charges are made now and then by some members of
Legislatures during various discussions in the House.
While a Minister can give reply to such baseless all.
egation, as was recently found in the discussion on
the Fishery Deptt. of Assam, other persons who are
not members of 2 House against whom baseless allegations
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are made by name are at a disadvantage. This dis-
advantage should go”. Sir, this is a disrespect shown
to the House. Again in the last paragraph he has
written as follows—*It is high time that the practice
of making defamatory allegations by some members in
a Legislature against a citizen be stopped and the
healthy convention followed in Parliament in this regard
be faithfully adhered to in the State Iegislatures”. Sir,
@ it is a liberty of the hon. members of the August

House to discuss any subjects in the floor of the House.

If we do not discuss the affairs of the State in the

House then we will be failing in our duty by not

pointing out the defects in the Govt. We are here to

discharge our duties honestly and faithfully. As a

members of the Opposition our responsiblities are all

the more critical. We will have to point out the
5 defects in the Govt. fer a rectification. But this gentle-

man, I do not know wherefrom he has come, tries
4l to dictate terms to the members or to the Legislature.
- Therefore, it seems that he has committed a breach of
privilege of the House. Sir, in U. K. also it is the liberty
of the members of the House to discuss anything which is
allowed by the Speaker. When You have allowed us
to do so, I do not understand how Shri Anilratan
Barthakur can interefe in the conduct of the business
of the House. Whoever he may be — he has no jurisdiction
to issue directives to the House. Sir, your directive is
the supreme and nobody also whoever he may, can

obstruct a member in discuasing a thing in the House.

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Therefore Sir, here Shri Anilratan Barthakur is obstru-
cting the smooth functioning of the House and obst-
ructing the members in discharging their duties. Sir, as
I have quoted in the last porticn of the letter he has
instructed the House and the members about the mode
of their functioning. This is interference to the discussion
which took place on the floor of the House regarding
the Fishery Deptt. of the Govt. of Assam. I would
submit to you Sir, that this gentleman is obstructing
the members in discharging their duties. Sir, in the Kaul’s
Practice and procedure of parliament at page 257 it is
stated that ‘‘Challenging members to fight on account of
their behaviour in the House or any Committee thereof™

Sir, he is challanginng the members and he has
given instruction to the members how to behave in the
House. He has no jurisdiction to write letters to the
newspapers regarding the conduct of the business of
the House. This is an insult to the House and also
to you Sir. I also want to quote here from May’s
Parliamentary P-actice at page 123, “Reflections upon
Members. — Analogous to molestation of Members on
account of their behaviour in Parlianent are speeches
and writings reflecting upon their conduct as Members.
On 26th February 1701, the House of Commons resolved
that to print or publish any libels reflecting upon any
member of the House for or relating to his service
therein was a high violation of the rights and privileges
of the House”. So Sir, this gentleman has written two
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letter in close repeation to two different newspapers
about the conduct of the business of the House under
the caption, ‘“Legislature and Citzens” He is posing in
such a way as if we are nobody here to discuss an
important matter which concerns the State and the people. -
He may be a monarch but the monarch in the House
is yourself. When you have allowed us to discuss an
important matter in the House who 1is he to obstruct
us. Therefore, Sir, I think it is a fit case to be referred
to the Privilege. Committee. Sir, if he is not treated
well then in the  estimation of the public the
dignity of- the House will be lowered. Sir, under your
leadership and under your legacy and under the con-
stitutional  sefeguards we are functioning and nobody
from outside can interefere with the business of the
House. The Minister of Parliamentary Affairs, I think,
will support my contention. It is ot an individual
case it is a case whizh concerns the whole House.
Therefore, I plead that it may be referred to the Privi-
lege Committee for taking neessary action against this
gentleman.

Shri Giasuddin Ahmed—Mr. Speaker Sir, in support
of the contention of Shri Dulal C. Barua I would like
to say that this is a fit case to be referred to the
Privilege Committee. Sir, you are the supreme custodian
of the Rules and Procedure of this] House and with
your permission only we can deliver any speech in
accordance with the Rules and Procedure of the House.
Any speech made in the floor of the House and which
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is allowed by your goodself, none outside man has any
right to dictate as to what the members slould speak
and what they should not speak. That a sacred right
and privilege of the members of the legislature. Whenver
any such remarks are made outside it means a breach
of privilege of the members of the House and also the
House itself. That is why Shri Anilratan Barthakur is
guilty of breach of privilege of the House. I do not
know whether he is an agent of any agency.

Mr. Speaker— You may refer to the letters only.

Shri Giasuddin Ahmed— Therefore Sir, I think it
15 a fit case to be referred to the privilege Committee.
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Shri Syed Ahmed Al ( Minster )~ Sir, if I have
understood the letter correctly, as referred to by the
Hon'ble Member Shri “Barua, written by one Mr.

published in Dainik Asom, dated 11.5.73.

The : Chandrapur Thermal Power Station ‘having a
set of 30MW. was com missioned for commercial operation
on 22nd.March, 1973. Since then, the station has been
supplying . the ‘energy requirement of the Lower Assam
System. This station has uptil now reached: a:peak of
upto 29.5 MW of power for short durations. During

the peak hours, the station supplies a load varying from
24 to 27 MW,

The water level of the Umiam Lake had fallen
down to a level of 3158 above M. S. L. i.e. 8ft above
the minimum draw down level. Since operation of
Chandrapur, the Jevel of ‘the ~water was started
gradully coming up. The level of the water on 27/6/73
was 3202. 20" i. e. 52.20" above the minimum draw down
level, the Full Reservoir Level being 70 ft. above the
minimum draw down level i. e, 3220 ft. This indicates
that there has been an increase of 44:20 ft. of water
from the lowest level that it was reachzd.
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All - restrictions on use of powerimposed in the wake

“of extremely ‘low-level of water in the Umiam reservoir,

have been completely withdrawn with effect from 15.6.73,
in view of this improvement in supply position.

It will thus be seen that the position has radi-
cally changed for better since the news-paper report in
question was published.
