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Mr. Deputy Speaker: Now, Minister will reply.

Shri Syed Ahmed Ali ( Minister ) : Mr. Dy. Speaker,
Sir, some Hon’ble mzmbers and particularly Hon’ble Member
Mr. Barua have made certain observation and brought some
allegations. = Sir, so far ‘as 1 understand this allegation is
based on wrong information because the actual face of the
case is not sucn. 1In the course of his statement, the Hon’ble
Member Mr. Barua has stated that the Govt., by violation of
the fundamental rights and other departmental rules, has
passed the transfer orders of these officers from Assam State
to Meghalaya. Sir, one of our Hon’ble Members wanted to
rais¢ a point whether this matter was a mattey of public
importance or not and the Hon’ble Member’s intention was

not to challenge your ruling.. But hbe wants to justify that
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this is a very simple matter. But it has bzen made complicated
and a matter of urgent public importance by :wroﬁg infor-
mation. Sir, his intention was not to challenge !‘_your ruling.

Mr.' Deputy Speaker : I am asking who wants to speak.
Order, order ; The convcntioh of the House is that when
onc Hon’ble Member is on his legs the other Hon’ble
Member can seck clarification only with the permission of
the Chair and that too only when the Hon’ble Member
spesking gives way. But here the Minister is not giving his
way and he is on his legs. Therefore, how - can I allow you
to speak s I cannot allow. other members to speak. It is

for the safety of the Hon’ble Member that this practice is
10 be maintained.

Shri Jalaluddin Ahmed : Sir, may'l know 'whether the
Minister is  superior or the Member is superior to the
Minister. ,,

Shri- Syed Ahmed Ali: Sir, I'do not like to enter into
any controversy. 'Just now you ruled ‘that when a Member
is on his legs, he should not be disturbed by others. But
1 am being obstructed by my friend Shri Barua.

Let me now go to the actual facts of the case.

Shri Syed Ahmed Ali ( Continued ) : 130 Naga prisoners
were lodged in the Special Jail Nowgong pending trial on
charges of sedition and of raising aims against the established
Government. In connection with their cuétody and main-
fenance therein the staff attached to the Special Jail had to be
strengthened by the addition of a temporary staff of two

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Assistant  Jailors, one Chief, Head Warder and 10 Male
Warders. - This additional staff was entertained at the cost of
the Nagaland Government and the State Government received
necessary reimbursement on this count. 7 |

It.was decided.ip 1972 tha¢ these Naga prisoners would
be tried by a Sp:cial Judge at Shillong. Arrangements for
their trial in Shillong had thercfore to; bz taken in hand. As
accommodation in the District Jail at Shillong was inadequate
and security arrang:ments were not of the required standard,
it was decided to open a Special Jail at Mawlai to lddge
the Naga prisoners on transfer from the Nowgong Special
Jail. A spec1al jail was therefore constructed expeditiously
for that purpose as all concerned authormes WeEere anxious
to start the trial as soon as possible.

The Megha‘ aya Govemment who are responsible for the
custody and maintenance of these prlsoners in the Special Jail
at Mawlai required the services of a number of jail officials,
from the Spscial Jail, Nowgong. Since the ét_aﬂ" in the Nowgong
Special Jail were specially concerned with the custody and
maintenance of these prisoners, it was considered that it
would not only be desired but also necessary to transfer the
staff to the Special Jail at Mawlai since with the transfer
of these prisoners from Nowgong to Mawlai, the temporary
additional staff entertained at’ Nowgong would not actually
be required there. ‘

In consultation with the L.G. Prisons, Meghalaya, the
1.G. Prisons, Assam selected one Supermtendent District
Jail;rtwo  LAssistant. Jailors, . twO Head -Warders and 30
Warders of Nowgong Special Jail and moved Government
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for plading ‘their Services at the disposal of the Meghalaya
Goveérnment on deputation. - Since the staff of the Special Jail,
Nowgong were required for a very urgent public purpose
and their dsputation was necessary to give a start to thig
important trial without any delay, the temporary deputation
of' the staff 'was approved  at a level much hrgher than the
Deputy Secretary and I.G. Prisons. ’

Necessary orders were issued for deputatron to Meghalaya

All concerns were informed about these decisions With
further direction from the I.G. Prisons to expedite assumption
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of duties in Mawlai as the trial of this case of national impor-

tance was being delayed. In spite of these orders passed after
du- consideration, no heed was ‘paid thereto.

The manner in which orders of Government were being
blatantly disregarded and all kinds of pleas raised by practi
cally the whole staff deputed to Meghélaya caused Serious con-
cern as it virtually assumed the character of a collective flouting
of Government authorily by a group of their employees. The
position became so difficult that special measure to maintain
security and discipline in the Sp=cial Jail, Nowgong, had to be
‘adopted. This unhappy situation which was placing the State
Government in an extremely embarrassing position was duly
brought to the notice of the Chief Secretary and the measures
undertaken to enforce discipline and secarity in the Special
Jail, Nowgong, were approved. '

This issue of deputation of the Jail Staff to Meghalaya
in the above circumstances, was further discussed between
the Chief Minister and the then Jail Minister and it was
decided that the deputation should be for a period of only
¢ months. The Officers and staff were duly apprised of
their deputation to Meghalya for 6 months only with further
direction to take up their assignments with out any delay.
Eevn then the situation did not improve.

When the position became more and more delicate and
embarrassing for the State Government, the then Minister,
Jail visited the Nowgong Special Jail along with concerned
Officers and fully explained the urgency of the matter. The
pleas raised by the Officers and staff were also sympathe-
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tically gone. into and attempts made to understand  their
gencuine difficulties. When the case ;of two Assistant Jailors
who pleaded physical disability to work in Shillong was
referred to the Civil Surgeon of the District, it was confirmed
by the Civil Surgeon that thcy were physically fit to serve
in S’hilloﬁg. These repreécntaii_ons against their deputation
were accordingly rcjected.

Some of the staff deputed to Mawlai started taking up
their | positions - gradually thereafter. ‘The two | Assistant
Jailors. whose plea of physical disability was disproved did
not agree to move and they, were . placed under suspension.

It is unfortunate that in connection with an extremely
important r‘natter, of national jinterest like the trial of a
large number of ‘prisoriers by a,Spzcial- Judge,, a section of
staff in the Jail Decpartment, where high standards of
discipline and obedience are to be expected and enforced,

created 'such an embarrassing situation for the State
Government.
