Shri Muhammad Idris (Minister, Industries)- Sir, all

these materials were allotted from Gaubhati, and therefore
they cannot be sold in Calcutta black-market, My informa-
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‘tion is that no such black-marketting is taken resort to
by this firm. However, if the Hon. ‘Member has any definite
information about such mal-practice being resort to by the
firm and he supplies the same to me, I am prepared .to
make an enquiry, into .the matter;

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua- Hon. Minister: has stated
that no such black-marketting has been done by this firm.
But may I draw his attention to the fact that many of the:
Assam firms drawing their quotas of industrial/raw-materials
at Gauhati engage in carrying on black-marketting in Calcutta,
If it is so, what action are the Government going to take
in  this regard ?

Shri Muhammad Idris (Minister, Industries)- Sir, this
question relates to Assam Metals of Tinsukia only to which
I have replied. The supplementary in eonnection with that
question was whether any black-marketting has been done
in connection with the raw-materials obtained by the firm
and my reply to it was that Government had no information.
Now the question put by Shri Barua is quite different
and general in nature.

Shri- Dulal Chandra Barua - I wanted to know whether
Government is aware of the fact that black-marketting 1is
going on in a Jlarge scale of raw-materials obtained on
permits or licenses issued dy Government, and if so, what
action is taken by Government.

Shri Md. Idris (Minister, Industries) - Sir, I have already
informed that Government has not received any inforina-
tion about black-marketting done by Assam Metals. Shri

Barua has raised a general question.
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Shri Dulal Chandra Barua - At the time of issuing
such kind of permits or licences whether a condition for
employment of local labourers in put there and if so, whether
that firm has followed that and whether the Government
is taking any action to ensure that condition is being foll-
owed by the firm ?

Shri- Md. Idris (Minister, Industrﬁes)- Such a condition
is not laid down in the raw-material permit. But we are

examining follow snch principle in the matter of 1ssuing
new registrations etc.

Shrimati Renuka Devi Barkataki - Sir, the question
asked about the ratio between raw- mateugl and working
labour has not been fully replied. Mr. Saikia had agked
about the ratio between raw-materials obtained by the firm
and the labour engaged by them. The Minister has replied
that it was 30. May I know from the Hon. Minister,
whether Government is satisfied wiih that ratio ?

Shri Md. Idris (Minister, Industries) - This is a very
long question. Any way, Sir, the question of labour ratio
'is a subjsct that does not concern the Industries department,
\But if there is any rule which prescribes ratjo regarding

'engagement of labour and the firm has violated that ule,
' that matter may be taken up with the labour Depdltmeu
If there is any fixed ratio as between raw-material and
labour, T shall have to look into it. But so far gag this

firm is concerned, no such ratio was fixed,

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua - Sir, may I know . from
the Hon’ble Minister Industries whether Government is satis-
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fied that the firm is not misusing the raw-materials issued
to them ?

| Shri Md. Idris (Minister) - Sir, Ihave already replied
. to that question. My department has no such information

about the misuse of raw-materials. However, we shall look

24-11-72 he simply stated that
the work was actually done which is not at all acceptable
and the bill appears to be false one because of the fact, the
few old bamboo post seen at the site standing here and there

were completely dried up which is impossible to have been

done within three months. Further there was no necessity

to provide bamboo spur and pallasiding owing to preva-
lence of draught in the year 1971, So the bill connot be
paid; The enquiry offiicer said that on site inspection it
appeared that ‘A’ type bamboo spurs and pallsades had to
be made to divert the Tihu river course to the newly cat
channel as protective measures. In 4/8F of Namati Masal-
pur Road many timber groupes appeared to have been con-
structed as protective measures on the U/S reach of the
river from lonely half buried timbey piles. Structure like
‘A’ type bamboo spurs and palisades may be wasl}ed away
either in one flood or in one flood season. Hence no traces
were available though their effect is still visible at 4/8F
of the road. The third allegation is the lack of integrity

shocked to learn about the death of Shri Chanu Kheria,

formerly, the Member of this House. In his death, we lost
an eminent Trade Union Leader who devoted his life to the
cuase of the labour.

He was elected to the Assam Legislative Assembly

consecutively for three terms from 1945 to 1961. He was

the President of Assam Chah Mazdoor Sangha from
1950. Shri Kheria was associated with various social,
tural and Trade Union Organisations. He was a pioneer
in the Trade Union Movement in Assam. He was born at
Bengenakhowa in Golaghat subdivision in 1911. He passed

away on July 6,1973, at the age of 65.
We share with the family of Shri Kheria the deep

SO it 1samattcr
of recent occurrence and it is still coﬁtinumg So far as
our 111f0rmat10n goes nothing has been done by the Governm-
ent to take remedical measure against the epidemic. That
is why Sir, this should be accepted by you and allowed
t0 be discussed here in the House and let the. Government
tell us in what diréction they are going. This august House
should  see that the admlmstratwe machinery is active in

such emergency.

May I submit Sir, the contents of the motion itself disfav-
ours admission of the motion by you and by the House.

trade in essential commodities and to ensure fair distriba-

Govt. is fully seized of the situation of rise in prices
of essential commodities and Govt, is also taking steps to
maintain the price line to the maximum possible extent.

p+
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Such rise in prices occurs because of several reasons
one of which is rise in prices at source. So far as this
is concerned there is little that Govt. of Assam can do
to prevent such rise in prices at source and consequent
rise in prices within the State.

The  second reason for rise in prices is because of sho-

rtage of supply arising out of transport difficulties, shortage
at the sources of supply and artificial scarcity caused by
unscrupulous traders.
So far as shortages caussd by transport difficulties are
concerned, it is the constant. endeavour of Govt. to keep
close watch over the inflow of all essential commodities
into the State of ensure that the inflow of such commo-
dities is uninterrupted. For this purpose, whenever necessary
the matter is taken up with the railways etc. at the app-
ropriate level, :

So far as rise in prices because of shortages in supplies
arising in turn out of shortages at source is concerned,
Govt. tries its best whenever shortage at source is appre-
hended to increase supplies by taking up the matter, at the
highest level with Govt, of India and this_appf'f’ach has
proved fruitful many times.

Apart from these two reasons, TFise in prices can also
be caused by artificial scarcity caused by unscrupulous tra-
ders. To prevent this the district officers of the Govt. have
beea alerted to keep a close watch over hoarders, profiteers
& take appropriate action against them under the law,

From these facts it is clear that the Govt. is taking all
possible steps within its power to maintain the price line

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The Assam Flying Club Limited which was registered
under the Assam Co-operative societies Act was formally
started on 28th May, 1958. The primary object of raising
the club was to impart flying training to the youth and
thereby to promote the study of aeronautics, Basically, the
club was established for educational purposes i.e. for pro-
viding facilities for flying training to the youth in order to
enable them to qualify for different categorizs of licenses.
Initially, the licenses were intended to meet only hobty int-
erest but ' now successful trainees can expect to build-up
lucrative career with flying training,

The club is run with the grant-in-aid given by the State
Govt. and the Subsidy and Subvention given by the Gov-
ernment of India. Accordingly the club is subjected to dual
control. The income of the club together with the subsidy,
subvention and the grant as the case may be, have got
to be utilised for the purpose of maintenance and impre-

vement of, the club. If there be any profit or surplus left

over, it will have to be credited to the Govt. of India.
Such profit cannot be utilised for other purposes.

The cost of running a flying club is relatively higher
than any other type of training institution, The flying club
needs the services of a qualified Chief Pilot Instructor or
a Pilot Instructor-in-charge, an assistant Pilot Instructor, a
chief Engineer a.s§>_’isted by an Asst. maintenance Engineer and
a host of subordina& mechanics and helpers. As teclmlcally

qualified personnel are not readily available locally and the
club does not have a landing ground of its own, the ope-
rating cost of the Assam Flying Clubis bound to be higher

Earlier 25 trainees succeeded in obtain-
ing “A” license out of this club. As there is good scope. for
employment to commercial Pilot Ltcense holders, Government
desire to maintain and dcvelop the flying club . with such
assistance as is found feasible.

As tothe letter of resignation tendered by 14 flying
members on 18th: June, 1973 it has been ascertained that '
none of the signatories, ‘except one,” were ‘on the ' active
list, ‘as their membership expired prior to 18th June, 1573,
Besides, - flying -members are- used to transfer their membe-
rship from one. club to another: for the sake of  convenience..
