This is reflected in
the suspension of operation agreement with various extrem-
ist outfits like, UPDS, DHD (Nunisa) Group, DHD (Jewel)
Group, KLNLF, NDFB (Dhiren Boro Group), ACMA and
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BCF. At the initiative of my Govemment an interlgcutor, has
been appointed to. forward the peace process with ULFA,
UPDS, DHD(J) and KLNLF and the same, is progressmg ina
positive direction.

During the year 2010, security forces have dpprehended
980 militants of dlfferent militanis outfits, which include some
: top ranking 1m1gortafnt ULF. A cadresas well as the President
and Deputy Commander=in-Chief anti-talk NFDB ‘Group. The
security forces have also recovered 442 Nos. of arms of differ-
ent assortments and a number of IEDs, grenades, explosives
and detonztors from the extremists. During this period 15 mili-
tants of dszerent outfits were killed in encounters with the-sé-
- curity forces “These successes have been possible due to the
serious and contmous atter*ion paid by my Government for
the Modérnisation of Police Forces, in ﬁhng up the vacant posts
and also in imparting training to the Assam Police personnel
The State Pghce Force is now better equlpped with sophisti-

cated arms and security equipments, ‘modeni communication

facilities etc. for dealing effectively with the militants.
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Our multl-pronged strategy has‘had‘a pos1t1ve impact in
contamlng the militancy in the State, The violénce commit-
- ted by the different militnt outfits has'come down in a per-
cepuble 'way. The numbef of ‘civilians kiled by the militants
in 2010 was 56, which'is the’ lowest ﬁgure of civilians killed
by militants in the last 15 years. The incidents-of bomb explo-
sions- caused by mlhtants have also significantly come down.

Assam Accord

My Govemment has taken up steps for updatlng the NRC
1951. In pursuance of a law and order situation in Barpeta in
July 2010, a Cabinet Sub-committee has been set up to make
recommendations for removmg the difficulties and simplify-
ing procedures in the process of NRC 1951 updation so that
no-genuine Indian Citizen is harassed and no foreigner is al-
lowed to stay in Assam illegally. For detection and deporta-
tion of foreigners the number of Foreigners Tribunals have

been increased from 11 in 2006 to 36 at present and these are |
functioning in the State. A “Committee of Ministers” is ex-

amining issues relating to the implementationof Clause 6 of
the Assam Accord including the defination of “Assamese
people”. The Archaeological Survey of India has taken up the
protection, preservation and development of hlstoncal monu-
ments in additions to similar schemes taken up by my Gov-
ernment. The Modernisation of the J yoti Chitraban Film Stu-
dio Phase III (Part-1) is in progress.

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The Assam Gas Cracker Project at a cost of Rs. 5,460
crores is under implementation. The revival of the Ashok Pa-
per Mill is proposed through the establishment of a Greenfield |
Paper Project. The Bogibeel Rail-cum-Road project has been
approved by the Government of India as a National Project
~ and it is under implementation. The Government of India has
sanctioned a proposal for upgradation of the Guwahati Medi-
cal ‘College & Hospital (GMCH) to the level of a superspeciality
hospital for Rs. 119.95 crores and its completed all the works
asigned to them relating to the construction of Indo-
Bangladesh Border Roads and Fencing except for 0.715 km
of Roads and 0.893 km of Fence relating by March 2011.

Agriculture and Horticulture

Assam has witnessed enhansed production, both in the case
of food and cash crops despite a decline in total crop area. It
has achieved a record production of Rice of 44.08 lakhs MT
during the year 2009-10. In the thirteen low productive dis-
tricts under the Nayonal Food Security Mission there has been
a si‘gniﬁcant increase of rice productivity from 1215 kg/ha
during 2006-07 to 1643 kg/ha in 2009-1C, an increase of
35.2% after 3 years of the Mission. Assam stands in the 1st
position in Rice production and productivity among NFSM

(Rice) districts of Eastern India.

While encouraging and supporting diversification, emphisis
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has also been given to the use of improved High Yielding Vari-
eties and Hybrid Seeds as well as adoption of improved tech-

nology including integrated nutrient management and farm

mechanization by the farmers of the State. During the year
2010-11, it is proposed to distribute 882 numbers of Tractors
“and 6068 numbers of power tll,ers An additional 2, 33,784 ha.
urrigation . potential is under creation durmg the year 2010- 11
with the installation of 1,16,892 Nos. of STW I Sprinkler/
LLPs. A total of 5,86,633 Nos. of Kisan Credit Cards (KCC)
have been 1ssued to the deservmg farmers with the credit dis-
bursement of 1453. 12 crores till September, 2010. The Exter-
nally Aided Assam Agrzcultural Competztzveness Project
(AACP) for infrastructural development and the Central Scheme
Rastriya Krishi Vikash Yojana (RKVY) for ail round develop-

ment of Agriculture and Allied Sectors are being implemented
successfully.

My Government has accorded high priority to the cultivation
of high value horiticultural crops like Cashew nut, King chilli
(Bhoot Jalakiya), Black pepper, Ginger, Orchids, Anthurium

Development of Horiticulture. Cold storage, post harvest
processing and marketing facilities as well as 2 model Horti-
culture Farm are being develop for the growth of horticulture

and the processing sector. For the first time systenatic and

scientific Cultivation of medicinal plants is in progress under
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the National Mission on Medical Plants.

milk production, cattle induction programme, Semi-intensive

goat and pig farming scheme, Rural backyard poultry
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distribution programme and the Scheme for control of ani-
mal diseases through massive vaccination. The Institute of
animal Farm Management, Rani is proposed to be upgraded
to a Regional Institute for Livestock and Entrepreneural Man-
agement. Extensmn and tramlng is provided through the
School of Vetennary Saences Ghungoor, Sichar and the Of-
ﬁcers Training ] Instltute Khanapara

More area is being brought under piscicul-
ture through various schemes under the State Plan the exter-
nally aided Assam Agricultural Competitiveness Project and
the Rashtriya Krishi Vikash Yojana (RK VY A large number of
unemployed youth and women are being imparted skill on
pisciculture and quality seed production. Through Assam
Matsya Mahotsav' mass awareness programme. is being
organised in the State., Fresh water prawn hatchery has been
established for the first time in Assam for introduction prawn
culture.

The Swarnajayanti Gram Swargjgor Yojana (SGSIO is be-
ing implemented in the State under which during the last five
years 52,355 Self Help Groups (SHGs) and 25,932 md1v1dual
Swarojgaries have been provided with self,  employment.

Under Mahatma Gandhi National Rural Employment Guar-
antee Act (MGNREG) programme 36,18,118 households have,
been provided with job cards. A total of 2699.05 lakh mandays
have been created during the last five years up to November
2010. To avoid defalcation and misappropriation, payments
are being made through the bank accounts of beneficiaries.
Under this programme a large number of community and in-
dividual assets habe been created. Under the Indira Awas
Yojana a total of 6,53,749 houses were completed in the last

five years and the target fixed for the current year is 1,70,849

houses.

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formed and democratically controlled a new-Assam Co-op-
erative Societies Bill, 2007 was earlier passed. and now the
suggestions of H.E. the President of India are in the process
of being incorporated. To revamp the cooperativé mo‘}efnent'

in the State a Committee of Group of Ministers has been
formed -and_their report in now under consideration. Steps

have been taken for the revival of the West Assam Milk Pro-
ducers’ Cooperative Union Ltd (WAMUL) and the East Assam
‘Milk Producers’ Cooperative Union Ltd (EAMUL) and the
Assam Polyester Cooperative Society Ltd (APOL) Assistance
has been provided to the Women Cooperative Societies un-
der the Assam Bikask Yojana, As a part of the revival of the
Short Term Cooperative Credit Structure an amount of Rs.

Rubber Plantation in
collaboration with Rubber Board has been taken up under the
Rashtriya Krishi Vikash Yojana (RK VY) in the districts of
Goalpara, Kamrup (Rural), Kamrup (Metro), Bongaigaon and
Darrang. Steps have been taken for the revitalization of the
Assam Plantation Crops Development Corporation Ltd
(APCDC). Soil Conservation Department has been designated
as nodal department for the implententation of Centrally Spop-
sored Scheme of Integrated Watershed Developmey,;
Programme (IWDP).
Environment and Forest

- Assam is famous for its rich flora and fauna. My Govery.-
ment has been taking a number of steps for conserving and
enriching the forests in Assam. In addition to the Manas Tj-
ger Reserve it has also declared the Kaziranga National Park
and the Nameri National Park as Tiger Reserves to provide
better conservation for Tigers as well as for other major anj-
mals living in these National Parks. With a view to restore
Rhino population to the Manas Tiger Reserve Rhinos are be-
ing translocated from Kaziranga and Pabitora to Manas. With
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a view to curb poachlng of Wildllfe the Wlldllfe (Protection )
Act, 1972 has been amended makmg pumshment for com-
mitting wildlife crimes more stringent upto life. lmpnsonment
and making the offences cognizable and non-ballable Actlon
has been taken to contain man-ammal conﬂlct and the ex-
gratia amount in respect of victims of such conflict has been
increased from Rs. 40, 0001/- to Rs. 1. 00 lakh

To ensure effective 1mpletat10n and monltormg of schemes
taken up by the Forest Development Agencies, the State For-
- est Development Agency is being taken to increase the forest
cover. During the current year 18,000 hectares of plantatlon
and 185.44 hectares of nurseries have already been created
under the state plan mcludmg the Assam Bikash Yolana and
central schemes like, the National Bamboo Mission, |

Medicinal and Aromatic Plant (A YUSH), CAMP A etc.
Within March 2011 it is proposed to further plant 7,015
hectares and create 27.00 hectares of nurseries.

Public Enterprises

My Government has taken steps to reform the State Pubhc
Sector Undertaking (PSUs) in Assam. Action for this purpose
has been taken under the Asian Development Bank supported
Assam Governance & Public Resource Management Project
under which 14 unviable PSUs and 2 industrial Units of an-
other PSU are being closed down. A Task Force on PSU
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Reforms has been constituted to overséé the reform process

under this’ PrOJect ‘A Pay Rev131on Committee was also con-
stltuted for the State Level Public Sector Enterprise (SLPES).
The Comm1ttee has since submitted its report, which is under

With the Gas Cracker Project scheduled to be completed
by 2012, steps have been taken to set up a plastic park where
more than 500 industries based on raw materials of the Gas
cracker Project can be established as downstream industries
for creating employment on a large scale. During the last four
years, 6,795 Nos. of units have been set up in Micro/Small/
Medium sector generating employment for around 43,000
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persons. Steps are belng taken for settlng up of a Bamboo
Park, Jute Park, and Textile Park. ‘Works at Mega Food park
at Nathkuch1 are in progress To. facilitate border trade the
Trade centre at Sutarkand1 has been made operatlonal and
another Trade Centre at Mankachar is ready. for 1naugurat10n
International Trade Fac111tat10n centre is bemg set up on
Stilwell road near Jagun in Tmsukla district. )
A new scheme namely, Assam Entrepreneur Award 2010
~ is being mtroduced during the current year to enhance the
competitiveness among the Micro, Small and Medlum Enter—
prises. To provide a problem free envrronment for the i 1nves-
tors, online submission of Entrepreneurs Memorandum 1&11
has been introduced. To help nearly 3.5 lakh families a new
policy for utilising cess collected from small tea growers has
been approved for ploughing back the funds to the Small Tea
Growers.
