As the Honourable Members are aware, the distriets of
Goalpara, Kamrup, Darrang, Nowgong and Cgchar in the State,
besides Meghalaya, primarily depend for their power supply on
the Umiam-Umtru Hydel System. Due to inadequate rainfall in
the catchment area of this system during the last monsoon, the
Reservoir at Barapani could not reach the Full Reservoir Level,
the maximum water fevel reached there being about 7 ft. below
the Full Reservoir Level, this shortfall being equivalent to about
3 month’s power supply at full load. On the other hand, it has
been seen  that the demand for power in their area has
been going up substantially with the result that the pegk_ load on
this system went up to about 45 MW, which is equivalent to
g7 MW of continuous drawal, as against the designed sustained
generation capacity‘of about 22 MW of this system. -

In view of this, the Assam State Electricity Board started
to run its stand-by diesel sets at Tezpur, Nowgong, Karimganj
and Silchar since November/December. 1972, The Board also took
all possible measures for commissioning the Therma! Power
Station at Chandrapur as early as possible. :

However, taking into consideration the prevalent situation
with the water level at Barapani standing at 3170 ft. above sea
level which would have permitted drawall of only 20 ft. water
for power generation, the Board came to the conclusion that it was

The pre-commissioning trials of Chandrapur Power Station
haye already started. If everything goes according to scheduled,
1t is expected that the Chandrapur Station would be commissioned
and would start taking load in gradual stages from about the end
of March, 1973. The position would be under constant review so
as to see what further modifications in the power supply policy
are possible and necessary. Needless to say, our anxietv would be
to keep the restrictions at the minimum necessary level, without
Jeopardising the future power supply in this area. It would be
seen from what I have stated above, that the immediate endea-
vour of the Board Woulg be to commission the Chandrapur Power
Station in order to reliee the present power crisis.

I fully share the concern and anxiety of the Honourable
Members and the various consumers particularly the industries
depending on it about this vital matter of power. However, T am
sure that the Hodnourable Members would appreciate the inescap-
able necessity of the power restrictions presently imposed with a
view to conserving power for the future till the position improves.
As the Honourable Members known, such power restrictions have
become necessary and been imposed in many other States also.
