Government has been making continuous endeavour to reabsorbed
all the retrenched employees and the position would have improved
considerably but for the fact that due to d.lsturbed_ condition in the
State for some time the quantum dJf work did not increase and the
reabsorption process hampered.

Nobody in this august House is interested in voicing the true picture
of the tribal society. There is not much mention of the tribal prob=
lems in the Governor’s address. This is very unfortunate. The grants’
in aid under Article 275 of the Constitution are being misused and
practically this grants in aid under Article 275 has been a farce, 1
want to give a simple example of this. I am a Member of the
Kokrajhar Subdivisional Advisory Committee for the distribution of grants.
On one occasion I attended a meeting in Kokrajhar Subdivision.
There are seven Anchalik Panchayats and in the meeting the 7 Anchalik
Panchayat Presidents came with large bundles of application each
carrying a bundle of 2/3 thousand applications, What was the
amount of grants in aid ? Only Rs. 7000/- under self help scheme.
This way the plains tribals are being deprived everywhere. They are not
getting their share. They are deprived of their share. Mr- Deputy
Speaker, Sir, today I am to say here that if the Government do not
give proper attention, if the Government do not consider the basic pro-
blems and grevinces of the Plains Tribals in a true perspective  then
the problem will assume rather more complicated proportion and this
may be more incongenial for the maintenance of communal harmony,
eace and tranquility in the state.

25 years. 1 want to know whether the Government is trying to assess
or ascertain the magnitude of the problem of the Distetet ? In  the
address of the Governor it has been said that the Government is
trying to strengthen the Employment Exchange Department. My humble
suggestion in this regard is that Government may ask all the Educational
Institutions-Schools and Colleges and Universities to realise fees for
registration of the qualified students in the Employment Exchange
along with their examination fees. The Employment Exchange Depart-
ment may be asked to collect the names and address of the successful
candidates from the institutions and get them registered with the Employ-
ment Exchanges automatically without waiting for any application from
the incumbants. Similarly I would also suggest that the Panchayats
may be asked to maintain a register showing the names of unemployed
agricultural labourers to report the same to the Employment Exchange
Department. I think in that way, the correct pictire or the real
assessment of the magnitude of the problem can be made very easily
and in a short time.

there are officials "in our administration in these hard days of economic
crisis who are pulling on with'a salary of Rs, 200 with a family
consitsing of not less than 10 members  and that too.

Not a single political organisation in the district
of Cachar has taken any sort of resolution. My friend might have
gone through a news-item appeared under the name and style “of Union
Ferritory Demand Committee. I submit Sir, that these persons are
onl; few and microscopic in number. I maintain that this sort of
organisation can be created even by me tomorrow and news-item may
come up in the Daily paper in Assam. This sort of oreanisation can
be created and this sort of organisation can be formed b;maOic wand
So, Sir, my friend should not have said this. I maintain that ihcsé
persons has got no tie with the land. Tt should have come from the
political organisation which is formed for political purpose 1o speak
about the people. So, Sir, I maintain that Cachar is not to be- separated.
If that comes, that would be resisted by the people of Cachar.

Now, I am switching over to some other points on the Governor's
Address. The Governor has made a mention of anti-corruption cases
and police administration and he referred that the report of the police
Commission is being considered. I would like to know what time will
be neeessary to consider the report of the Police Commission and
what time will be necessary to execute it. He has mentioned
about the financial difficulties, but T say that for giving
justice to the public and for eradicating  corruption, it is wvery
necessary to accept and it has got to be looked into. I do mnot
decry but I say that it has to come out carly. The Governor has
mentioned 786 anticorruption cases for which enquiries were held during
1972. The date of the commencemert of the enquiry has not been
mentioned. Presumably enquiry was started some years back. So many
years were not necessary.to enguire into these cases. The expenditure
involved in this is to the tune of some lakhs, but the result is nothing.
It has been stated that out of 786 cases, II7 cases have been disposed
of during the year, out of which only 17 cases have been réecommended
for departmental action, and 99 cases have gone out of the list, the
persons involved therein have escaped. The Government has to pay
considerable amount as subsistence allowance to some of the employees
and at the -ame time, some ‘ther extra hands were possibly bad fto be
engaged. So much of the amount is being wasted. It is also mentioned
that. 669 cases are stil! pending, we do not know what time 1s nece-
ssary to enquircd into all these_ and how many of them will escape
unhurt, The Government has given an assurance that the report of
the Police Coommission is being examined and it is going to be execu-
ted. As a rule, all the cases that are lodged with the Po_hce are to
be enqueired into within I5 days. But I would like to bring to the
notice of the hon'ble members of this house that years pass by for
enquiry so many years arc not required for this. So this has got to
be looked into. We are appealing to the Government to look  into
these and see that these cases arc disposed of early ¢cases are best-
enquired into early and charge-sheets submitted in time and discipli-

Sir, he has come from a pl.ce where only a particular Sub-
ttibals namely Bodo Sub-tribe if he has

speak for his sub-tribe only and for his praticular sub—tfi{be. Thiz,GoSerilrg::g
right from the Sulullah Ministry upto the Sarat Sinha Ministry has

been doing much not only for the economic, educati
bgt also for political benefits. All these bm’mﬁts areorﬁginge‘;ifppﬁc%ts
this particular sub-tribe, i.e., the Boro tribe. They have got no groundi
for putting forward any grievances. If Mr, Narzary had anything to
say about the tribals such as Miris, Rabhas and others, then he
should. have spoken for the good of these people. ’OnIy not
for his sub-trible. The Miris have got their own language
he has never spoken  for the developmeat of the language
of the Miris but he speaks cnly for the development of Bodo
a03uaze which he is goiag to introduce as the medium of instruction  in
propos :d Udayachal. The Demand for a separate State Udayachal
has not been supported by any other tibal Pzople. The demand for
Udayachal has been put forward by some disgruntled people who
have formed PTCA. and these persons who have formed PTCA sought
for Congress tickets and having failed to get the Congress tickets
they have formed the PTCA This Demand for Udayachal state is
concentrated in a particular place of his constituency and not in an
other place. No tribal people in Upper Assam or Middle Assam
support this movement for separate Udayachal stage. When he could
not find place in any other political Organisaticn. he has created
this Organisation namely PTCA. to make himself more important
and through this Organisation he has been demanding for a separate
“Udayachal state. So, whatever grievances this sub-tribe had, has
already been fulfilled by the present and the previous government
and they have no any grievance to b= put forward. I would request
the government to re-assess the progress made by different sub-tribes
of the plains tribals. In the name of plains traibals, a particular
sub-tribe namely Boro sub-tribe has been reaping all the fruits. So,
days of re-assessment of the progress made and benefits given to the
plains tribals have come, and I say that the particular Tribal Areas
Department portfolio should he manned by the Chief Minister himself
so that equal treatment can be made to “all the sub-tribes. In the
Governor’s Address, particular stress has been given to the Boro educa-
tion only and not of other Tribal people. At page—29 of the Governor’s
Address, it has been stated—‘“special attention will also be given to
the education of the children of Bodo origin, tea garden labourers
and ex-tea garden labourers”. What does it mean ? It means that
as there is none in the Government policy making Body from the
other sub-tribes of the plains Tribals  their interests, have been,
y passed. Had there been any person _in the Government policy
waking body from the other Sub-Tribes, it would have been in cor-
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=d i rnor’s Address that special attention had been
Ir)r?ar,.?l;udlb:‘n czllfcat%?fcof' the other sub-TIribes. It did not like to s,éy
on this particular statement of the Governor but the statfe_mf:nt made
b‘y Mr. Narzary made me t> say so. We have been s,m_;mgd mum
so long but when we have found that injustice has been being done to.
other sub-tribes, we will have to make the government know of what

is. going on.

Sir, in tae matter of distribution of grants, largest amount were
sanctioned in his constituency. If we calculate the figures of the last
five years, then we find that Ko%u_'ajhar. area recelved the ]ar_gcst
amount of grants. It is really surprisiug Sir. From this point of view,
they do not deserve any protection from the Government. They do
not deserve any further grants from the Government. The people of
Kokrajhar are very much advanced than any other adyvance section of
the other people of Assam. What is the reason of giving them pro-
ection when they demand for a separate State and when they have
posessed all the qualities to run a Government. So, I say, sir, w{hat
particular tribe should be separated from the other backward tribes
who have been deprived of all these benefits. They have got everything.
They have got their own Schools, Colleges and Hospitals. - But other
sections of the ' tribal people are deprived of all these benefits.

Now, Sir, coming to border disputes between Assam and Arunachal Pro-
desh, I would urge the Government to settle up these disputes as early as
possible so that the suffering of the tribal people living in the border—
ing areas will be removed. As regards the rehabilitation of the flood
effected people in Majuli area, I would like to draw the attention of
the Government as this has not been mentioned in the Governor’s address.
Sir, the entire Majuli has been badly affected by flood. Soms [amilies
have been eroded. Tae total number of these family members will be about
300(five hundred). THese people are still stranded on the road. Though this
matter was brough to the notice of the Government earlier, nothing was
done as yet. I would now request the Government to grant the rehabilitations
loans to the.e people at an early date so that the suffering of these
people will be removed. Sir, c)ming to the qusstion of Ferry Service in
Komolabari and Neamatighat, I would like to draw the attention of the Govt,
that this Ferry Service has been found most unsatisfactory and the matter was
brought the notice of the Transport Deptt. earlier but the Transport Dcptt.
15 yet to take any action. Sir, I have also brought to the notice of the
Gpvcrnmcnt. abogt another impprtan_t matter. This is in  connection
with the overloading of Bus-services in our area, This question was also
raised by me during last Session of the Assambly. The matter is not
yet looked into properly. I personally brought this matter to the notice
of the Deputy Commissioner who is also. not taking keen interest in
gl;;b{éx:ltstm;s ?D%,u Si du:;;ge upon the Government to look into thosc‘

e y me. With these words, sir, I-resume v seat.
