SPEAKER : The question is how many amongst the Gazetted
Officers are I. A. S, Officers and to which Scheduled Tribes community

or communities they belong. It is an exhaustive list and there is none

from the Rabha and the Miris.

Shri MAL CHANDRA PEGU: Sir, may we take it for granted
that there is no gazetted officer belonging to Rabha and Deuri co-

mmunities ?

Re: Recognition of the Gauhati Medical College by the All-
India Medical Council

Shri DULAL CHANDRA BARUA (Jorhat): Mr. Speaker, Sir, I
rise to call attention to a very important matter of public importance
which concerns the future of the young gencration of Assam. I think
the hon.members of this August House are aware of the news publi-
shed in the As:am Tribune of 7th June last about the Gauhati
Medical CO”L‘]_{& affairs, Sil‘, this ("u”!'j!:f: vas .‘-.l:l:_lc'ti in 1960 with a
view to impart proper medical education to the young people of Assam,
so that this will remove the dearth of medical graduates in our State.
The people in general were very glad when the college was started,
but scon after they saw with great disappointment that no eflective
measures were tiken by Government to make it a full-fledged medical
college to serve our needs. From what T have obscrved, Sir, it is more
or less a place for confinement of the young students without providing
proper facilities for their education. The other day an esteemed member
of this Housc spoke aboui the anomalies prevailing in the medical
.college at Gauhati. From the very beginning the students are facing
many handicaps and inconveniences. They arc putting up at a long
distance from the coilege. Now, this is a technical college in which
practical training is necessary. But due to this long distance the stus
dents cannot devote their full energy to practical training. No proper
arrangement has Dheen made for hostel accommodations and sullicient
teaching stail provided.

Shri BAIDYA NATH MOOKERJEE (Minister, Medical): How
does this arise, Sir ?

Mr. SPEAKER: Mr. Barua, you should confine your arguments tP
the subject-matter of the motion, You wanted to discuss the report
submitted by the inspector deputed by the Indian Medical Council.
Therefore, you should confine your observations only to the inspection
report.

Shri DULAL CHANDRA BARUA (Jorhat): Now, Sir, as the inspe-
cting members were deputed by the Indian Medical Cuun_cil to examiné
the feasibility of recognising the college, it is very disappointing to
know from the report that there is no hope of gc_uing recognition as
there are 80 many anomalies in respect of the medical college there.

Now, Sir; 1T fail to understand why in spitc ol several representa-
tions made by the people and students Government have not taken
any effective measures to set matters right. From what I have observed
1 find, Sir, that this Government is a lover of agitation. Since no
strike motice had been given by the students no action was taken t0
remove their difficulties and inconveniences, Only on the 24th of April
last when t!lc students gave a notice of strike to the Government to
draw attention to their difficylties the Minister-in-charge went down to
Gauhati to examine the affajrs of the medical coVlege. 1 fail to under-
stand the attltlld? of Government, Sir. When the Government have
taken up a certain plan they should implement it in a proper way.

Shri BAIDYA NATH MOOKERJEE (Minister, Medical) : Sir,
the two visitors deputed by the Indian Medical Council have not yet sub-
mitted their report, The information that has been received by some
friends .that. Gauhati Medical College would not get recognition as 18

recognition is dependent on the report of the Visitors is based on jmagina-
tion or wrong impression, :

Mro. SPEAKER s Th_at News item appeared in the PI'CSS and that
news item made some cornmotion in the public minds. If the report was
not submitted why did you not issue contradiction to the Press ?

Shri BAIDYA NATH MOOKERJEE (Minister, Medical) : It is
not possible to issue coniradiction in each and every such case. There
are 8o many things to contradict that I am thinking of requesting the
Chief Minister to start a News Paper for contradicting all such item of news.
I hope Sir, you will please realise the position.
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My, SPEAKER : This matter was broadly discussed on the
Governor’s Address also about the unhappy situation of the Gauhati Me-
dical College. No contradiction was issued at that time either to the Press
or to this House. Now how can you argue that the argument advanced uy
the hon. Member Mr. Barua is a fictitious one ?

Shri BAIDYANATH MOOKER JEE (Minister, Medical) : The
discussions were not exactly on this issue Sir, though they were in connec-
tion with the Medical College. Sir, Dr. Puri, Secretary of the Indian Me-
dical Council stated during his visit 10 Shillong carly last month that this
inspection was to help growth of a College and not to hinder its progress.

Earlier the College was inspected by Dr. D. Ram, B. Sc, ‘1. B,,
D.L.0O,D. O. M. S, Ex. Vice-Chancellor of Bihar University at the ins-
tance of the Gauhati University in connection with affiliation of the Col-
lege and on the recommendation of this Inspector, the Gauhati University
granted affiliation upto 1st M. B. B, S. Examination.

My. SPEAKER : Of which University, he was Vice-Chancellor ?

Shri BAIDYANATH MOOKER JEE (Minister, Medical) : Patna
University. For Pathology and Pharmacology l"cpartn?cnts necessary
staff has been appointed. The Departments arc being organised by them.
One Professor and one Assistant Professor have been appointed in each
Departments of Medicine and Surgery so that these Depaitments are or-
ganised ahead of time More staff for these two Departments are being
pusted. Necessnry staff for other Departmenis such as Obstetrics and
Gynaecology, E. N. T., Opthalmology, Radiology is being appointed and
a8 .a matter of fact order has been issued- Arrangement for teaching in
Social and Preventive Medicine and Medical Jurisprudence has been made

recently.

Gauhati Civil Hospital has two steam sterilizers and one Electric
Sterilizer for the purpose of Sterilizing dressings, insiruments, etc. The
Janata Stove might have been used sometime for boiling water for purposes
other than sterilization of dressing and instruments.

There are sanitaty latrines in the new wards and paying wards of the
Civil Hospital. But there still exists the old service latrines which are
sometimes used by the Ambulatory patients. These service latrines will
be demolised as soon as alternative arrangements are made,

The Sweepers’ quarters being within the Hospital compound the
Sweepers might have domestic pigs sometimes in their homes, However
the Principal is taking steps to stop it. :

The Civil Hospital, Gauhati has been taken over by th :
College only in the last week of May last and the variouz d:pal:-{gi;:::
of the Hospital are gradually being organised to bring up to the stan-
dard of a Medical College Hospital.

Dr. Singha one of the two visitors mentioned above was
enough to meet me here in Shillong after his inspection of the Col-
lege. He spoke highly about our students and teaching staff. He ex-
dressed his satisfaction so far our standard of teaching was concerned.

I thank the linance Minister for his very illuminating budget speech

and also for the well balanced budget that he has presented. Sir, 1
hereby beg to submit my reaction in connection with the budget. Sir,
taxation is never welcome if.tis avoidable, all the more so, as ths tax '
when once it comes, it never or hardly wauts to goand ht the pople
hard. But under circumstances, pecple may not grudge taxation provided
they Lnow that what they are paying is utlised to the full. I believe
that the Government and the Finance Minister are well aware of these
things and they will see that wheu they come forward with proposai of new
taxation, they will be all the more alert to sec that the position of Admin-
istration improves in the immediate future. Sir, we have reason 10 doubt
that things may not proceed well cven in the immediate future. Because,
we find huge amount lying unrealised under diflerent head with different
sections of the people. I do not mean to siy that all tl.ese amoun.s are
realisable, there are difliculties in realisation, there are difliculties in pay-
ment by the defaulters too. But this is not true in all cases. Iaone insta-
nce, a certain mauzadar of a subdivision has been reported to be defaul-
ting to the extent ot rupecs one lakhs ol land 1evenue and that mouza is
Baghbar Mauza. This is a most temporary area consisting mostly of chars
of the Brahmapuwra, and may be that these outsiandings are due to the
difficulty of realisation from  thesc arcas. But, even then, Sir, if the

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Sir, as Wc’_ll' known to all, these refugees are in dire distress in
many Cascs, I'hey are at least partially a lot of discontent people, and
it 18 not u_lmalpr:l] fcr them to be discontent. If we do not go to
remove th_c“' grievances carly, such discontent among them may in-
creasc. Dlscpntc:nt 15 very bad from all views specially from social
barmony point of view, I Em[,c the Government will be alert to this
issue and pull up all the resources to settle this matter carly and
finally. "Then, 'Sl_f, the name of the Elementary Education Bill has beeu
menuoncgl both in the Governor’s address and in the Finance Minister’s
spCCC_h- I‘hough it is not bLefore us just now, Imy own impres ion,
Sir, is that there should be less experiments in natters of  education.
pcrsonally believe that the present system of cducation is  quite good
cnoug:h to lead_us a good deal further at least to the point of rousing the
consciousness within the minds of the people that this is our own country, our
own sog:iety.. Ar}d to rouse this consciousness, cven the present system ol
education 18 quite good provided there be people to look after cducation.
1 bélieve, _Slr, it will be the most fundamental and important thing
for our society if there he enough scopc for education. Then most of
the other things will be looked after by the people themselves and
there will be little left for the Governmet to do. Sir, we are concerned
with re-organising things. We should be more cautious however in
framing educational re-organisation.

The rcason for mentioning the clementary education bill is this
what change can be effected to improve the e¢lementary education.
The teachers do not work; the pcople do not send their children
to school regularly ; teachers are not Pproperly trained or qualified,
teachers are not available and soinetimes therc are no school at all
These are the common grievances and if the proposed  Ele—.entary
Education Bill can remove these gricvances this  will certainly be welcome.
But Sir, in respect of one wvery important thing I like 1o draw _thc
attention of the Government and this is with regard to Managing
Committee of Lower Primary Schools. Sir, now what we iind is that all
Managing Committee are constiiuted by the villagers somc of whom are
members of the Goan Panchayat and school tcachers. There 1s no law
which can stop these teachers from sceking clection to the _(:'aon 1’ancl;ayat.
This cannot be stopped because these teachers arc  suitable candidates
for membership of the Gaon Panchayats. May be the Government will
pbring certain law by which these teachers can be disallowed to seek
election to the Goan Panchayat and I believe that will be the only
remedy. But sometimes it appears that these Lower Primary tchool
teachers become unavailable for Panchayats. Such people could carry
whatever they liked against an average Gaon Panchayat member. So
1 hope the Government will look into this thing and decide whatever
they think best, in handing over control of Lower Primary Schools to
Gaon Panchayats, °

Then Sir, regarding revenue I want again to draw the attention of
the Government to one very vital point, Every year there is loss of
revenue du€ to erosion in many parts of the State. Sir, I particularly
draw the attention of the Minister Revenue in respect of the Barpeta
Subdivision. The river Beki passes through as many as cight mouzas and
every year erode large areas of cultivable land. The Government has not
looked after this river. Sir, we do not want big River valley Project for
controlling these rivers; hbut we certainly want that the Governmeng

|
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should take effective steps to protect these valaable agricultural land.
This is a very vital point to which the Government has not paid any
attention. We do not want any electricity project for fan and lights,
We want the Government to start river valley projects only to control this
river, so as to save the agricultural land from ecrosion. But uptill now
no such attempt has been made to investigate these rivers. In this

connection, 1 beg to state that the Government has started an .

embankment by the castern sideof the Beki River. Sir, this embankment
in places is absolutcly unnecessary because  the places are very ‘high
which flood water cannot reach, and as such the money spent for this
embankment is a shcer wastage.

Sir, I may sound most insular but I cannot check the temptation to
mention another thing regarding Borpeta. Sir, there is no Municipal
town in Assam where 99 p:r cent of the peopl: are thrown cut of
employment. The people of Barpeta had their own business from a
very long past. ‘Theywere carrying on petty trade which has now been
affected by the development of good road, mowor vehicles and railways.
These peeple were once very well oft by doing this business ; but now
they are out of employment. Therefore, for such poople I believe that some
industry is very necessary.

Sir, the Chicf Minister was pleased to go to Barpeta in the last year,
He was also p'eased to take the thea Director of Industries to Barpeta to
discuss whether any such inductry could be started there. The Chief
Minister left Barpeta leaving the Director there for discussion with the local
pcoplc. Some discussions were held and after that we hm_rc not heard any-
thing f-om the Government side as to what happened. Sir, it may be that
the Government wants the people to come to push theilr case. But Sir,
there are few people who will like to come here to discuss this maiter with

the Government,

Sir, the Barpeta Clonsumers’ Co-operative was supplying electricity to
the people of Barpeta Town b.fore the Goveirnment took up the Rura]
Electrification Scheme. That turned out to be their fault. Had this
Co-operative not taken up this electric supply scheme and awaited till the
Government took up this scheme, Government would have surely taken up
the supply scheme at Barpeta t00. But Barpeta started the supply work with
its own money and some loan from Government, in 1956. This Co-opera-
tive wanted some more help from t}}e Government to strengthen the
electric supply not for the purygose of lights and fans but for the purpose
of starting some industries which may u“‘“_’latd}’ rescue these people. Sir
no electric concern can make profit immediately. I have collected .ﬁwll;re;
from the electric concerns of Assam as well as India to show thabt no
clectric supply concern has made any profit within few years time. It takes
atleast 10 years time to make profit. The Barpeta Electric Suppl cw
running at a deficit and this deficit could be gradually reduced if tgg syu ?s
of current were enlarged by installing bigger generating sets. There ‘m)rg
cerrain terms in the license issued by the Government to Co operative
Society and 1t was laid down in that license that the Co-operative pSociet
was to serve notice on the Government if they wanted to stop sup IY
There is also a period fixed for such notice. This Societ l:():Ire\,v I:;lr?,c
attention of the Government to the matier. They submitted yapplication
Lefore the Government as far back as Jam_tary, 1660. They wanted loan
to increasc the electric supply by purchasing bigger sets. If Government
cannot give that loan they may take over this supply concern failing that,
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the Society intimated its unpleasant decision to stop supply after 3 1st March
1960. Government should have taken some steps so that the Society might
not have been compelled to stop supply of current after the expiry of 3]st
March, 1960. Sir, till Sertember, 1961 there was no r sponse from Governs-
meat, and in 1961 there was a hurried telegram from Shillong to the
representative of the Sociely to come up to Shillong for a discussion. The
representalive came up to Shillong and discussed the matter, but unfortu-
nalcly' Sir, after putting some questions and getting some answers the
a!;tcntlon (.)f the repre entative was drawn to only -uilf‘ item ol the liccnsc,
viz., that if on any day the supply is :;tr;;;p.:r] ['(_);'lnru‘:: than half an hout
t!len that matter should Le referred 1o the Government ; otherwise their
license would b= cancelled or some other actions might be taken.

good thing but to discharge th= duty is very diflicult.

Shri KAVIAKHYA PRASAD TRIPATHI (Minister, Industries):
May I know the name of the Officer ?

Shri AKSHOY KUMAR DAS (Sarbhog): His name is Mr. Palit and
I believe he is a Deputy Secretary. Sir, what the pcople of Barpeta want
is a source of income and if Government cinnot give agricultural land
then there is no other alternative but 1o set up some suitable industries in
Barpeta town which is a very old town. Once the people of Barpeta had
a good reputation for covering a very us:zful sphere in the State. Lven now,
given proper chance and opportunity they will rise to the occasion. Sir,
beyond this I do not like to say anything more. Y‘cstcrc}av the hon.-
Minister was pleased to reply to certain questions in this regard, but
unfortunately I was absent and so I had no chance to replace the case ol
the Society. So, I now take th's opportunity of drawing the attention of
the Minister t» this with z firm belief that even now Government will be
pleased to see that something is done to increase the supply of clectricity in
the Barpeta town . I do not mean that Government give a loan. If the
Government f{eels that some loan may be given to the Society, then a loan
may be given ; otherwise let Government take over the concern. What
I want is that prompt attentisn should bz given to improve the lot of the
people there.

I have nothing more to add except to repeat the thing which I stated
at the beginning. Sir, there have been lot of employments but I fcel thac
they arc not fully employed. If they were fully employed, there could not
have becn o much outstanding works in all the offices.  Probably to
improve the state of things Government opened the Organisation and
Methods Division some years back, with a view to tone up the administra-
tion. But the symptom rather a discouraging symptom, is that as many as
3 years have passed, 1959, 1960 and 1961 and this Division has come
forward’ with a single report and that too in the year 1962. This Division
failed to submit an annual report and so 1 feel that this Division is not also

robably working satisfactorily. This report which has been submitted to

all the hon. Members shows’ that in spite of their decision and ‘Tagids’
some Departments defaulted in supplying information to the iivicsion. If
hope the Government will take a note of all these things,

Dr. GHANASHYAM DAS [North Salmara (Reserved for
Scheduled Castes)]: Mr. Speaker, I thank the Finance Minister for
placing before us an exhaustive report wherein he has stated about the
financial condition of the State and for his boldness in claiming strongly to
have our legitimate share of the oil royalty. -1 hope this matter will be
pursued. In this connection I want to put forward certain suggestions.
As some of the hon. Members have expressed, I am also not happy to ste
that just to implement the plans and programme under the Five-Year Plan
and for meeting certain commitments of the Government, they are seriously
thinking of imposing certain new taxes and increasing some of the existing
taxes. In this connection I would request the Government to ses whether
it is possible to increase revenues, other than land revenue btcause the
proposed enhanced local rate will hit the masses hard. Very 1ecently
Government increased the land revenue and if again they try to iucrease
the local rate now there will be serious repercussion,  OfF course, 1 fully
realise that our Government are coafronted with a great difficulty in order
to meet their commitments. Bnt for this I would suggest that instead of

increasing such taxes and thereby affecting the masses efforts should be

made to find out some other sources. If, however, it is found necessary to
increase some taxes than the Agricultural Income-tax, Entertainment Tax,
Tobacco and other taxes like this may be examined and see if an enhance-
ment can be made. Sir, we know that some people avoid taxes and these

people should be detected and made to pay taxes.

A Then Sir, some of the hon. Members spoke about the unauthorised
occupation of land by the people. This means a loss of land revenue. If
eviction is done in right earnest then the lands occupied can be settled in
aplanncd way and thereby we can get a substantial amount for our
exchequer. Then it has been seen that some annual pattas are converted
into periodic pattas and Government 15 scttl_mg land with the people
charging orly at the old rate ol revenue as premium.

I can give similar instances
of wastage _on (Juvcrn:nunt account., The IFoiest j)('})ll‘llll(?llt 15 a
revenuc carning department. I know about its working particularly of
the d:sn:lcts of Kamrup and Goalpara, where for illegal felling of trees
are going on' and Government is losing a lot ol revenue, So, I would
suggest that proper checking should be made so that at this illegal
trade no money is lost by Government. ‘lraders are carning alot of
money Dy these illegal trades. Not only Government should check this
but G:VCH. if necessary Government can consider about ‘-nhnncing the
royalty of the forest produces, like timber, that would not effect very
much the market,

Sir, if the Government observes strict economy they c¢an save a lot
of moncy. There should be strict economy in every sphere of Govern=
ment administration. We have seen that from time to time Government
vehicles are misused and are used for the purposes other than
Government and thus lot of petrol are  misused. Government should
study this and should see that our offlicers do not use vehicles for
private purposes. 1f this is done we can conserve a lot of money
from wastage.

Further, I would request the Government to curtail the T.A.
of Ministers as well as officers as I have seen oflicers draw lot of money
as T.A. I know of one instance when a Minister spent more than
Rs. 60 for arranging his accommodation, etc. at Delhi whereas I spent about
Rs. 5 for the same purpose. To my mind, Government should stop
supplying ash trays to the officers, this is a thing of personal concerned
and 2 luxury and this small thing should not be purchased at the
cost of Government., Let the officers maintain this themselves if they
feel its mecessity.

In order to economise and save money of the Government, I am
of opinion that leave rules and regulations should be revised. I cite
an 1nstance; a lady teacher can enjoy about 12 years of leave and holiday$
even 14 years during the tenure of service of 30 years. This 1s an instance€
where money is wasted for granting matcrnity leave to her often. I can
cite many other instances in which money is wasted in similar manner.
1 think, Government should not allow maternity leave more than four
times in ones whole service. (Voice—You are advocating birth control.)
Yes Sir, I think leave should not be granted liberally, as it is seen
that in ones 30 years of service, in every year one gets about 48 Sundays,
4 months holidays and leave inclusive of his or her leave he or sheis

entitled to enjoy, itis found that in this way one works only 15 years out
of 30 years of service in the educational institutions.

. Now, coming to another sector, I mean, about the supply position

it is scen that our people are grumbling for in this respect. 1 would
request the Supply Minister 1o supply our people with paddy also instead

of r_ice SO Ebat our poor people can get paddy and husk themselves as
it is very difficult for them to purchase rice at high price,
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Sir, I would refer to o barning question, Our, poor scheduled caste
people who were given settlement of small fisheries and Government used to
earn from this source a big sum as revenue, have been deprived of this
source of income for sometime past. I would request the Government
to reconsider the whole position and  give setdement of small fisheriesito
these poor people and thus save these people from unemployment and
economic hardship as it is seen that in the name of public consumption,
fishes are caught from these fisheries and sold in the market and illegally

people arc earning money.

So, the purpose for which  Government  has left these small fisheries
unsettled with genuin= people, will not serve and Government is losing
some revenuc thereby also.  This will hel>  the panchayats also in eaminzr
some revenuc.

Sir, before resuming my scat, once again 1 like to raise a burning question
of the Medical Department.

ernment to consider the question of nationalisation of petrol depots
These depots may be nationalised .  Our State Transport is earning quite
a good amount of profit to the State Exchequer. 1 think if this venture is
taken up by tke Government, thatis, if all the petrol depots are taken over
by Government, and run on nationalised basis, a good amount of profit
in the shape of State revenue may come to our State Exchequer. Sir, in
matters of education, our State has already made some headway, and we
expect that in coming years, more improvement will be made. I persona-
lly feel that in this matter, Sir, regiona! development is a necessity. We
have passed two Five Year Plans. Irom our experience, we find that
there are regional disparities and economic imbalance in our State. To
cite an example, Sir, I can inform you that I represent an area where
the predominant population is immigrant Muslims who had no facilities
for their education. Now, they have come up with many proposals of
Venture High Schools, and M. E. Schools and my submission to the
Government is that in such backward areas, Government should consider
these things very liberally. Sir, this section of population in the State
about whom many doubts, allegations and criticisms were levelled by
certain interested quarters, even then, Sir, this community is determined
to prove themselves to be true citizens of India and true sonsof the soil.
They have merged their interest with the interest of Assam and they have
beome sons of the soil. Therefore, Sir, itis the duty of the Government
to look to the interest of this section ol the people so that the disparities
in the social conditions are removed and we, Assamese, asone nation, one
class and one society can develop in this State.

Sir, it is gratifying to note that the Panchayats will receive wmore
than 40 per cent of the land revenue this year. ltis gratifying really.
But in practice, the Anchalik Panchayats and Gaon Panchayats are facing
some difficultics in their execution. This, I have seen f‘fpm my personal
experience as I have some contact with some Panchayats. Sir, I like to cite
cnly one example in this regard -thou.L‘.']] ‘110_1': are many. It bhas been
said by our Government that fisheries which fetch less than one thousand
rupees should be handed over to the Panchayats. Iknow personally that
many Panchayats tried to take possession of such fisheries from the
Government but when they wrote to the Government or the proper auth-
orities, they got no satisfactory reply or no action taken thereto. If this
measure is allowed to be taken over by the Panchayats, I understand
a good source of revenue these Panchayats can derive through these fisher-
ies. As regardsthe Adalat and other things, Sir, which have been prop-
osed in the budget speech of the Finance Minister, I give caution to vhe
Government that prior to introducing all fhese things our Government
must be alert on this point, our public opinion must be mobilised in this
regard very satisfactorily and unless this is done, -a chaotic condition
might be created in the country.

Sir, my hon. friend, Shri Akshoy Kumar Das has raised a very pertineni
point that education, if given to the hands of the Gaon Panchavat
he foresees some difficulty and danger. [ also keep such doubts in
my mind, but then ~we ars committed to decentralisation of
power. We are committed to educate every citzen of our country.
Therefore, this measure we shall have to take at an early stage or later.
But before we introduce this measure I want to suggest to the
Goyernment_ that Mahakuma Parishad should be taken into ?:onsideration.
The three-tiers Panchayat system in which Mahakuma Parishad has got
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practically no work should be given some responsibility in  this matter, S
my suggestion is that Mahakuma [’arishad sh uld be entrusted with the

responsibility of SuPervising this matter when handing dver the educatiod
to the Panchayat.

Shri SARAT CHANDRA GOSWAMI: Say for instance, beginning
from Bidi shop to huge shops, if some tax can be levied, say from Re. 1to
hundred rupees, then, I feel at least 3 crores will come to the State
Exchequer. This will not come from the poorer section of the people
The extent of the levy may be whatever the Goverment desires, but it
should be according to the extent of business. The licenses will have to be
displayed in a conspicuous place of the shop. Each shop should be asked
to keep an account of the amount of business transacted, and this account
should be produced for inspection by the officers every year from January
to February. In between the period of January and Februai‘y their
amount of the business should be examined. This will ensure « good
process of assessing the sales Tax. Then, no businessman  will have the
opportunity to evade Sales Tax. Then further if the shops are registered,
itwill be a check on menance of the food adulteration also to some
extent. If a particular shop is found without license the shop may be
closed. So, in this way, I think Sir, we can do away with all the taxes
which have been proposed by our Finance Minister and if these sources
are tapped, I think a huge amount will come to tae State Exchequer.

Then Sir, as regards sales tax, it i§ known to all of us here that there
is a system of summary assessment of Sales tax. At present the summary
agsessment is made by the Superintendent of Taxes and the Commissioner
of Taxes. 1 fcel Sir, the summary assessment should be stopped as far
as possible, cnly in a very difficult case the Summary assessment of
taxes may be allowed and the power of summary assessment should
be entrusted  to the Commissioner of Taxes and not to the Superinten-
dent of Taxes. In that case a huge amount will come to the State
Exchequer {rom Sales Tax.

Shri SARAT CHANDRA GOSWAMI (Kamalpur) : Now, Sir, in the
afternoon, my friend, Md. Idrish said that the proposal to increse local rate
should be treated as educational levy. Here again, Sir, educational levy or
cess in the name of Jocal rate is to be levied on the rural people, who are
already in a very distressing condition should not be imposed. But we
did not levy this education tax for the establishrent of Universities,
for the establishment of bigger institutions in the towns but uow when we
are going to give some rclief to our Lower Primury Schools we are
levying this Tax. I do not think Sir, it is proper for us. Then again, Sir,
29 “lakhs of rupees, will not be of much help to schools. I have
seen from the collection of Gauhati Subdivision alone. In Gauhbati
Subdivision we have S lakhs of local rate but we have ot already more than
2,400 Schools. So cach school will get nearly Rs. 200. So this measure
will not be a very substantial benefit towards the schools also.

So, I would request the I'inance Minister to drop thisitem and to
see some other sources that can be tapped.
