While mentioning these things [ would hke to say one ”lillg about the
activity of the Imelligence Department. I do not know how far this
Department—the Border Scecurity Foree- s working sincerely, for this is an
instance and a case which will determine  their sincerity. [ do not know in
future wherher the State of Assam will be secure or not. You know, Sir, that
there is a4 move [rom amongst the hill people in the hill districts of Assam
for a separate Hill State. In this matter al-o the Intelligence Department is
verv mnch lacking in knowledge to give the Government or the autho rities
concerned a true picture of the state of affairs like the case occurred here
that is, 200 Naga hostiles crossing to Pakistan through our State I'he same
thing may happen in [uture also.  So, my humble request to Government
through you, Sir, is that the Government should be pleased to see that this
Departinent and the Police Department “'i“.l’t‘ sttengthened so that they
can discharge their duties with sinceritv and with a patriotic mind. '

Much also has been discussed about the Pakistani ingleration into
Assam.

I do not know the activitics of this
officer, only 1 think, he is busy in B. CG. G. campaign. We thought that
with the appoinment of this officer adequate measures would be taken up
to check T. B. Asa matter of fact, we arc sorry to find that our hopes
have been frustrated and that in spite of our plans and programmes i X .
could not be tackled adequately. 1 can cite an instance. In the town of
Gauhati where we reside ordinarily about 200 cases are found to be
remaining without (treatnent or proper treatment. Attention of the
Government was drawn to this but nothing tangible has been done uptil
now. It is well known fact that the percentage of i A

. B. cases in our country
1s very high and about 1:3 per cent of our people are suffering from this
discase according to the Tuberculosis

\ssociation of India. If that be the
casc then there are about 2,000 cases &

since it is the duty of the

Government to look after the health of the
people.

We
know that in Assaw, specially in Tribal areas, this discase is predominant
and we do not LBOW exactly the number of thc; people suffering from this
disease. On the other hand, with the increase 1in the number of our pop-
ulation and with the greatly Jeteriorating condition of health of our people
du.e to want of nutritious food, I am afraid there will be more victims to
this fell disease. i 2L% -

Sir, another disease which is also alarming one and its number is Increasing
daily in our State, is cancer, but I regret Very n}uch to state ::ihat nothing
has "been mentioned about the control of this disease in the address of the
Governor and whether any attempt has been made by Government or any
measures are going to be taken to control this dlsc_asc. There is practically
no research for this disease in our State. Sometime W€ hear that we are
going to have a Cancer Institute in Assam and nothing tangible has yet
b(_een seen. Now, the modern facility of treatment and the control of the cancer
disease has not been extended to this State, although something was started
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in the Assam Medical College, but unfortunately, it is report=d that the
machinery there is not sufficient and there is no man to tackle this nachin -
ery. Itis also a fact that we have somsiimes to refee our cases to Bombay
and Madras for gcttinf: proper treatment, but how mansy people can go to
Madras and Bombay for this treatinent ? We cannot nevlect this discase.

Then
ooming to the agricultunsts, to remove rural indebtedness we had some
co-operative sciemes.  But we have found that these schemes have not been
as successful as we wished them to be. Now all loans have been canalised
thfough the Land Murlgagc Bank, but the Land Mortgage Bank cannot give
loan in time and the people are compelled to seck assistance trom the
Mahajans. Even now there are applications w.ich are submitted two 10
three years ago ,bu" the applicants have not got any loan as yct and.
they have been driven to the Mahajans to get loan at a very high rate of
interest, Then, again some loans were given through Central Co-operative
Banks. Rcccntly‘ a circular was issued that if a society was given a loan
and if that loan is outstanding that society cannot be given any further
loan. Now. Sir, what happens is this : some members of ;t"su(-iczy get beneht
from the first loan but there may be some other new members who did not

et any benefit  Now if the society cannot get further loan before the first
oan is repaid thqsc members who did not get any benefit before are lf""_“)’
deprived. So thl:'; has created some hardship and I request our Co-operave
Minister -to look into the matter and revise the decision if possible.

Then, as regards the other problems which have been stated by’ the
Governor in his Address—he said much about the relief and also he has
referred to certain Bills which are coming up in this session. As regards the
relief I beg to state that recently a la'ge number of persons were _a!lectcd
by fire and all these persons have not been given relief. In my constituency,
I understand there were 56 families whose houses were gutted by fire and of
these 56 families, not a single fa;nily has got any help from the Government
as yet.

Shri BIMALA PRASAD CHALIHA (Chief Minister) : Which par-

Then coming to the Elementary Education Bill which the Goyernor has:
referred in his address; We have not'yet secn the Bill, but I feel, Sir, .cduca.—
tion is preparation for life and therefore our education cannot be divested
from the ways of life. In our educational system, we should be bold enough

e
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to have the particular system which will suit our conditions. For instance,
we have accepted the basic education as the national system of education;
but basic ed ucation, if I am permitted to say, has failed completelv in.
Assam. We should not have that kind of basic education which is an ideal
one because unless we have got the basic svstem of life or the basic philoso-
phy of life as envisaged in it, unless we adopt the basic philosophy, we can-
not be successful in the basic system of education and therefore we should
try to adjust oursclves with this system. We should rather revise the system
to suit our conditions. Then again, as regards the different kinds of educa-
tion which have been prevalent in this State,—we have now three divisions,

vimary secondary and University stages; as regards the primary stage, we
l:aw:: got 50 many stages of diversified schools and I request the Education
Minister to consider whether we can have only one particular system of edu-
cation in cach st. ge. In the primary stage, we should have one system' of
education and if we are to adopt the basic system of education, it should be
followed in the proper sense of the term. But basic education cannot be
sucessful unless we have got the teachers well-trained in basic svstem. Then
in the secondary stage, the contusion is still worse.  We have got so nmn}:
differen* stages or so many different schools —we have got L\Ii?ldlc English
Middle Vernacular, Junior Madrassa, then Middle Vernacular School with
English, then Senior basic school and so on Now, I fee] that in each stage
there should be only one particular curriculum and only one pn‘l‘icluhlal"
syllabus to be uniformly introduced among all the schools. “,e' <honld
abolish the distiction between Middle Vernacular, Middle English schools
and Junior Madravsa and there should be only one particular ":\-'<r.r‘:n oF
education to be uniformly followed in every school whether in Mjiidle Ver-
nacular, Middle English or in M «drassa. There should be one (\l‘"-!-iculum
for primary staue, onc at the secondary stage and  we should abolish  the
various stages of distinction.

This morning my
friend Shri Emonsing ~angma spoke about my district but still I feel
that I should say somecthing more. I am speaking in suppoert of the

amendiments moved by some of my (riends here on the Governor's ad-
diess. At page 1 of the address the Governor said that self-sufficiency in
agricultural production js one of the main key notes of our plans and the
target sct for our State during the Third Plan is an increse of 4.20 lakh
tons of ford production over the level achieved at the end of Second Plan.
Sir, why I am going to speak on this particular point is this that last
year there was a heavy draught and our people could not cultivate.
Subsequently so many other difficulties arose to our people in almost all
the areas. After the clections two Ministers went to our district. One
of themm was the Minister for T A, D. He was kind enough to go up
to Baghmara. Then we did not fail to point out to him about the
digﬁr:ullirs experienced by our people due to the shortage of food. Fa-
mire 18 prevailing in our district. Of course it will be rather wrong
to call it famine but the situation is just like famine. The people there
are mostly living on some sort of jungle products. They are ecating
the roots of the plants. Very recently thcre was a meeting there and
it was dccided that something should be’ done to this place. The
Minister, T. A. D. when he was present at Tura gave a directive to
Deputy Commissioner to enquire into the matter and report to Govern-
ment. 1 do not know whether such an enquiry was made or not and
whether any report has Dbeen submitted  to the Government I
personally have visited mcst of the places in the district and I found the
pc0pl<r:1thcrc without any food. Out of 10 families, 9 families are starv-
ing. They are ecating jackfruits. 10 per cent of the people have food
and the rest 90 per cent without any food. The prices of foodgrains
have gone high so high that it is beyond the people’s capacity to buy food-
stuff. I'berefore, I request the Government to look into this matter im-
mediately.  Some gratuitous relief should immediately be iven and test
relief work should be started there so that the peosle there might be
benefited 3 otherwise there is no hope for the survival of the people during
the months of June, July aud also August. Sir, our pcople are not lazy ;
they are hard workers and they arc nghting the vagaries of nature.

Then, Sir, there is depredation of elephants and it very mucl: oppres-
sive. In two years time a dozen of people must have been killed by
elephants. This year also about half a dozen people have been killed
by elephants in the Garo 1lills. Onc woman was trampled to death by
an elephant and one man was killed and another man was badly injured
and his bones were broken. Then one Kaviraj treated him and cured him.
The Chiel Minister was kind enough to send a special officer there to see
the case.
