bpgs, flood plains, beels, peat land, old and abandoned river
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courses, shallow ponds etc. as Reserved Wetlands vide No-
tification No. RSD-5/94/10 dt. 31-5-1995 and authorised the
Deputy Commissioners of concerned districts (excluding two
Hill Districts) to declare all such Wetlands following the

~ spirit of Rules 83-96 of the Settlement rules of ALRR-1886.

Yes. Deepor Beel is a protected site. Govt. of Assam has also
declared Deepor Beel as Sanctuary under the provision of
Section-18 of Wildlife Protection Act, 1972 vide notifi-
cation No. FRW-1/89/26 dt. 12-1-1989.

Govt. have been taking protection measures to safeguard

Deepor Beel from environmental degradation through two

agencies, namely (1) Assam Science Technology & Environ-
ment Council (ASTEC) and (2) Pollution Control Board,
Assam.

Following protection measures are being taken —

i) Regeneration of silted area into waterbody
ii) Construction of embankment.

iii) Catchment area treatment through silt detention measures,

fencing, trenching, gully control measures, silt pits, plan-
tation in forest blanks etc.

iv) Weed Control.
v) Water quality monitoring and analysis by both ASTEC

and PCB separately in 10 sampling points in monthly and
quaterly intervals.

vi) Community partlclpatlon & Educational awareness
programmes among local people, students etc. towards
conservation measures.

(d) Garbage from City of Guwahati is not dumped directly

issued necessary instructions and guidelines to Guwahati
Municipal Corporation on the matter under Municipal Solid
Waste (Management and Handling) Rule, 2000.

Agar-wood has not been declared a cash crop like Sugarcane,
Tea & Rubber in Assam. :

Agar-wood is defined as wood and attracts the provisions of
Assam Forest Regulation 1891, Assam Wood Based Indus-
tries Rules, 2000. Felling and transportation of Agar trees

from non-forest areas is regulated by Assam (Control of Felling
& Removal of Trees from Non-Forest lands) Rules, 2002.
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As such it could not be notified as a cash crop in Assam.

The total numbers of Agar-Wood trees on non-forest land
in Assam as per the Principal Chief Conservator of Forests,
Assam's letter No.FG.14/Workshop/2003 dated 17-09-2004
was 38.22 lakhs. No survey has been carried out to assess the

present status of the same.
It is not possible to takeout Agar-wood from the list of

" endangered spacies becuase it is not possible to differentiate

between Agar trees felled from forest area and private lands.

‘The Govt. is serious about implementing it's forest policy
' 2004 including the Agar-wood plantation and industry. But in

the process the various directions of the Hon'ble Supreme
Court of India and High Power Committee, Special Investi-
gation Team and Central Empowered Committee and various
rules, regulation and guidelines framed for the purpose have
to be followed. The Govt. is carefully taking a holistic view
in the matter to ensure that the benefit of the Agar-wood
plantation and trade reach to the poor people actually involved
in it so that the situation is not exploited by any one.

I, now, request Hon'ble Member, Dr. Rumi Nath to move.

Dr. Rumi Nath : Sir, as regards Grant No.43 in respect of 'Co-

operation' for keeping provision in the budget to give finan-

P

N
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cial assistance to the 'Fishfed' I oppose it. Because, CO-0p-
erative society means a society from where the distribution
of essential commodities starts towards the genuine poor
persons at the grassroot level. But now-a-days, Co-operation
Department looks like a dead or the defunct department. I
agree that salary is to be given to the staffs of Co-operative
Deptt. But we all know that money should be paid against
work. All of us in this world work for justice, fight in life,
money so that we can eat, live and think. But we have seen
that most of the workers forget to come to the office punc-
tually. Therefore, none of us can see any progress of work in
the society. The people of our society are not getting the
benefit of co-operative societies due to lack of sincerity on
the part of the worker. The common people of the society do
not know the proper information regarding annual calculation
of profit and loss of the Co-operative Society. Actually, the
village level Co-operative Societies are to be constituted on
democratic process, but not on adhoc basis or on political
consideration which is still now continuing for a long time.
In my constituency, till now, there is adhoc co-operative
societies and are still going on and on. I have already raised
the question in the Assembly last year regarding holding of
the election of cooperative societies and I requested the
Hon'ble Minister to hold election. But unfortunately, there
was no election as was promised by the Hon'ble Minister. I
do not know why Government is approving such adho¢ com-
mittees and why that role/method and why power has been
given to such societies by taking political advantage? I want

to say that whatever party is there, whether BJP, UDF or
Congress that should not be happened where interest of com-
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mon poor people are involved there. Politics has no role to
play in such kind of societies. I do not know why such unholy
practices are going on. The reason is obvious. Obviously, the
corruption and the political internet is the main reason which
is still continuing. '

I want to say that in Co-operative sector, local people should
get their essential commodities like Sugar, Rice, Kerosene
etc. at the fair price. But I must say that rice lifting is not
done properly. That is the common and clear reason. Money
is not deposited timely. As for example if 10% of rice lifting
is done them. I think that Co-operation Department would be
very much active with their staff. I should say that still now

lots of vacancies are lying in the Co-operation Department.

" If the Co-operation Department do not fill these vacant posts
the department cannot stand on their own feet. Now, I am to N
say regarding Fishfed. We all know that Fishes are available
right now at high price. But still we love Fishes and we are .
buying it from the market. Fishes have lot of protein and
vitamin too. Most of us like to eat Fish in the dining table.

I know our Cabinet Ministers are also very much fond of
Fishes. But why Government is failing to bring the Fish in
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our Assam State ? In Assam there are rivers, channels and
beels. In spite of having water resources and for the failure
of Co-operation Department, the state is required to import
Fish from the state like Andhra Pradesh, Uttar Pradesh (Kanpur)

and various other states. What the Department is doing till

now ? In Assam, Fisheries are available right now but at the
same time people of Assam buying Fish at the high price in
the market. We the Assamese people, Bengali people, Hindi
speaking people and other people living in Assam very much
love fishes. But why we are failing ? Why government is
failure even after 60 years of independence ? Of course, if
government takes it seriously and in right earnest it will be
possible to augment the Fish availability to cater needs of the
people of Assam.

Mr. Speaker : You are telling about co-operation. In what way you

are making correction ?

Dr. Rumi Nath : I have seen that F. P. Shops are opened in the

villages, I have seen that many people are deprived of ration
cards. The F.P.Shops are opened in the villages. They are
mainly connected with the commodities and directly deal with
the blackmarketers. Indian citizens living in tea gardens, slum
areas inhabited mostly by SC/ST/OBC and more other back-
ward classes. They are deprived or many advantages of co.-
operatives because they do not have ration cards, Ration Cards
should be given on the basis of survey and ration cards should
be given to the local genuine citizens. Govt. should ensure
that local and adhoc committee should lift thejr respective
allotted commodities from wholesale cooperative societies

or Supply Department. If they fail in time, the allotted com-
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modities will lapse which will be the failure of the Govt. The
Co-operation Department last time, took a decision to open
around 50 villages mini bank for providing loan to the agri-
culturists. But that also not implemented practically as yet.
The State Govt. has decided to start VRS and on that the last
Co-operation Minister Sri M.I. Laskar announced which you
have also announced that around 50% staff will be taken under
this scheme. But still it is not implemented yet, it lies only

in the file. Now, the poor women who are living in the vil-

Jages they should also get the. facilities of the Co-operative
Societies. There are 37 co-operative societies in Cachar
District and out of that only 20 co-operative societies have
got the benefit but 17 have not got. But in 2004, last Co-
operation Minister, he already accepted this matter too.
Vacancies in the State still lying in the Co-operation Depart-
ment and here we are talking about paying the salaries. I am
not opposing. Staff are also working but they should get their
‘money against the work. I would like to say, last but not the
least, I expected that Hon'ble Minister will take necessary
progressive and developmental steps in the interest of the
common poor people in the state of Assam who are con-
nected with the co-operative movement. I hope whatever
necessary steps are taken by the Govt. will be beneficial to
the people. Thank you. '

(Madam Deputy Speaker on the Chair)
ker : Mr. Anowarul Hoque, Hon'ble Member.

1 Hoque : Deputy Speaker Madam, while speaking on
the cut motion on the supplementary grant, we all know in

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Assam particularly the co-operative movement, there is no
co-operation in between co-operative and the Deptt. Madam,
after all, all these exercises we have failed to bring spirit to
the people as regards virus of corruption. Madam, it is the
people's institution, Govt. totally failed to bring to the mind
of the people that it is the people's institution which will give
benefit to the people in a democratic way and imbibe the
spirit of co-operation. The Govt. has totally failed. In our
present day the compitative economy ¢o-operation is neces-
sary that is true, but to promote economy and social better-
ment at the same time is also to be given importance.

Going
back, it is an exercise which is being done for long decade,
I appreciate the effort made by Late Sarat Chandra Sinha in
this regard. Co-operative movement gets momentum byt
unfortunately with the passage of time this co-operative
movement now confined to some vested interested people,
concerned only with looting some PDS items. In my locality
there is a co-operative outlet. In one occasion I went there
and ask the sales man that you are selling mustard oj] @
Rs.50- per litre whereas in the open market it js also sold @)
Rs.50/- also. He replied that I am selling it at the rate of 50/
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- thereby you are getting it guaranteed that this mustard oil
which is not adulterated. But in the market chance of adul-
teration is there as I am selling it by issuing a receipt thereof.
I am accountable to the authority. On that ground alone I say
that there are ample justification to go for this co-operative
movement and to conclude Madam to promote economic and
social betterment we should join hand to give boost to the
co-operative movement. With these few words I again submit

Madam that supplementary demand of grant may be reduced
to Rs.100.
