bition Act, 1947 came into force.

(ii) To make; this campaign successful a machinery has been
set-up involving an average expenditure of Rs.11 lakhs
annually,

(iii) In 1962-63 a survey was ‘made to ascertain the number of
suspected addicts and it was found to be 7294,

(iv) There are fat present nine Opium Addicts Treatment Centres
and the number treated upto January, 1966 is 2105,

(v) Government propose to open five morc Treatment Centres,

(vi) The number of cases detected from 1963-64 upto November,

1965 given below shows the activities of the enforcement -

Shri BAIDYANATH MOOKERJEE : There are officers who are
empowered to check adulteration of foodstuffs, all the medical officers,
urban health officers in the municipalities and food inspectors. For the
information of the House, I can say that we have recently sanctioned a
scheme for providing a whole-time staff for detection of food adulte-
ration and f{or strengthening of staff in the Public Health Laboratory at
Shillong. The scheme provides for the appointment of four food officers

in the first year, another four in the sccond year and three in the third
vear, to cover all the eleven districts.

Shri DULAL CHANDRA BARUA (Jorhat) : May T know how
many cases have heen dstected in the year 1965-66 ?

Shri BAIDYANATH MOOKERJEE : I want notice, Moreover
the year concerned is not yet over.

Shri TARAPADA BHATTACHAR JEE (Katigora) : Sir,

whether Goverument is aware that the number of adulteration cases are
increasing year by year ?

. . Shri BAIDYANATH MOOXERJEE : No, Sir, from the record
it does not appear to be so, But from the detection it appears that it is

Shri BAIDYANATH MOOKER_]EI_‘L' : Sir, I am sorry that cannot
be done as it will complicate matteis. It is very difficult and doubt ful to
say whether such a step will be really desirable.

Shri TARAPADA BHATTA_CHARJEE : Sir, whether the Minister is
aware that the Municipal Authority of Silchar has represented certain cases
to the Government to this eflect ?

Then again, Sir, in the budget specch of the Chief Minister we do not
find anything about checking the price line. By and large at the moment
the country is going through a very crucial period in respect of food. Howe-
ver, this State of ouss is not in an unhappy position. But things may not
go such for long. We may also be faced with such a problem. In case
any such thing as food shortage happens in this border State then it might
be difficult to control her own people. I would, therefore, request the State
Government to check the price line immediately and to see that sufficient
buffer stock of essential commodities is built up. Then again, Sir, what is
the example before the people ? Our late Prime Minister Nehea was ve
vocal in saying that any black-marketeer will be hanged at the nearest li Etr
post. But what we have seen ? 'The picture is that black-marketing in ess%n-
tial commodities was and is going on practically unchecked but none seen
hanged on nearest lamp post in the last 19 years. Our Home Minister Shri
Nanda immediately after assuming office stated that through Sadachar he
will eradicate corruption from the country within two years and that if he
cannot do so he will resign. But Shri Nanda is still in office and  corruption
is rampant everywhere. Even being the Home Minister he is not in charge
of the (. B. I. (Central Bureau of Intelligence’. What more dishonour one
could conceive of ? If these are the examples before us then the people will
say that our leaders say many things but do very little. In such a case
frustration comes. Thatis why the Gandhian philosophy has failad and
the country is going through the horrors of violence. I would expect
ghat;. our leaders would talk less and make the people feel that they mean

usiness.
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Mr. Speaker, Sir, I would not be true to myself if I do not speak a few
words about the Panchayat raj. The Chief Minister in his Budget Speech
has given much stress on the Panchayats and we all expect that thr_ough
the Panchayat Raj at least the country should develop itself and
the main problem, the food problem should be solved through Panchayat
activities. Sir, the prople at the bottom of the Panchayat are doing some
good work but at the higher level, Stat level, Panchayat administration is
nothing but a myth. Sir, I would thank our Deputy Minister, Panchayat
for nominating me to go to Hyderabad for orientation training. On the Ist
February an express telegram was sent from here to my Karimganj address
saying that Government have nominated me to the orientation course of
training at Hyderabad and I was asked to intimate my willingness. I got
the message through telephone as I was at Shillong at that time. Immedia-
tely I went to the Under Secretary, Panchayat and he handed over an
official letter in confirmation of the telegram. In that letter I found the names
of Shri Baliram Das, M. L. A., Shri Manick Chandra Das, M. L. A., Shri
Rothindra Nath Sen, M. L. A., Shri Zahirul Islam, M. L. A., &hriS. D. D.
N_lchols-Roy, M. L. A.; President, Dhubri Mohkuma Parishad; President,
Sibsagar Mohkuma Parishad and President, Tezpur Mohkuma Parishad.
The funniest thing is that this course of training was for the Subdivisional
Officers.  From the 14th of February the training started at Rajendranagar
and although it was meant for the Subdivisional Officers, nota single S. D.
O. was deputed for this purpose from this State and instead some M. L. As.
were nominated. 1 was the only fool to accept this opportunity and I
expressed my willingness to go and in fact I went there I would request the
Deputy Minister to reply to the letters; it is for his benefit. He should know
the type of staff with which he is running the Panchayat administration. If
Panchayt administration gors on in this way then a time will come when
the door of the Panchayat will have to be closed. In that letter all the nomi-
NEes were requested to apply for advance T.A., if required, Sir, everybody
knows I am a peor worker and I immediately asked him how much money
1 should apply for and I was asked to apply for Rs.1,000 and I gave it in
writing.  He told me that on the following day he would be in a position to
send the money after taking approval of the Finance Department [ asked him
to send the money to the Assembly Hostel but till 4th the money was not sent
and then I asked him to send the money to my Karimganj address, I told him
that T must have the mon 2y before 10th; otherwise I cannot reach Hyderabad
on the 14th. But unfortunately till 10th the money was not sent,, nor any
etier was given on the strength of which I can report at Hyderabad. Any-
way I left for Hyderabad and reached there on the 14th. I wentto the
Orientation ‘T raining Centre at Rajendranagar and I was told that I wasnot
wanted there. I was asked to enquire at the National Institute of Commu-
nity Development.  Sir, Rajendranagar is about 10 miles from the Railway
station and T went there in a taxi. Then I went to the National Iustitute
of Community Development and T was cordially received by the Director.
But he informed that he has not received any intimation from the Panchayat
Department, Assam as to whether anybody was going there. He further told
me that since December last they were writing letters to the State Govern-
ment for the names of the trainees for the Subdivisional Officers Training
course to be commenced at the National Institute of Community
evelopment, but not a single letter, not even a telegram was sentin
reply by our State Secretapiat. Ithen came to Hyderabed and sent a long
telegram and after four davs a telegram was sent to me and one to the Princi-
pal of the Institute saying ““Please allow Rathin Sen to continue study there”.
Thereafter I received several letters and  telegrams from the Secretary and
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Deputy Minister and in every letter;I was informed that the advance has been
granted, but no trace of advance. Iinformed that I borrowed the money
and went there. On the Ist morning Ireceived the last letter from the
Deputy Minister that Rs.800/ —has been sanctioned and the money is being
sent torme under care of S. D. O., Karimganj, as ifI have no addressof
my own. So, Sir, this is the position going on in our Panchayat Secrctariat.
Of course, the training in Hydsrabad was wonderfully good but it was
really meant for the S. D. Os. All other States sent S.D. Os for training
and 1 was the only non-official sent from this State. Sir, [ have got a
group photo and in this photo you will find I was the only non-official. Not
a single S. D.O:. was deputed from here. If things goes on like this then
I wonder whether thereisany necessity of keeping this Department. |
hope the position will improve henceforward and that nobody will be
placed in such a bad position as I was put to.

Sir, T am just closing my short observations by simply referring’ to the
M:hrotra Commnission Report. During the last Budget session the hon,
Chiel Minister made a specific assurance to the House that the Cabinet
has agreed to the publication of the report. But one year has passed; yet
Mehrotra Commission report has not come to light. T would like-to
give a warning that the passion of the people has gone already high
and if th: Commission’s report isnotpublished, 1 am alraid; the situation
will be serious and it will be difficult for the Government to- control. I hope
Government will seriously consider this matter and'see that the: report is

p iblished without further delay as assured by no less a person than the
Chief Minister.

Last but not leas:, what is required by the people now is not the Bud-
get or any Othcr_thir.g. There is one cry everywhere and that is regarding
security. Security is the need of the day, security oflife and property.,

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Shri PROBIN KUMAR CHOUDHURY (Boko): Mr. Deputy
Speaker, Sir, I congralutate the Chief = Minister for placing a surplus
Budget before the House. He has, however, made this Budget a
surplus one by increasing the Motor Vehicle Tax. Sir, the general public
will not be affected by this increase if the Government do not increase the
rate of fares. But, if the Government proceed on increasing the rate of
fares then the public will be very much affected. The owners of motor
vehicles are made to pay a surchargeif the payment of the tax is made
quarterly. Thisis a very huge amount. If the hon. Transport Minister
brings an amendment on the Motor Vehicle Act and if the tax is paid on a
quarterly basis, the owners are to pay a huge surcharge; whereas if it is paid
yearly they are not to pay such surcharges. Sir, the Mahaldars of fisheries
are paying big amounts in four instalments, but here motor vehicle owners
are to pay heavy surcharge if they are to pay taxes quarterly. Therefore, I
would suggest that this difficulty be removed and the owners may be
allowed to pay the actual one-fourth of the tax levied on motor vehicles,
otherwise they will have to pay huge amcunts.

Sir, most of the drivers and owners of vehicles are illiterate and they
cannot keep necessary accounts. The introduction of the passengers’ tax
made them to maintain accounts but it is not possible for the drivers and

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the owners, illiterate as they are, to maintain such accounis or to main-
tain staff to doso In this connection I would like to suggest that the
passengers’ tax may be compounded into one tax and this amount be
realised by the District Transport Officer, on the basis of token issued every
quarter. This will help minimisinz the large number of officers now main-
tained to realise passengers tax in the Department and thereby a huge amount
of money will be saved. In this connection I would suggest that this passen-

gers’ tax should be compounded to one tax and should be realised through
the Motor Vehicle Department.

Another thing, Sir, I want to remind that in the debate on the
Governor’s Address I had spoken about the function of the Revenue
Department, Sir, in Gauhati the Government settted some land at Bhara-
lumukh V., G, R., in 1956 and Government have realised premium from
tl_m allottees and also money for construction of road. But, up till now,
Sir, no road was constructed; it is about 10 years now. The premi-
ums  paid by the allottees are lying with the Government.

There are some blocks which are going without Blo: k Development Officers,
I ~annot re. dily give any instance but [ understand that there Is shortage of
Block Development Officers.  Sir, in some blocks in my constituency there
are no Panchayat Extension Officers, So, some of these blocks are running
without any Agricultural Extension Officer as well as without Panchayat
Extension Officer. In Nagarbera in my constituency the price of paddy
per maund has gone up to Rg. :‘23 whereas the Government rate is Rs. 13,
The.other day the Supply Minister stated that Fair price shops will be intro-
duced for selling paddy in these scarcity hit areas. I hope the Minister
would kindly sanction Fair price shops in these areas early.
