Shri BAIDYANATH MOOKERJEE : Sir, in July, 1965, Shri Das
Inspector of Excise of Tengakhat, was transferred. He joined on 8th
July, 1966 and on the same month he was transferred and after that he
took leave, because his wife was ill and the leave was extended for 83 days.
Yes, we will try to remove such irregularities, Now he has been posted
to Nazira.

Shri INDRESWAR KHAUND : Is ita fact that after transfer of
this officer that circle was bifurcated into two circles and Shri Das was
posted to one of them ?

Shri BAIDYANATH MOOKERJEE : Long after his transfer,
because some reports of illicit distillation from Tengakhat circle, which
is one of the bi.gest circles, came in when he joined as Additional Ins-
pector. It was decided that he might be kept there temporarily to help

the Inspector there. But afterwards he was translerred from Dibrugarh
to Nazira,

Shri INDRESWAR KHAUND : May I know whether any report
was received from the District for bifurcation of this circle ?

Shri BAIDYANATH MOOKER]JEE : No, Sir, T did not receive
any report.

Shri BATDYANATH MOOKERJEE (Minister, Health):  Sir,
there was a misunderstanding yesterday. Now, I am explaining the posi-
tion.

Sir, the position is like this: As I had already stated in reply
to Unstarred question No.68(a) the Industrial Estate at Badarpur is
expected to start functioning very soon. If has not yet started function-
ing. An Industrial Estate is said to start functioning when the shedsin
the IDstate are ready for being rented out to industrialists. Sheds are
ready for being rented out when all the facilities for starting actual
production like Water, Power, etc., are provided. Tn the Badarpur
Industrial Estate, however, out of the. total 28 sheds which will comprise
the Estate only 18 have so far been fully constructed, others are not
yet fully canstructed. Besides this, Water, Power and other facilities are
yet to be permanently provided to the sheds.

But together with the Badarpur Industrial Estate Scheme, there was
also a separate scheme for a Caleadering Plant and a Power Loom Plant
to belocated there, The Caiendering Plant and the Power Loom Unit
will be run by the Assam Small Industries Development Corporation.
The Machinery for this Plant had already arrived, and, therefore, these
are being installed in some of the sheds of the Estate. Tne functioning
of these Plantsis, therefore, guite distinct from the functioning of the
Tndustrial Estate as it is. Even this Calendering Plant and the Power
Loom Unit have not actually started functioning. Only a trial run of
some of ghe machinery has been in progress. This trial run will continue
for sometime as adjustinent of machinery also takes sometime.
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As the Industrial Estate has not started functioning no officer, I
repeat, noofficer has been appointed for the Estate. Usually, an Indus-
trial Estate has a Manager and other subordinate staff, But, for the
Calendering Plant the Small Industries Development Corporation which
would be one of the tenants of the Estate, have appcinted a Manager.
This Officer has nothing to do with the general running of the Indus-
trial Estate. He has been appointed by the Small Industiies Develop-
ment Gorporation for running this Calendering Plant and the Power
Looms only. This Officer has been appointed in the scale of pay 'of
Rs.1,000—1,300 per mensem as had been meotioned by the Hon’ble Chief
Minister in the House yesterday. ‘lhe Small Industries Devclopment
Corporation which is his appointing authority has giver: him this scale
of pay in view of his qualifications and experience. I am giving his
qualifications : He isa B. Sc., and also B. Sc. in Textile Technology with
fifteen years experiencein the line.

On the 13th February, 1966, this Officer was showing the working
of some of the machines to some people including some M. L. As.
While he was showing the Calendering Plant two levers developed cracks.
Subsequently the Ceneral Maneger of the Small Industries Development

orporation inspected the machinery.. The cause of the damage could not
be detected. The suppliers of the machinery have been asked to supply two
new levers which may cost Rs.800 each. They have also been asked to send
an Expert to determine the cause of the breakage.  If the levers broke
because of faulty adjustment or design the suppliers will have to replace
them free of cost under guarantee clause. The correct position will ,bc
kaown after a Jjoint inspection by the suppliers’ Expert and Corporation
ngineers, The new levers are, however, expected ta arrive before the
adjustment of the other machinery is completed.

ARUA (Jorhat): Mr. Speaker, Sir, T
shle Chief Minister, to an urgent mattey
of public importance and of recent occurrénce, i.e., the news-item publisheq
in the ‘Assam Tribune’ dated the 16th February, 1966, under the caption of
““Taxis off Shillong Roads”, wherein it is stated that the Taxis were off the
roads on 15th in Shillong by following a hitch between the Police and Taxij
drl_vcrs on the night of 14th February, 1966, in which a Taxi driver was
seriously injured. This caused great inconvenience to the public. In this
respect I want to draw the attention of the Chief Minister to the fact that
there is a constant hitch between the Police Officers and the Taxi drivers here
in Shillong. In many cases it has been reported that the Taxi drivers are
unnecessarily harassed by the Police. Therefore, Twant to know whether
Government has taken up the matter with the Shillong Municipal Board to

allot a place for parking of taxis.

If the Government would have taken up this matter and could fix a place
for parking the taxis there would have been no such unnecessary harasment
on the taxis Drivers? I want to know from the hon’ble Chief Minister what
measures Government have taken in this regard so that such kind of things
may not otcur in future. With this end in view I have called the attention

of the Chief Minister.
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Shri BIMALA PRASAD CHALIHA (Chief Minister) : Sir, on
14th February, 1966 Havildar Bhuna Singh of Shillong Police Station was
on duty with his constables at Police Bazar point. Atabout 7 p.m. the said
Havildar found taxi No.ASA 4700 parking near the Hydro Electric Sub-
station at Police Bazar., The place being not a parking area the Havildar
approached the driver of the taxi and requested him to get moving in order
to keep the road clear for other vehicles. At this the driver had some
altercation with the Havildar. The driver got down from his taxi and assual-
ted the Havildar, At this many taxi drivers assembled and surrounded the
Havildar, snatched away the batton and cap from his person. During this
skirmish the Havildar waved his batton which might have struck the driver.
The Havildar managed to escape from the mob and with the help of other
police personnel on duty arrested the driver and took him to the Police
station where a complaint was lodged by the Havildar against the driver.
A case under section 147/332/372 Indian Penal Code was registered. The
driver was sent for medical examination regarding his Injuries
Along with the taking of the driver of the car No.ASA 4700, a large number
of taxis from the stang followed them also to the Police station. The owner
of the taxi involved came to the Police station, also reported to the Deputy
Commissioner about the incident and lodged a counter complaint against the
Havildar under section 395 Indian Penal Code. After persuasion the crowd
left the Police Station. But Just about fifteen minutes before their departure
police vehicles No,ASA2893 was sent to Umpling Beat House. Driver Con-
stable No.123, Ramasish Raj drove the vehicle with three other constables
to bring two arrested persons with some recoveredstolen property from the

satd Beat Hoyge. When the vehicle reached near the Singhania Cinema [lall
two-or three perso

: s came in {ront of the vehicle and the driver had to stop.
The said two or three persons who are suspected to be connected with taxis
began to abuse the driver and when he came out of the vehicles began to
assault him with hlows. In the meantime many people assembled there and
surrounded the vehicle and the driver and started pelting stones at the
vehicle, as a result of which the windscreen of the police vehicle was dama-
ged.. It was alg0 learnt that due to indiscriminate pelting of stones some of
the public vehicles which were parked near the Police Station were also
damaged. Ip ¢he melee one ol the constables managed to escape to the
Police Station, The Pylice personnel then rushed to the place of occurrence

but the miscreants haq already left the place, Constable Ramasish Raj
lodged a complaint under section 147(332/427.

Staltseﬁgure also indicates the actual deplorable economic position of our

do notknow how this economic position of our State can bhe im-
Eroved. In this respect, Sir, I humbly like to place some suggestions as to
dg;;.: uﬁ €conomic condition _of our State can be improved, I think, some
i beten-ts which are running at a loss §nstcad of getting profit, may
<! ter outturn if properly and ecfficiently managed. For example,
Transport Department, They have shown about 10 or 12 lakhs as annual
profit, bqt if we minytely examine, this department is running at a loss.
But if this departmen; Is run on a commerical basis and with efficient mana-
gement, this department will surely give better income to the State, Then,
Sir, the Forest Department, The Forest I'epartment of Assam is Producing
about 80 Iakhs ¢ . T of timber, If this Forest Department is efficiently
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operated and managed and administered, I think, the production of the
timber should be raised and this department can give an income of not less
than four crores of rupees. Then, the Sales Tax Department. Therc are so
many evasions. 1f this department is properly managed, I think, more
money can be realised. In thisrespect, I would like to suggest about QOil
Refinery of Gauhati. This Refinery should be expanded furtker. Shri Huma-
yun Kabir, the Minister of Petroleum and Chemicals of Government of India
stated in 1964, that the Gauhati Refinery would be expanded to process 1:75
million tons. If the Refinery is expanded to that capacity, certainly Govern-
ment of Assam will get more income from that source, by way of Sale Tax.
But that has not been done. Sir, T fail to understand why -this Refinery
_is not expanded. I, therefore, request the Government of Assam to press the
- Government of India to take up the case which has been committed by
the Minister in charge of Petroleum and Chemical of the Government of

India.

Then again, Sir, there may be eflective economy in administration. I
do not know what is the fate or decision of the Economy Committee, which
was set up to effect economy in the State Government. Sir, if proper
economy is eflected, ar least, 2 or 2°5 crores of rupees can be easily saved.
Then, Sir, Assam is legitimately entilled to get Carriage Taxes on tea.
I fail to understand why the Government of India has not given the permis-
sion to levy this tax ? I request the honourable Chief Minister to press the
Government of India even by passing a resolution in this House so that we
may levy Carriage Taxes. Otherwise, the economy of the State cannot be
improved. The State cannot improve its economy by borrowing money
from the Government of India in this way. It must have its own resources.
Sir, if all the suggestions which I have mentioned in this connection are
counsidered and are given eflect to, T hope the economc condition of the State
will improve to certain extent,

Sir, in the Budget Speech, the hon. Chief Minister has stated that ‘‘the
State Government have been naturally corcerned by the deteriorating cash
balance position and a drive has been organised to cover the arrears of reve-
nues, taxes and loans.”” In this regard, I humbly sumbit that if the loans
alrcady advanced and arrears of land revenues and the loans given to the agri-
culturists and other industrialists arc not realised, our position so far as the
cash balance is concerned, will not be improved. I hopc our Government will
take drastic measures (o realise all these arrears of land revenues and other
loans. Sir, though the Chief Minister in his speech mentioned about rising
of prices of essential commoditics, I fail to find any specific suggestion
in this direction as to how to check the rise in prices. Sir, it is the
duty of the Government (0 check the rising of prices, otherwise the economic
condltlon_of the people in general and more particularly, the middle “class
people, with low income will be hard-hit, It is up to the Government, both
the State and the Cenfre, to devise some means so that the price of essential
commodities can be checked. In thisrespect, Sir, I cannot support the
temptation of Gevernment’s purchase of paddy at the rate ot Rs.35'5 per
quintal from the cultivators, and selling the same in shape of rice at the rate
Rs.60°46 per quintal. 2 e

. The difference is so high between the price of purchase of paddy. and
price of selling of rice that thatcannot he compromised. Of course, the hon.
Minister of Supply was pleased enough to give details and said that a delivery
chargc_pcr quintal from a co-operative to Governnient depot is charged and

——_TY
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that Government administrative charge on it is 64 p. c, which would mean
Rs.2°38 per quintal. Tf we calculate all these things, we find that the
cost of one maund paddy which is purchased at Rs.13:50 goes to Rs.20:50
per maund excluding all the charges mentioned by the Minister, whereas,
the sale price of rice per Kg, is 78 paise, which means nearly double the
price of purchase of paddy. Sir, if this is the state of affairs of price of
paddy and rice controiled by the Government, I fail to under-
stand how Government is going to check the rising trend of price of other
commodities as rising of price of rice and paddy affect the common man and
this rise in price of rice affects the price of other commodities. I would
request the Government to look into this matter, how price can be reduced

and if the price of rice can be reduced then prices of other commodities to a
great extent can also be reduced,

Sir, Government has the bounden duty towards ameliorating the
condition of suffering humanity because we have decided to establish a
Welfare State in our country. What does Welfare State means ? So far I
undertand it means that equal opportunity should be offered to all and
sundry and the basic needs ofman should be made equally available to all.
Then there should he common suflerings and common happiness to all.
This is my understanding of a Welfare State. I think, Government has not
taken into consideration the cconomic sufferings of the people and especizlly
of the people of the loweststrata of our socicty. I have not heard in the
speech of the Chief Minister mention about the cconomic sufferings of our
people and measures to redress them, 1 hope, something tangible will he
done towards the suflering of the people and more especially of the lowest
strata of the people of our society.

Sir, thereis a burning problem in our State, i.e. the problem of
unemployment of our educated youths as well as of landless cultivators.

These are to be tackled cliectively, but if these are neglected, I do not know
where we will he led to.

Sir, in his speech the Chief Minister had not mentioned anything about
the administrative machinery in our State. To achieve our desired goal of
an id=al democratic socialism or ideal welfare State, there must be an
cfficient  administrative machinery, but without that no power in this
earth can achieve the ideal sought for. T do not like to say anything about
this administrative machinery as it is known to all of us, but I would appeal
to the Government, more particularly to the Chief Minister, to look into
this aspect of administrative machinery as unless thereis rapid and tangible
ymprovement in the efficiency of the administrative machinery, we cannot
dispose of the most important affairs of the admiunistration quickly, and
SPE‘{‘dtllY:ﬂnd Wwe cannot achieve our ideal goal of socialistic pattern of
soclety.

As a matter of fact
the Army had to be called in to assist the civil adn inistration a_nd
they have released Aijal from the hands of the Hostiles and they are making
Progress towards Lungleh and we hope within a very short space of time
Normalcy would be brought througout the whole Mize district and we ask
the State Government 1o take stringent measures agsinst those hostile
elements who are equipped with wmodern weapons by which the civil
population of Aijal and other places was put to great hardship and
cufferings.

Faruna Bezbarua, Shri Amulya Saikia, Fitter [nstructors, I.T. I, Jorhat,
Shri A. T. Mazumdar, Shii H. R, Barbhuyan, Shri G. C. Das, Blacksmithy
Iostructors, I, T. I., Jorhat., They were -erving for about years there
before they were sent for training. After {raining they came back and
joined. But they have been served with notices lor termination of their
services and these vacancies are going ‘o be filled up by other persons,

Now, Sir, another thing that I want (o bring to the mnotice of the Chief
Minister 13 about 3rd grade oversecrs, I happened to preside over the
Tezpur session of their association. They have certain legitimate grievances
which must have been placed before the Chief Micister. They were
recrpned.ata time when there was acute dearth of persouncl in the
Engineering Department. Some of them were I. Sc., some B. Sc. and some
Matric. They gave up their studies and joined the condensed course on
the assurance of future prospects. But up till now tuey have remained 3rd
grade overseers. Some have rendered 8 years’ service, some 10 vyears, but
still they have not been asked to appcar before tie Public Service
Commission for promotion to higher posts, which they had been assured
Their strength is 250 but only 20 have been promoted 50 far. They are
more qualified than our muharrirs. I hope the Chief Minister will Jook
into this matter.

The Hon’ble Chief Minister has referred to the steps taken for the
welfare of the backward classes. I am grateful to Government for the
good gesture they have shown by reviewing the previou: decision in the
matter of stipends and free-ships to the 3rd division post-matric student,
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belonging to other backward classss and also for providing one crore of
rupees in the 4th Plan for the welfare of the other backward classes. I beg
to submit in this connection ihat this review should have retrospective
cffect, i. e., those 3rd division students who lave alrealy joined colleges
in 1964-65 and 1965-66 should also be allowed this benefit to complete
their courses. As regards the provision in the 41th Plan one crore of rupees
Is too inadequate when we consider the population strength of the other
backward classes in our State. Tnerefore, I request the Chief Minister to
see that the amount is increased. So far as pre-matric studies are concerned,
we have been intinated that a proposal will be worked out in detail to
give effect to the Government decision. We hope early steps would be
taken by Government to implement toe decision in the pre-matric

stages also so that students in the schools who have been suffering for want
of these benefits may get some relicl,

With these words, Sir, I beg to resume my seat.

648 GENERAL DISCUSSION OF THE BUDGET [12th Mar.,
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Mr. SPEAKER: Your timeis up. Shri Harendra Nath Talukdar.

Shri HARENDRA NATH TALUKDAR (Rampur) : 947
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Shri HOPINGSTONE LYNGDOH (Nongstoin, Reserved for Sche-
duled Tribes): Mr. Speaker, Sir, I want to speak a few words on the
Budget speech that has been made by the Chief Minister. Sir, last few
days when the Governor’s Address was placed before the House and the
amendments moved by the hon. Members I spoke something about the
land policy of the Government in connection with certain projects
and also for agriculture. Talso spoke something about certain incidents
which affect on the people who are busy in the field during the sowing
seasonn. Mr. Speaker, Sir, the Budget is- before the House for general
discussion and I would like to mention a few matters which have been
referred 1n the last Budget speech. Along with other members I also raised
these points in the last Budget session of the Assembly. Sir, as most of the
hon. Members who have spoken on the Budget have mostly spoken for
the iaterest of their respz:tive areas which they represent, T am also mostly
interested in my own constituency, although we are all concerned for the
whole State and for the whole country.

Sir, T would like to mention something about education in the United
Khasi and Jaintia Hills. Last year we spoke regarding the system of
education maintained by the Government at the primary stage. We find that
from last Budget Session no attention has been given to this matter and we
do notfind any attcmpton the part of the Government to bring about im-
provement. Sir, T would like to mention only one institution of the many
institutions which have been in existence {or many yeais and that is the
Basic School Training Centre at Malki, Sir, primary education in this
district is now run by the District Council, but the maintenance of the whole
matter is the duty of the State Government as provided in the Constitution.
Sir, the syllabus prescribed now is  for orientation system of education,
But at the State Elementary Board level or at the District level this has
not been attempted yet by ths Government, Sir, the present education
is a half way between the secular education that we are having and the
orientation system. Orientation system has not yet been properly intro-
duced. The sylabus is there and it has been circulated to all concerned
including the autonomous districts. But the Government did not provide
any facilities for the proper training of the teachers. Sir, thereis a basic
training centre at Malki and the teachers of the District Council are com-
pvllcd to go there for t(raining because there is no other training centre.
Of course there is one better training Tnstitution at Cherrapoonji but a
private one, maintained by the Christian Church. Last year I took keen

interest for improvement of the Malki Bisic training centre and as far as 1
know it was decided.

] to shift it somewhere at Shllong, the Minister
knows this very well. We expected that training would be brought this

up to the proper standard. But up till{ now we have seen no progress in
regard.

Sir, regarding the secondar

: b y education, in my own constituency ; there
were only four M. E. Schools :

! previously and during the last 8 years the
pnamber hasincreased to 32. There are hundreds of M. E. Schools in the
district, but they aze not properly maintained. One of the defects of
these M. E. Schools is that they are coming up one afier another because
people need education, and so with voluntary contributions the schools are
being maintained. ‘They cannot find rroperly trained teachers; they call
everv man they find in the street to joint the schools as teacher irrespective
of the.fact Wilethcr he is a Matriculate or Under-Matric., The people are in
need of education and therefore, whoever is available they take him as
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teacher. They are runuing the schools with whatever money 1s available
Sir, the last examination result which was cut a few weeks ago was very
bad. What I want to say is that # the Education Department is really
interested in promoting education for the children of the district or for the
whole State they should consider of having a few training institutes for
the teachers of the middle schools. No doubt there is training for the
teachers of the Higher Secondary Schools and High Schools, but there is
no training facilities for the M. E. School teachers, At present our
education in the Stateis of a very low standard. :

Sir, I would now like to mention abour Health Services. 1 discussed
about this in the last Budget session also. We discussed many times in our

Board meetings and we recommended certain plans for the Fourth Iive
Year Plan.

We have decided by all the M. L. As and member representarives of
the District who are constituting a Board for development of the district
that no family planning would be introduced in this district because what the
‘family planning’ has been interpreted to our people in the interior is that,

"it is a planning for only birth control. So, Sir, wehave decided that no
family plannin; is necessary for the hills district in particular because of
thin population and, Sir, T am sorry to say that though this Board in
fact recommended like that the Government did otherwise. In my
district there are some dispensaries without Doctors and, Sir, somebod
had expressed some time chat there were dispensaries with bottles but
without medicines; but I am sorry, Sir, thatnot only there are dispensa-
ries with bottles but without medicines therein and also without Doctors,
but the most objectionable thing is that dispensaries have been converted
into family planning centres where immoral practices have been carried
on. This thing is against the feeling of the people, it is against the recom-
mendation of the Board and of the leaders of the district. We recommend
one thing but Government did the other thing. I do not know, Sir, what
will be the future of this. But whatI want to say is that many of the
dispensaries in my district are without any Doctors. Sir, I do not undes-
stand why it is so; why Government cannot give particular attention to
the hills districts, which “are much backward; why Government cannot post.
some local Doctors who have qualified themselves from our Medical Col-
lege v_wth. Government stipends and now who have been scrving outside
the d_:str_lcts.] Wl}y not, if the Government want to help the people in
;i:suriéft:g;an}mf)i}:?i r;lxgn 1':}105? dispensaries with Doctors, the Governm_ent
Gl A ongst the Ipcgl people ‘_fa? St:ldy in our Medical

ge €y may be sent into the interior areas and fill up those
vacancies and render health seryices to the people, because some time they
say that there is nobody_ t0 go into the interior places for medical service. But
Sir, no people from this district have been posted in their respective areas
wh(_arc they are willing to go and serve. Sir, 1 do not know what is the
pohc.y of the Government in this respect. People are suffering very much in
Interjor. Last time, only:a few weeks ago, 1 found that peoi)le were
§11ETer1ng from many epidemic disease: and were dying ome after another
in rural arecas. 1\11:. Speaker, Sir, I want to draw the attention of the

Government regarding this he lth service which has been left out totally
i our rural areas. Mr. Speaker, Sir, I have secen here in the Budget
Speech that Government has given relicf to some of the areas aflected
by natural calamities like femine, fajlure of crops, etc. In this regard I
want to point cut a particular area ip my own constituency—an area
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called Lynging area was affected last time by this natural calamity failure
of crups, and while the Governmnent in the budget speech has me-
tioned that reliel has been given in the affected areas, that special st -
ply ofrice has been given during the starving of the people, but, Sir, I
have ot seen anything that Government has made permanent Schemes
for future prevention of the arca. 1 would suggest to the Government
for having a permanent scheme taken up by the Government itself
for 1endering relicf to the people living in those areas, and if
Government is keenly interested for the future of the people of those
arcas, they should set up schemes like the re-grouping of villages and
facilities for helping cultivation or to reclaim cultivaiable lands on which
big villages may be established and small villages can he re-grouped and
that, Sir, if the Government is keen to develop the condition of the people
in those areas they may set upschemes where Soil ( onservation Depart-
ment, Agriculture Department and Public Health Engineering Department
may extend their services by working together, settle them permanently
and prevent the: natural calamities that always happen in thoss areas.
Sir, only one point more to say about. I have seen .in that arza in par-
ticular, Sir, that elephants are most troublesome elements which have
been from generation to gencration disturbing the people in their culti-
vation. I want to mention, Sir, that we have always considered and re-
commended to the Government that because of the depredations by the
wild elephants roaming here and there destroying the houses, destroying
the crops and also killing people, Government should take urgent steps
to protect the lives of the people....

_Shri LALIT KUMAR DOLEY (Deputy Minister, Forest): In
which particular area this is happening ?

Shri HOPINGSTONE LYNGDOH : Sir, I mean the Nongstoin
area and also in the Bhoi area, Sir, those elsphants are destroying the
standing crops and killing people. And the Government, as far as 1
know, had stated that there is no ammunition for killing those w1_]d
elephants though guns 'and arms can be given to the licensees. But, Sir,
they donot have certain ammunition for killing those roug deph?".lts'
And it is necessavy that Government should procure some ammunition
by import from outside and take steps for killing those elephants
disturbing the people in those areas,

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Shri MAL CHANDRA PEGU (Majuli, Reserved for Scheduif?;d
Tribes ) : Mr. Speaker, Sir. at the outset I must thank the Honoura-
ble Chicf Minister for presenting the surplus Budget at the timc when
our country has to face so many difﬁcult.sttuapons both within and '.ruhouf.
Secondly, T must thank him for not imposing any tax on tue people.

Now, Sir, I will deal with those iteins which have not been dealt
with by the hon. members ofthe IHouse. Sir, at Page 12 of the Budget
Speech of the Chief Minister, the Chief Minister has narrated the acti-
vities of the Government done for the improvement of the Hills Tribal
peop’'e and Other Backward Classes people at length. But nothing has
been mentioned as to developmental - activities done for the Scheduled
Tribes people living in the plain Districts of the State except mention-
ing that someone or two Pilot Projects have been iaken up in the areas
where the Plains Tribal people preponderate.

. Sir, we donot grudge for doing welfare and upliftment works for
the Other Backward Classes people who are far lagging behind as the
Scheduled Caste and Schedule Tribes people of the State ; but while
doing developmental works for them Government should not, at thie same
time, forget to do the developmental works for the Plains ‘Tribal people
for who=w safeguards have been provided in the Constitution of InJiEL.
While Covernment have been doing much for the welfare of Qtlier
Backuard Classes people for whoss safeguard there is no  provision
the Constitution of India, I fail to understand why the Plains Tribal
people for whom safeguards have been provided in the Constitution of
India have not been given any inportance in the matter of their €Co-
nomic development ?

Sir, the problems that are faciug the Plains Tribal people are wel]
known to our Chief Minister. Whatever developmental works are donpe
to them by Government will cometo no use unless exploitation of
these people by the so-called Mahajans, Landiords and Money Lenders
is stopped for good. So, I urge upon the Chief Minister and the hon.
members of this august House to extend their whole hearied support and
co-operation for the eradication of exploitation of these people by the
Mahajans, Money Lenders and Landlords and in this connection T
like to suggest how this exploitation by the Mahajans, Landlords and
the Money Lenders can be stopped. My suggestion is this : to stop this
short of exploitation rural Credit Co-operative Societies should be formed
in every purely 'Tribal areas which can give loans to the poor Tribal
people whenever they nced, The Mahajans, the Money Lenders ojve
th® poor Tribal cultivators money on lean orin advance when they b'ro'
in difficalty and in need 1o procure agricultural implements. seeds t:ctcJL ;

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Now, Sir, as regards the functions to the Plains Tribal Advisory
Council I want to say that the functions of this Council are more or
less like the Supply Advisory Committees formed by Government in various
Sub-divisions of the State, The recommendations made by this Couneil
may be accepted by Government or may not be accepted. The
recommendations made by this Council have not been implemented by
Government till now, This clearly shows that Government donot give
any importance to the recommendations of this Council. For example,
this Council made reconmmendations to the Government long ago, ahout
two years ago, for making amendment of the provisions of the Chapter X
of the Assam Land Revenue Manual by which Tribal Belts and Blocks have
been created and by which settlement of land is made within Tribal
Belts and Blocks. There are many a loophole in the existing provisions of
the Chapter X mentioned ahove and due to these loopholes many per-
sons who are not entiled to get land within Tribal Belts and Blocks are
geting land within Tribal Belts and Blocks of the State. To stop this,
implementation of the recommendatjons amending the provisions of the
Chapter . is of urgent necessity. Besides the above recommendation the
Advisory Clouncil made another important recommendation to the Govern-
ment requesting the Government to evict the illegal occupants of land
within Trible Belts and Blocks and that the lands thus vacated should be
settled with genuine landless Trible people, but till to-day nothing has
been done in this regard and these illegal occupants are still in possession
of these hmd's.

Even we do not want this M. L A, ship in licu of cconomic
benclit. 'We want economic bencfit, nothing more andfnothing less. So, 1
request .thc Chief Minister to sec so that the Plains '1'1‘1].)3.1b people are
economically developed, Sir, although there is reservation of posts tor us in
the A CS.

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So, Sir, coming to the educational institutions located within me
Constituency I want to say that there are only four High Enghsh :ChC}? 5
which receive Deficit grants. These are: 1. H.C. Majuli :Hrlgh English,
School 2. Jengraimukh High English School 3. Meragorh Narayan D'c_v
High English School and 4. Karatipar High English School which require
financial assistance for construction and extension of the school buildings.
In this respect Karatipar and Meragorh High English Schools deserve
more consideration in view of the fact that both are erosion affected
schools.

There are seven High English Schools within - my Constituency
which receive Ad-hoc grants of Rs.250 each per month. These are:
1. Rotonpur Miri, 2. | jani Majuli Gezera, 3. Garamur Straa,
4, Samguri Rawnapar, 5. Rongachahi, 6. Nam Dewri, 7. Nahatia.
Can anybody think of running a High English School with an Ad-hoe
grant of Rs.250 per month ? So, I request the Education Minister to
see so that Ad-hoc grants are increased and if so justified the Schools
may be given deficit grants. [here are, besides the above High English
Schools, three Venturz= High English Schools  within my Con-
stituency which have received Departmental recognition. These are :
1. Shri Lohit High English School, 2, Rotonpur High English but not
Rotonpur Miri High and 2. Namgarumora High Tnglish School. As
these Schools are purely located in a most backward areas, the schools
may be taken over by Government and Ad-hoc grants given from this
year. There are also large number of Middle English  Schools within
my Constituency which deserve financial assistance from Government.
These are : 1. Bhakatiduar, 2. Sonowal Kachari, 3. Jonaki, 4. Salmora,
5. Phulanibari Middle English (Venture) which has been given recognition,
6. Boroguri Tribal Middle English, 7. Puranimati, 8. Garumora,
9. Kharjanpar, 10. Mahkhuti-Parijat, 11. Bongaon Girls and 12. Maharisuk.
Of these Schools, only one School, #.e. Mahkhuti Parijat reczives deficit
grant and the rest except the Phulanibari which does not receive any
grant are given Ad-hoe grants. I request the Minister concerned to see
so that all these Schools are given deficit grants from now on.

: Sir, there are two Government Middle Vernacular Schools namely
lxpt{)}lpllr Miri and Totoya Government Middle Vernicular — Schools
within my Constituency. The way in which these two schools are managed,
oneé cannot say that these are Government schools. There is no school
building ; whatever is there is jn a most dilapidated condition. No one
can say that these schools are run by Government seeing the conditions
of therbuddmgﬁ of the Schools. Mention may be made here that a sum
of Rs.5,000 (Rupees five thousand) was given to the Rotonpur Government
Miri Middle VCI:nz}cu]ar School sometime in  the year  1963-64 for
School Office building. But on my personal enquiry I came (o learn
that this money was not spent after construction of the School Office
building. The matter was brought to the notice of the Joint Director of
Public Instruction, He assured me that he would take necessary step but
I donot know if he has taken any step or not. In my further enquiry
it has been transpired that no meeting of the Managing Committec of
which the Deputy Inspector of Majuli is the President has been held for
the last 14 years. The matter was brought to the notice of the Joint
Director of Public Instruction but I do not know what action he has
taken in this regard. Besides these two Middle Vernacular Schools and
another two Boards® Schools Saulmora and Sonari there is one Venture
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Middle Vernacular at Gayongaon which was established in 1962, But till

now this school has not been taken over by the Board. So I request the
Government to see to this. '

Sir, there is only one Clollege in Majuli which caters the needs of
ninety-four thousand people but this Coliege has not been given any
recurring grant till now in spite of repcated requests to  the Govern-
ment, The matter was brought to the notice of the Chief Minisier, the
Education Minister and all other authorities concerned but till now the
College has not been given any recurring grant. But some non recurring
grants under Article 275 of the Constitution through the kindness shown
by the Chief Minister have been given. But without recurring grants
one cannot run a College. So, I request the Government to sympatheti-

cally consider the case of the Majuli College by sanctioning recurring
grants.
