such provision in the original budget. That is why,

This was
not included in the- Annual Budget for 1972-73 due
to the cuts imposed in view of State’s financial difficulties.
The second item is Civil and Sessions Judges, pay of
officers, amounting to Rs. 12,000/~ Munsiff, permanent
posts in Grade III for which provision in the wnnual
budget was not made due to oversight on the part
of the Hon’ble High Court. There were some perma-
nent posts and this posts were subsequently filled up
but due to oversight these were not included in the
original budget by the Hon’ble High Court. The third
item is Criminal Courts, Pay of Officers, etc. for 14
posts of Judicial Magistrates, Permanent, for which
provision in the annual budget omitted by the Hon’-
ble High Court due to oversight., These are the only
three items for which I have come forward with this
Supplementary Demand. So, Sir, this amount was ne-
cessary and as due to oversight by the Hon’ble High
Court that was not provided in the original budget,
50, we have drawn this amount from the contingency
fund and only for a formal regularisation I have come
up which the supplementary demand. As regards thé
other observations made by 2 Hon, members, it has
got no intimate relation at all with the present grant
although the observations have been noted carefully
and [ shall look into this aud try to "implcme'nt as
far as possible within the bound and limit of tle fund

I want to make a few observations. In fact, grants
under- Art-275 of the Constitution of India are meant
for the welfare of the scheduled castes and scheduled
tribes to ensure rapid educational development among
these backward people., Grants under Art-275 of the
Constitution are available to the State Government.
Mr, Speaker, Sir, although these grants have been
made available to the people belonging to the scheduled
caste and scheduled tribes in respect of education,
money has never been utilised properly. There isa scheme
for establishing residential educational institutions for
these people, and from time to time, we have heard
that the State Government have also been trying to
set up hostels in certain places of the State., But as
far as the utilisation of the money under Art-275 for
this purpose is concerned, there has been misuse be-
cause in reality we have seen that actually money for
the purpose does not reach the people who actually
deserve, As for instance, at Gauhati, to ensure accom-
modation of the students belonging to the Sched
uled Tribe , some hostels have been established.
As for instance, there is a double-storied hostel of
Cotton College. The building was constructed with
the money provided under Art-275; but in reality,
later on it has been found that although the students’
hostel is primarily meant for the students belonging
to the scheduled tribe, the hostel has been made

a Ceneral one with the provision that the students
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belonging to the scheduled tribes will be entitled
to reside there, In practice, because of the increasing
number of students belonging to different communities,
the students belonging the backward scheduled tribes
are being deprived of the facilities to stay there,
Some small number of students might be there in the
said hostel. T do not say, Sir, that the students be-
longing to other communities other than Scheduled
Tribes are not entitled to stay there. T do mot say

like that, But justice should be done in giving equi- -

table facilities or pfivileges tc the students belonging

to the Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes and
othet backward classes of people. This is only one
example.

Sir, in the name of ensuring Tribal welfare or
the welfare of the backward classes of people grants
under this head have been made available to many

educational institutions which are not located in the

predominantly tribal inhabited areas. We do not have
any grudge or prejudice or hatred towards this step
of the Government provided the students belonging
to the Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes and
other backward communities are given proper oppor-
tunities or facilities to prosecute their studies in those
institutions. ‘As for instance, [ want to cite one exam-

ple, Sir. In my constituency there is a High school:)

near Fakiragram, that is, Sakti Ashram High School.
In the past a very small number, say, a few students

from the neighbouring villages used to study in that

ny AN
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institution and in the name of welfare of the back-
ward cclasses people huge amounts of money under
275 article had been sanctioned in favour of that
particular institution. Out of these amounts hostels
were constructed ; it was the impression that since the
hostels have been constructed by the money sanctioned
under article 275 the students belonging to the Sche-
duled Tribes be entitled to enjoy the privileges. But
later on it was found that although much has been
done for the all round development of that educational
institution out of the money under article 275, the
students belonging to Scheduled Tribes could not enjoy
the privileges or the facilities which they deserved. I
do not know, so far how much money under article
275 has been granted to Sakti Ashram High School.
I do not say that I bear any grudge or ill feeling or
hatred or prejudice towards that particular  institution.
My point is, Sir, that since the institution has been
receiving good amount of money under article 275 the
students belonging to these backward classes—Scheduled
Castes and Scheduled Tribes must be allowed to enjoy
reasonable amount of facilities or privileges in that
institutions. There are also other. examples, Sir—examples
of such institutions, 1 will not name the number of
such institutions. I can simply say that to-day money
under article 275 for the promotion of education of
the backward Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes

people has been misused, misutilised. Supposing, Sir,
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I set up an educational institution in a non-tribal area,
say at Gauhati, it is not difficult to bring money
under article 275. I need only one or two or some
students from NEFA and in the name of welfare of
these people—the few students—I can bring money
under article 275. This is happening everywhere.
Actually money under article 275 for promotion of
education has not properly reached the people who
actually deserve it; That is why, in the rural areas
Sir, you will find that almost all these educational ins-
titutions are in a miserable condition. The condition
of the School and the Hostel Buildings is a matter
of grave anxiety or concern. There are Schools and
Hostels without any roof or wall, and, Sir, the Cons-
titution has allowed the students belonging to the Sche-
duled Castes or Scheduled Tribes to receive free
education atleast at Primary School level. Particularly
what we have seen is that Tribal Students in Schools
need not pay tuition fees and the Fee-Income-Loan is
made available by the Fee-compensatory-grants, Now,
Sir, the problem is that the Fee-compensatory-grants
are not made available to the Educational Institutions
in those backward scheduled castes and scheduled tri-
bes areas in time and as a result of this the authori-
ties of the Schools concerned are not at all in a
position to make payment of salaries to the teachers.
For this obvious reason the wretched teachers working
in the Educational Institutions of the backward areas
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of Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes have to
starve for months together because the authorities can-
not make payment to their salaries as the Fee-com-
pensatory-grants are not made available to the Educa-
tional Institution in time. So, Sir, this is my humble
request to the Govt, that in order to ensure the pro-
motion of education to them grants should be made
available to them in time.

As far as the distribution of the scholarships to
the students belonging to the Scheduled Castes and
Scheduled Tribes is concerned, these students never
receive those scholarships in time, They receive scho-
larships at the end of the academic session and from
the beginning to the end of the academic session
these students on account of non-receipt of scholar-
ships have to suffer a lot of hardship. If it be the
genuine intention of the Government to impart Proper
education to them and if it be the genuine interest
of the Government to ensure quick promotion of
education among them so as to bring them at
par with other advanced section of the people,
ther the Government should take effective steps so
that the scfiolarships are available to them in time,
Otherwise the scholarships for those students will have
no meaning at all, if they do not get the opportunity
to spend the scholarship money in time for which the
money has been sanctioned.

So, Sir, as far as the disbursement of grants under
Art. 275 for buildings efc., is concerned, we have
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seen that almost in all areas officers indulge themselves
in corrupt practices. As for instance, Sir, :supposing
my Institution has been given a grant for building
purpose and I, being the Headmaster or the Secretary
or Head Pandit of the Institution, go to the D, I. or
to the Inspector, who is the disbursing authority, But
in the office the Head Asstts. or other cfficials will
say ‘“unless and until you give me something,
I cannot disburse the money. Presently we do not
have the cheque-book or there i1s this and that
difficulty. So, it will not be possible for me to hand
over the money.” They will say, ‘““you can come some-
other day or meet me at my residence” at such and
such hour and “if you do not give me some benefit
I cannot give the money.” Now, Sir, supposing the
total amount of money is only Rs, 500/~ for building
purpose, 1. €., for the construction of the building of
L.P. School. Now, if T am to give the disbursing
authority, say Rs. 250/- out of Rs. 500/-, then T will
get Rs. 250/- and for this I have to come to the djs.

duled Castes and = Scheduled Tribes so far ¢ If you
go to the Harijan Bastis and to the areas of the un-
touchables, .}IOLI do not find any educational institutions
which have been properly and efficiently managed.

drive out any particular section of people ; we are to live

here together in the spirit of mutual tolerance, Mu-
tual tolerance must be cherished by wus and if our
leaders, if this Govt. fails to see the broad reality I
can very well tell this House that there will never
be permanent and satisfactory solution to the satisfac-
tion of all sections of the people in the State.
