of expenditure and better control over implementation of Plap
Schemes. .

(2) The Field Officers shall have to plan their expenditure

‘ ; caused to the left embankment of the Mora-Chaulkhowa river. He
also informed the Chief Minister of the disaster caused to the
South bank area of Gauhati subdivision. As the members are
aware, Govt. have already appointed ( Notification at Fl. ‘C’ ) an
Embankment Breach Enquiry Committee he added by Shri D. N.
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Hazarika, Ex-Minister, and the Chief Minister has asked ( FI. ‘I°
and ‘E’) this Committee to look into the matters which were
placed before the Chief Minister by my colleague Shri Talukdar.
The Committee Las since toured round Kamrup District and has
partly visited Jorhat subdivision. An interim report relating to
Nalbari and Barpeta subdivision has since been submitted

Regarding instructions reported to have been given by the
Chairman of the B.F.C. C, as published in the newspaper I would
like to clarify that a breach to the Brahmaputra dyke from
Palasbari to Gumiat Ambari village near Gumi occured on 29 7-72.
The width of the breach was 32 metres at the beginning which
developed to 105 metres. The maximum depth of water at the breach
site. was 12.45 metres ( about 40 ft ) and height of embankment
about 15 metres (51 ft.) The breach was due to sand boiling
and consequent failure of foundations. The area affected by
this breach is about 6 Sq. miles ( about 4000 acres) involving
Panikhati, Kandhulipara, Sandahkhowa, Jorabari, Bapartari, Dher-
dhera and Telepara villages. Some adjoining areas were also
affected by the water entering through the breach which ultimately
found its way to Kulshi through Gumi cut in road. An estimate
for closing this breach on temporary basis by means of earth
filled gunny bags was prepared. Cost of this came to Rs. 3.84
lakhs. On examination on the site condtions where the depth of
water was large it was found that the proposed temporary closure
by earth filled gunny bags supported by even three rows of piles
may not be able to withstand the preasure of water. The proposed
work would have required more than one month for completion
provided there was no high flood in the interim period. Occurrence
of a flood for such a long speel in the middle of flood session
could not be ruled out.

A temporary closure of such a breach at a low place with

gunny bags in such adverse and uncertain conditions of weather

€
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‘ and river where safety of closure work was also doubtful was
not considered justifed.

After the breach took place, for some days the water flowed
towards the country side. But thereafter when the Brahmaputra
went down water flowed back from the country side through the

» breach into the Brahmaputra. ( Water through the Breach entered
the country side from 29-7-72 to 13-9-72, and from 5-9-72 to
12-9-72.. There was no flow on 14-8-72 and from 15-8 72 to
4-9-72 and from 18-9-72 upto 25-9-72 the water from the country
£ Y side is getting out through this op=ning ). In fact fortunately the
; Brahmaputra went so low in September ’72 that the water from
| the submerged area flowed back into the Brahmaputra through the
breach more quickly than if the breach had been closed. This
helped in early sowing of Sali in the area.
