© Manual lay down certain principles about the forms in

which. the Budget estimates are to be. prepared and
prescﬁ_'ted,'_ These rules lay down that thie estimates of
expeat’iitu_fe should generally foliow, “for the sake of
convenience, the major and miaor “heads of accounts
prescribed by the Eoatroller and Auffitor General of
India,” and it is the’ Finangce Depirttment who can
select the Subhead or other units of appropriation
for demands for grants. In creifion cases the pre-
soribed minor heads have been, taken as Sub-head of
appropriation or divided into several Sub-heads accor-
ding to requirement of the Depirtment or the Branch
thereof administering the expenditire, Further, para 14
of the Budget Manual says that the major and minor
heads of accounts as prescribed by the Coutroller |
and Auditor General of India will be adhered to as
for as practicable in sel:cting the demand heads and
Sub-heads of estimates and no important departure
in this respect will be made without consulting him.
[t is important to notice that the Sub-head and detailed
heads are introduced entirely for convenience in bud-
geting and accounting. Th s: are the principles laid
down in the Budget Manual about the forms in which
the budget estimates are to be prepared and presented
before the Assembly. I have not come across any
provision amywhere either in the Constitution or any
rules which provide for prescribed forms for the bud-
get estimates nor any such provision has been brought
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to my notice. Even while presenting the main bud-
get whenever a new Sub-head is opened, to my know-
ledge, there is po procedure when the earlier 4 ppro-—
val of the Assembly was taken at any time;

Therefore, it is for the Government to select the
heads subordipate to minor heads according to their
convenieace.

Pegu, T beg to submit that Mr. Pegu often requested
me verbally alse regarding communication hazards in
his Constituency: It is a sad state of affairs in that
area that 1 agree but unfortunatelynfor us, nothing
had been done, so to say, before, forinclusion of the
road ia the Fourth Five Year Plan as will be evident
from the short note I have got here.

The North Lakhimpur- Kamalabari Road serves as
an important link road from Meamati Kamalabari
Ferryghat to different places in” North Bank. Before
Independence the road could however, be used during
Winter only. After Independence the road has been
improved a lot and has been made usable throughous the
year. The Executive Engineer, North Lakhimpur
Division and Executive Engineer, Jorhat Division (because
part of it is under the Jorhat Division and part of
it is under the North Lakhimpur Division) submitted
estimates for Rs. 1,40, 52,000/- and Rs. 68, 91, 500/-
respectively for improvement of the road to the stan-
dard of black topping. The estimates did not find
place in the plan as the same were not recommended
There is also no scope to finance the works from
normal resources. As the project involves a huge ex-
penditure, a request was extended to D, G; B. R. Govt,
of India, in January, 1971, for inclusion of the scheme
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of the said Road which includes construction of two

Major RCC bridges over Tuni and Donia (approximate
cost of Rs, 32.50 lakhs) in their Border Roads Pro-

gramme, Nothing has been heard from D, G, B, R, as
yet.

The road has been kept in all weather condition
from normal repairs grant. Out of total length of i@
miles within North Lakhimpur Division. 13 miles of
the road has already been black topped. There is no
scope for taking up the work of major improvement of
the 'road during 4th Plan period.

It may be pointed out that the P. W, D. roads
under Majuli constituency are encircled by Embank-
ments.  If any part of P. W. D. raods is eroded by flood,
it is only due to the failure of the Bunds, A subs-
tantial portions of the road, especially from Kamalabarj
to Kama:labarighat 'is not protected by embankments,
“As such during the rainy season it is effected by the
Brahm2putra floods causing breach to the roads. The

roads is coustructed for road communication only and

not «for fiood protection. The road is at present being
maiatained as a gravelled road. Under the circums-—
tances, Sir, I cannot agree to accept the resolution
because it is not possible to construct the road witain
the Fourthy Plan period. That is not possible.

Born in Jul,, 1929 Shri Geofge was a Ieédiﬂg
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criminal lawyer of the Parur bar. He entered politics
in 1954 as an active member of the Indian National
Gongress. .

He held many important positions within the party.
He was a member of the Kerala Pradesh Congress

Committee, Kerala Pradesh Congress Flection Commi-

ttee and was also a member of the All India Congress
Committee.

When the Congress split in 1969, Shri George
joined the Congress (R) led by the Prime Minister,
Shrimati Inira Gandhi;

He was elected to the Kerala Legislative Assembly
three times su:cessively—in 1965, 1967 and in 1970—
from Parur constituency. :

He was the Chief Whip of the Congress Pz_xrty in
the Kerala Legislative Assembly during 1967'6_9' He
became the Deputy Leader of the Congress Legislature
Party in 1969 and continued to hold that position
till he became a Minister in September, 1$71. His
death has now created a deep void in the social
and political life Kerala. ;
