(3) After the c;eatlon of Meghalaya although there has
been an increase in the strength of the Joint Cadre -of
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L A. S. for Assam and Meghalaya, the cadre strength
for Assam has come down substantially. Prior to the
enforcement of North Eastern Areas (Re-organisation) Act,
1971 when there were three duty posts of I. A. S. for
the three districts of Mizo Hills, Garo Hills and U. K.
