(b) 3 (three) cases were registered under Karimganj P.S. case
(1) No. 489/93 U/S 380 IPC, dated, 12. 10. 93 (2) No. 490/93 U/S
380 IPC dated, 12. 12. 93 and (3) Case No. 493/93 U/S 395/397 IPC
dated, 20. 12. 93 and one person has been arrested.

(c) One Abdul Gafur son of Syed Ali of village Lafashail has

- been arrested in connection with Case No. 489/93 and 490/93 and

he is forwarded to custody.

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* Shri Hiteswar Saikia (Chief Minister) : Sir, Karimganj P.S.
case No. 489/93 U/S 380 IPC on 12.12.93 one Abinash Paul s/o of
Late Sashi Mohan Paul of village Lafashali submitted an ejahar at
Karimganj P.S. standing that one bullock was stolen from his cow-
shed in the previous night. Karimganj P.S. case No. 490/93 u/s IPC
380 on 12.12.93 one Diptendu Namasudra of village Lafashail sub-
mitted a written ejzihar standing that on the previous night one cow
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was stolen from his cowshed. No name of suspect were mentioned
in the FIR. Karimganj P.S. case No. 493/93 u/s 395/397 IPC com-
plainant Shri Pradip Malakar of Suprakandi submitted a written
ejahar stating on that on 20. 12. 93 at about 2 A.M. Abdul Rouf s/o
Sirajuddin, Prajen Malakar s/o Pratul Malakar and Moinul Haque
Choudhury s/o Isobar Ali of village Suprakandi along with 3/4 other
looted 3 (three) bullocks after breaking open the cowshed.

2. All the BOP's of the BSF were alerted and instructed to be
more vigilent as it is suspected that some of the accused involved in
those cases are from Bangladesh.

3. Special Police patrolling party from Karimganj P. S. are en-
gaged to patrol the bordering villages during night.

4. All the VDP's are activited and reorganised to give a helping
hand to the police as well as to the BSF in respect of Border patrol-
ling.

5. Some known cattle lifters namely Mokkadas Ali, s/o Thahir
Ali/Chandan Ali, s/o Usmal Ali all are from village Brahamanshasan
were arrested in connection with Karimganj P.S. case No. 61/94 u/s
380 IPC where they have stolen 3 numbers of bullocks from the
house of one Jogendra Ch. Deb of village Brahamanshasan under
Karimganj P.S. So Sir, three men were arrested.
