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The present Assam State Electricity Board had an .
opening balance of Rs. 5185-30 lakhs of State Government
loan from the erstwhile ASEB which was dissolyed in
January 1975,

The Govt, of Assam by the notifications dated 1.6.91
(Published in the official Gazette on 1.1.92) declared the
ASEB as a “Body Corporate” and interalia converted
Rs. 80000°00 lakhs out of the balance of State Government
loan drawn by ASEB into Equity.

(), (g) & (h) As the tarriff structure of the Board
was much below its cost of supply. the Board has been
generating negative internal resources in financing its annual
plans. The Government of Assam was earlier financing
this gap in the form of interest bearing loans. This has
been stopped entirely from the last financial year. On the
other hand, there is huge outstanding to the tune of Rs, 21.09
crores as on 31.1.94 from the Government. on account of
sale of power. Surplus effect of these is crippling the
operations of the Board and adding to its losses.

the cperations of the Board and adding to its losses.

The Board has drown up Renovation and Modern-
isation programme under plan to restore 128 MW capacity
from the old generating units in a phased manner. Till
now 38 MW capacity has been restored. Works in the LTPs
stage- IT (3x20MW) project are in progress, Ome unit of
the project has already been test synchronised. Employ-
ment in ASEB has been stopped from November, 1991,
Steps are taken to ensure regular meter reading and billing
and the performance of the persons involved are being
monitored closely at different levels and employees with
poor performance are either replaced or departmental
actions are initiated. An extensive drive is taken to realise
the outstanding dues from the consumers. The Inspection
& Vigilance Cell in the Board has been strengthened. Cases
of malpractices are detected and the assessment bills are
being raised. Steps have been taken to infuse discipline
amongst the employees and there by attempts have been
made to improve the work culture in the organisation.

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Shri Samarendra Nath Sen : Mr. Deputy Speaker,
sir, may I suggest that in Silchar Medical College it is
reported that Mizo AIDS patients are coming for treat-
ment but there is no facility available in the Silchar
Medical College for HIV test and also for blood traus-
fusion, soTsuggest for the arrangement of HIV test and
trained technician should be provided urgently for HIV
test and for the blood transfusion.

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Dr. Abdul Matin Mazumder : Hon’ble Deputy Speaker
Sir, Ishould say the North Eastern States are very good
markets for the sub-standard drugs and Assam Government
is the best Agency for purchase of sub-standard drugs.
My request to the Hon’ble Minister, Health & Family Wel-
fare to see that the limited allocation for the Health Care
Department is not wasted in the purchase of sub-standard
drugs. A Drug Testing Laboratory is already there, it should
be the primary duty of the Government to see the standard
of the drug and should see that only drugs certified by
the Drug Testing Laboratory should be purchased. May I
request the Hon’ble Minister, Health and Family Welfare
to constitute a Committee of Experts to go into the purchase
of the standard drugs. specially drugs from the standa}rd
Company and there should be an admissibility list, list

of admissible drugs to be purchased from the different
standard Companies. As regards saline plants, these are
most essential. These saline plants in Gaunhati Medical
College and Assam Medical Ccllege should not have remai-
ned inactive when patients are always making hue and
cry for want of saline. Even in Silchar Medical College
a saline plant should be set up. The patients of Silchar
Medical College Hospital have to purchase saline, surgical
goods, dressing materials in addition to the medicines.
This should not happen and the supply position of medi-
cines and other surgical goods to Silchar Medical College
Hospital should be improved. In regard to budget alloca-
tion to Rural Health Services I would like to state that in
Assam 89% of the population live in Rural areas where as
the budget allocation for Rural Health Service is below 709%.
This 1s most unfortunate. In the Rural Health Centres
there is no infrastructure, whatever infrastructure is there,
it is very poor. In the Rural Hospitals, infrastructure
should be built up and supply of medicines to Rural
Hospitals should be improved so that Rural poor are not
compelled to go to the towns for treatment and purchase
of medicines. My request to the Hon’ble Minister, Health
and Family Welfare to see that proportional treatment
given to Rural Health Care.

As regards the unused instruments purchased and
kept 1dle like Cobalt Machine at Silchar and the Catlab
in Gauhati Medical College, I think there is some lacuna
in the contractual agreement, most possibly the supplying
fé_lrm must have got its full payment of bill. Had their
bills remained unpaid or under paid, they would not have
been dully dallying the installation. However I would
request the Hon’ble Minister, Health & Family Welfare
to institute a Commission to enquire into these and suggest
remedial measures so that these are installed and put to
service of the people,
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As regards allocation of Rs. 18.75 crores for Medical
Education, training and Research I should request that
the amount should be evenly distributed amongst the three
medical Colleges of Assam since purchase of Diagnostic
Equipments, strengthening of Cardiothoracic Centres,
strengthening of Blood transfusion Centres and AIDS
control measures are equally needed by the three Medical
Colleges, so the treatment should be equal. I am under
obligation to state this because, hitherto the allocation
to three Medical Colleges was discriminatory, the Gauhati
Medical College was getting 55%, Assam Medical College,
Dibrugarh getting 27.5% and Silchar Medical College
getting a poor 17.5% of Medical Education Grants. I would
request the Hon’ble Minister of Health & Family Welfare
to see that the discrimation is stopped the three Medical
Colleges are developed equally and the grants distributed
equally.

As regards B. Barua Cancer Hospital......

Dr. Abdul Matin Mazumder : Sir, Hon’ble Member
Shri Patowary has told about B. Barua Cancer Hospital,
Sir, the standard of treatment has fallen in B. Barua
Cancer Hospital. The number of Major Surgery has dro-
pped down to 60 this year in place of 97 last year.
Cancer patients are going out of the State for treatment
and as a result the money from Assam and other North
Eastern States are drained out. This is an unfortunate
situation. This Could be arrested only if the present
Director of B. Barua Cancer Hospital, a square peg in a
reound hole is removed and replaced by a man who could
command respect from the different specialists working
in the B. Barua Cancer Hospital so that B, Barua Cancer
Hospital may regain its lost glory as the Hospital having
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same infrastructure, equipments and status in treatment
as those of Chittaranjan, Tata Memorial and Madras Can-
cer Hospital. This would be possible only if Dr. Gazi
Giasuddin Ahmed one of the five or six Super-specialist
of Asia in the field of Cancer Diagnosis and treatment
is brought back as the Director, I would request the Hon’ble

# Shri Silvious Condpan (Minister) : Hon’ble Speaker
Sir, Attention of the Govt. is drawn to the news item
under the caption “Karimgapj I.T.I. in poor shape” pub-
lished in the Sentinel, issue of 18th February, 1992. In
this connection, I may inform the House that replies on
the issues had been given on the floor of the House,
during the current session.

As regards introduction of seven trades
in I.T.I. Haflong against to trades in [.T.I. Karimganj,
as it appears in the news time, it may be mentioned that
although both TI,T.Is were start in the same year but the
situation and the circumstances are not comparable in
view of the fact that the Haflong I.T.I. has been function-
ing in permanent site with permanent building with all
infrastructural facilities already existed at the time of
introduction,

7. In case of High School & H. S. School, Graduate
teachers serving in Intermediate scale of pay they should
be promoted on seniority basis and resultant vacancies
should be filled up by the Inspector of Schools.
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8. All subject Teachers in Higher Secondary Schools
will be appointed by the D. S. B. & due weightage may be
given to recommendation of local M.L.A.

9. Temporary vacancies in H 8. School 1. e. leave and
deputation vacancies will be filled up by respective Inspector
of Schools,

10. L.D.A./U.D.A. will te appointed by the D.S. E.

1. The Sub-Divisional Advisory Board will constitute the
Selections Committee with two experienced and eminent
Educationist - of known' integrity of their respective areas.
Required numbers-of Committees where ever necessary
with atleast one member of the Board may be formed
to expedite the process of selection of candidates for
appointment.

2. The D.I. of Schools of the Sub-Division concerned and
DEEQC of the District concerned for L. P. and M. E, School
respectively will act as Co-ordinators of the Selection

Committee/Committees.

3. The Board will select the candidates for Primary and
Middle schools for regular vacancies in E. P. and Middle
