Achyut Patwardhan, a veteran socialist and freedom
fighter was boin in September 1906 in Ahmadpagar,
Maharashtra. He remained bachelor through out his
life. After obtaining Master Degree in Banaras Hindu
University, Shri- Patwardhan joined -the same University
as Lecturer in Arts: Faculiy. Iie joined the Quit India
Movement in 1942 and courted imprisonment on several
occasions. Mr. Patwardhan was a doyen among freedom
fighters and the moving spirit of the Quit India Move-
ment, He died at Ahmadnagar on Wednesday, the
5th August, 1992. In his death Country has lost a
great social worker and a petriot.

Born on September 27, 1922 at Dibrugarh, Biren
Phukan was adapt to art and culture who won the
Gold medal for his outstanding result in 1947 from
Bhatkhande Music College, Lucknow. He joined Shillong,
Guwahati Station of the All India Radio on June 1,

1948 as programme Executive. He became the Station
Director of AIR, Gauhati Station on march 7, 1978
and retired on September 30, 1980. He was a rencwned

authority of Classical music. He was author of several
books on music. He also founded the Kanak Kali
Sangeet College of which he was the Principal till his
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death. He was also a Co-founder along with R. G.

Baruah, Assam Sangeet Sanmelan in the fifties. In
1999, Jyoti Rupa, a reputed Socio-Cultural Organisation
of the State Conferred on him the Sangeet Jyoti title
in recogaition to his valaable coatributi ons to music.
He died on November 16, 1992 on massive cardiac
arrest. Shri Phukan’s death has created a void in the
felds of art and culture in Assam.

Shri Satya Baruah became popular music director
through his music for the award winning Assamese
film, *“Haladhiya Charaya Bao Dhan Khai.” Besides
{his film, he was also the music director of Papori,
Aaparoopa: Firingoti among others. Shri Baruah, a
well-known music director, singer and reputed indu-
siralist died in a tragic scooter accident on Friday,
the 13th November, 1992. He was 38: He left behind
his wife, mother and seven brothers and sisters. He
was successful young enirepreneur in Assam. He was loved

and respected by all who once came to his contact.

Jyotish Baruah a senior and distinguished Jour-
nalist of Assam was born in the year 1943. He was
graduated from Cotton College, Guwahati and began
his career as Journalist as the Sub-Editor of the new-
defunct-news magazine-Navadhara published from Gau-
hati and later joined the Dainik Asom, the premier
Assamese daily when it saw the light of the day on
August 4, 1965, Here Baruah worked in ~ various ca-

&
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pacit ies and ultimately rose to the position of special
representative. A Young man of very active habits,
Baruah was the founder Secretary of the Guwahati press
Cluband secretary of the Assam working Journalists Ass-
ociation for a number of years. He was also the Secretary
of the Assam Legislative Assembly Press Reporters’ Comm-

ittee since 1982. An Outspoken, fearless and dedicated jour-
nalist, Baruah breathe his last on 17th september, 1992.
In Baruah’s sudden death Assam has lost a prominent
journalist and a professional untiring personality.

N. K. Krishnan who was the Secretary of C. P, I.
National Council and a veteran communist was born in
the year 1921. He was a member of the Rajya Sabha,
As a leader of working class people, his socio-political

activities were wide in our Country. He became a
leading functionery of the AITUC and became one of

its Vice-Presidents. His ability as a Organiser was
proved among Coimbatore Textile workers and in

organising the party such a diverse trade from Tamil-
nadu to Chitagong and Maymensingh in Eastern Bengal.
The brave personality breathed his last on 2nd November,
1992 at the age of 80. In his death, our country has
lost one of the great Communist Leaders, a good
parliamentarian and a social worker.

Former Chief Justice of the Gauhati High Court,
a retired judge of the Supreme Court, acting Governor
